The Early Church Fathers were the disciples of the 12 apostles. In short they were the  
Christian leaders who took charge of the Church following the death of the 12 apostles. They are 
excellent “go to’ resources to learn more about the early history of the Catholic Church. 

 The Early Church Fathers...On the Eucharist 
The doctrine of the Real Presence asserts that in the Holy Eucharist Jesus is literally and 
wholly present—body and blood, soul and divinity—under the appearances of bread and 
wine. Many Protestants attack this doctrine as “unbiblical,” but the Bible is forthright in declaring it     
(cf. 1 Cor. 10:16–17, 11:23–29; and, most forcefully, John 6:32–71). 

 
The early Church Fathers interpreted these passages literally. Here are examples of what early Christian writers had to 
say on the subject of the the Real Presence of Jesus in the Eucharist: 
 
Ignatius of Antioch 
“I have no taste for corruptible food nor for the pleasures of this life. I desire the bread of God, which is the flesh of Jesus 
Christ . . . and for drink I desire his blood, which is love incorruptible” (Letter to the Romans 7:3 [A.D. 110]). 
 
Justin Martyr 
“For not as common bread nor common drink do we receive these; but since Jesus Christ our Savior was made incarnate by 
the word of God and had both flesh and blood for our salvation, so too, as we have been taught, the food which has been 
made into the Eucharist by the Eucharistic prayer set down by him, and by the change of which our blood and flesh is  
nurtured, is both the flesh and the blood of that incarnated Jesus” (First Apology 66 [A.D. 151]). 
 
Irenaeus 
“He has declared the cup, a part of creation, to be his own blood, from which he causes our blood to flow; and the bread, a 
part of creation, he has established as his own body, from which he gives increase unto our bodies. When, therefore, the 
mixed cup [wine and water] and the baked bread receives the Word of God and becomes the Eucharist, the body of Christ, 
and from these the substance of our flesh is increased and supported, how can they say that the flesh is not capable of  
receiving the gift of God, which is eternal life—flesh which is nourished by the body and blood of the Lord, and is in fact a 
member of him?” (ibid., 5:2). 
 
Origen 
“Formerly, in an obscure way, there was manna for food; now, however, in full view, there is the true food, the flesh of the 
Word of God, as he himself says: ‘My flesh is true food, and my blood is true drink’ [John 6:55]” (Homilies on Numbers 7:2 
[A.D. 248]).
