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The following information will help guide student competitors as they prepare for the 2021 SD HOSA State Leadership Conference 

(SLC).  HOSA competitors should be fully aware of this information in regard to the procedures and event topics the conference is 

offering. Competitors are responsible for understanding and following the event guidelines. For events regarding procedures (ie: 

health professions and emergency preparedness events), competitors may be asked to complete up to 2 different procedures in 

that event.  

Students may compete in up to THREE events…however, two of the events must be online only.  

*Note: All rules and guidelines are national guidelines; however, SD HOSA  may alter the guidelines that make sense for our 

state. For example, there may not be a Round 1 rating for a particular event due to lack of numbers and all competitors qualify 

for Round 2 (ie: Public Health Event)
