Any person entering the show grounds is responsible for knowing and agreeing to abide
by the rules and regulations issued by the show committee as a condition of entry.

Show management reserves the right to combine, split or cancel any class.

Pre-registration closes OCTOBER 29, 2021. Entries post marked after this date or
registering at the show will be charged a post entry fee of $15 per horse. Due to limited
ride times, Dressage must be pre-registered in order to receive aride time and entries
must be postmarked no later than OCTOBER 29, 2021. Make checks payable to
Autumn Classic. NO ENTRY WILL BE ACCEPTED AS PRE-REGISTERED BY
EMAIL WITHOUT CREDIT CARD INFORMATION (funds must be received with
registration) AND ALL SUPPORTING DOCUMENTATION ATTACHED OR YOU
WILL RECEIVE AN EMAIL BACK THAT YOUR ENTRY ISNOT
COMPLETE.

Stalls are $65.00 each and will be reserved on afirst pay basisand WILL NOT be
confirmed until payment in full isreceived. Stall fee does NOT include shavings. For
shavings you will need to contact barn manager or GNFA upon arrival. Shavings
brought onto the show grounds must comply with GNFG rules.

To be eligible for achampionship class, the exhibitor/ horse combination must participate
in aprevious class of the same kind (see class schedule for details).

ALL drop/add classes MUST be completed 3 classes prior to the class and handled at
registration. Failureto do so WILL result in forfeiture of fees. NO ride through will be
accepted.

Any act of discourtesy to ajudge or show officia on the part of the trainer, owner,
exhibitor or groom will immediately disqualify any horse with which they are associated
and entry fees will be forfeited.

Management reserves the right to decline an exhibitor’s entry or any horse before the
show and reserves the right to order from the premises during the show any person
without being liable for compensation.

Horse not stalled will be charged a $25.00 grounds fee.

No refunds will be made after the show begins except for lameness or illness of horse with
vet certificate or illness with doctor’ s excuse. Withdrawal of entries must be madein
writing and accompanied by avet certificate. Withdrawals received before closing date
will be refunded al fees. After closing date, until start of show, all feeswill be refunded
except office, one class and stall fee. Post entry feeswill be retained. Absolutely no
refunds on stall fees after closing date. Refund of AHA fees-exhibitor/owner must inform
office at the time horse is taken out of last class that it will not be shown.

NO REFUNDS IN SPORT HORSE, DRESSAGE OR HUNTER JUMPER CLASSES
FOR ANY REASON.

A current negative Cogginstest isrequired for all horses entering the show grounds.



12. Dogs must be leashed at ALL times and are not allowed in show arenas.

13. Only licensed drivers 18yrs/older are permitted to drive/operate golf carts.

14. The wearing of USEF approved helmets by all junior exhibitorsis required. All exhibitors
are required to wear USEF approved helmets while jumping. Proper attire and headgear is
mandatory in al classes as well as schooling areas.

15. Back numbers must be visible at all times.

16. Order of work will be determined by the paddock master. Notify the paddock master
and /or show steward of any conflicts.

17. Warm up over fences, in Perdue Arena, will be available by purchasing an armband for
$5.00.

18. Horses may not enter more than 2 consecutive height divisions and no more than 8 fence
classes per day.

19. Refer toindividual prizelist for starting times. Classes will be called promptly. The two
minute gate call will be enforced. Tack holds must be requested two classes before the
class shown.

20. No lunging in Reaves, Sutherland or Perdue arena.

21. Inthe event duetoillness or failure of an Official to attend this show or perform
their duties, the show reserves the right to substitute another official.

22. All TBA classes will require a $35.00 add fee charged to the person requesting the
class to be added and must be paid prior to the class being added, plus a $15.00 class
feefor entry. Any class on the AHA Class List or that is recognized by AHA with the
exception of Cutting, Working Cow, Reined Cow, Team Pinning and Driving.

Dressage:

Dressage competition will be conducted according to USEF Art.AR-12. 2019 USEF Tests and
USDF 2019 Tests will be used, along with 2017 USEF Western Test for Western classes.
Introductory and Training Level tests may be ridden in the small arenaif necessitated by time
constraints. DR 120 requires al riders at fourth level and below to wear ASTM/SEI approved
helmets at any time while mounted on the competition grounds.

Dressage classes will have assigned times. Registration must be postmarked no later than
OCTOBER 29, 2021. Timeswill be posted in show office Friday night. Conflicts are to be
worked out on an individual basis with dressage secretary, Marie Taylor. It is the exhibitor’s
responsibility to resolve conflicts. Failure to show at assigned time will result in elimination.

Sport Horse Under Saddle — Refer to USEF Art. AR-13.

Hunter/Jumper:

Tablell, Sec. 2 (a/b) - At management’ s discretion, each exhibitor may have the option of taking
part in the jump-off at the completion of their round as in 2(b), or after al exhibitors have
completed their first round.

All A/HA/AA classes will follow AHA guidelines.

Pre-Beginner: Opento ridersin their first year of showing over fences. Riders limited to ground
poles only.

Beginner Rider/Equitation: Open to ridersin their first 2 years of showing O/F. No penalty for
trotting course. Riders cannot show in any O/F classes over 12”.

