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I wish we might lift up our eyes and look on the fields
that are white already to harvest. God wants us to get a
world vision, because when Jesus died He died for the world.
I believe somehow that when Jesus from the cross of Calvary
looked upon that mocking crowd, there were many different
races represented, and when He said, “Father, forgive them,
they know not what they do,” His prayer was symbolical of
His attitude towards the people of all nations.

[ read in Romans 15:20, 21: “Yea, so have I strived to
preach the gospel, not where Christ was named, lest I should
build upon another man’s foundation: But as it is written,
To whom he was not spoken of, they shall see: and they that
have nnt heard shall understand.” Some of the most primi-
tive and most unenlightened people in the world are the most
responsive to God's message; while others of civilization and
culture are harder to reach. This latter class are filled with
their own philosophy and regsonings: but the more primitive
peoples hear the message and understand,

One of the greatest movements toward Christ in the world
at the present time is among the hills people of Southwest
China. Whole villages have actually come together and cast
their idols down and said, “We want to accept this mes-
sage and follow your God.” Not everybody in these
mass movements has been saved, but there is certainly a
work of grace going on in the lives of these primitive hill
people.

Paul strove to preach Christ where He had not been
named. lest he should build upon another man’s foundation.
1f you find there are many other Christian workers or evan-
gelical organizations ministering in the section to which you
feel called, you have reason to question whether yours is really
the call of God, as long as it is true that something like 700
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million people have never heard the gospel. Not only are they
unconverted, but they have not had a chance.

The thing for us to discover is where we can each serve
the Lord most effectively. The harvest truly is great but
the workers are few. Christ bids us, “Pray ye therefore the
Lord of the harvest, that he would send forth laborers into his
harvest.” He will do it if we pray in faith.

Barnabas Shaw thought he had a call to South Africa but
he was not allowed to stay there, so he took his ox team and
headed north. After traveling 300 miles he met a company of
heathen who said they were seeking some person who could tell
them about God. He had thought he was called to South
Africa, but God actually wanted him more towards the central
part of Africa, preaching to the natives there.

You find a similar experience in Adoniram Judson. He
had the burden for India but he could not get to that country.
God led him on into Burma. There are many other missionary
pioneers who thought God had called them to a certain field,
but who did not have their first impression realized.
dentially led them in His divine will.

A lady who knew only country ways, was on her first trip
to the city. Her friends warned her, “Now city people are
shrewd and you must be careful or they will do you,” When
she got to the city she went to a hotel and asked for a room.
A young man stepped forward and led her into a little com-
partment, taking her bag into it.

[et us look at the 4th chapter of
Romans and consider the subject of
faith. When we study the Word of
God we must always read it as
though we had never read it before, be-
cause the Holy Spirit will make each
passage absolutely new to us. You may
be apt to say, I have read such and such
a chapter and I know all about it.” No,
we do not know all about any chapter
for there is a continuous revelation by
the Holy Spirit of the deep things of
God.

We read of those who “walk in the
steps of that faith of our father Abra-
ham.” Perhaps you say, “I should like
to do that, T should be glad to have the
same kind of faith, and to walk n the
steps of the faith of our father Abra-
ham.” In verse 9 we see that that faith
was reckoned to Abraham for righteous-
ness, and we see that it was reckoned to
him while he was yet uncircumcised.
God’s righteousness was not reckoned to
Abraham because he was circumcised. It
was not imputed to him through works
but because he believed God. He re-
ceived the sign of circumeision, “a seal of
the righteousness of the faith which he
had yet being uncircumcised; that he
might he the father of all them that be-
lieve.” Circumcision is a type of the
cutting away of everything that pertains
to the flesh,—everything in our heart
which is not like Jesus. Faith in our
blessed crucified Lord brings the true
circumcision so that we become pure and
holy, and bring glory to our blessed
Saviour.

