Allgemeine Hinweise und Tipps zum Abitur

Das Abitur im Fach Englisch kann sowohl as miindliche Priifung (sog. Kolloquium)
alsauch as schriftliche Prifung (sog. kombinierte Abiturpriifung) abgelegt werden.
Dieses Buch beschéftigt sich nur mit der schriftlichen Prifung und bezieht sich auf die
Vorgaben fur die Abiturprifung 2021.

Dieschriftliche Abiturpriifung in Englisch besteht aus drel Teilen: dem Hor ver stehen,
dem Schreiben mit Text comprehension and analysis (Questions on the text) sowie
Composition und der Sprachmittlung. Die Aufgaben zum Schreiben basieren auf ei-
ner Textgrundlage. Hier kbnnen Sie zwischen einem Sachtext und einem literarischen
Text wahlen.

Bearbeitungszeit

Die Bearbeitungszeit betrégt 315 Minuten. Davon entfallen 30 Minuten auf den Prii-
fungsteil Horverstehen. Die restlichen 285 Minuten kdnnen Sie sich zur Bearbeitung
der Textaufgabe sowie der Mediation frei einteilen.

Erlaubte Hilfsmittel

Als Hilfsmittel sind sowohl ein- als auch zweisprachige L exika zugelassen, nicht
jedoch elektronische Worterbiicher. Bitte beachten Sie, dass Sie in der Prifung nur die
durch das Staatsmini sterium genehmigten Worterbticher verwenden dirfen.

Prifungsinhalte und Ablauf

Prifungsteil Horver stehen

Ihre Prifung beginnt mit dem Hor ver stehenstell. Hier werden Thnen meist zwei, maxi-
mal drei authentische Hortexte vorgespielt. Sie konnen die Texte jeweils zweimal an-
héren und missen dazu geschlossene und halboffene Fragestellungen beantworten
(vgl. hierzu die moglichen Aufgabenformate auf S. 1V /V). Die einfache Horzeit wird
normalerweise 5 Minuten pro Hoértext nicht Uberschreiten. Textgrundlage fur diesen
Aufgabentyp kénnen Radiobeitréage, Reden, Interviews, Ausschnitte aus Diskussionen
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oder Gespréchen etc. sein. Die authentischen Aufnahmen kdnnen Herausforderungen
aufweisen, die das Horverstehen erschweren (z. B. Hintergrundgeréusche, wechseln-
des Sprechtempo, von der Standardsprache abweichende Varietédten). Nach 30 Minu-
ten ist der Horverstehensteil der Priifung beendet und die ausgefillten Arbeitsblatter
werden eingesammelt. Sie kdnnen dann zwar nichts mehr &ndern oder erganzen, was
aber den Vorteil hat, dass Sie sich jetzt voll auf die Prifungsteile Schreiben und Me-
diation konzentrieren kénnen.

Prifungsteil Schreiben

Fir den Prifungsteil Schreiben stehen Ihnen ein fiktionaler und ein nicht-fiktiona-
ler Text von jeweils max. 1000 Wértern zur Auswahl, aso z. B. eéin Romanauszug
und ein Zeitungsartikel. Die Aufgaben dazu sind jeweils in Text comprehension and
analysis und Composition unterteilt. Um auszuwdahlen, welche der Textvorlagen Sie
bearbeiten wollen, lesen Sie sich beide Texte mdglichst unvoreingenommen durch.

Die Text comprehension and analysis (Questions on the text) umfassen ab dem Abitur

wird eine der Fragen Ihr Textver standnis Uberprifen: Sie mussen also Inhalte des
Textes in eigenen Worten wiedergeben. Eine weitere Frage wird sich normaerweise
der Textanalyse widmen, d. h., hier geht es darum zu erkléren, wie Inhate im Text
ausgedrickt werden und zu welchem Zweck der Autor oder die Autorin bestimmte
sprachliche Mittel einsetzt. Im Abschnitt ,, Priifungs- und Aufgabenformen* finden Sie
nahere Informationen zu haufigen Fragestellungen in diesem Prifungsteil.

Im Bereich Composition werden drei Themen gestellt, die mit dem Text in einem
mehr oder weniger engen thematischen Zusammenhang stehen und von denen Sie ei-
nes zur Bearbeitung auswahlen. Eine dieser Composition-Aufgaben kann auch die
Analyse und I nterpretation eines Cartoons oder anderer visueller Vorlagen (Werbean-
zeigen, Tabellen, Grafiken etc.) beinhalten.

The metaphor “faceless legions’ (1. 19) aludes to the many students who were in the
same spot before him.

TIPP

When asked to discuss a topic you have to look at both sides of the question. Im-
mediately following up an argument with a counter-argument is one way of going
about the task. You can start with explaining why society could not function with-
out a general trust in each other and counter this argument with cases in which
not telling the truth might be morally acceptable. Your second line of argumenta-
tion could focus on the individual sphere and illustrate the importance of truthful-
ness among friends and family first and then mention further “exceptions”. Of
course, you can also be of the opinion that lying is absolutely inacceptable. Then
you should order your arguments differently (first “in favour” of lying, then against
it). Finish your composition with stating your own opinion in the final paragraph.
