c. -zc-verbs have a change in the yo form, but are otherwise regular. Here are some common -zc-

B. Spell-changing verbs in the preterite

In the preterite, verbs that end in -car, -gar, and -zar have a slight change in the spelling of the yo form in
order to maintain the sound of the consonant in the infinitive:

buscaste buscasteis jugaste | jugasteis almorzaste almorzasteis
buscéd = buscaron jugé | jugaron almorzé  almorzaron

This affects all -car, -gar, and -zar verbs, including pagar, marcar, lanzar, empezar, comenzar, gozar,
llegar, etc.

C. Stem-changing verbs in the preterite
In the preterite, stem-changing verbs affect just the 3" person (aka they form a sandal, not a boot!).
There are two kinds of changes (e=iand o> u).

Any verb that a) has a present-tense stem-change and b) ends in —ir will also have a stem-change in the
preterite. Verbs that end in —ar or —er don’t change.

Here are some common stem-changing verbs:

Pedir: to ask for, order Dormir: to sleep

D. Verbs that have a different meaning in the preterite

A few verbs have a slightly different meaning in the preterite since the preterite is used to state an action
that had clear beginning and end rather than being ongoing or repeated. If you want to express the
verb’s regular present tense meaning, then be sure to use the imperfect.
