We have recently been assessed and rated against
the National Quality Standard in accordance with
the requirements of the Education and Care
Services National Law Act 2010 (National Law) and
Education and Care Services National Regulations
(National Regulations).

As a result of this assessment Camdenville Public
School Preschool has received an overall rating
against the National Quality Standard of Exceeding
National Quality Standard (E).

This rating takes into account the information that
was available to the assessor during the two days
of observation, interviews with staff and
documentation reviewed by a team of assessors.

The preschool team have worked hard at making a
significant shift in practice and programming as well
as redesigning the environment over the past 3
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years to make the learning responsive and
engaging for the children in their care.
