Chokes will be allowed in Juvenile Junior,
Cadet Junior and all Senior divisions. Arm locks will be allowed in Senior Brown/Black belt divisions
only.

3. Co-ed competition for children 10 years and younger may occur depending on the number of entries in
those divisions.

4. Blue and white judo-gis are required for all competitors (Seniors and Juniors).

5. Match times will be 5 minutes for both Men’s and Women’s Senior Brown/Black belt divisions. All
Junior, Senior Novice and Masters division matches will be 3 minutes in length.

6. Tournament director reserves the right to: a) make changes to divisions if there are insufficient
contestants and will notify coaches of any such event prior to competition; and b) reject any forms that
contain false information.

7. To receive awards athletes must be in judo-gi or proper team attire.
