* Adult student services: Admission assistance, support, orientation, and other services expressly for adults who have started college for
Ethe first time, or who are re-entering after a lapse of a few years.

EAmerican Indian or Alaska Native: A person having origins in any of the original peoples of North and South America (including Central
EAmerica) and maintaining tribal affiliation or community attachment.

Appllcant (first-time, first year): An individual who has fulfilled the institution’s requirements to be considered for admission (including payment
or waiving of the application fee, if any) and who has been notified of one of the following actions: admission, nonadmission, placement on
waltlng list, or application withdrawn (by applicant or institution).

Appllcatlon fee: That amount of money that an institution charges for processing a student’s application for acceptance. This amount is not

i Contact hour: A unit of measure that represents an hour of scheduled instruction given to students. Also referred to as clock hour.
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Contlnuous basis (for program enrollment): A calendar system classification that is used by institutions that enroll students at any time durlng
the academic year. For example, a cosmetology school or a word processing school might allow students to enroll and begin studies at

§Cooperative education program: A program that provides for alternate class attendance and employment in business, industry, or

EEarIy action plan: An admission plan that allows students to apply and be notified of an admission decision well in advance of the regular
tnotification dates. If admitted, the candidate is not committed to enroll; the student may reply to the offer under the college’s regular reply

Early admission: A policy under which students who have not completed high school are admitted and enroll full time in college, usually after {
i completion of their junior year. ]

Early decision plan: A plan that permits students to apply and be notified of an admission decision (and financial aid offer if applicable) well |n
advance of the regular notification date. Applicants agree to accept an offer of admission and, if admitted, to withdraw their applications from
i other colleges. There are three possible decisions for early decision applicants: admitted, denied, or not admitted but forwarded for
.conS|derat|on with the regular applicant pool, without prejudice.
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EEninsh as a Second Language (ESL): A course of study designed specifically for students whose native language is not English.

EGraduate student: A student who holds a bachelor’s or equivalent, and is taking courses at the post-baccalaureate level.

" Health services: Free or low cost on-campus primary and preventive health care available to students.

* On-campus day care: Licensed day care for students’ children (usually age 3 and up); usually for a fee.

EPost-baccaIaureate certificate: An award that requires completion of an organized program of study requiring 18 credit hours beyond the

Post master’s certificate: An award that requires completion of an organized program of study of 24 credit hours beyond the master’s degree
but does not meet the requirements of academic degrees at the doctoral level. i

Postsecondary award, certificate, or diploma: Includes the following three IPEDS definitions for postsecondary awards, certificates, and
Edlplomas of varying durations and credit/contact hour requirements—

* Women'’s center: Center with programs, academic activities, and/or services intended to promote an understanding of the evolving roles of
i women.

Institutional scholarships and grants: Endowed scholarships, annual gifts and tuition funded grants for which the institution determines the
recipient.
