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expect to see tuition rise from $1,848 per
year to $1,902 per year. For graduate
students, tuition costs will increase from
$1,994 per year to $2,004 per year. All
five BOG schools charge the same
tuition. BOG schools include Eastern,
Western Illinois, Governors State,
Northeastern and Chicago State univer-
sities.

The board has also suggested a 4.1
percent, or $30.50, increase in student
fees at Eastern. Student fee increases
within the system range from .7 to 5.1
percent. Governors State is the only
BOG university that will not raise fees
next year.

A 4 percent, or $118, room and board
increase has been proposed for Eastern.
Western’s room and board increase pro-
posal totals 4.9 percent, or $150.

Also, the board will consider a recom-

mendation from BOG Chancellor Tom
Layzell to eliminate Governors State’s
bachelor’s degree in music, the bache-
lor's degree in music with teacher certifi-
cation and the master’s degree in music.

Eastern will report to the BOG on its
Partnerships for Excellence Program,
which helps minority high school
seniors prepare for college. The pro-
gram, which started in 1988, involves 11
schools and has 60 students participat-
ing this academic year.

Also at the meeting, Chicago State
University will update the bosrd on its
recent revenue bond sale to finance a
new student union and residence hall.
Groundbreaking for the project is sched-
uled for May 2.

The BOG will meet Thursday at 8:30
a.m. at Northeastern Illinois University
in Chicago.

Tuision hike
called ‘crazy’

A proposed 3 percent tuition
hike for Eastern that would take
effect next fall received mixed reac-
tion from the campus community
Thursday.

Student Body President Luke
Neumann said he opposes the
increase, which was announced by
the Board of Governors Wed-
nesday. The proposed increase
would also affect four other state
universities.

“] have a big problem with
tuition increases right now any-
where because the cost of higher
education is only outpaced by the

Neumann said the proposed
3 percent tuition hike is in
line with inflation. “It’s not
out of whack,” he said. “It’s
not crazy, but I think we can
do a better job of allocating
funds”

A 3 percent increase would
translate into a $54 per year
jump for full-time undergrad-
uate students and a $60 per
year jump for graduate stu-
dents. he BOG will vote on
the tuition proposal at its
meeting next hursday.

Eastern President David
Jorns said all of the BOG uni-
versity presidents agreed the
system should not go above
the Illinois Board of Higher
Education’s recommendation

on tuition increases. A 3 per-
cent tuition increase was built
into the IBHE’s 1994-95
spending plan released in
January.
uition increases of 5.5 to

11 percent at the University of
Ilinois and 5 percent at three
Board of Regents universities
have already been approved
for next year. Southern Illinois
University rustees are cur-
rently studying a two-year
proposal that would raise
tuition costs by 13 percent.

“Students are continually
being asked to provide more
money and we would like to
limit that type of request as
much as possible,” Jorns said.

Jorns said tuition increases
will remain regular in the
future because universities
will eventually rup out of real-
location possibilities.

Student Senate members

Chris Boyster and Mike reis
said they are in favor of the 3
percent tuition hike if the
increased revenue is used to
benefit students by purchas-
ing additional computers and
library volumes.

“As long as it is going to be
spent in ways for students,
I’m all for it,” reis said.

he senate passed a resolu-
tion last October opposing a
tuition increase at Eastern
when BOG officials began
talking about a possible
increase.

Neumann said Eastern’s
proposed tuition hike is lower
than that of other university
systems in the state, but said
that fact does not restore his
faith in the BOG.

“Every time the system
needs more money, they look
toward students for it,” he
said.

Muller argued that Stuttle’s testimony proved
that Heuerman, and not Stuttle purchased the
beer because Stuttle did not know the correct

“(Stuttle) doesn’t know the price because he
didn’t buy it,” Muller said. “It appears to me that
the officer purchased the beer and gave it to the
informant.”

Heuerman and Stuttle both denied Muller’s
charge.

Stuttle also said he couldn’t recall what the
stamp looked like or where on his hand he was
stamped. he night of the compliance check,
Stuttle reported to a Charleston police officer
that the doorman stamped his hand with a yel-

low stamp.

