Skip

e Press </> (I<«/»»1 on the remote control) during playback to go to the next chapter/track
or to return to the beginning of the current chapter/track.

e Press < (1<« on the remote control) within four seconds of playing time to go to the
previous chapter/track.

e To go directly to any file on the movie menu, press SEARCH and then press the track num-
ber you want with numeric buttons (0-9).

Repeat

2. Within 10 seconds, press A/V (/M on the remote control) to select the Time Search
icon in the on-screen display.
The “-:--:--” appears in the Time Search box.
