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Luke 1:5-23 There was in the days of Herod, the king of Judea, a certain priest named Zachary, of the course of
Abia: and his wife was of the daughters of Aaron, and her name Elizabeth. 6 And they were both just before
God, walking in all the commandments and justifications of the Lord without blame. 7 And they had no son, for
that Elizabeth was barren: and they both were well advanced in years. 8 And it came to pass, when he executed
the priestly function in the order of his course before God, 9 According to the custom of the priestly office, it
was his lot to offer incense, going into the temple of the Lord. 10 And all the multitude of the people was
praying without, at the hour of incense. 11 And there appeared to him an angel of the Lord, standing on the right
side of the altar of incense.

23 If
therefore thou offer thy gift at the altar, and there thou remember that thy brother hath anything against thee; 24
Leave there thy offering before the altar, and go first to be reconciled to thy brother, and then coming thou shalt
offer thy gift. 25 Be at agreement with thy adversary betimes, whilst thou art in the way with him: lest perhaps
the adversary deliver thee to the judge, and the judge deliver thee to the officer, and thou be cast into prison. 26
Amen | say to thee, thou shalt not go out from thence till thou repay the last farthing. 27 You have heard that it
was said to them of old: Thou shalt not commit adultery. 28 But | say to you, that whosoever shall look on a
woman to lust after her, hath already committed adultery with her in his heart. 29 And if thy right eye
scandalize thee, pluck it out and cast it from thee. For it is expedient for thee that one of thy members should
perish, rather than thy whole body be cast into hell. 30 And if thy right hand scandalize thee, cut it off, and cast
it from thee: for it is expedient for thee that one of thy members should perish, rather than that thy whole body
go into hell. 31 And it hath been said, Whosoever shall put away his wife, let him give her a bill of divorce. 32
But | say to you, that whosoever shall put away his wife, excepting the cause of fornication, maketh her to
commit adultery: and he that shall marry her that is put away, committeth adultery. 33 Again you have heard
that it was said to them of old, thou shalt not forswear thyself: but thou shalt perform thy oaths to the Lord.

7 The world cannot hate you: but me it hateth, because | give testimony of it, that the
works thereof are evil, 8 Go you up to this festival day: but I go not up to this festival day, because my time is
not accomplished.

11 The Jews therefore sought
him on the festival day and said: Where is he? 12 And there was much murmuring among the multitude
concerning him.

3 And the scribes and Pharisees bring unto him a
woman taken in adultery: and they set her in the midst, 4 And said to him: Master, this woman was even now
taken in adultery. 5 Now Moses in the law commanded us to stone such a one. But what sayest thou? 6 And this
they said tempting him, that they might accuse him. But Jesus bowing himself down, wrote with his finger on
the ground. 7 When therefore they continued asking him, he lifted up himself and said to them: He that is
without sin among you, let him first cast a stone at her. 8 And again stooping down, he wrote on the ground. 9
But they hearing this, went out one by one, beginning at the eldest. And Jesus alone remained, and the woman
standing in the midst.

Jesus saith them: If you be the children of Abraham, do
the works of Abraham. 40 But now you seek to kill me, a man who have spoken the truth to you, which | have
heard of God. This Abraham did not. 41 You do the works of your father. They said therefore to him: We are
not born of fornication: we have one Father, even God. 42 Jesus therefore said to them: If God were your
Father, you would indeed love me. For from God | proceeded and came. For | came not of myself: but he sent
me. 43 Why do you not know my speech? Because you cannot hear my word. 44 You are of your father the
devil: and the desires of your father you will do. He was a murderer from the beginning: and he stood not in the
truth, because truth is not in him. When he speaketh a lie, he speaketh of his own: for he is a liar, and the father
thereof.

