If they do not get
them all correct, There is a place at the lbottom
where you can date and mark their errors. The
students will then continue to practice and when
it is time to e checked again, the student will
read the eigkt wordls or phrases aloud to you.
You can send these home in their ook bags as well
for parents to practice at home.
