 The man washed his face in the pool as he
was told...the miracle was fulfilled, Lord
Jesus created eyes for him and he saw light
for the first time; he saw the sun, the sky,
the trees, the people, his parents,
Jerusalem, the temple...everything!




 All the people that knew him rejoiced. They
asked him, “"How have your eyes opened?”

* The Pharisees were a.group of Jews who didn’t
