For the most part, one Russian letter corresponds to one sound.

I is always stressed. O is pronounced a if unstressed: Mosoko - [Manako] milk.
E is pronounced u if unstressed: meHemxep - [MeHUIKUp | manager.

Ending -ro is always pronounced -Bo: ero - [eBo] Ais, him.

When consonants appear at the end of a word, they lose their voice.

0 is pronounced like m: xny0 - [kiym] club

B is pronounced like ¢: Measenes - [munsened | Medvedev (a surname)
r is pronounced like k: MapkeTHHT - [MapKUTHHK | marketing

1 is pronounced like T: mokonan - [makanar| chocolate

x is pronounced like m1: 106 - [5o1] lie
3 is pronounced like c: kanpu3 - [kanpuc] caprice

Gender of Nouns
There are no articles used with nouns. There are three genders: masculine, feminine, and
neuter. Both animate and inanimate nouns have a gender, which depends on a word ending.
Masculine nouns normally end with a consonant or -ii: Topog (city), Homep (number), Tamxen
(DJ). Common exceptions: nana (dad), nans (uncle), my»x4una (man).
Feminine nouns normally end with -a or -st: pamunus (surname), bupma (firm)
Neuter nouns end with -o or -e: otyectBO (middle name), 3nanue (building). Common

exception: ums (name)

Most nouns ending with -b can be masculine or feminine: cetsb (fem. network), neunb (masc.

day), ctunb (masc. style).

Word Order

Russian word order is very flexible. Russians usually begin a sentence with a place or time of
an action: 3aBTpa s pabdoraro. I am working tomorrow. Ha 3toii yiuiie MHOTO OaHKOB. There

are a lot of banks in this street.

Rising of intonation indicates a question: Twl ctyaeHT!? Are you a student?

If a sentence begins with question word, intonation is usually affirmative: I'ne marazun|?

Gender of Adjectives

Adjectives agree with nouns and pronouns in number, gender, and case.
Masculine endings are -bIid, -Hii, -0ii: pyCCKUH TOpOJ - a Russian city, KOMIIBIOTEPHBIN
MarasuH - a computer shop, MOJIO/I0H YENIOBEK - a young man.
Feminine ending is -asi: pycckast kHura - a Russian book, ctpoiiHas >KeHIIMHA - a slender
woman.
Neuter ending is -oe, -ee: 6oJbII0€ 03€po - a big lake, HOBOE 31ManHMe - a new building.
Plural endings are the same for all genders -bie, -ue: amepuKkaHCKue CTYJIEHTHI - American
students, pycckue GuinbMbl - Russian films.

Plural of Nouns
Most masculine and feminine nouns in the nominative plural will have the ending -51 if the
noun stem ends in a hard consonant: ¢upma - pupmsl, TenedoH - TeaehoHBI.
Nouns with the ending -a and -s1 drop them: Mmy»xuuHa - My»XYUHBI man - men, KEHIMHA -
KCSHIITUHBI WOman - women.
If the noun stem ends in a soft consonant, or in T, %, K, X, 4, X, 11, 11, the ending will be -u:
KHHTa - KHUTU book - books, 6aHk - 0aHku bank - banks.
The soft sign (-b) is left out: nens - quU day - days.
Neuter nouns that end in -0, have the ending -a in the plural: okHo - okHa window - windows.
Neuter nouns that end in -e, have the ending -5 in the plural: 3qanue - 3nanus building -
buildings.

Verb ObITH (10 be)

Verb 065176 is usually omitted in the present tense:
OH cryaeHrt. - He is a student.
Omna noma. - She is at home.
However its equivalents siBiIsThCS 1 HaxoauThes can be used in formal situations instead:
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OH sBisieTcst cTyAeHTOM. - He is a student.
OHa HaxoauTcs aoma. - She is at home.
