Processing Your Own Logs

Most woodturner’s know the advantages of turning
wet wood are that it’'s easier to cut, doesn’t dull our
tools as quick, access to woods that may not be eas-
ily acquired at your local wood supplier/lumber yard,
and of course the financial aspect of it (ie.... many
times it can be had for FREE). When it comes to
processing logs, | bet that most people probably
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process their logs like me. Normally when | want to
cut a log in half, I usually just sit the log up on some
other logs that happen to be lying around.
