Please note that as a health precaution again this year,
catechumens will not be gathering in the Cathedral sanc-
tuary to sign their names in the Book of the Elect. Cate-
chumens will need to inscribe their names in the par-
ish Book of the Elect before this year’s celebration of
the Rite of Election. Therefore, it is strongly recom-
mended that each parish celebrate the Rite of Sending for
catechumens that includes the signing of their names in
the Book of Elect (see RCIA #113). Bishop Bambera will
sign each parish Book of the Elect during the part of the
Rite of Election where the catechumen signing would
normally take place. The wearing of masks is still highly
recommended for all those attending the Rite of Election.
