reserved Sacrament. Liturgical laws
have long defended your right to re-
ceive from the same sacrifice, the
same Mass, that you attend.

At one time, of course, the bread for
the Eucharist was the ordinary bread
of the day, except unleavened, proba-
bly prepared at home.

came the hostia for us. To this day in
the Greek Church, one of the tasks of
the priest's wife is to bake the bread
for the Divine Liturgy, sometimes in a
bakery oven dedicated to that pur-
pose and called a "Bethlehem."

Today's familiar individual hosts first
appeared in the eleventh century at
about the time when tabernacles were
coming into use. The turn away from
"bready" bread allowed the hosts to be
reserved since they did not spoil like
regular bread, and made the annual
