The American Academy of Facial Plastic and Recon-
structive Surgery (AAFPRS) was founded in 1964 and
represents more than 2,500 facial plastic and reconstruc-
tive surgeons throughout the world.

The AAFPRS holds an
official seat in the AMA House of Delegates and on the
American College of Surgeons board of governors.
