Properly rolling over your PSP can
go hand in hand with these goals without incurring major taxes and penalties. There are
many options to review and decisions to make before you retire and along the way to
retirement.

Regardless of your age at retirement, you need to take into account what the amount
of your pension may be. You will need to decide if you are going to begin receiving
social security payments or to defer them. It also helps to anticipate what your monthly
expenses will be (ballpark) including property taxes, excess insurance payments,
utilities, food and entertainment.

This is also the time to assess how much risk you are taking in your PSP/IRA
investment allocations. You should be able to reduce your risk and potentially increase
your returns simply by reviewing your asset allocation. In many instances, people think
they are diversified properly, but often own many overlapping investments. Having a
PSP, an IRA, a ROTH IRA and a mutual fund does not mean you are diversified. Owning
Fidelity, T. Rowe Price and American Funds, does not mean you are diversified. Having
10 different funds inside your PSP account does not mean you are diversified. How can
that be? Because many of these funds own the same stocks and bonds. In other words,
you may be putting all of your eggs in two or three baskets while thinking you have 10 or
12 baskets. This can increase your risk and reduce your overall return over time.

Navigating your descending approach to retirement does not have to be difficult if
your know all of your options. Making informed decisions about how to invest in your
PSP, how to name your beneficiaries , how to protect your principal in retirement, how
to avoid taxes and penalties are all important factors in being financially comfortable in
your retirement years.

Michigan connections

There will be lectures, marches, and
celebrations across the state recognizing the
Rev. Dr. Martin Luther King, Jr. today. The
federal holiday marks King's birthday, January
15th.

The nation celebrates it on the third Monday
of January. This year, he would have been
ninety years old.

King had several connections with the state
of Michigan. He debuted the iconic “I Have a
Dream Speech” in Detroit in June, 1963, months
before the historic March on Washington.

It was part of the “Great Walk to Freedom,”

a practice run for Washington, D.C. Over
125,000 people traveled down Woodward
Avenue, led by King himself. Other figures who
accompanied the crowd included the father of
Aretha Franklin, a chair in the Detroit Council
for Human Rights, several Michigan politicians,
and union leaders such as Walter Reuther.

Elizabeth James works in the Department
of Afro-American Studies at the University
of Michigan. She attended his 1963 speech in
Detroit.

"When he first spoke it here in Michigan, and
then in Washington, it was calling to all of us,
to use our imaginations, to imagine something
that could really make a difference for others,"
says James. "And I think that's something that

we really have to call upon now."

At the time, King referred to the event as
“one of the most wonderful things that has
happened in America."

King had also visited Grosse Pointe in 1968,
just three weeks before he was assassinated. In
the all-white Detroit suburb, he gave a speech
entitled “The Other America” in the gymnasium
of Grosse Pointe South High School.

“I want to discuss the race problem tonight
and I want to discuss it very honestly. And so
I want to use as a title for my lecture tonight,
‘The Other America,”” he said to a crowd of
2,000 people.

And I use this title because there are literally
two Americas. Every city in our country has
this kind of dualism, this schizophrenia, split at
so many parts, and so every city ends up being
two cities rather than one.

You can hear one of the organizer’s thoughts
about it here. This organizer, Jude Hutteman,
said that while Detroit newspapers were on
strike, there was not much need for a publicity
push because “the town was alive with the
news that Dr. King was coming.”

Despite being heckled by a right-wing group
that brought 100 or so people, King powered on
to emphasize the importance of unity between
white and black Americans.

He ended his speech with these words:
“With this faith we will be able to speed up
the day when all of God's children all over this
nation — black men and white men, Jews and
Gentiles, Protestants and Catholics will be able to
join hands and sing in the words of the old negro
spiritual, 'Free at Last, Free at Last, Thank God
Almighty, We are Free At Last."

Dr. King was a Baptist preacher and Nobel
peace laureate. He led the civil rights movement
from 1955 until his assassination in 1968.

We all want to give the “perfect”
gift and we all want to find a
bargain. The FBI has published
warnings about scams on the
internet that offer “free stuff” or
prices that are unbelievably low.
These sites are designed to lure
you into sharing your information
with criminals or unintentionally
allow the installation of malicious
malware on your computer.

The number of robocalls
citizens have received has
exploded in recent years, rising
to 48 billion in 2018. Although
some attempts have been made
to stop or reduce robocalls,
scammers are feeling more
daring than ever, spoofing local
businesses, law enforcement

experience, our own phone
number), then attempt to threaten
seniors and others with danger or
even arrest in order to force them
to immediately send funds.

Be cautious, do not respond
to emails or messages online and
hang up on robocalls. Even if
the voice claims to be an adult
grandchild, hang up. Call their
parents to verify they are not in
danger, then report the robocall.
Census Day

April 1, 2020 is Census Day — the
due date for Americans to take
part in the decennial national
headcount. The census is a short
questionnaire that asks about who
you are and where you live. It's the
way to count every person living
in the United States. To verify that
you have the legitimate Census
questionnaire, check the return
address. A census mailing has a
return address of Jeffersonville,
Ind., the site of the National
Processing Center.

