Clinical Medical Assistant Program TIP
This program will train you to assist physicians by performing functions related to the clinical responsibilities of a medical office. Instruction includes 
preparing patients for examination and treatment, routine laboratory procedures, diagnostic testing, technical aspects of phlebotomy, and the cardiac 
life cycle. You will review important topics including phlebotomy, pharmacology, the proper use and administration of medications, taking and 
documenting vital signs, cardiology including proper lead placements, professional workplace behavior, ethics, and the legal aspects of healthcare. 
This program includes 96 hours of classroom lecture and hands-on labs and a clinical externship opportunity (Course# HHS126) at a local healthcare 
provider. To be eligible for the clinical rotation, you must successfully complete the 96-hour course, submit to a thorough background check and 
drug screening, and meet other requirements. Note: Upon successful completion of this program, students would be eligible to sit for the National 
Healthcareer Association (NHA) Certified Clinical Medical Assistant (CCMA) national examination. This course is VA-approved for GI Bill benefits. TWA

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Differing Historical Perspectives 
on Slavery in Maryland and the 
District of Columbia NEW
The word “slavery” brings up a mental 
image of the “peculiar institution” as it 
existed in the Deep South right before 
the Civil War. Slavery in the Washington 
area was different. It began the same – 
in the late 1600s, Ninian Beall’s tobacco 
plantation occupied the land where 
the White House is today – but it soon 
changed.

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WDCE Bridge to Academic and Career Success Program

Students will be directed to the academic coordinator of Bridge based on their engagement in the MC English Remote Placement 
( https://www.montgomerycollege.edu/admissions-registration/assessments.html ). Once connected with the academic coordinator, 
the student will take a standardized reading assessment to determine which placement is the best fit, the WDCE Bridge Program 
or the Connecting Reading and Writing Class. The Bridge Program is intended for students that test at a minimum of an 8th grade 
reading level. Connecting Reading and Writing is intended for students that test between 5th and 7th grade reading levels.

The academic coordinator will provide the reading assessment to students that helps to determine potential enrollment in the 
Bridge Program versus Connecting Reading and Writing placement on a rolling basis. To take the reading assessment, contact the 
Academic coordinator, Jessica Hall at jessica.hall@montgomerycollege.edu. Once you are tested, you will work with Mary Margaret 
Delaney or another counselor who will answer your questions, help you establish the right next steps and options, and assist you as 
needed with registration and more.

B.	� To qualify, for tuition purposes, as a 
resident of the state of Maryland, legal 
domicile must have been maintained for a 
period of not less than three months prior 
to the first regularly scheduled class for the 
semester; unless you are a member of the 
Military covered under HB935.

C.	 The domicile of a person registering 
in a noncredit course at Montgomery 
College shall be considered as a person’s 
permanent place of abode, where physical 
presence and possessions are maintained, 
and where he/she intends to remain 
indefinitely.

Refund Policy
Refunds are paid at 100% for classes canceled, 
dropped online, or in person (using a Drop 
Form), prior to the start date of the class.
