I volunteered to help with the St Matthew BBQ one
year. I've had experience cooking "pit pig" for decades.
In this case | was assisting a new parishioner by the
name of Frank Delaney. He had recently moved here
from Louisiana.

In my mind cooking pork is a low and slow process. In
the past | had always built BBQ pits out of concrete
blocks and cooked "Boston butts" for large events,
which this was certainly going to be. | knew and ex-
pected to start cooking the day before; we would
stand watch through the night. | was told that the
cooking facilities outdoors would be assembled by oth-
ers and | would be there just to keep the supply of hot
oak coals going.

When | arrived around 4pm, | was stunned to see not a
BBQ pit but a tripod about 12 feet high assembled out
of 2- inch galvanized pipe; and a hairless whole hog
hanging beneath it from a wire tied to its' snout!

"What in the world is this?" | thought. Frank explained
"This is how we do pig back in Louisiana; we hang it off
the ground and cook it from the side using a metal
heat reflector. Its less likely to burn that way.

Well for next 16 hours we would give that pig a gentle
twist and let it self- baste. Ultimately the pig was "fall
off the bone" tender, with a light brown, crispy skin
and delicious. It was a unique learning experience for
me! Now | know ...."there's more than one way to skin

a pig!"

FAITH FORMATION

28TH SUNDAY OF ORDINARY TIME
REFLECTION

The rich young man in today’s Gospel wanted to know what
we all want to know—how to live in this life so that we
might live forever in the world to come. He sought what
today’s Psalm calls “wisdom of heart.”

He learns that the wisdom he seeks is not a program of
works to be performed or behaviors to be avoided. As Jesus
tells him, observing the commandments is essential to
walking the path of salvation—but it can only get us so far.
The Wisdom of God is not precepts, but a person—Jesus
Christ. Jesus is the Wisdom whose Spirit
was granted to Solomon in today’s First
Reading. Jesus is the Word of God
spoken of in today’s Epistle. And Jesus,
as He reveals Himself to the rich man
today, is God.

In Jesus we encounter Wisdom, the A
living and effective Word of God. As He
does with the rich man today, He looks |
upon each of us with love. That look of
love, that loving gaze, is a personal
invitation—to give up everything to
follow Him.

Nothing is concealed from His gaze, as we hear in the
Epistle. In His fiery eyes, the thoughts of our hearts are
exposed, and each of us must render an account of our lives
(see Revelation 1:14).

We must have the attitude of Solomon, preferring Wisdom
to all else, loving Him more than even life itself. This
preference, this love, requires a leap of faith. We will be
persecuted for this faith, Jesus tells His disciples today. But
we must trust in His promise—that all good things will come
to us in His company.

What, then, are the “many possessions” that keep us from
giving ourselves totally to God? What are we clinging to—
material things, comfort zones, relationships? What will it
take for us to live fully for Christ’s sake and the sake of the
Gospel?

Let us pray for the wisdom to enter into the kingdom of
God. With the Psalmist, let us ask Him, “Teach us.”

REFLEXION DEL 28 DOMINGO DE
TIEMPO ORDINARIO

El joven rico en el Evangelio de hoy queria saber lo que
todos queremos saber: como vivir en esta vida para que
podamos vivir para siempre en el mundo venidero.
Buscé lo que el salmo de hoy llama "sabiduria de cora-
zon". Aprende que la sabiduria que busca no es un pro-
grama de trabajos a realizar o comportamientos que
deben evitarse. Como Jesus le dice, observar los man-
damientos es esencial para recorrer el camino de la
salvacion, pero solo puede llevarnos tan lejos. La
Sabiduria de Dios no es preceptos,
sino una persona: Jesucristo. Jesus es
la Sabiduria cuyo Espiritu fue otor-
gado a Salomédn en la primera lectura
de hoy. Jesus es la Palabra de Dios de
la que se habla en la epistola de hoy.
Y Jesus, tal como se revela hoy al
hombre rico, es Dios. En Jesus encon-
tramos la Sabiduria, la Palabra viva y
efectiva de Dios. Como lo hace hoy
con el hombre rico, nos mira a cada
uno de nosotros con amor.
