THE HEBREW SCRIPTURE                              Exodus 20:1-7 

Lector: A Reading from Exodus.                                            Read by Teresa Gray 

Then God spoke all these words: I am the LORD your God, who brought you out of the land of 

Egypt, out of the house of slavery; you shall have no other gods before me.You shall not make for 

yourself an idol, whether in the form of anything that is in heaven above, or that is on the earth 

beneath, or that is in the water under the earth. You shall not bow down to them or worship them; 

for I the LORD your God am a jealous God, punishing children for the iniquity of parents, to the 

third and the fourth generation of those who reject me, but showing steadfast love to the thousandth 

generation of those who love me and keep my commandments. You shall not make wrongful use of 

the name of the LORD your God, for the LORD will not acquit anyone who misuses his name. 

Remember the sabbath day, and keep it holy. For six days you shall labour and do all your work. 

But the seventh day is a sabbath to the LORD your God; you shall not do any work—you, your son 

or your daughter, your male or female slave, your livestock, or the alien resident in your towns.

THE EPISTLE               1 Corinthians 1:18-25 

Lector: A reading from Paul’s first letter to the Corinthians.                Read by Patrice Melancon 

The message about the cross is foolishness to those who are perishing, but to us who are being 

saved it is the power of God. For it is written, “I will destroy the wisdom of the wise, and the 

discernment of the discerning I will thwart.” Where is the one who is wise? Where is the scribe? 

Where is the debater of this age? Has not God made foolish the wisdom of the world? For since, in 

the wisdom of God, the world did not know God through wisdom, God decided, through the 

foolishness of our proclamation, to save those who believe. For Jews demand signs and Greeks 

desire wisdom, but we proclaim Christ crucified, a stumbling block to Jews and foolishness to 

Gentiles, but to those who are the called, both Jews and Greeks, Christ the power of God and the 

wisdom of God. For God’s foolishness is wiser than human wisdom, and God’s weakness is 

stronger than human strength.

THE GOSPEL            John 2:13-22 

Celebrant: The Holy Gospel of our Savior Jesus Christ according to John. 

People:  Glory to you, O Christ.  
The Passover of the Jews was near, and Jesus went up to Jerusalem. In the temple he found people 

selling cattle, sheep, and doves, and the money changers seated at their tables. Making a whip of 

cords, he drove all of them out of the temple, both the sheep and the cattle. He also poured out the 

coins of the money changers and overturned their tables. He told those who were selling the doves, 

“Take these things out of here! Stop making my Father’s house a marketplace!” His disciples 

remembered that it was written, “Zeal for your house will consume me.” The Jews then said to him, 

“What sign can you show us for doing this?” Jesus answered them, “Destroy this temple, and in 

three days I will raise it up.” The Jews then said, “This temple has been under construction for 

forty-six years, and will you raise it up in three days?” But he was speaking of the temple of his 

body. After he was raised from the dead, his disciples remembered that he had said this; and they 

believed the scripture and the word that Jesus had spoken.

Joining with them, and giving voice to every creature 

under heaven, we acclaim you, and glorify your Name, as we say,

Holy, Holy, Holy Lord, God of power and might, 

heaven and earth are full of your glory.

When our disobedience took us far from you, you 

did not abandon us to the power of death. In your mercy you came to our help, so that in seeking you we 

might find you. Again and again you called us into covenant with you, and through the prophets you 

taught us to hope for salvation. 

Father, you loved the world so much that in the fullness of time you sent your only Son to be our Savior. 

Incarnate by the Holy Spirit, born of the Virgin Mary, he lived as one of us, yet without sin. To the poor 

he proclaimed the good news of salvation; to prisoners, freedom; to the sorrowful, joy. To fulfill your 

purpose he gave himself up to death; and, rising from the grave, destroyed death, and made the whole 

creation new. 

And, that we might live no longer for ourselves, but for him who died and rose for us, he sent the Holy 

Spirit, his own first gift for those who believe, to complete his work in the world, and to bring to 

fulfillment the sanctification of all. 

When the hour had come for him to be glorified by you, his heavenly Father, having loved his own who 

were in the world, he loved them to the end; at supper with them he took bread, and when he had given 

thanks to you, he broke it, and gave it to his disciples, and said, "Take, eat: This is my Body, which is 

given for you. Do this for the remembrance of me." 

After supper he took the cup of wine; and when he had given thanks, he gave it to them, and said, 

"Drink this, all of you: This is my Blood of the new Covenant, which is shed for you and for many for 

the forgiveness of sins. Whenever you drink 

it, do this for the remembrance of me." 

Father, we now celebrate this memorial of our redemption. Recalling Christ's death and his descent 

among the dead, proclaiming his resurrection and ascension to your right hand, awaiting his coming in 

glory; and offering to you, from the gifts you have given us, this bread and this cup, we praise you and 

we bless you.

We praise you, we bless you, 

we give thanks to you, 

and we pray to you, Lord our God.

Lord, we pray that in your goodness and mercy your Holy Spirit may descend upon us, and upon these

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And grant that we may find our inheritance with the Blessed Virgin Mary, with patriarchs, prophets, 

apostles, and martyrs, and all the saints who have found favor with you in ages past.
