Adventure Begins Here

Blast off with a summer full
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A celestial programming spectacle sure to
excite any space enthusiast will begin in July.

PBS’s Summer of Space will begin in July,
timed to the 50th anniversary celebrations of
the Apollo 11 moon landing.

The centerpiece of the programming is the
six-hour American Experience film Chasing
the Moon, written, produced and directed by
Academy Award nominee Robert Stone.
