The My School DC lottery gives families the opportunity to apply for available seats in early 
childhood programs for 3- and 4-year-olds, out of boundary DCPS schools in grades K-12, 
citywide schools, DCPS application high schools, and participating charter schools. A single, 
random lottery is run by My School DC to determine placement of new students at all 
participating schools.The Office of the State Superintendent of Education (OSSE) oversees 
the My School DC lottery in collaboration with DCPS, the Public Charter School Board 
(PCSB), and participating charter schools.
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Citywide: a school that does not have a boundary and therefore cannot be claimed 
as an in-boundary school. Citywide schools can only be accessed through the lottery 
and do not provide guaranteed enrollment to any new student. Ron Brown is the only 
DCPS citywide application high school.

Selective : a school that admits students based on specific eligibility criteria. DCPS 
has six selective application high schools: Banneker, Columbia Heights Education 
Campus, Duke Ellington, McKinley Tech, Phelps, and School Without Walls.
