» Setting the Base Profile

This guide provides general guidance on installing and provisioning with Polycom UC Software and
shows you how to deploy Poly devices in Microsoft environments.

Support for Lync 2010 is limited to testing of basic call scenarios. Microsoft support of Lync and Skype for
Business is documented on Microsoft's website. Microsoft does not currently support IP phones on Lync
2010. For information, see IP Phones on Microsoft Support.

Product Overview of Poly Trio C60 Systems

Poly Trio C60 systems support audio-only conference calls with Microsoft Teams voice platforms or
Skype for Business 2013/2015 Server environments along with point-to-point and bridge calls.

Trio C60 systems support the following features in slightly different sets depending on the platform you
enable:

* Placing, answering, and managing audio calls

» Switching call applications on the fly

+ Initiating, joining, and managing audio conference calls
* Recording audio calls with USB flash drives

* Viewing and joining scheduled calendar meetings
* Managing contacts, call lists, and directories

» Adjusting call and phone settings

» Checking voicemail messages

» Connecting to computers over USB

« Pairing with Bluetooth—enabled devices

» Connecting to wireless networks

Poly Trio systems include Microsoft-qualified UC Software with a Poly
feature license that enable you to start up and register with default Microsoft settings.

Poly devices purchased and shipped with a Skype or Lync Base Profile include a Poly feature license to
register with Skype for Business, Lync Server, and Office 365.

If you do not purchase devices with a configured Skype or Lync Base Profile, you can use Poly phones in
a Skype for Business, Lync Server, or Office 365 environment for trial purposes, without purchasing a
license, for a maximum of 30 days.

This template file for the Poly Trio system provides you with all
required parameters and default settings to register with Skype for Business Server.

*+ 000000000000.cfg. Use this master configuration file to load SkypeTrioSharedExample.cfg
and all other configuration files containing settings you want to load to devices from a central
provisioning server.

Setting the Base Profile

Set the correct base profile to enable the platform you need.

Setting the Base Profile for the First Time

When you power on the Poly Trio system for the first time, or following a factory restore, the system
displays a setup wizard.

The setup wizard helps you set up your administrator password, choose the system language, and
choose a base profile. You can choose from Microsoft Teams, Skype for Business, and Microsoft USB
Optimized base profiles for your system.

After you set up your system with the initial setup wizard, the system boots to the Home screen when it
powers on after each restart. If your system accesses and applies configurations through a centralized
provisioning server, the setup wizard doesn’t display.

Set the Base Profile Using the Web Configuration Utility

You can use the Web Configuration Utility to manually set a phone's Base Profile to Skype for Business
or Microsoft Teams.

The Web Configuration Utility is disabled by default when the phone registers with Skype for Business
Server. You must manually enable the Web Configuration Utility to configure phone settings. You cannot
configure sign-in credentials using the Web Configuration Utility.

Procedure

1. Power on your phones and allow them to complete the power-up process.

2. Get the IP address of each phone in your deployment by going to Settings > Status > Platform >
Phone.

The IP address displays in the IP field.
3. Enter the phone's IP address in the address bar of a web browser.

The Web Configuration Utility login screen displays.

4. Choose Admin to log in as an administrator, and then enter the administrator password and click
Submit.

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5. On the Home page, navigate to the Simple Setup menu.

6. From the Base Profile drop-down list, choose Skype for Business or Microsoft Teams, and
click Save at the bottom of the page.

7. In the confirmation dialog, choose Yes.

The phone automatically restarts, and users can now sign in.

Change the Base Profile from the Settings Menu

You can set the Base Profile to from the phone Settings menu.

Note: The setting location differs on a Poly phone with Microsoft Teams.

Procedure

1. Go to Settings > Advanced > Administration Settings > Network Configuration > Base
Profile and select Skype for Business.

2. Select Back > Save Configuration.
The phone automatically restarts and displays the Sign In screen. Users can now sign in.

Poly recommends using device.* parameters to configure multiple devices and only if you’re familiar
with centralized provisioning and configuration files.

The parameter values correspond to the options in the phone menu or the system web interface as
follows:

If you have a Skype for Business, Office 365, or Lync Server 2013 deployment, you can integrate with
Microsoft Exchange Server.

You can set up visual voicemail, call log synchronization, Outlook contact search, and Skype for Business
Address Book Service (ABS) adaptive search. Each of these features is enabled by default on Poly
phones registered with Skype for Business.

After you connect phones with the Exchange Server, you can do the following:

» Verify the status of Exchange Server services on each phone
* View the status of each service in the system web interface

Integrating with Microsoft Exchange

You can integrate with Microsoft Exchange using one of the following methods:
* Exchange Server auto-discover
* Provision the phone with the Microsoft Exchange address
+ System web interface

Note: If you enter the Skype for Business credentials in the configuration file, phone users must enter
credentials on the phone Sign In screen.

Provision the Microsoft Exchange Calendar
You can provision your Trio C60 systems with the Microsoft Exchange calendar.

When you connect a Poly Trio system to Skype for Business, a Calendar icon displays on the phone
Home screen that enables users to access features. Users can view and join Outlook calendar events
directly from the Poly Trio system that displays the day and meeting view for scheduled events. Users
can’t schedule calendar events or view email from the phone.

Procedure
» Add the following parameters to one of your configuration files:

Enable Microsoft Exchange Calendar Using the System Web Interface

You can use the system web interface to manually enable your phones with the Microsoft Exchange
calendar. This option is useful for troubleshooting faulty auto-discovery.

Enable the access to the system web interface (the Web Configuration Utility) on the phone registered
with Skype for Business.

You can enable the Microsoft Exchange calendar through the system web interface for only one phone at
a time.

Procedure
1. Log in to the system web interface using admin credentials.
2. Go to Settings > Applications > Exchange Applications.
3. Inthe Exchange Calendar field, select Enable.
4. Enter the exchange web services URL using a Microsoft Exchange Server URL.

For example https://<mail.com>/ews/exchange.asmx.

Select Save.

Calendar Meeting Details

You can use the exchange.meeting. show* parameters to show or hide the following meeting details
from the calendar display on the Poly Trio system screen:

* Subject
* Location
* Invitee(s)

» Agenda/Notes - When you hide Agenda/Notes, a message indicates the meeting is private.
* Meeting Organizer - The organizer doesn’t display for meetings displayed on the monitor.

« Show More Actions - If users can dial multiple numbers to join a meeting, the Show More Actions
option displays in Meeting Details to enable users to choose the dial-in number.

Meeting Reminder Messages
Poly Trio systems display several meeting reminder messages.

A meeting reminder displays on the Trio C60 system screen at 5 minutes and 1 minute before the start of
a meeting. The five-minute reminder disappears after 30 seconds if you don’t dismiss it. If you don’t
dismiss the one-minute reminder, the reminder message displays on the Poly Trio system Home screen
during the duration of the meeting. The one-minute reminder disappears when the meeting ends or when
the next meeting reminder pops up, whichever comes first.

