* You already know at least two ways to express the future in Spanish: by using the -
present tense or by using ir + a + infinitive: 1) Yo/ asistir

Manana tengo una entrevista. I have an interview tomorrow.

Vamos a traducir el documento. We are going to translate the document.
¢ The future can also be expressed in Spanish by using the future tense. The endings
for the future tense are the same for regular -ar, -er, and -ir verbs. For regular 2) Yo / ser
verbs, the endings are attached to the infinitive. See two examples below:

estudiaré estudiaremos repetiré repetiremos
estudiaras estudiaréis repetiras repetiréis 3) Yo / tener
estudiara estudiaran repetira repetiran
* Some verbs have irregular stems in the future tense. You will use these stems
instead of the full infinitive. Note that the irregular verbs have the same future 4) Yo /lograr
endings as regular verbs. Look at the list of irregular stems below.
tener: tendr- decir: dir-
salir: saldr- poder: podr-

PAST TENSES - Preterite

* Use the preterite tense to talk about actions that were completed in the past. To
form the preterite tense of a regular verb, add the preterite endings to the stem of

the verb.

* Here are the preterite forms for the verbs mirar (to look), aprender (to learn), and
escribir (to write):

miré » I looked nosotros/ | Miramos we ;ooked

yo aprendi I learned nosotras apre.nfilmos we learned
escribi | wrote escribimos we wrote

) mlrast; you ;ookedd vosotros/ mlrast;ls . you ;ookedd

ta aprenc iste you learne vosotras aprenc |stfe|s you learne
escribiste  you wrote escribisteis you wrote

usted/ miro you/he/she looked | todes / miraron you/they looked

él/ella aprendiéo  you/he/she learned ellos/ellas aprendieron  you/they learned
escribio you/he/she wrote escribieron you/they wrote




* The preterite of the irregular verbs hacer (to do) and tener (to have) follow a
similar pattern.

yo hice nosotros/nosotras hicimos
tuve tuvimos

td hiciste vosotros/vosotras hicisteis
tuviste tuvisteis

usted/él/ella hizo ustedes/ellos/ellas hicieron
tuvo tuvieron

* Like the verbs hacer and tener, the verbs estar (to be) and poder (to be able) are
also irregular in the preterite.

* Unlike regular preterite verbs, hacer, tener, estar, and poder do not have accent
marks on their preterite forms.

* Here are the preterite forms of estar and poder:

YO estuve nosotros/nosotras estuvimos
ta estuviste vosotros/vosotras estuvisteis
usted/él/ella estuvo ustedes/ellos/ellas estuvieron
yo pude nosotros/nosotras pudimos
ta pudiste vosotros/vosotras pudisteis
usted/él/ella pudo ustedes/ellos/ellas pudieron

Imperfect tense:

* The imperfect tense is used to talk about actions that happened repeatedly in the
past.

Rafael caminaba y Ramiro corria en el parque.
Rafael used to walk and Ramiro used to run in the park.

* Here are the regular forms of -ar, -er, and -ir verbs in the imperfect tense:

jugar hacer vivir
yo jugaba hacia vivia
ta jugabas hacias vivias
usted/él/ella jugaba hacia vivia
nosotros/nosotras jugabamos haciamos viviamos
vosotros/vosotras jugabais haciais viviais
ustedes/ellos/ellas jugaban hacian vivian

* Note the accents on jugabamos and throughout the conjugations of the -er
and -ir verbs.

* These expressions can cue you to use the imperfect: generalmente, por lo
general, a menudo, muchas veces, de vez en cuando, todos los dias, nunca.



® There are only three irregular verbs in the imperfect tense: ir, ser, and ver. Here are

their forms:
ir ser ver

yo iba era veia

ta ibas eras veias
usted/él/ella iba era veia
nosotros/nosotras ibamos éramos veiamos
vosotros/vosotras ibais erais veiais
ustedes/ellos/ellas iban eran veian

* Note that only the nosotros forms of ir and ser carry accents.

* Ver uses the exact same endings as regular -er verbs, and is only irregular because
of the added “e”.

REMEMBER:

The preterite is used in the following situations:

- For actions that can be viewed as single events The imperfect is used in the following situations:

+ For actions that were repeated a specific number of + For actions that were repeated habitually

times + For actions that "set the stage" for another past action
+ For actions that occurred during a specific period of « For telling time

time + For stating one's age
+ For actions that were part of a chain of events + For mental states (usually)
+ To state the beginning or the end of an action + For physical sensations (usually)