Cross Rails 18”: Equitation: Riders or horsein first 2 years of showing 18" crossrails. May
cross enter into 2’ over fence classes.

Suitability for Dressage: Open to horse/pony. Purpose isto evaluate horses which have
potential for Dressage.

Hunter Hack 2': Open to any horse/pony, to be shown U/S and over two fences at 2'.
Equitation 13 & under: Open to all riders 13 and under.

Equitation 14 & over: Opento al riders 14 & over.

Open Hunter 2': Open to any horse/pony that has not shown over 2’ 6.

Pony Classes: Ponies must be 14.2 & under or no taller than 58 inches. Length of stride will be
12'.

Hunter Derby 2’: Two-round format, with the first round being a Classic Round and second
round being a Handy Hunter Round. Horses will be judged on performance, pace, jumping style,
quality and movement.

Green Working Hunter: Horses first two years of showing over fences, regardless of age.

Open Medal: Equitation class open to al riders.

Puddle Jumper 2’ : Open to beginner horse/rider that has not shown over fences 2’ 3.

Pony Jumper 2': Opento all ponies (height 14.2 & under).

Schooling Jumper 2'3: Open to al horses/ponies.

Hopeful Jumper 2'6”: Open to horse/rider jumping 2'6” that hasn’t shown over 3'.



Autumn Classic 50/50 Open Jumper Progressive: Open to all horses or ponies. Clear rounds will
progress to the next round with selected fences being raised 3 inches per round until thereis one
winning entry. Time faults will apply after 90 seconds. 50% payback to the winner.

Autumn Classic 50/50 Jumper Challenge: Opento all riders. Must enter at least one other
jumping classto participate. 50% payback to the winner.

Autumn Classic 50/50 Mini Grand Prix: Opento al riders. Must enter at least one other
jumping classto participate. 50% payback to the winner.

Class Descriptions:

Color Classes require that horses be registered as a color breed.

Coded AHA classes will be sanctioned for points for Arabian/Half Arabians/Anglo Arabians.
Pony classes require all poniesto be the standard measurement of 58 inches or less.

Lead Line (2yrs - 8yrs) Must have spotter. Horse must be on alead line. Saddle and stirrups must
fit therider.

Walk/Trot/Jog 10 & under Classes - Headers are alowed.

Awards;

Classes with $10.00 entry fee will be awarded as follows:
Ribbons for 1st- 6th place

Classes with a $15.00 entry fee will be awarded as follows:
1st - $25; 2nd - $20; 3rd- $15; 4th - $10 and ribbons for 1st- 6th place

Championship classes with a $25 entry fee will be awarded as follows:
1st- $45 along with prize; 2nd- $35; 3rd- $25; 4th- $15 and ribbons for 1st- 6th place

Dressage classes will be awarded as follows:
Ribbons for 1st- 6th place

Division awards will be given for Hunter/Jumper.

All paybacks must be redeemed at registration. It will be the responsibility of the AHA show
secretary to determine eligibility and total due. All payback checks MUST be picked up by the
end of the show or you forfeit your winnings. No checks will be mailed. Checks M UST be
cashed within 90 days of show date or check will be void.

ALL PAYBACK CLASSESWILL REQUIRE
A MINIMUM OF 5ENTRIESIN A CLASS
BEFORE PAYBACKSWILL BE ISSUED.



Autumn Classic Entry Agreement

Y our entry into the Dougherty County Saddle Club’s Autumn Classic Charity Horse Show (here
within to be referred to asthe * Classic’) competition shall constitute an agreement and

officials, directors and employees, (4) agree that as a condition of entry they authorize
completion management to market, transfer, assign or otherwise make use of any photographs,
likeness films, broadcasts, cable casts, audio tapes taken of the horse(s) and participant(s) while
on the grounds, incident to or in transit between the stabling facility and the event site in any way
they seefit for promotion, coverage of the event, sport. The competition management without
compensation to any of the them, so long as the use neither jeopardizes amateur status nor
endorses a specific product or service and hereby express and irrevocably waive and rel ease any
rights in conjunction with such use including any claim to invasion of privacy, right of publicity
or to misappropriation; and (5) agree that they participate voluntarily in competition fully aware
that horse sports and these competitions involve inherent dangerous risk of seriousinjury or
death and by participation they expressly assume any and all risks of injury or loss and they
agree to indemnify and hold the AHA, Classic and Georgia National Fairgrounds harmless from
and against all claimsincluding for any injury, death or loss suffered during or in connection
with the competition, whether or not such claim injury, death or loss resulted directly or
indirectly from the negligent acts or omissions of said officials, directors, employees or agents of
the AHA, Classic, and Georgia Nationa Fairgrounds.

Warning— Under Georgialaw, an equine activity sponsor or equine professional isnot liable for
an injury to or the death of a participant in equine activities resulting from the inherent risks of
equine activities, pursuant to Chapter 12 of Title 4 of the Officia Code of Georgia Annotated.

Stall reservations are requested by October 29, 2021 and will be confirmed by phone when stall
feeisrecelved. Feesare $65 per stall. If no stall is requested, then grounds fees will be charged
at arate of $25 per horse.