“The promise, that he should be the
heir of the world, was not to Abraham,
or to his seed, through the law, but
through the righteousness of faith. For
if they which are of the law be heirs,
faith is made void, and the promise made
of none effect.”” vv. 13, 14. God gave

all to Abraham by faith, in order
that it might be by grace, so that
the promise might be sure to all

the seed. Beloved, we are ‘ac-
cepted in the Beloved,” through Jesus
Christ our Lord, and through His
finished work on the Cross. We can-
not add one whit to what Jesus has done.
But we must believe in what He has
accomplished for us.

The devil wants us to say, “I will
do a little more to add to the Lord’s

work, that I may be sure to be saved.” .

This is a dreadful snare. As we believe
on Christ we are united to Him as the
branch is united to the vine, and as
we keep yielding to Him the Holy Spirit

works in us to will and to do of His
good pleasure. “As many as are led
by the Spirit of God, they are the sons
of God.” Rom. 8:14. Perhaps when
we arise in the morning we are apt to
make our own plans and say, “I will do
so and so to-day”; but if we are led by
the Spirit we ask humbly, “Lord, what
dost Thou want me to do to day? I
am nothing and have no wisdom. I want
to be led by Thee alone. I do not want
to carry out any plans of my own. I am
clay in the hands of the potter and I
ask Thee to mould me continually into
Thine own image.”

How blessed to be clay in the hands
of the blessed Potter, then He can make
each one of us into a vessel, that is “un-
to honor, and meet for the Master’s use.”
How He deilghts in working out His
great salvation through us, but He must
do this by His Spirit, working Ilis own
righteousness in us, which is by grace.
God willed to give us salvation as a free
gift. He gave us His only begotten Son,
Jesus Christ, and it is through Him that
we have salvation. Ie could not let
us work for salvation because then it
would not be His own free grace. But
there must be a condition and that con-
dition cannot be the law, therefore it
must be by faith in the One who has
kept all the law for each one of us. “The
just shall live by faith.”

Faith accepts from Jesus Christ what
He has already done. As you take this
stand of faith and praise Him according
to the promise, that the work is already
done, you will begin to walk in the
steps of the faith of Abraham. We
read of the first step in that wonderful
walk of Abraham. “As it is written, I
have made thee a father of many
nations, like unto Him whom he believed,
even God, who quickeneth the dead, and
calleth those things which be not as
though they were.” v. 17 margin. It
may seem to us that this is such a
wonderful step of faith that it could
not be the first one, or the beginning,
but anything less than this is not faith
at all. God quickens the dead. God’s
creative power calls those things which
be not as though they were, and by the
power of His Holy Spirit He enables
us to have this same faith.

Beloved, if you have known this won-
derful faith in your souls you know
what I am writing about. If you have
not known it as yet, ask God to reveal
it to you. When you have this living
faith you realize that the faith itself is
the miracle, not so much the thing which

is accomplished, but your faith. Oh,
that we might fully realize that when
Jesus died on the Cross we died with
Him—we died to the old self, the old
nature. In Christ’s resurrection we have
risen again and have become a new be-
ing with an entircly new nature. “Who
was delivered for our offences, and was
raised for our justification.” Let us not
fail to feel this but let us begin to praise
God for the fact that through Christ’s
death we are dead to the old nature and
that we are alive through Christ’s resur-
rection. “Old things are passed away;
behold, all things are become new, and
all things are ol iGod. " Z8Ears 5l
18.