But during cross examination, Stuttle admit-
ted that a description of Martin he gave in earli-
er testimony came from Heuerman’s police
report, which he had read before testifying.
Stuttle’s description of Martin during testimony
differed from a description he gave to police the
night of the compliance check.

Muller accused Stuttle and Heuerman of get-
ting together and “manufacturing their testimo-
ny’

During testimony, Stuttle and Heuerman both
described the bartender who served Stuttle as a
woman with her bair up in a bun, wearing rings
on her right hand, pear! earrings, a pink shirt
and a flowered bikini top, a description consis-
tent with Heuerman'’s report. Martin denied she
was the bartender who served Stuttle, despite
the fact he identified her during testimony.

“I can’t recall whether I wore rings that night,”
Martin said. “I try not to because they're nice,
and my hands get saaked in beer and aleohol.”

Both Martin and Brown testified that Martin
did not begin work as a bartender until after
10:15 p.m. on the night in question, although
Brown said he did not have Martin’s timecard to
verify his statement.

When the Charleston school board voted
Wednesday to make more than $480,000 in
cuts, it backed up its warning that the ailing dis-
trict desperately needed a boost.

It was, no doubt, a difficult and painful move
for members of the board. The fact that it
became necessary was
Edltorlal an insensitive kick from
Charleston area voters.

District officials had told voters the schools’
financial health depended on approval of a
property-tax-increase referendum. The referen-
dum'’s failure Tuesday is sad commentaty on
the perceived value of education here, and its
effects promise to dog the community for years
tolcome.

The $480,000 figure will join the $643,000
the district already cut to balance its budget. In
about a year, another $1 million in cuts will be
needed to balance the budget. The only
remaining option will be to reduce the equiva-
lent of about 28 full-time teachers.

Those who voted against the referendum
because they have no children in the schools
deserve to be chided for such selfishness and
lack of foresight. Everyone benefits from
improved education and ultimately everyone
will pay for the measure’s defeat.

Charleston schools have consistently held
their own while dozens of their downstate
counterparts joined the state’s list of chronically
underfunded districts. There is a great deal to
be preserved here.

The votes against the hike wantonly slapped
every child, evely parent and every educator in
the district.

it bas long been argued that a community or
society may be judged by the way it treats its
members who are unable to fend for them-
selves. Usually that includes the poor, the
elderly and the disabled. The same can be said
of how school children are treated or, in this
case, how they are funded.

Officials said after the defeat that it is now
only be a matter of time before Charleston
schools are entered on the “watch” list. When
that happens, rather than blame a faceless
bureaucracy, parents and students should start
asking who punched “no” on Tuesday's ballot.

What's wrong with this
sentence besides its awkward
use of a trite writing assignment subject? The use of
the verb “entitled” Is confusing ~ a very common
diction mistake that some would come to blows
over, thinking that entitled In this usage is right and
always will be right.

Some argue that entitled is correct in this usage,
but to avoid confusion “titled” should be used
because it has only one definition.

Even some usually competent dictionaries such as
The Random House Dictionaty of the English Lang-
uage: Second Edition/Unabridged fall victim, defin-
ing entitled to also mean "to call by a patticular
name or title: What was the book entitled?”

However, written or spoken, entitled used in this
way leaves an opening to misuse the verb when a
different meaning is desired. Here preference must
give in to the need for accuracy.

Entitled is a transitive verb, which means it's a
verb accompanied by a direct object and from which

Titled Is also a transitive
verb that in the context being
discussed means simply to furnish with a title.
Etymologies aside, this definition of the verb s all
that needs to be understood and remembered when"
tiying to determine whether to use titled or entitled
in a sentence. Synonyms for titled include denomi-
nate, term, call and style.

When something wrong is accepted as right fora
long period of time, it begins to be considered accu-
rate. Case in point: The misuse of entitled and titled =
words that are used interchangeably by many. it'sa
practice that may generate mistakes in usage of the
word entitled when entitled's other meanings are i
needed and meant but are misrepresented by its
relation to the verb titled.

Other syntax errors to avoid include using “should
of” rather than “should have,” and basic homonym
mistakes with words such as "there,” “their” and
“they’re.”