John 9:1-41 And Jesus passing by, saw a man who was blind from his birth. 2 And his disciples asked him:
Rabbi, who hath sinned, this man or his parents, that he should be born blind? 3 Jesus answered: Neither hath
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this man sinned, nor his parents; but that the works of God should be made manifest in him. 4 I must work the
works of him that sent me, whilst it is day: the night cometh, when no man can work. 5 As long as | am in the
world, 1 am the light of the world. 6 When he had said these things, he spat on the ground and made clay of the
spittle and spread the clay upon his eyes, 7 And said to him: Go, wash in the pool of Siloe, which is interpreted,
Sent. He went therefore and washed: and he came seeing. 8 The neighbours, therefore, and they who had seen
him before that he was a beggar, said: Is not this he that sat and begged? Some said: This is he. 9 But others
said: No, but he is like him. But he said: | am he. 10 They said therefore to him: How were thy eyes opened? 11
He answered: That man that is called Jesus made clay and anointed my eyes and said to me: Go to the pool of
Siloe and wash. And | went: | washed: and | see. 12 And they said to him: Where is he? He saith: | know not.
13 They bring him that had been blind to the Pharisees. 14 Now it was the sabbath, when Jesus made the clay
and opened his eyes. 15 Again therefore the Pharisees asked him how he had received his sight. But he said to
them: He put clay upon my eyes: and | washed: and | see. 16 Some therefore of the Pharisees said: This man is
not of God, who keepeth not the sabbath. But others said: How can a man that is a sinner do such miracles? And
there was a division among them. 17 They say therefore to the blind man again: What sayest thou of him that
hath opened thy eyes? And he said: He is a prophet. 18 The Jews then did not believe concerning him, that he
had been blind and had received his sight, until they called the parents of him that had received his sight, 19
And asked them, saying: Is this your son, who you say was born blind? How then doth he now see? 20 His
parents answered them and said: We know that this is our son and that he was born blind: 21 But how he now
seeth, we know not: or who hath opened his eyes, we know not. Ask himself: he is of age: Let him speak for
himself. 22 These things his parents said, because they feared the Jews: for the Jews had already agreed among
themselves that if any man should confess him to be Christ, he should be put out of the synagogue. 23 Therefore
did his parents say: He is of age. Ask himself. 24 They therefore called the man again that had been blind and
said to him: Give glory to God. We know that this man is a sinner. 25 He said therefore to them: If he be a
sinner, 1 know not. One thing | know, that whereas | was blind. now I see. 26 They said then to him: What did
he to thee? How did he open thy eyes? 27 He answered them: | have told you already, and you have heard. Why
would you hear it again? Will you also become his disciples? 28 They reviled him therefore and said: Be thou
his disciple; but we are the disciples of Moses. 29 We know that God spoke to Moses: but as to this man, we
know not from whence he is. 30 The man answered and said to them: why, herein is a wonderful thing, that you
know not from whence he is, and he hath opened my eyes. 31 Now we know that God doth not hear sinners: but
if a man be a server of God and doth his, will, him he heareth. 32 From the beginning of the world it hath not
been heard, that any man hath opened the eyes of one born blind. 33 Unless this man were of God, he could not
do anything. 34 They answered and said to him: Thou wast wholly born in sins; and dost thou teach us? And
they cast him out. 35 Jesus heard that they had cast him out. And when he had found him, he said to him: Dost
thou believe in the Son of God? 36 He answered, and said: Who is he, Lord, that | may believe in him? 37 And
Jesus said to him: Thou hast both seen him; and it is he that talketh with thee. 38 And he said: | believe, Lord.
And falling down, he adored him. 39 And Jesus said: For judgment | am come into this world: that they who see
not may see; and they who see may become blind. 40 And some of the Pharisees, who were with him, heard:
and they said unto him: Are we also blind? 41 Jesus said to them: If you were blind, you should not have sin:
but now you say: We see. Your sin remaineth.

114 The Good Shepherd Jerusalem Feast of Tabernacles AD 32

John 10:1-21 Amen, amen, | say to you: He that entereth not by the door into the sheepfold but climbeth up
another way, the same is a thief and a robber. 2 But he that entereth in by the door is the shepherd of the sheep.
3 To him the porter openeth: and the sheep hear his voice. And he calleth his own sheep by name and leadeth
them out. 4 And when he hath let out his own sheep, he goeth before them: and the sheep follow him, because
they know his voice. 5 But a stranger they follow not, but fly from him, because they know not the voice of
strangers.