American Community Survey

You may have recently received,
the American Community Survey
(ACS). It is sent annually to more
than 3.5 million randomly selected
homes to gather population,
economic, housing and other

data that helps determine how
hundreds of billions of dollars

in state and federal money is
distributed. With its detailed
questions about things like income,
assets, job status, household
amenities, even your commute, the
ACS does set off scam suspicions,
but it is legitimate. (AARPorg)

candidate events and town halls
and ask the candidates questions
about the census, Social Security,
Medicare, or other pertinent
issues. It is imperative that
retirees participate and have
more of a voice in the laws and
regulations of our federal, state
and community government.

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LABOR HISTORY

In December, we remember two events which shaped the struggle for workplace rights.

The world cried with the town of Calumet, Michigan...

When 59 children died on Christmas Eve 1913

n July 1913, over 7,000 miners struck the
IC&H Copper Mining Company in Calumet,
Michigan. It was largely the usual issues of
people who worked for a big company during a
time when capitalists ran roughshod over their
workers —a time when monopolies were a way of
life. Strikers’ demandsincluded payraises,anend
to child labor, and safer conditions including an
end toone-man drill operations, as wellas support
beams in the mines, which mine owners didn’t
want because support beams were costly but
minerskilledin cave-ins “donotcostusanything.”
Six months without work left many miner
families with little food for the holidays and no
money for presents, so the Ladies” Auxiliary of the
Western Federation of Miners held a Christmas
party for the kids. 500 children and 200 adults
showed up that day, Christmas Eve 1913. It was
held on the second floor of Calumet’s Italian Hall.
The only wayinand out wasavery steep stairway.
As darkness fell and people began to go home
to their family celebrations, some of the children
gathered around the stage as presents were
passed out. For many, it would be the only gift
they’d receive this year. In the middle of this
festive celebration, someone —possibly more than
one person — opened the door at the bottom of
the staircase and yelled, “FIRE!”

Chaos ensued. Aseverybody headed down the

stairs to the exit, the door was blocked from
the outside, and children and adults were
trampled, then suffocated, by the throng of
bodies trying to escape the “fire” —which didn’t
actually exist.

In all, 73 people, including 59 children,
died, most of them Finnish immigrants. The
youngest was Rafael Lesar, 2)2 years old.
The oldest was Kate Pitteri, 66 years old.
Some families lost all of their children; like
Frank and Josepa Klarich, who buried their
three daughters, Kristina (11), Maria (9), and
Katarina (7). Their little crosses are lined up

in a row over their graves in a cemetery west
of Calumet.

The culprits who yelled into the hall that day
to start the tragedy were never identified, but
it's widely suspected that it was allies of mine
management or the owners who did so to disrupt
the miners’ party. Nobody was ever prosecuted or
evenarrested for causing the massacre. Itisalways
thus — those with money and power control the
narrative, silence the truth, and thwart justice.

Italian Hall was demolished in the 1980s.
However, especially during the holiday season,
the people of Calumet still talk of that night, 100
years ago, when so many innocents perished.

Partly because a lot of miners left Calumet
behind after this tragedy, the strike didn’t

accomplish what the miners wanted. However,
it's considered a turning point for union strength
in Michigan’s copper country.

In 1941, Woody Guthrie got an idea for a song
aboutthetragedy,whichhecalled“1913Massacre.”
Ella Reeve “Mother” Bloor’s eyewitness account
in her 1940 book, “We Are Many,” inspired him.
Mother Bloor was a labor organizer who was
active in the Western Federation of Miners, the
union that represented the people who were on
strike in Calumet.

The piano played a slow funeral tune,
And the town was lit up by a cold Christmas moon,
The parents they cried and the miners they moaned,
“See what your greed for money has done.”

working conditions were horrible
- and the pay was unfair. The

The Flint Sit-Down Strike is known as the
most important strike in American history,
because it changed the United Automobile
Workers (UAW) from a collection of isolated
individuals into a major union, ultimately
leading to the unionization of the United States
automobile industry.

General Motors (GM) provided many men in
Flint, Michigan with jobs in the 1930s, but the

Encouraged by these legal
protections, on December 30,1936, GM employees
in the GM Fisher Number One Plant began their
44-day sit-in, during which they refused to work
orleave the Fisher One, Fisher Two, and Chevrolet
Number 4 plants.

Then-Governor Frank Murphy refused to
interfere with the strike, so GM decided to make
the plant conditions intolerable by cutting the
plants” heat and electricity and by preventing

food deliveries (Eller, 2010). However, the strikers
maintained a sense of order and discipline. The
two strike leaders, Bob Travis and Roy Reuther,
helped to establish committees for cleaning,
exercise, security, entertainment, and defense
(Michigan State University, n.d.).

General Motors and their sympathizers found
this sit-down form of protest to be an affront
to American values, such as right to property
(Michigan State University, n.d.).

After a series of violent clashes between the
strikers, police, and GM “goons,” including
the Battle of Bull's Run, Governor Murphy
summoned the U.S. National Guard to reestablish
peace. Furthermore, a group of women organized
the Women’s Emergency Brigade to similarly
organize protests and coordinate deliveries of
food and supplies to the men involved in the
sit-down strike. Even children joined the protests
(Eller, 2010).

On February 11, 1937, with its automobile
production severely crippled, GM reached an
agreement with the UAW to end the labor strike.