When a time slot contains multiple meetings due to scheduling overlap, the meeting reminder message
displays all available meetings. Users can select the message to display the calendar day view and
choose which meeting to join.

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You can also show or hide all-day events, configure the maximum number of future meetings, or
configure a user requirement to enter the Skype for Business conference ID when a meeting organizer
marks a meeting as Private. When meeting organizers mark a meeting invitation as Private in Outlook,
the Poly Trio system displays the meeting invite on the Poly Trio system calendar with Private
Meeting in the subject line and a lock icon. Users can find the conference ID in the Outlook invitation.

Verify the Microsoft Exchange Integration

Verify that all of the Exchange services work properly.

Procedure
» Do one of the following:
* On the phone’s local interface, go to Settings > Status > Diagnostics > Warnings.

* On the system web interface, go to Diagnostics > Skype for Business Status >
Exchange Client.

When you register a Poly Trio system with Skype for Business, a Calendar icon displays on the phone
Home screen that enables users to access features. Users can view and join Outlook calendar events
directly from the Poly Trio system. This displays the day and meeting view for scheduled events; the
month view isn’t currently available. Users can’t schedule calendar events or view email from the phone.

Private Meetings in Microsoft Exchange

When you set a Skype for Business meeting to Private, you can choose which meeting information to
show or hide.

Skype for Business Private Meeting Parameters

Use the following parameters to configure Skype for Business private meetings.

exchange.meeting.private.showAttendees

0 (default) - Meetings marked as private in Outlook don’t show the list of meeting attendees and
invitees on the Poly Trio calendar.

1 - Meetings marked as private in Outlook show the list of meeting attendees and invitees on the
Poly Trio calendar.
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exchange.meeting.private.showDescription

0 (default) - Meetings marked as private in Outlook don’t display a meeting description on the
Poly Trio calendar.

1 - Meetings marked as private in Outlook display a meeting description on Poly Trio calendar.

exchange.meeting.private.showLocation

0 (default) - Meetings marked as private in Outlook don'’t display the meeting location on the
Poly Trio calendar.

1 - Meetings marked as private in Outlook display the meeting location on the Poly Trio
calendar.

exchange.meeting.private.showSubject

0 (default) - Meetings marked as private in Outlook don’t display a subject line on Poly Trio
calendar.

1 - Meetings marked as private in Outlook display a subject line on Poly Trio calendar.

exchange.meeting.private.showMoreActions

1 (default) - Meetings marked as private in Outlook display the More Actions button, when
applicable.

0 - Meetings marked as private in Outlook don’t display the More Actions button.

exchange.meeting.private.showOrganizer

1 (default) - Meetings marked as private in Outlook display the name of the meeting organizer
on the Poly Trio calendar.

0 - Meetings marked as private in Outlook display the name of the meeting organizer on the
Poly Trio calendar.

exchange.meeting.private.enabled

1 (default) - The Poly Trio system considers the private meeting flag for meetings marked as
private in Outlook.

0 - Treat meetings marked as private in Outlook the same as other meetings.

exchange.meeting.private.promptForPIN

0 (default) - Disable the Skype for Business Conference ID prompt that allows users to join
meetings marked as private.

1 - Enable the Skype for Business Conference ID prompt that allows users to join meetings
marked as private.
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Configuring the Microsoft Exchange Server

You can configure the following settings to use Microsoft Exchange services on your phones.

Note: For help with Lync Server 2010, refer to Microsoft Configure Exchange Services for the
Autodiscover Service.

For help with Lync Server 2013, refer to Microsoft Configuring Unified Messaging on Microsoft

Visual Voicemail

On the Exchange Server, enable unified messaging and enable messages to play on the phone for each
user.

If you disable feature.exchangeVoiceMail.enabled, the Message Center and Skype for Business
Voice mail menus display the message: Skype for Business Server only plays voicemail and you cannot
download voicemails or play locally on the phone.

Synchronizing Call Logs

On the Exchange Server, you can enable the option to save calls logs to each user’s conversation history
in Outlook.

ABS Adaptive Search

You can enable the Address Book Service (ABS) on the Exchange server.
There are three possible configurations.

* Outlook and ABS are both enabled by default. When both are enabled, the phone displays the
Skype for Business Directory.

» If you disable Outlook and enable only ABS, the phone displays the Skype for Business Directory.
» If you enable Outlook and disable ABS, the Outlook Contact Search displays in Directories.

Phones registered with Skype for Business server display a one-touch Join button that allows you to join
a Skype for Business conference in a federated environment, even if you haven’t configured Transport
Neutral Encapsulation Format (TNEF).

If you're using Poly phones shipped with Skype for Business-qualified UC Software and want to keep
default settings with no change, you need only to configure the network. Otherwise, you need to set up
the Polycom UC Software before the network configuration.

Note: Poly phones shipped with the Skype or Lync Base Profile include Skype for Business-qualified
software. This software allows you to start up the phone and register with Skype for Business
Server with default settings.

Sign In Methods

You can configure users to sign in or out of the phone using one of the following methods:

» User ID - Enable users to sign in with their user credentials on the Sign In screen. You cannot
configure login credentials using the Web Configuration Utility.

This
option is available in on-premises Skype for Business deployments when you configure DHCP
Option 43 and is not available for online deployments.

*  Web Sign In for Skype for Business - This method enables secure sign-in from a browser on your
computer or mobile device. The phone generates a unique pairing code used to sign in on a secure
Office 365 website.

* Single Sign-On Solutions (SSO) - Allows you to use the same login credentials across multiple
cloud-based applications such as Microsoft Exchange and Skype for Business.

When you change the active directory password, the phone de-registers from the Skype for Business
server with a registration expiry value.

The maximum length of the user name or sign in address (Name + Domain) is limited to 45 characters.
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While signing in to the phone, the phone displays sign-in progress messages such as Discovering
Skype for Business Server or Authentication in progress.

Web Sign In for Skype for Business

mobile web browser. It provides users with a way to authenticate their Skype for Business credentials
without entering their credentials on the phone. The phone displays on-screen instructions to help users
proceed through the process. With the Web Sign In method, a user can sign in concurrently to a
maximum of eight phones. If a user signs in on multiple phones and signs out from one phone, the user
remains signed in on the remaining phones.

Users authenticate their accounts using a pairing code that is generated on the phone. The pairing code
that the Web Sign In method generates expires within a few minutes after the Skype for Business server
sends the code to the phone. Users must sign in before the pairing code expires.

Web Sign In supports Multi-Factor Authentication (MFA) on phones. If you're using MFA, you must use
Web Sign In as the user sign-in method with phones. For more information on configuring MFA for Office
365, refer to Microsoft's Configure Azure Multi-Factor Authentication Settings.

Web Sign In for Skype for Business server is supported only when the Hybrid Modern Authentication

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Poly NoiseBlock

Poly NoiseBlock technology works to suppress and eliminate unwanted background noise that can
reduce call quality.

NoiseBlock automatically mutes the microphone when a user stops speaking. NoiseBlockAl can suppress
background noise while a call participant actively speaks. Both systems work to reduce interruptions
caused by common office sounds (keyboard tapping, shuffling papers, etc.) and background chatter. Call
recipients hear only the intended speaker's voice.