Do you not long to be made like God
as Abraham was? God quickens the
dead. He quickens us when our faith
seems to be dead. Ile quickens us into
newness of life, and enables us through
His Spirit to call those things that be
not as though they were. The Lord puts
that same faith into us, so to speak, that
God has in Himself. Jesus is in the Fa-
ther, and the Father is in Christ. John
does not say that Jesus is the Father but
that Jesus is 7n the Father. God speaks
and it is done. God speaks the word of
faith through us and His word is ful-
filled to us and through us. Jesus said,
“These signs shall follow them that be-
lieve; In my name shall they cast out
devils . . . they shall lay hands on the
sick and they shall recover.” Mark 16:

17, 18

When the prayer of faith has been
prayed for us we are apt to look at our
symptoms and if they seem unfavorable
we are apt to decide that God has not
touched us at all. Beloved, this is rank
unbelief. All the symptoms will flee
before a faith that will not waver, but
you must praise God at the very outset,
believe His Word and call those things
which be not as though they were. If
you know a person who is a true believer
and who is able to really pray the prayer
of faith for you, then you are healed the
moment the prayer has been offered. It
is not a question of feeling better, or
worse. Ycu look up in faith to the Lord
and say, “Lord, Thou hast said that the
prayer of faith shall save the sick. I be-
lieve the prayer of faith has been prayed
for me and therefore I am now re-
covered. I now take Thee at Thy word
and T believe Thou hast struck the trouble

.dead at the root and as I continue to

praise Thee, Thou wilt

make every
symptom flee away.”

In the 18th verse we read of another
step of faith, “Who against hope be-
lieved in hope.” That is,—his faith did
not waver when he was tested, but he
hoped against hope. Now look at verse
19 where we see yet another step of
faith: “And being not weak in faith,
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he considered not his own body now
dead, when he was about a hundred years
old, neither yet the deadness of Sarah’s
womb.” He did not let circumstances
make any difference with his faith. He
looked at the promise and not at human
conditions.

In verse 20 we read of two more
steps of faith. “He staggered not at the
promise of God through unbelief; but
was strong in faith giving glory to God.”
He did not waver before the mighty
force and power of God's promise.
Strong faith brings glory to God. Weak,
vacillating faith does not glorify God.
Our faith will increase if we feed up-
on the Word of God. Faith can hear
God speak through His Word. If you
are still unbelieving, read more of the
Word. Ask the Holy Spirit to teach you,
for He is the one who takes of the things
of Jesus and shows them unto us. God
says faith cometh by hearing and hear-
ing by the Word of God. When you
really hear God speak through the Word
it is as easy to believe as it is to take
your next breath. If you have ever had
an experience of this kind, the memory
of it will always encourage you to trust
Him yet again.

i
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Now, in verse 21 we get the final step
of faith. “And being fully persuaded,
that what He had promised, He was
able also to perform.” After a long
time of testing, Abraham still believed
God and came to a full persuasion that
God would perform that which He had
promised.

The devil will try to accuse vou, for
he is the assuser of the brethren. We
must not listen to him for one moment,
but look away to Jesus who is the Author
and Finisher of our faith. We are to
resist Satan in the name of Jesus and he
will flee. Stand firm upon the truth
that the Lord Jesus has borne all your
sins and all your sicknesses and infirm-
ities, and you are free from them all.
God says, “Ye are complete in Him.”
There is nothing to be added and noth-
ing to be taken away; there is nothing
you can do to add to His finished work
on Calvary. So, stand upon His Word
and give Him all the glory, and the win-
dows of heaven will be opened upon you
and you will receive blessing which you
will not be able to contain, but it will
flow out from you to others and many

shall be blessed thereby.

Romans, chapter three, shows the ad-
vantage which the Jews had over the
Gentiles. They were the custodians of
“the oracles of God.,” That is, to them
was given the divinely inspired Scrip-
tures. But the same chapter shows that,
with this great advantage, Israel sinned
just like the Gentiles so that “they were
all under sin” and showed their sinful-
ness by the misconduct of their lives.
You have heard of the doctrine of “total
depravity.” Generally, I believe, this is
interpreted to mean that there is no good-
ness or soundness in man, “from the
sole of the foot to the head there is no
soundness in him, but wounds and bruises
and putrefying sores.”” And that man
is entirely bound, unable to help him-
self, for “though thou wash thee with
nitre, and take thee much soap, yet
thine iniquity is marked before me,
saith the Lord God.” “Can the Ethiopian
change his color or the leopard his spots,
then may ye do well who are accustomed
to do evil.” If this is the natural state
of man, salvation is a miracle and re-
quires indeed that one must be “born
again,” and become a “new creature in
Christ Jesus.” To this description of
fallen man the New Testament also bears
witness, “for in me, that is in my flesh,
dwelleth no good thing” “when I would
do good evil is present with me.”