12 But the hireling and he that is not the shepherd, whose own
the sheep are not, seeth the wolf coming and leaveth the sheep and flieth: and the wolf casteth and scattereth the
sheep, 13 And the hireling flieth, because he is a hireling: and he hath no care for the sheep. 14 | am the good
shepherd: and | know mine, and mine know me.

35 If he called
them gods to whom the word of God was spoken; and the scripture cannot be broken: 36 Do you say of him
whom the Father hath sanctified and sent into the world: Thou blasphemest; because | said: 1 am the Son of
God? 37 If I do not the works of my Father, believe me not. 38 But if | do, though you will not believe me,
believe the works: that you may know and believe that the Father is in me and | in the Father. 39 They sought
therefore to take him: and he escaped out of their hands. 40 And he went again beyond the Jordan, into that
place where John was baptizing first.

3 His sisters therefore sent to him, saying: Lord, behold, he whom thou lovest
is sick. 4 And Jesus hearing it, said to them: This sickness is not unto death, but for the glory of God: that the
Son of God may be glorified by it. 5 Now Jesus loved Martha and her sister Mary and Lazarus. 6 When he had
heard therefore that he was sick, he still remained in the same place two days. 7 Then after that, he said to his
disciples: Let us go into Judea again. 8 The disciples say to him: Rabbi, the Jews but now sought to stone thee.
And goest thou thither again? 9 Jesus answered: Are there not twelve hours of the day? If a man walk in the day
he stumbleth not, because he seeth the light of this world: 10 But if he walk in the night, he stumbleth, because
the light is not in him. 11 These things he said; and after that he said to them: Lazarus our friend sleepeth: but I
go that I may awake him out of sleep. 12 His disciples therefore said: Lord, if he sleep, he shall do well. 13 But
Jesus spoke of his death: and they thought that he spoke of the repose of sleep. 14 Then therefore Jesus said to
them plainly: Lazarus is dead. 15 And | am glad, for your sakes; that | was not there, that you may believe. But,
let us go to him. 16 Thomas therefore, who is called Didymus, said to his fellow disciples: Let us also go, that
we may die with him.

21 Martha therefore said to Jesus: Lord, if thou hadst been here, my brother had not
died. 22 But now also | know that whatsoever thou wilt ask of God, God will give it thee. 23 Jesus saith to her:

24 Martha saith to him: I know that he shall rise again, in the resurrection at the last
day. 25 Jesus said to her: | am the resurrection and the life: he that believeth in me, although he be dead, shall
live: 26 And every one that liveth and believeth in me shall not die for ever. Believest thou this? 27 She saith to
him: Yea, Lord, | have believed that thou art Christ, the Son of the living God, who art come into this world.

And when she had said these things, she went and called her sister Mary secretly, saying: The master is come
and calleth for thee. 29 She, as soon as she heard this, riseth quickly and cometh to him. 30 For Jesus was not
yet come into the town: but he was still in that place where Martha had met him. 31 The Jews therefore, who
were with her in the house and comforted her, when they saw Mary, that she rose up speedily and went out,
followed her, saying: She goeth to the grave to weep there.

46 But some of them went to the Pharisees and told them the things that Jesus had
done. 47 The chief priests, therefore, and the Pharisees gathered a council and said: What do we, for this man
doth many miracles? 48 If we let him alone so, all will believe in him; and the Romans will come, and take
away our place and nation. 49 But one of them, named Caiphas, being the high priest that year, said to them:
You know nothing. 50 Neither do you consider that it is expedient for you that one man should die for the
people and that the whole nation perish not. 51 And this he spoke not of himself: but being the high priest of
that year, he prophesied that Jesus should die for the nation. 52 And not only for the nation, but to gather
together in one the children of God that were dispersed. 53 From that day therefore they devised to put him to
death. 54 Wherefore Jesus walked no more openly among the Jews: but he went into a country near the desert,
unto a city that is called Ephrem. And there he abode with his disciples. 55 And the pasch of the Jews was at
hand: and many from the country went up to Jerusalem, before the pasch, to purify themselves. 56 They sought
therefore for Jesus; and they discoursed one with another, standing in the temple: What think you that he is not
come to the festival day?