Poly NoiseBlock Parameter

Poly Trio System Hybrid Line Registration

Poly Trio systems support hybrid line registration, which enables you to register one line with the Skype
for Business server and another line with an OpenSIP server. You can also use hybrid line registration to
register lines on the phone with two different OpenSIP servers. If you plan to configure and register Skype
for Business on one line, you must register Line 1 with the Skype for Business server. You can't register
two Skype for Business lines simultaneously.

Line Switching for Hybrid Registrations

When you configure hybrid line registration on Poly Trio, you can also configure the line switching feature,
which enables any number dialed on Poly Trio to automatically switch to the corresponding line based on

the dial plan set when the phone is on-hook. You can configure line switching based on the dial plan when
the phone is off-hook. By default, line switching for on-hook and off-hook dialing are disabled.

For dial plan-based line switching, when all the lines are registered to an OpenSIP server, the value
defined in the global parameter for a dial plan takes the priority. If the line is registered to Skype for
Business, the value defined in the per-registration dial plan parameter takes priority over general dial plan
parameter.

Examples of global parameters for dial plans are:
* dialplan.impossibleMatchHandling
* dialplan.conflictMatchHandling
Examples of per-registration dial plan parameters are:
e dialplan.l.conflictMatchHandling
* dialplan.l.impossibleMatchHandling

When multiple digit maps are matched to the dialed number (resulting in a conflict match) and the
dialplan.conflictMatchHandling parameter is disabled, the first matching digit map starting from
left to right takes priority. However, if the dialplan.conflictMatchHandling parameter is enabled,
the matching digit map having the lowest timeout value takes priority. For more information on dial plan
parameters, see Local Digit Maps Parameters.

Hybrid Line Registration Limitations

The Hybrid Registration feature include the following limitations:

» Merging of local conference is only supported with open SIP registrations and not supported with
Skype for Business (bridging a Skype for Business with an open SIP line is not supported).

» Local merging of two point-to-point calls made using two different lines between two Poly Trio
systems is not supported.

* Only call transfers between different SIP registrations with the same SIP call servers is supported.
Call transfer between SIP registrations on different SIP call servers is not supported.

» Transport Layer Security (TLS) encryption of Real-time Transport Protocol (RTP) media for secure
communication in hybrid Open SIP registrations is not supported.
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The Presence feature is available only on the Skype for Business line and will display the Device status.

Dial Plans

This section on dial plans includes information on dial plan normalization, multiple emergency number dial
plans, parameters you can configure on your provisioning server, and examples of supported and
unsupported dial plans.

Dial Plan Normalization

Dial Plan Normalization enables you to configure dial plans on the Skype for Business server or on your
provisioning server.

For more information on regular expressions used on Skype for Business server, see .NET Framework
Regular Expressions on Microsoft Developer Network.

Multiple Emergency Number Dial Plan

When registering phones with Skype for Business, you can configure multiple emergency numbers on the
Skype for Business server.

When you correctly configure the multiple emergency numbers on the Skype for Business server, users
can make calls to the emergency numbers from the Skype for Business client or from a phone, even
when the phone is locked.

Phones receive emergency numbers through in-band provisioning and can conflict with the emergency
dial string and mask. When a phone receives both multiple emergency numbers and emergency dial
string and mask, the client and phone use multiple emergency numbers.

For instructions on creating a multiple emergency number dial plan, see Configure Multiple Emergency
Numbers in Skype for Business 2015 on Microsoft TechNet.
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Poly Trio System SIP URI Dialing

When making a URI call, Poly Trio systems allow dial plan matching for SIP URI calls to append strings to
the dialed number.

SIP URI dial plan can also be used with auto line switching in Hybrid registration scenarios to
automatically select the line based on dial plan.

The following examples illustrate the semantics of the syntax:

sip\:764xxxxxRR@registrar.polycomcsn. comR - appends
@registrar.polycomcsn.com to any URI calls matching with "764xxxxx".

For example, if you make a SIP URI call with 76412345 then @registrar.polycomcsn.com is
appended to the string such that the SIP URI call INVITE becomes sip::
76412345@vc.polycom.com. Here, @domain string is required only for SIP URI calls from
unregistered lines.

sip\:xxxx\@registrar\.polycomcsn\.com - This will match with any four digit URI calls
having the domain @registrar.polycomcsn.com.

For example, if you configure three lines and enable dial plan-based line switching, and the third
line's dial plan is sip\ :xxxx\@registrar\.polycomcsn\ .com then calls will be initiated from
the third line if you dial 1234@registrar.polycomcsn.com because it matches the third line's
dial plan.

Dial Plan, Dial Plan Normalization, and Digit Map Parameters

Poly does not support all regular expression dial plans.

The following parameters configure supported dial plans with Skype for Business Server.

dialplan.x.digitmap

In the above expression, enter the phone number for "x". Enter the timeout in seconds for "T".

Local Digit Map

The local digit map feature allows the phone to automatically call a dialed number you configure.

Dial plans apply on-hook when no Skype for Business line is registered or when line switching is enabled

and at least one line has a non-empty dial plan.

Digit maps are defined by a single string or a list of strings. If a dialed number matches any string of a

digit map, the call is automatically placed. If a dialed number matches no string—an impossible match—

you can specify the phone's behavior. If a number ends with #, you can specify the phone's behavior,
called trailing # behavior. You can also specify the digit map timeout, the period of time after you dial a

number that the call is placed.

OpenSIP Digit Map

If you are using a list of strings, each string in the list can be specified as a set of digits or timers, or as an
expression which the gateway uses to find the shortest possible match.

In addition, the digit map feature allows SIP URI dialing to match the URIs based on dial plan.

The following is a list of digit map string rules for open SIP environments.

3

The following letters are case sensitive: x, T, R, S, and H.
You must use only *, #, +, or 0-9 between the second and third R.

If a digit map does not comply, it is not included in the digit plan as a valid map. That is, no match is
made.

There is no limit to the number of R triplet sets in a digit map. However, a digit map that contains
less than a full number of triplet sets (for example, a total of 2 Rs or 5 Rs) is considered an invalid
digit map.

Digit map extension letter R indicates that certain matched strings are replaced. Using an RRR
syntax, you can replace the digits between the first two Rs with the digits between the last two Rs.
For example, R655R604R would replace 555 with 604. Digit map timer letter T indicates a timer
expiry. Digit map protocol letters S and H indicate the protocol to use when placing a call.

If you use T in the left part of RRR's syntax, the digit map will not work. For example, ROTR322R
will not work.
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The following examples illustrate the semantics of the syntax:
*  R9R604Rxxxxxxx-Replaces 9 with 604.
+ xxR601R600Rxx-When applied to 1160122 gives 1160022.
*  RI9RRxxxxxxx-Remove 9 at the beginning of the dialed number (replace 9 with nothing).
o For example, if you dial 914539400, the first 9 is removed when the call is placed.
*  RR604Rxxxxxxx-Prepend 604 to all seven-digit numbers (replace nothing with 604).

o For example, if you dial 4539400, 604 is added to the front of the number, so a call to
6044539400 is placed.