Is there then no good in man? Are
not some unconverted persons kind? Do

they not show consideration to others,
come to the rescue of the weak, and
contribute to the support of the needy?
Have they not aspirations to be better
than they are, and do they not mourn
when they know they have done wrong?
These good qualities indicate that there
are some remains of “the image of God”
with which they were created. But these
good qualities are bound and hindered
by sin within. This nature of sin is what
is called depravity. The dictionary says,
“Depravity denotes no act, but a
perverted moral condition from which
any act of sin may proceed.” This
definition I like. It shows that while
there might be good qualities in man,
there is no place where he is not likely
to break down.

Recently a respected citizen saw his
wife in the embrace of another man and,
acting on impulse, he shot both the man
and the woman to death. Do you sup-
pose he could have believed he would do
such a thing had he been asked an hour
before if such were possible? That he
would do such a deed was beyond the
power of his imagination, yet, under
certain circumstances, he did that very
thing. What caused him to do so?
Depravity. Do you suppose the many
things that have been done which have
brought remorse of conscience have been
long planned and premeditated acts? Not
so. They have been because of depravity.
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One might think one's self secure, that
one would never give place to evil such
as others have. But one can never be

sure. Circumstances being right, man
may break down at most unexpected
points.

We hear harsh criticisms and people
say, “I should never be guilty of that.”
Perhaps you might not, vet you might
break break down in some other place
and do as degrading things. Moreover
it is possible, were you placed in the same
place as the other person with exactly
the same temptations that you might
fall just like him. In view of the fact
that man is so frail and subject to temp-
tation, “let him that thinketh he standeth
take heed lest he fall.” The moment
one thinks one’s self sufficient in one's
self to resist temptation one is likely
to fall. The only place of safety is in
the valley of humility where dependence
is put in God alone and none in self.
Jesus taught us correctly when He said
“Without me ye can do nothing."”

Evidences of depravity run through
one’s whole life. The heart is depraved,
“There is no fear of God before their
eyes”—no fear of breaking His law, no
fear of Him as Judge, and no fear of
grieving His Holy Spirit. The under-
standing is depraved, “There is none
that understandeth.” The will is de-
praved, “There is none that seeketh after
God.” The life is depraved, **Destruction
and misery are in their way. “Even their
speech is depraved, “With their tongues
they have used deceit, the poison of asps
is under their lips.” These are descrip-
tions of depravity in its unchecked form
I believe, and describe what may be
expected from the unsaved heart.

But may I not ask, Are not evidences
of these things seen among some who
are saved? Is there the fear of God and
His Word that there ought to be? Does
the will choose always those things which
please the Father or does it at times run
out after pleasure or gain, putting things
of self ahead of the things of God? Does
our speech always become the gospel so
that we never injure others with back-
biting or gossip? How watchful we must
be and how much we need the Holy
Spirit to guide us aright and preserve us
“unblameable in holiness.” We need the
cleansing of the blood of Christ every
moment that we may be purged from the
depravity of our human flesh.

Unless we “keep our bodies under”
with their tendencies to evil, it will not
be long before depravity will break out
like a boil with “chills and blains,” reveal-
ing the corruption within, and we cannot
tell where it may break out. Through
the Spirit we must “mortify the deeds
of the body” and cultivate “the fruit of
the Spirit.” May we “put on the Lord
Jesus Christ and make no provision for
the flesh to fulfill the lusts thereof,”
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Holy Lips

Aaron and Miriam were incensed about
the [Ethiopian wife Moses had taken,
and they spoke against him. They said
in substance, “Has Moses a monopoly
on being the spokesman of God? Are
we not just as good as he?’ Aaron
would take the ground, “Have not I been
especially chosen as high priest 7’ Miriam
could say, “Am I not a prophetess? Did
not I lead the women in that prophetic
song after the Red Sea was crossed?”