Or a fish, will he for
a fish give him a serpent? 12 Or if he shall ask an egg, will he reach him a scorpion? 13 If you then, being evil,
know how to give good gifts to your children, how much more will your Father from heaven give the good
Spirit to them that ask him?

Luke 12:13-59 And one of the multitude said to him: Master, speak to my brother that he divide the inheritance
with me. 14 But he said to him: Man, who hath appointed me judge or divider over you? 15 And he said to
them: Take heed and beware of all covetousness: for a man’s life doth not consist in the abundance of things
which he possesseth. 16 And he spoke a similitude to them, saying: The land of a certain rich man brought forth
plenty of fruits. 17 And he thought within himself, saying: What shall | do, because | have no room where to
bestow my fruits? 18 And he said: This will I do: I will pull down my barns and will build greater: and into
them will 1 gather all things that are grown to me and my goods. 19 And | will say to my soul: Soul, thou hast
much goods laid up for many years. Take thy rest: eat, drink, make good cheer. 20 But God said to him: Thou
fool, this night do they require thy soul of thee. And whose shall those things be which thou hast provided? 21
So is he that layeth up treasure for himself and is not rich towards God. 22 And he said to his disciples:
Therefore | say to you: Be not solicitous for your life, what you shall eat, nor for your body, what you shall put
on. 23 The life is more than the meat: and the body is more than the raiment. 24 Consider the ravens, for they
sow not, neither do they reap, neither have they storehouse nor barn, and God feedeth them. How much are you
more valuable than they? 25 And which of you by taking thought can add to his stature one cubit? 26 If then ye
be not able to do so much as the least thing, why are you solicitous for the rest? 27 Consider the lilies, how they
grow: they labour not, neither do they spin. But | say to you, not even Solomon in all his glory was clothed like
one of these. 28 Now, if God clothe in this manner the grass that is to-day in the field and to-morrow is cast into
the oven: how much more you, O ye of little faith? 29 And seek not what you shall eat or what you shall drink:

And unto whomsoever much is given, of him much shall be required: and to whom they have committed
much, of him they will demand the more. 49 | am come to cast fire on the earth. And what will I, but that it be
kindled? 50 And | have a baptism wherewith | am to be baptized. And how am | straitened until it be
accomplished? 51 Think ye, that | am come to give peace on earth? | tell you, no; but separation. 52 For there
shall be from henceforth five in one house divided: three against two, and two against three. 53 The father shall
be divided against the son and the son against his father: the mother against the daughter and the daughter
against her mother: the mother-in-law against the daughter-in-law and the daughter-in-law law against her
mother-in-law. 54 And he said also to the multitudes: When you see a cloud rising from the west, presently you
say: A shower is coming. And so it happeneth. 55 And when ye see the south wind blow, you say: There will
heat.