+  xR60xR600Rxxxxxxx-Replace any 60x with 600 in the middle of the dialed number that matches.
For example, if you dial 16092345678, a call is placed to 16002345678.

*  91Mxxx.T-A period (.) that matches an arbitrary number, including zero, of occurrences of the
preceding construct. For example:

o 911123 with waiting time to comply with T is a match
o 9111234 with waiting time to comply with T is a match

o 91112345 with waiting time to comply with T is a match and the number can grow indefinitely
given that pressing the next digit takes less than T.

* sip\:764xxxxxRR@registrar.polycomcsn.conmR - appends
@registrar.polycomcsn.com to any URI calls matching with "764xxxxx".

For example, if you make a SIP URI call with 76412345 then @registrar.polycomcsn.com is
appended to the string such that the SIP URI call INVITE becomes sip::
76412345@vc.polycon. con. Here, @domain string is required only for SIP URI calls from
unregistered lines.

* sip\:xxxx\@registrar\.polycomcsn\.com - This will match with any four digit URI calls
having the domain @registrar.polycomcsn. com.

For example, if you configure three lines and has dial plan based line switching enabled. Now, if the
third line's dial plan has sip\:xxxx\Q@registrar\.polycomcsn\ .com then call will be initiated
from the third line if user dial 1234@registrar.polycomcsn.com because it matches with the
third line's dial plan.

Generating Secondary Dial Tone with Digit Maps

You can regenerate a custom secondary dial tone by adding a comma (",") to the digit map.

You can dial seven-digit numbers after dialing "8" as shown next in the example rule 8, [2-9] xxxxxxT:
[2-9]11|0T|011xxx.T| [0-1][2-9] xxxxxxxxx |8, [2-9]xxxxxxT|[2-9]xx.T

By adding the digit "8", the dial tone plays again, and users can complete the remaining seven-digit
number. In this example, if users also have a 4-digit extension that begins with "8", then users will hear
dial tone after the first "8" was dialed because "8" matches the "8" in the digit map.

If you want to generate a secondary dial tone without the need to send the "8", replace one string with
another using the special character "R" as shown next in the rule, "R8RR". In the following example,
replace "8" with an empty string to dial the seven-digit number:

[2-9]11|0T|011xxx.T| [0-1] [2-9] xxxxxxxxXX|R8RR, [2-9] xxxxxxXT| [2-9]xx.T

First, secondaryDialTone call progress pattern calls the sparel chord. Poly provides sparel through
spare6 for the creation of customized chords.

Then, the tone.chord.callProg.sparel.fregand tone.chord.callProg.sparel.level
parameters define the sparel custom chord consisting of the frequencies and volume levels needed to
reproduce the sound of the Irish secondary dialtone.

With these settings in place, the appearance of a comma (",") in a digit map rule triggers the phone to
play the secondary dial tone you configured instead of the phone's default dial tone.

Configure Poly Trio to Use Regular Expressions in Dial Plans

Poly Trio systems support regular expressions (regex) on a per-registration basis for matching.

Note: Global dial plans don’t support regular expressions.

Join a Meeting with a SIP URI

When you set up a meeting in the Calendar, the Poly Trio system displays a meeting reminder pop up.

If a dial-in number is available for the meeting, the reminder pop-up presents a Join button that joins you
to the meeting. If a meeting lists multiple dial-in numbers or URIs for the meeting, by default the Join
button automatically dials the first number.

Local call recording enables you to record audio calls to a USB device connected to the phone.

Certificates

If you need to set up a remote worker, you must manually install a certificate to the phone. You can add
the certificate using parameters included in the SkypeTrioSharedExample.cfqg file. You also have the
option to create your own XML configuration file and upload it to a phone using the Web Configuration
Utility.

You can manually install certificates on a per-phone basis only. You must use Base64 format.

When phones are signed in and the software is downgraded, the phones will be in the signed-in state
until the User Certificates are valid.

If you are setting up your network and you want more information on certificate options see Configure the
Network.

Poly Trio System Contact Directories

When the Poly Trio system Base Profile is set to Skype, you can access contacts using the Skype for
Business contact list and set the contact list to be editable or read-only.

The local contact directory is disabled by default when the Poly Trio system Base Profile is set to Skype
and you can enabile it using the parameter feature.directory.enabled. You can protect the local
contact directory with user credentials and set contacts to be read-only or editable. If the Poly Trio system
Base Profile is set to SkypeUSB, no local contact directory is available and you can access the Skype for
Business contact list.

The maximum number of contacts you can configure is 3000 and the maximum file size of the local
Contact Directory is 4MB. To reduce use of phone memory, use the parameter
dir.local.contacts.maxNum to set a lower maximum number of contacts.

Unified Contact Store

Administrators can unify users' contacts with Microsoft Exchange Server to enable users to access and
manage contacts from any application or device synchronized with the Exchange Server including Poly
phones, Skype for Business client, Outlook, or Outlook Web Application from a mobile device.

For example, if a user deletes a contact from a phone, the contact is also deleted on the Skype for
Business client. Note users can manage (move, copy) contacts across Groups only on the Skype for
Business client and Group contacts on the phone stay unified.

When an administrator enables Unified Contact Store, users can:
* Add a contact
* Delete a contact
* Add and delete a Distribution List (DL) group
* Manage contacts or groups

To set up this feature, administrators must use a PowerShell command using the instructions on the
Microsoft TechNet web site Planning and deploying unified contact store in Lync Server 2013.
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Call Lists

The phone records and maintains user phone events to a call list, which contains call information such as
remote party identification, time and date of the call, and call duration.

The list is stored on the provisioning server as an XML file named <MACaddress>-calls.xml. If you
want to route the call list to another server, use the CALL_LISTS DIRECTORY field in the master
configuration file. All call lists are enabled by default.

The phone maintains all the calls in three separate user accessible call lists: Missed Calls, Received
Calls, and Placed Calls. Users can clear lists manually on their phones, or delete individual records or all
records in a group (for example, all missed calls).

Call List Parameters

1 (default) - Enable processing of control characters in the contact phone number field. When
enabled, "," or "p" control characters cause a one second pause.

For example, "," or "p" control characters cause a one second pause. ";" or "w" control character
cause a user prompt that allows a user-controlled wait. Subsequent digits entered to the contact
field are dialed automatically.

0 - Disable processing of control characters.

0 (default) - Contacts you assign to a line key display on the phone in the position assigned.
1 - Contacts you assign to a line key are pushed to the attached expansion module.

Change causes system to restart or reboot.

Outlook Contact Photo Integration

You can configure the phone to display profile photos for the registered line and all Skype for Business
contacts, if a photo is set for the Skype for Business or Microsoft Exchange account.

When enabled, a profile photo shows for contacts on all contact-related screens, including the Call,
Recent Calls, and Directory search screens, as space permits. Set the parameter
feature.contactPhotoIntegration.enabled = 1 to enable outlook photos to display on the
phone.