The man Moses was very meek, and
he left the judgment of the matter with
God. The Lord called Moses, Aaron,
and Miriam to the tabernacle. There
He spoke to them and showed them that
Moses was not as other prophets to whom
He had to make Himself known by vision
and dream, but was one with whom He
spoke “mouth to mouth.” He commended
His servant Moses as one '‘faithful in
all mine house.” He said to the two mur-
muring ones, “Were ye not afraid to
speak against my servant Moses?” He
then showed His displeasure by letting
Miriam become leprous.

Aaron immediately repented of his
sin and pleaded for pardon. Moses, full
of loving compassion, petitioned the Lord
for his leprous sister, “Heal her now,
O God, T beseech thee.” That prayer
was an earnest of the petition of a greater
Prophet than Moses who prayed for
His persecutors. And that prayer surely
included you and me. “Father, forgive
them, for they know not what they do.”

God healed Miriam, but only after she
had borne the penalty of her sin for
seven days, during which time she had
to be without the camp, an unclean
leper.

This judgment of God should have
taught all Tsrael that the powers that be
are ordained of God, and not to speak evil
of dignities. But Korah, Dathan, and
Abiram were soon guilty of like sin.
They considered themselves just as able
to be in the prominent place as Moses and
Aaron. A divine judgment overtook these
murmurers—the earth opened and swal-

lowed them up and they went down
alive into the pit.
Men may say, “Our lips are our

own, who shall lord it over us?’ But
the apostle reminds us in the New Testa-
ment that we are not our otwon—we have
been bought with a price. Our lips
are the property of Him who bought us,
and they should be yielded to Him as
“instruments of righteousness.”

him and he was soon made to realize how

God spoke to
little, after all, he knew. Then he de-
clared, “Behold, I am vile . . . I will lay
mind hand upon my mouth.” He made
a full confession, “I uttered that I under-
stood not.”” Not only was he conscious
of erring lips, but deeper than that, of
an erring heart out of the abundance of
which his mouth spoke. So he declared,
I abhor myself, and repent in dust and
ashes.” TIs that your attitude for all your
vain words?

God was wroth against the men who
had come to Job and had spoken things
that were not right. Like Miriam, they
were in need of the prayers of the men
against whom they had spoken.

We read, “The Lord turned the cap-
tivity of Job when he prayed for his
friends; also the Lord gave Job twice
as much as he had before.”

Lest we should be to hasty in condemn-
ing others who sin with their lips, let us
remember the word of the TLLord, “In the

They re-
minded me of the fate of the mail steamer
Royal Charter. She was homeward bound
from Australia, carrying, besides her crew, a
large quantity of gold, and about 400 pas-
sengers. She was caught in a furious gale,
her engines broke down, and she was at the
mercy of the raging sea. A vessel was hailed,
the captain of which offered to tow her into
port for a certain sum. “Too much,” answer-
ed the captain of the ill-fated ship, “I'LL RUN
MY CHANCES.”