Luke 14:1-35 And it came to pass, when Jesus went into the house of one of the Pharisees, on the sabbath day,
that they watched him. 2 And behold, there was a certain man before him that had the dropsy. 3 And Jesus
answering, spoke to the lawyers and Pharisees, saying: Is it lawful to heal on the sabbath day? 4 But they held
their peace. But he taking him, healed him and sent him away. 5 And answering them, he said: Which of you
shall have an ass or an ox fall into a pit and will not immediately draw him out, on the sabbath day? 6 And they
could not answer him to these things. 7 And he spoke a parable also to them that were invited, marking how
they chose the first seats at the table, saying to them: 8 When thou art invited to a wedding, sit not down in the
first place, lest perhaps one more honourable than thou be invited by him: 9 And he that invited thee and him,
come and say to thee: Give this man place. And then thou begin with shame to take the lowest place. 10 But
when thou art invited, go, sit down in the lowest place; that when he who invited thee cometh, he may say to
thee: Friend, go up higher. Then shalt thou have glory before them that sit at table with thee. 11 Because every
one that exalteth himself shall be humbled: and he that humbleth himself shall be exalted. 12 And he said to him
also that had invited him: When thou makest a dinner or a supper, call not thy friends nor thy brethren nor thy
kinsmen nor thy neighbours who are rich; lest perhaps they also invite thee again, and a recompense be made to
thee. 13 But when thou makest a feast, call the poor, the maimed, the lame and the blind. 14 And thou shalt be
blessed, because they have not wherewith to make thee recompense: for recompense shall be made thee at the
resurrection of the just. 15 When one of them that sat at table with him had heard these things, he said to him:
Blessed is he that shall eat bread in the kingdom of God. 16 But he said to him: A certain man made a great
supper and invited many. 17 And he sent his servant at the hour of supper to say to them that were invited, that
they should come: for now all things are ready. 18 And they began all at once to make excuse. The first said to
him: | have bought a farm and | must needs go out and see it. | pray thee, hold me excused. 19 And another
said: I have bought five yoke of oxen and I go to try them. | pray thee, hold me excused. 20 And another said: |
have married a wife; and therefore | cannot come. 21 And the servant returning, told these things to his lord.
Then the master of the house, being angry, said to his servant: Go out quickly into the streets and lanes of the

28 For which of you, having a mind to build a tower, doth
not first sit down and reckon the charges that are necessary, whether he have wherewithal to finish it: 29 Lest,
after he hath laid the foundation and is not able to finish it, all that see it begin to mock him, 30 Saying: This
man began to build and was not able to finish. 31 Or, what king, about to go to make war against another king,
doth not first sit down and think whether he be able, with ten thousand, to meet him that, with twenty thousand,
cometh against him? 32 Or else, while the other is yet afar off, sending an embassy, he desireth conditions of
peace. 33 So likewise every one of you that doth not renounce all that he possesseth cannot be my disciple. 34
Salt is good. But if the salt shall lose its savour, wherewith shall it be seasoned? 35 It is neither profitable for the
land nor for the dunghill: but shall be cast out. He that hath ears to hear, let him hear.

Luke 15:1-10 Now the publicans and sinners drew near unto him to hear him. 2 And the Pharisees and the
scribes murmured, saying: This man receiveth sinners and eateth with them. 3 And he spoke to them this
parable, saying: 4 What man of you that hath an hundred sheep, and if he shall lose one of them, doth he not
leave the ninety-nine in the desert and go after that which was lost, until he find it? 5 And when he hath found
it, lay it upon his shoulders, rejoicing? 6 And coming home, call together his friends and neighbours, saying to
them: Rejoice with me, because | have found my sheep that was lost? 7 | say to you that even so there shall be
joy in heaven upon one sinner that doth penance, more than upon ninety-nine just who need not penance. 8 Or
what woman having ten groats, if she lose one groat, doth not light a candle and sweep the house and seek
diligently until she find it? 9 And when she hath found it, call together her friends and neighbours, saying:
Rejoice with me, because | have found the groat which I had lost. 10 So | say to you, there shall be joy before
the angels of God upon one sinner doing penance.

126 Parable Lost Sons/Prodigal Son Bethsaida after Matt’s call c. Wed 2
May AD 317

Luke 15:11-32 And he said: A certain man had two sons. 12 And the younger of them said to his father: Father,
give me the portion of substance that falleth to me. And he divided unto them his substance. 13 And not many
days after, the younger son, gathering all together, went abroad into a far country: and there wasted his
substance, living riotously. 14 And after he had spent all, there came a mighty famine in that country: and he
began to be in want. 15 And he went and cleaved to one of the citizens of that country. And he sent him into his
farm to feed swine. 16 And he would fain have filled his belly with the husks the swine did eat: and no man
gave unto him. 17 And returning to himself, he said: How many hired servants in my father’s house abound
with bread, and | here perish with hunger! 18 I will arise and will go to my father and say to him: Father, | have
sinned against heaven and before thee. 19 | am not worthy to be called thy son: make me as one of thy hired
servants.