Contact Photo Integration Limitations
The following are limitations on the phone with the Outlook Photo Integration feature:

» The phone cannot access contact photos for non-federated accounts, from image URLs, or
imported from Active Directory.

You can configure WPAD using configuration parameters on your provisioning server, DHCP Option 252,
or the DNS-A protocol mechanism to discover the PAC file location. When using a provisioning server or
DHCP, the phone looks for the file name you specify. If using DNS-A, the phone looks only for the
wpad.dat file.

When you enable Bluetooth, users can connect a Bluetooth-capable device, such as a mobile phone,
tablet, or laptop to the Poly Trio system. You can make calls from the connected device and play audio
from calls, video, or music from the Poly Trio system speaker. When your device is connected over
Bluetooth during an audio call, you can use the Poly Trio system microphones for audio instead of the
microphone(s) of your connected device. The Poly Trio phones can remember up to 10 previously paired
devices.

Note that using a Bluetooth headset can affect voice quality on the phone due to inherent limitations with
Bluetooth technology. You may not experience the highest voice quality when using a Bluetooth headset
while the 2.4 GHz band is enabled or while you are in an environment with many other Bluetooth devices.

Note: The Poly Trio system does not automatically reconnect to paired devices after the device
Bluetooth connection is disconnected or after a reboot of the Poly Trio system. If the paired
Bluetooth device is disconnected or the Poly Trio system reboots, you must manually reconnect
and pair the device to the Trio system.

Device and Software Support

This section provides information on updating and maintaining your devices and the UC Software.

You can update the UC software running on Poly phones in your organization. The update process varies
with the version of Polycom UC Software that is currently running on your phones and the version you
want to update to.

If you are not using in-band provisioning to register your device to a Microsoft server, best practices for
configuring software updates are outlined in Technical Notification 275: Software Updates for Devices
Registered to Microsoft.

Data Center Resiliency

Data center resiliency ensures that minimum basic call functions remain available in the event of a server
shutdown or Wide Area Network (WAN) outage.

The phones you register with Skype for Business on-premises are enabled with this feature by default
and no additional configuration is required.

In the event of an unplanned server shutdown or outage, phone behavior changes to the following:
* The phone displays a scrolling banner message 'Limited functionality due to outage'.
* Your presence status displays as 'Unknown'.
» The presence status of your contacts displays as 'Unknown'.
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* You cannot change your presence status.
* You cannot add or delete Skype for Business contacts.

» Phones in the locked state display a message on the Sign In menu 'Limited functionality due to
outage'.

* You can access current Call Forwarding settings in read-only mode.

Microsoft Quality of Experience Monitoring Server Protocol (MS-QoE)

Microsoft Quality of Experience Monitoring Server Protocol (MS-QoE) enables you to monitor the user's
audio quality and troubleshoot audio problems.

QoE reports contain only audio metrics and do not contain video or content sharing metrics. This feature
also enables you to query the QoE status of a phone from the Web Configuration Utility.

All parameters for enabling or disabling QoE are included in the in-band provisioning parameters sent
from the Skype for Business server.

Note: Poly supports only those elements listed in section Supported Skype for Business QoE Elements.

For a list of all parameters that report QoE data, see Microsoft [MS-QoE] PDF at [MS-QoE]: Quality of
Experience Monitoring Server Protocol.

To help deploy QoE, you can enable client media ports and configure unique port ranges on the Skype for
Business Server. For details, see Configuring Port Ranges for your Microsoft Lync Clients in Lync Server
2013.

Set QoE Parameters on the Skype for Business Server

» Use the following parameters to set Quality of Experience settings on the Skype for Business
server.

Enable In-Call QoE within your Skype Environment

Updating Polycom UC Software

You can update UC Software on a per-phone basis from the phone’s local interface or through the system
web interface.

Automatic UC Software Updates

An information dialog displays on the phone when a software update becomes available. The dialog
provides three options:

* Reboot - Select to restart the phone and automatically update the phone's software.

+ Cancel - Select to cancel the automatic software update. When you select Cancel, a DevUpdt
softkey displays on the phone's home screen. Press DevUpdt at any time to update your phone's
software.

+ Details - Select to view information about current and available software.
When a software update is available and the phone is inactive for a long period of time, the phone
automatically reboots and updates the phone's software.
Configuring Automatic Software Updates
The following parameters configure automatic software updates and polling of the provisioning server.

Update Poly Trio System using Windows Update Server

If a software update is available the Poly Trio system updates automatically.
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Skype for Business User Profiles

You can enable users to access their personal settings from any phone in the organization registered to
Skype for Business.

For example, users can access their contact directory and speed dials — as well as other phone settings —
even if they temporarily change work areas. This feature is particularly useful for remote and mobile
workers who do not use a dedicated work space and conduct business in multiple locations. The user
profile feature is also useful if an office has a common conference phone from which multiple users need
to access their personal settings.

You must decide whether to require users to always log in to a phone or not. If you do not require users to
log in, users have the option to use the phone as is — without access to their personal settings — or they
can log in to display their personal settings. You can also specify if, after the device restarts or reboots, a
user is automatically logged out.

You can choose to define default credentials. If you specify a default user ID and password, the phone
automatically logs itself in each time an actual user logs out or the device restarts or reboots. When the
device logs itself in using the default login credentials, a default profile displays, and users retain the
option to log in and view their personal settings.

You can configure the phones so that anyone can call authorized and emergency numbers when not
logged in to a phone using the parameter dialplan.routing.emergency.outboundIdentity.

Poly recommends that you create a single default user password for all users. You can reset a user's
password by removing the password parameter from the override file. This causes the phone to use the
default password in the <user>. cfg file.

To set up the user profile feature, you must:

» Create a phone configuration file or update an existing file to enable the feature's settings, and
configure attributes for the feature.

» Create a user configuration file in the format <user>. cfg to specify each user's password and
registration and other user-specific settings that you want to define.

Create a User Profile Configuration File

You can create a configuration file with user-specific profile details and provision multiple phones with that
file.

Procedure

1. Create a configuration file for the phone and place it on the provisioning server.
2. Addthe prov.login* parameters you want to use to your configuration.
3. Copy the prov.login* parameters you want to use for each user and enter user-specific values.

Create a User Configuration File
Create a user-specific configuration file that stores user names, passwords, and registrations.
After a user logs in with their user ID and password (The default password is 123), users can:

* Log in to a phone to access their personal phone settings.
* Log out of a phone after they finish using it.
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» Place a call to an authorized number from a phone that is in the logged out state.
» Change their user password.

If a user changes any settings while logged in, the settings save and display the next time the user logs
in. When a user logs out, the user's personal phone settings no longer display.

Procedure
1. On the provisioning server, create a user configuration file for each user to log in to the phone.

The name of the file is the user's ID to log in to the phone. For example, if the user's login ID is
user100, the name of the user's configuration file is user100.cfg.