Two days afterwards the papers contained
the sickening account of a fearful wreck. The
Royal Charter, with the greater part of her
living freight, was engulfed in the howling
deep. The captain ran his chances, and lost

He
had real faith in God, and always

counted on His presence. For
forty years he had been eating
nothing but God's manna, baked

fresh in heaven's hakeries six days
a week. In Psalm 78:24-25 it is
called “angels’ food.” Not angel
cake, an American confection, but
angels’ food, or as the original
puts it, “food of the mighty.”
Therefore Caleb was mighty. His
strength did not wane. What do
we feed on? Does our daily
mental and spiritual diet consist
of a half hour’s reading of the
newspaper, an hour or so with
fiction magazines, and perhaps a
brief five minutes with God’s
Word? If so, is it any wonder
our faith is “weak,” that we lack
the faith, the strength of God's
Calebs? In his early ministry
Moody used to spend hours and
hours asking God to give him faith.
“l thought,” says the great soul-
winner, “that when faith came

God to have all there was of me.”
He “wholly followed” the Lord.
Following afar off (Matt. 26:58) was what
caused the downfall of the Apostle Peter.
From “following afar off” it was but a step
to sitting with the ungodly around their fire.
Thence but a short step to denying his Lord
with cursing and swearing. Let us keep as
close to the Lord as we can. The sheep who
are killed by wolves are not the ones who
stay near the shepherd, but those who fool
around on the fringe of the flock, who lag
behind. Suddenly the wolf rushes upon them
and they are lost. So it is with God's sheep-
fold. It's the border line Christians, the
“middle-of-the-roaders,” who fail and {all.
The “middle of the road” is a bad place to
be, either in a motor car or spiritually. Some
road hog will come along and “sideswipe”

14:8. Of all the spies only Caleb and Joshua
returned with a hopeful report. The rest
spread fear in the hearts of the people. Then
because faith died in their hearts, they died

stopped their hearts from “melting,” and they
did not draw out their money. When others
see that we are making heavy deposits in the
bank of Heaven, and not withdrawals, they will
take courage from our example and “follow
suit.” What a wonderful instance of this we
have in the Apostle Paul on the foundering
ship (Acts 27:20, 24, 37) when 275 panic
stricken men despaired of life. One man only
had faith, but he had enough for the crowd!
He believed God when He said, “Fear not, Paul
: God hath given thee all them that
sail with thee.” Like Caleb of old, he was
able to encourage the despairing in God, be-
cause he “wholly followed.” His life motto
was: “This one thing I do ... I press toward
the mark for the prize.

Caleb was eighty-five vears old (14:10)
when he asked for the privilege of fighting
for Hebron. Today the industrial world re-
jects a man past forty. Millions of middle-aged

CHALLENGE OF THE OPENING
AND CLOSING DOORS
(Continued from Page One)
countries are now closed to the
One can almost hear the slamming
of doors. During this past year several
countries that previously were open shut
their doors to the gospel of Christ.
Afghanistan and Tibet are lands that have
been well know as practically closed. Our
hope concerning these is that those mis-
sionaries who are in the borders have con-
tacted Tibetans and Afghans and have turn-
ed some of them to Christ. They may take
the message back to their own people en-
abling the light to penetrate in that way.
Nepal also is closed to the gospel. The
only Christians there have been saved
through the ministry of those outside. Arabia

THE

Many
gospel.
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is not usually considered closed, but practi-
cally it is. A few medical missionaries are
tolerated because of their medical skill, but
the average worker cannot get into Arabia
to do missionary work.

Many provinces in Central India are
closed, The Christian missionary is not
wanted there. British Somaliland, with its
300,000 people, is 100 per cent Mohammedan
and no missionary can enter. Abyssinia is
practically closed. The brother who repre-
sented the Bible Society and who had lab-
ored there for many years and had seen in-
trest growing year by year, had his heart
broken when told he must leave. Libya,
another land in North Africa, has given
orders for the last Protestant missionary to
get out, It is a land under the rule of
Mussolini, and is largely Mohammedan.

In Europe so-called civilized lands are in
many cases turning their backs on the gos-
pel. Earnest Protestant pastors are now in
prison in Germany because they will not
recognize the State as supreme. They re-
fuse to give the government the worship
that belongs to God alone. In Italy there
is an even stronger influence at work than in
Germany, making it harder for the smaller
Protestant bodies to exist.