Luke 16:1-14 And he said also to his disciples: There was a certain rich man who had a steward: and the same
was accused unto him, that he had wasted his goods. 2 And he called him and said to him: How is it that | hear
this of thee? Give an account of thy stewardship: for now thou canst be steward no longer. 3 And the steward
said within himself: What shall | do, because my lord taketh away from me the stewardship? To dig | am not
able; to beg | am ashamed. 4 | know what I will do, that when I shall be removed from the stewardship, they
may receive me into their houses. 5 Therefore, calling together every one of his lord’s debtors, he said to the
first: How much dost thou owe my lord? 6 But he said: An hundred barrels of oil. And he said to him: Take thy
bill and sit down quickly and write fifty. 7 Then he said to another: And how much dost thou owe? Who said:
An hundred quarters of wheat. He said to him: Take thy bill and write eighty. 8 And the lord commended the
unjust steward, forasmuch as he had done wisely: for the children of this world are wiser in their generation
than the children of light. 9 And | say to you: Make unto you friends of the mammon of iniquity: that when you
shall fail, they may receive you into everlasting dwellings. 10 He that is faithful in that which is least is faithful
also in that which is greater: and he that is unjust in that which is little is unjust also in that which is greater. 11
If then you have not been faithful in the unjust mammon, who will trust you with that which is the true? 12 And
if you have not been faithful in that which is another’s, who will give you that which is your own? 13 No
servant can serve two masters: for either he will hate the one and love the other: or he will hold to the one and
despise the other. You cannot serve God and mammon. 14 Now the Pharisees, who were covetous, heard all
these things: and they derided him.

128 Divorce and Remarriage - -

Luke 16:15-18 And he said to them: you are they who justify yourselves before men, but God knoweth your
hearts. For that which is high to men is an abomination before God. 16 The law and the prophets were until
John.

And
although there were so many, the net was not broken. 12 Jesus saith to them: Come and dine. And none of them
who were at meat, durst ask him: Who art thou? Knowing that it was the Lord. 13 And Jesus cometh and taketh
bread and giveth them: and fish in like manner. 14 This is now the third time that Jesus was manifested to his
disciples, after he was risen from the dead. 15 When therefore they had dined, Jesus saith to Simon Peter:
Simon, son of John, lovest thou me more than these? He saith to him: Yea, Lord, thou knowest that | love thee.
He saith to him: Feed my lambs. 16 He saith to him again: Simon, son of John, lovest thou me? He saith to him:
yea, Lord, thou knowest that | love thee. He saith to him: Feed my lambs. 17 He said to him the third time:
Simon, son of John, lovest thou me? Peter was grieved because he had said to him the third time: Lovest thou
me? And he said to him:Lord, thou knowest all things: thou knowest that | love thee. He said to him: Feed my
sheep. 18 Amen, amen, | say to thee, When thou wast younger, thou didst gird thyself and didst walk where
thou wouldst. But when thou shalt be old, thou shalt stretch forth thy hands, and another shall gird thee and lead
thee whither thou wouldst not. 19 And this he said, signifying by what death he should glorify God. And when
he had said this, he saith to him: Follow me. 20 Peter turning about, saw that disciple whom Jesus loved
following, who also leaned on his breast at supper and said: Lord, who is he that shall betray thee? 21 Him
therefore when Peter had seen, he saith to Jesus: Lord, and what shall this man do? 22 Jesus saith to him: So |
will have him to remain till I come, what is it to thee? Follow thou me. 23 This saying therefore went abroad
among the brethren, that that disciple should not die. And Jesus did not say to him: He should not die; but: So |
will have him to remain till I come, what is it to thee? 24 This is that disciple who giveth testimony of these
things and hath written these things: and we know that his testimony is true. 25 But there are also many other
things which Jesus did which, if they were written every one, the world itself. I think, would not be able to
contain the books that should be written.