2. Ineach <user>.cfqgfile, you can add and set values for the user's login password (optional).
3. Add and set values for any user-specific parameters, such as:
* Registration details (for example, the number of lines the profile displays and line labels).
» Feature settings (for example, browser settings).

Note: If you add optional user-specific parameters to <user>. cfg, add only those
parameters that will not cause the phone to restart or reboot when the parameter is
updated.

Stored User Settings

If a user updates their password or other user-specific settings using the Main Menu on the phone, the
updates are stored in <user>-phone.cfg, not <MACaddress>-phone.cfq.

If a user updates their contact directory while logged in to a phone, the updates are stored in <user>-
directory.xml. Directory updates display each time the user logs in to a phone. An up-to-date call lists
history is defined in <user>-calls.xml. This list is retained each time the user logs in to their phone.
Configuration parameter precedence (from first to last) for a phone that has the user profile feature
enabled is:

* <user>-phone.cfqg
*  Web Configuration Utility
» Configuration files listed in the master configuration file (including <user>.cfqg)

« Default values

Upload Logs to the Skype for Business Server

To help troubleshoot phone issues for phones registered with Skype for Business, you can allow users to
upload logs to the Skype for Business server from the phone or Web Configuration Utility. Users can also
set log levels for the phone.

This feature is available on the phones registered with Skype for Business Server On-premises or Online
and with Microsoft Lync 2013 or 2010 Server.

Logs are uploaded to the Skype for Business Server at the following location, which you can specify in
the Skype for Business topology builder or at initial installation:

<LYNC_ SERVER LOG PATH>\1-WebServices-1\DeviceUpdateLogs\Client\CELog
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Phones support Core File Uploads to help log phone crashes. The logs are uploaded to the Skype for
Business server in tar. gz format. The Skype for Business server must support tar.gz format to

decrypt the log file uploaded to server.

Upload Logs Parameters

Use the following parameters to configure log uploading to the Skype for Business server.

feature.logUpload.enabled
1 (default) - Enable users to upload logs to the Skype for Business server from the phone.

0 - Do not allow users to upload log files to the Skype for Business server.

Log.render.file

When you enable this option, the phone first writes log files directly into its flash memory. The
contents of the flash memory upload to a provisioning server after a predetermined period of
time or when the flash memory becomes full. Poly recommends not changing this parameter.

1 (default) — Disabled

0 — The phone is prevented from uploading its contents from memory to the server. Disabling
the ability to upload log files is recommended only when necessary to reduce data traffic when
the phone starts or reboots.

Send Logs from the Phone

To help troubleshoot issues, you can send logs from the phone to the Skype for Business server.

Procedure
» Go to Settings > Basic > Diagnostic Logs > Upload Logs.

The files are uploaded to the server as plain text.

Send Diagnostic Logs from the Web Configuration Utility
To help troubleshoot issues, you can send diagnostic logs to the Skype for Business server from the Web
Configuration Utility.

This option is available when logged in as Administrator or User.

Procedure

1. Enter the IP address of the phone into a web browser and log in as Administrator or User.
2. Go to Diagnostics > Upload Logs.

The files are uploaded to the server as plain text.

3. View uploaded URLs at Skype for Business Status > Skype for Business Parameters and one
of the following locations:

* Update Server Internal URL for on-premises deployments.
* Update Server External URL online deployments.
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Setting Log Levels

You can set log levels from the phone or Web Configuration Utility. By default, the phone sends log levels
set on the server.

Powering the Trio C60 System

You can power the Trio C60 system with Power over Ethernet (PoE) or PoE+ (IEEE 802.3 at Type 2).
When the system is booting up, an on-screen message indicates the available power supply type.

Note: PoE+ provides Poly Trio systems with full functionality.

The following features aren’t available on Trio C60 systems when using PoE:
* The Trio C60 system LAN OUT port doesn’t provide PoE+ power.
* You can’t charge USB devices (mobile phones, tablets) connected to the Trio C60 system USB port.
*  Maximum peak power to the loudspeaker is limited.

Power the Poly Trio System with the Optional Power Adapter

If your building isn’t equipped with POE+ you can use the optional power adapter to provide PoE+ and full
functionality to your Poly Trio C60 system.

Place the power injector in a clean and dry area out of a walkway, and provide sufficient space around the
unit for good ventilation. Do not cover or block airflow to the power injector. Keep the power injector away
from heat and humidity and free from vibration and dust.
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Important: When using the power adapter to power your system, you must connect the cables in the
following sequence.

Procedure

1. Plug the AC power cord of the power adapter into the wall and use a network cable to connect the
power adapter to the Poly Trio C60 system.

2. Connect the power adapter to the network with a CAT-5E or CAT-6 Ethernet cable.
The power adapter LED glows green when the system is correctly powered.

1. If the power adapter LED glows yellow, the adapter is bypassed, and the system is drawing PoE
power from the outlet.

3. Optional: Turn off the PoE network port or connect the Poly Trio system in the following sequence:

a. Power up Poly Trio C60 using the power adapter, but don’t plug the devices into the
network wall port.

b. Wait for the system to boot up.
c. Plug the devices into the network wall port.

d. Ensure the LED indicator on the power adapter is green.

Poly Trio System Power Management

Power available to Poly Trio systems is limited. You must choose how to power the system and which
features to enable or disable.

Power management options vary between Poly Trio system models. Read the power requirements and
options carefully to understand power for your Poly Trio system.

The Poly Trio C60 system supports powering the following types of devices:
+ USB devices consuming < 2.5 W power
» USB port over current detection

USB Port Power Management

Device charging with the USB port on the Poly Trio C60 system is disabled by default. When disabled, the
USB host port provides 100 mA of power for peripheral devices.

To enable USB charging, you must power your Poly Trio system with an IEEE 802.3at Power over
Ethernet Plus (PoE+) compliant power source. When you enable USB charging, you can power and
charge USB 2.0 compliant devices with a power draw up to 1.500 mA / 7.5 W.
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Using POE Class 0 with Poly Trio C60

Powering the Poly Trio C60 system from a PoE Class 0 source provides full core functionality. The only
limitation is that the LAN Out port doesn’t provide PoE power.

Power-Saving on Poly Trio Systems

Power-saving automatically puts the phone into a low-power state to conserve energy when not in use.

When the phone is in power-saving mode, a steady yellow LED indicator displays. The phone returns to a
full-power state after detecting user movement (based on changes in lighting), a button press, screen
touch, or incoming call.

You can configure the following power-saving options for Poly Trio systems:
= Power-saving during workdays
= Power-saving during nonworking days
= Idle or inactivity time after which the phone enters power-saving mode

Note: Poly Trio systems can’t enter power-saving mode while idle in the Bluetooth menu. To ensure the
phone can enter power-saving mode, don’t leave the phone idle in the Bluetooth menu.

You can configure the behavior of the LED indicator (see LED Behavior Patterns).

Power-Saving Parameters

Use the following parameters to configure power-saving features and feature options.

Rebooting the Phone at a Scheduled Time

schedule phones to reboot daily.

Time and Date Wizard

Users signing into Skype for Business on the phone for the first time are prompted to set the time zone,
time format, and date format before they start using the system.