Poland is a land where the people want
the gospel. The people flock to hear the
preacher. He may stand all day teaching
them about God. Then he goes to seek a
few hours' rest on the hay in a barn, but
the people come early in the morning and
waken him with the request for more teach-
ing. Hundreds flock to the little churches.
But conditions are changing in that coun-
try, too. When I applied to the Polish
Consul for a visa to enter Poland, we were
refused unless we agreed not to preach.
We were required to tell what cities we
should visit, how long we should stay, and
when we should be leaving the country.

Think of the conditions today in Spain,
W. C. Edwards, who has spent some time in
Spain, says: “The future of gospel teach-
ing in that unhappy land seems very dark,
and utterly impossible at present. The
Catholic church, under Franco’s rule, is all
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powerful and every day it is imposing the
spirit and law of the Inquisition upon the
poor, terror-stricken people. Crosses have
been erected in some central squares and an
altar, with policemen always on the watch,
and woe betide the person who passes it
without bowing and giving the Fascist salute.
He is arrested at once.”” They surely have
a condition in some of these countries like
that which conironted the three Hebrew
children, who refused to bow down to the
image. Some of our brethren know what
it means to be beaten for Jesus’ sake, and
suffer all manner of indignities because
they are standing true to God.

In Mexico the doors are closing. We
could not go down and preach the gospel
as foreigners, although recently the laws
have been relaxed so that some ministry
is tolerated in some of the States of Mexico.
As a whole, however, there is general op-
position to the gospel.

In Central America God has been bless-
ing our missionaries. We have one married
couple in Nicaragua, one couple in Guate-
mala, and one couple in El Salvador. Plenty
of room in these three republics for new
missionaries. Each couple is alone but they
are doing good work. The native church is

prospering. We have between 40 and 50
flourishing assemblies there. People will
come mile upon mile on foot or on little

burros to attend. There is a hunger in their
hearts and a joy, and they constitute real
Pentecostal assemblies.

In Venezuela the government is opposed
to increasing the number of foreign mis-
sionaries. If we send new missionaries there,
it must be to replace those we have.

Today many doors are closed. But thank
God some are still open, and open wide.
The appeal comes to us, The doors still open
challenge us. The fact of so many doors
closing, should arouse us. Paul said, “I
strive to preach the gospel where Christ
has not been named.”

We visited a large missionary conference.
We found the religious leaders of all the
large denominations of United States and
Canada exceedingly troubled. They have
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taught that through the preaching of the
gospel a golden age will be brought in. As
the gospel continues to extend, that peace
will be manifested in the different lands.
But here they came together in this crisis
in the world's history having to confess
that nations are arming to their teeth and
practically at sword’s points with one an-
other. FEach nation is suspicious of what
the other is going to do. FEach is preparing
against the other. One of these leaders in
his prayer acknowledged the confusion and
perplexity felt by him and many of his
colleagues. He said: “O God, we are con-
fused, we are preplexed, we are confounded.
We have no light. Help us mn our ex-
tremity.”

What will they tell the people of China?
They have said the gospel would bring
peace, the changing of swords into plow-
shares and spears into pruninghooks, but to-
day millions are desolate, homes burned, and
households separated, only one or two left
out of large families. We see that pitiful
trail of people leaving the city, everything
lost, many wounded, many diseased, nothing
but desolation and distress. They will turn
back to the leaders and say, “Is it false what
vou told us? Where is the power of the
gospel to give peacer” Oh, that they could
have been told that the Scripture says wars
and rumors of wars will continue, and that
when things like these begin to come to pass
we are to look up for our redemption draw-
eth nigh! What a tragedy that conference
was! No comfort for the world in distress,
from those who are supposed to be its spirit-
ual guides.

In West Africa we have open doors.
Ivory Coast, Liberia, Sierra Leone, Gold
Coast, Togoland, all are open to the gospel
and the people gladly receive the message.
Millions who have never heard are there.