This feature is enabled by default.

Poly Trio System Time and Date Wizard Parameters

Use the following parameters to enable or disable the Time and Date Wizard.

device.set
0 (default) - Do not use any device.xxx fields to set any parameters.

1 - Use the device.xxx fields that have device.xxx.set=1. Set this to 1 only for the initial
installation and set back to 0 after the initial installation.

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Setting up the Phone Theme

You can set the phone theme, labels, and colors that display on the user interface.

When the phone's Base Profile is set to Skype, the Skype for Business theme displays by default.

Theme Parameter

The following parameter configures the phone's theme.

up.uiTheme

Specifies the colors and icons used in the phone user interface. By default, the theme changes
based on the set base profile. Poly doesn't recommend you change the default themes.

Default (default) - The phone displays the default Poly theme. Available for Generic and Skype
for Business base profiles.

SkypeForBusiness - The phone displays the Skype for Business theme. Available for Generic
and Skype for Business base profiles.

Poly Trio System Display Name

The system name displays in the Global menu of the Poly Trio systems and on monitor(s) connected to a
paired accessory.

The system name also displays on any devices connected with the system wirelessly, such as Bluetooth-
enabled or AirPlay-certified devices.

By default, the system name displays as Trio<model number>_xxxx where xxxx is the last four digits of
the phone's MAC address.

You can configure the name that displays on the system, the connected monitor, and any devices
wirelessly connected to the system. The name you configure for the system, using any of the following
parameters, displays in the subsequent priority order:

* Ssystem.name

* reg.x.displayname
* reg.x.label

* reg.x.address

» Default system name

If you set the system name using the system.name parameter, the value you set displays for the system
unless you configure a name to display for a specific feature.

Display Name Parameters

Set the phone name using one or more of following parameters.

bluetooth.device.name

Enter the name of the system that broadcasts over Bluetooth to other devices.
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NULL (default)
UTF-8 encoded string

reg.x.address

The user part (for example, 1002) or the user and the host part (for example, 1002@poly.com)
of the registration SIP URI or the H.323 ID/extension for registration x.

Null (default)
string address

reg.x.displayname

The display name used in SIP signaling and/or the H.323 alias used as the default caller ID for
registration x.

Null (default)
UTF-8 encoded string

reg.x.label
The text label that displays next to the line key for registration x.

The maximum number of characters for this parameter value is 256; however, the maximum
number of characters that a phone can display on its user interface varies by phone model and
by the width of the characters you use. Parameter values that exceed the phone's maximum
display length are truncated by ellipses (...). The rules for parameter up.cfgLabelElide
determine how the label is truncated.

system.name

The system name that displays at the top left corner of the monitor, and at the top of the Global
menu of the phone.

Enter a string, maximum 96 characters.

Number or Custom Label

You can choose to display a number, an extension, or a custom label on the Home Screen below the time
and date.

Configure the Number or Label from the System

You can configure the display of the number or label on the Home screen from the system menu.

You can configure display of the phone number or label on the Home screen using centralized
provisioning parameters.

The Direct Inward Dialing (DID) number assigned to the user on the Skype for Business server displays
on the Lock, Home, and Incoming Call screens.

You can configure the format of the DID number to display on phones using parameter. You can also
configure the phone to display DID numbers on phone screens of your choice with parameter.

* device.sntp.gmtOffsetcityID If you are not provisioning phones manually from the phone
menu or Web Configuration Utility and you are setting the device.sntp.gmtOffset parameter,
then you must configure device.sntp.gmtOffsetcityID to ensure that the correct time zone
location description displays on the phone menu and Web Configuration Utility. The time zone
location description is set automatically if you set the device.sntp.gmtOffset parameter
manually using the phone menu or Web Configuration Utility.

* tcplpApp.sntp.gmtOffsetcityID If you are not provisioning phones manually from the Web
Configuration Utility and you are setting the tcpIp2App.sntp.gmtOffset parameter, then you
must configure tcpIpApp.sntp.gmtOffsetcityID to ensure that the correct time zone location
description displays on the Web Configuration Utility. The time zone location description is set
automatically if you set the tcpIp2App.sntp.gmtOffset parameter manually using the Web
Configuration Utility.

For example, if you configure "ABS,SIP,Outlook,Local”, the phone tries to match the incoming
number with contact names in the order of components you list.

You can make the Poly phone more secure by disabling Wi-Fi, Bluetooth, USB host, and USB device
ports.

Phone Port Lock and Interface Parameters

The following parameters lock the phone ports and disable phone interface features.

feature.usb.host.enabled

Use the host port for USB headset, memory sticks, mouse, keyboards, and charging your
devices.

1 (default) - The USB host port is enabled.
0 - The USB host port is disabled.

feature.usb.device.enabled
The device port allows you to use the phone as an audio device for your laptop.
1 (default) - The USB device port is enabled.

0 - The USB device port is disabled. When you disable the USB device port, the USB
Connections settings do not display on the phone at Settings > Advanced > Administration
Settings > USB Computer Connections.

feature.bluetooth.enabled

1 (default) - The Bluetooth feature is enabled. When enabled, the Bluetooth menu shows in the
phone user interface.

0 - The Bluetooth feature is disabled.
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device.wifi.enabled
0 - Wi-Fi is disabled.

1 - Wi-Fi is used instead of wired Ethernet for VoIP calls.

Accessing the Web Configuration Utility

When the Base Profile of a phone is set to Skype for Business or SkypeUSB, access to the Web
Configuration Utility is disabled by default.

Administrators must enable access to a phone's Web Configuration Utility from the phone menu system
or using configuration parameters.

If a phone Base Profile is set to Skype for Business or SkypeUSB, or you use the centralized
provisioning method to enter user credentials to the configuration files, the phone displays a screen
prompting an administrator to change the default Admin password. This password is not the Skype for
Business Sign In password. The password you enter here is the same password administrators use to
access the advanced settings on the phone menu and to log in to a phone's Web Configuration Utility as
an administrator.

Enable Access to the Web Configuration Utility From the Phone Menu

When the phone's Base Profile is set to Skype, you can enable access to a phone's Web Configuration
Utility form the phone's menu system.

Procedure

1. On the phone, go to Settings > Advanced.
2. Enter the administrator password .
3. Select Administration Settings > Web Server Configuration.
Web Server and Web Config Mode display.
4. Set Web Server to Enabled.
5. Set Web Config Mode to HTTP Only, HTTPS Only, or HTTP/HTTPS and tap the back button..
6. Select Save Config to save the web server configuration on the phone.

Configuring the Web Configuration Utility

The security update for Skype for Business includes a device parameter and a corresponding
device.set parameter.

Poly recommends using device.* parameters only if you are familiar with the centralized provisioning
method and with Polycom UC Software.
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Use the following parameters to enable and configure the Web Configuration Utility.

0 - Access to the Web Configuration Utility is allowed over both a secure tunnel (HTTPS) and
non-secure (HTTP).

httpd.enabled
Base Profile = Skype
0 (default) - The web server is disabled.