Egypt is giving wonderful returns. I can
never forget that little group of Egyptian
brethren standing on the boat with us sing-
ing, “God be with you till we meet again.”
“Don’t forget us,” they said, as they shook
hands with us. In Egypt they are receiving
the Baptism in the Spirit in large numbers,
but they need teachers to instruct them in
God’s Word. Brother Crouch writes that
hundreds have received the Baptism since
the first of 1937, to say nothing of the saved.
At least we have a wedge in that land and
the door is open to a certain extent.

India offers an open door in many of her
provinces. The population of India will be
over 400 million by this year. Tremendous
things are taking place in that land. Mil-
lions of the downtrodden low caste people
are casting away their old religion, and ask-
ing for someone to give them a place in
their society. Now is the time to take them
the gospel.

China, even though it is torn by war, is
still open to the gospel. One of the most
touching things we have had of late was a
letter from the Chinese Christians asking
that the missionaries would not leave them
in the hour of trial. We have a message of
hope, good news, for the Chinese. Paul
didn’t complain when things were hard. He
had words of comfort when perilous times
came. When the people were martyred or
brought to prison he could say, “Rejoice,
and again I say, Rejoice.”

In this great United States they tell us
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there are 13,600,000 children who are outside
the influence of any Sunday School. A
generation is rising up without God. There
are towns everywhere without the full gos-
pel message. It is a challenge to us to go
out where Christ is not being preached, to

go out and bring the people in from the
highways and byways, and proclaim the
good news of joy and hope,

Some of the greatest pioneers have been

the greatest sufferers. 1 can imagine John
the Baptist, who had seen the Spirit in the
from of a dove come down from heaven and
sit upon the head of Jesus. He had an-
nounced Him as the Lamb of God. But
after a while he was arrested, chains were
put on his legs and he was thrown into a
dark dungeon. One has to go down into
one of these dungeons in Palestine to real-
ize what this meant. We went down and
found nothing but dense darkness, not a ray
of light. Toward the bottom there was a
ledge of rock, perhaps nine inches wide, and
on this the prisoner was made to sit. His
arms were chained to the wall behind him.
His legs were placed in holes in the rock
below so that he could not move. In that
dreary gloom the prisoner was left to lan-
guish away his days.

When the guide came down into the
dungeon with a light to illuminate it to us,
we could see bones that had been lying there
for years. It was in such a prison that John
the Baptist was put. Imagine his grief and
despair. Reports were brought that the One
about whom he had been testifying was go-
ing about the country, healing the sick and
raising the dead. He sent a message to Je-
sus, saying, “Are you the One who is to
come, or are we to look for another?” No
doubt he was wndering how it could be that
He, who was his friend, should leave him
to languish in prison. If He is doing these
miracles, how easy it would be for Him to
speak the word and set His friend free!
But when the message came to Jesus, He
did not set him free. He said, “Go and tell
John what is happening. The sick are heal-
ed, and the dead are raised, to the poor the
gospel is preached. And blessed is he who-
soever shall not be offended in Me” John
was left in prison, his ministry having come
to an end, and finally, doubtless blessedly
unoffended and rejoicing to be counted
worthy to suffer for His sake, he was led
out and beheaded.

There are some of God’s precious people
who are today languishing in prison, some
dying through disease contracted in prison.
We do not know what it is going to cost
us, but let us go through. Paul counted the
things of the world as dross, not to be
compared with the glory that shall appear
later. If we desire to hasten the coming
of the Lord, every unoccupied field is a
challenge. But do not wait for some dis-
tant door to open. Seek first to get those
around you saved, and then the door of
service will open in wider spheres. Let us
go forward in Jesus' name.

NEW YORK, N. Y.—These have been days
of refreshing among the Latin American
Pentecostal Assemblies of God in New York
and Brooklyn. December 14 Brother Van
Meter and Mrs. Van Meter began a cam-
paign, giving a night to each of our Assemblies,