1 - The web server is enabled.

Device Lock for Skype for Business

You can configure phones to be protected with a lock code that enables users to access personal settings
from different phones.

You must enable Device Lock on the Skype for Business server. After you enable Device Lock, you can
enable or disable Device Lock and configure options for your phones using Poly parameters. You cannot
enable or disable Device Lock using the Web Configuration Utility.

Device Lock is enabled by default for Skype for Business. If you enable Phone Lock and Device Lock for
Skype for Business at the same time on a phone with the Base Profile set to Skype, the Device Lock
feature takes precedence over Phone Lock.

Administrators can configure phone behavior after six unsuccessful user unlock attempts. If users forget
their lock code, they can reset it from the phone when signed in to their Skype for Business account. If
users sign in to their Skype for Business account using the Web Sign-In method, they cannot reset their
lock code from the phone.
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Users must sign into the phone before using Device Lock. If a phone restarts or reboots after a user sets
the lock code, the phone is locked after the restart or reboot. Users can lock the phone from the phone
screen or Skype for Business client when the phone and computer are connected using BToE. If Device
Lock is used in conjunction with BToE, the phone and computer always remain synchronized if either the
phone or computer restarts or reboots. If the BTOE connection is broken between phone and computer,
the phone is locked.

You can also:
» Define authorized outbound emergency numbers from a locked device
+ Set up a minimum lock code length on the Skype for Business server

Profile Photo on Device Lock Screen

When a user is signed in to their Skype for Business account, that user's Microsoft Exchange or public
website profile photo displays on the Lock screen.

The profile photo appears when the Device Lock feature and the Microsoft Exchange Service are
enabled. Profile photos set using Active Directory are not supported and do not display on the phone.

Adding Authorized Emergency Contacts on a Locked Device
You can configure emergency contact numbers that users can call on a locked device in one of two ways.

» Create a policy for emergency numbers on the Skype for Business Server. Note that this method
must be supported by a voice routing trunk configuration.

» Create an authorized list for a line by configuring the value of the parameter
phonelLock.authorized.x.value to a Tel URI or SIP URI, for example,
phonelLock.authorized.l.value="cwi57@cohovineyard.com".

When the Base Profile of the phone is set to Skype for Business, you can configure the phone to set the
order of display for the authorized emergency numbers when the device is locked.

Device Lock for Skype for Business Parameters

The following parameters configure the Skype for Business Device Lock feature.

feature.devicelock.enable
Enables or disables the Device Lock feature on the phone.
1 (default) - Device Lock is enabled.
0 - Device Lock is disabled.

phonelock.authorized.x.value

Specify a registered line for 'x' and an authorized call list when the device is locked using a Tel
URI or SIP URI, for example, phonelLock.authorized.
l.value="cwib7@cohovineyard.com".

up .btoeDevicelock. timeOut

Configure a time delay after which the phone locks when the user locks the computer paired
with the phone.
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10 seconds (default)

0 - 40 seconds

up.configureDeviceLockAuthList

EmergencyNumberAtTop (default) - The E911 emergency number will be displayed followed by
authorized numbers when the phone is locked.

EmergencyNumberAtBottom - The authorized numbers will be displayed followed by the E911
number when the phone is locked.

EmergencyNumberDisabled - Only the authorized numbers will be displayed when the phone is
locked.

up.devicelock.createLockTimeout

Specify the timeout in minutes after which the Create Lock Code screen disappears and the
user is signed out.

0 (default) - No timeout for the Create Lock Code prompt.

0 - 3 minutes - If the user does not provide input to the Create Lock Code within the time you
specify, the Create Lock Code screen disappears and the user is signed out of the phone.

up.devicelock.signOutOnIncorrectAttempts

Specify whether to sign out the user from the phone after six unsuccessful attempts to unlock
the phone.

0 (default) - After six unsuccessful unlock attempts, the phone displays a message indicating a
countdown of 60 seconds after which the user can attempt to unlock the phone.

1 - After six unsuccessful unlock attempts, the user is signed out of the phone, must sign in
again, and is prompted to create a new lock code.

Smart Login on Poly Phones

Smart Login determines if a network environment is capable of PIN Authentication.

If the STS-URI is not configured via DHCP Option43 or manually through configuration files, then PIN
Authentication will not be enabled for the phone or in the Web Configuration Utility for a Skype for
Business sign in.

Administrator and User Passwords

Administrator and user passwords control two levels of access to certain configuration menus in your Poly
Trio system.

The administrator password grants full access to all configuration settings available on your system, and
the user password grants limited access to configuration settings.

When you first power on a new Poly Trio system or following a factory reset, the system displays a
message prompting you to change the default administrator password. You must change the default
administrator password to a unique password to access the Poly Trio local interface and system web
interface. You can’t use the default administrator password again.
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You must have a user or administrator password before you can access certain menu options on the
phone and in the system web interface. The default passwords are:

» Administrator password: 456
= User password: 123
You can change the default password using any of the following methods:
» The pop-up prompt when the phone first registers
= Phone menu
= System web interface (default user password only)

» Use the parameter reg.1.auth.password

You can use an administrator password where a user password is required to see all the user options.
While you can use the user password where the administrator password is required, the phone displays a
limited set of menu options. Note that the system web interface displays different features and options
depending on which password you use.

When you set the Base Profile to SkypeUSB, you can set the keyboard entry mode for the password in
the Advanced menu on the phone.

Change the Administrator Password on the Phone Menu

If the Poly Trio system uses the default administrator password, you can't use the local interface or the
system web interface until you change it.

1. On the phone, go to Settings > Advanced and enter the current administrator password.
2. Select Change Admin Password.
3. Enter the current password, enter a new password, and confirm the new password.

Passwords can contain uppercase and lowercase letters, numerals, and special characters (!,
#, %, S, etc.).

Passwords cannot contain non-ASCIl characters (&, ¢, &, etc.)or chevrons (<, >).

Change the User Password on the System

You can change the user password at any time from the Advanced settings menu.

Procedure

1. On the phone, go to Settings > Advanced.

2. Enter your user password and select Enter.

3. Select Change User Password.

4. On the Change User Password screen, enter your old and new user password and select Enter.

Passwords can contain uppercase and lowercase letters, numerals, and special characters (!,
#, %, S, etc.).

Passwords cannot contain non-ASCIl characters (&, ¢, &, etc.)or chevrons (<, >).
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Change the Administrator Password in the System Web Interface

You can change the administrator password on a per-phone basis using the system web interface.

If the default administrator password is in use, you can’t use the system web interface.

Securing Audio Using Master Key Identifier (MKI)

For secure audio communications, phones offer support for the crypto header with or without an MKI in
the SDP offer.

The following optional parameter allows you to include the crypto header in the SDP that uniquely
identifies the SRTP stream within an SRTP session. The far end can choose to include a crypto with or
without MKI.

sec.srtp.mki.enabled

1 (default) - The phone offers two cryptos in the SDP offer: one without an MKI, and one with a
four-byte MKI parameter in the SDP message of the SIP INVITE / 200 OK.
