EL ARTICULO

Contrariamente al espafiol, el articulo inglés es invariable en género y nimero, lo que
hace que su uso sea facilisimo. Para todos los nombres, masculino, femenino, neutro,
tanto en singular como en plural, el articulo definido es the: el, la, los, las.

The boy: #Znivio- The girl: La niia The children: Los névios

Tampoco hay género para el articulo indefinido; se utiliza a cuando el nombre
empieza por una consonante, y an cuando empieza por vocal:

A car: wnvcoche An apple: una mangana

En plural NO se utiliza articulo indefinido, basta con decir el nombre en plural:

Apples: manganas  Cars: coches Elephants: elefanies

LOS DEMOSTRATIVOS

Se utilizan para sefialar o situar alguna cosa. Son this y that (en singular) these
y those (en plural):

This book: este libro- That pencil: ese/aquel lapig
These books: estos libros  Those pencils: esos/ aquellos lapices

Se usa this / these para indicar objetos cerca del hablante; that / those para
indicar objetos distantes. Se utilizan tanto para masculino como femenino:

This rubber: esta goma That ruler: esav/ agquella regla
These rubbers: estas gomasThose rulers: esas/ aquellas reglas



EL NOMBRE

Los nombres en inglés, como en espafiol, se dividen en dos categorias generales:
comunes y propios. Como en espaiiol, los nombres comunes no se escriben con
mayuscula y los nombres propios siempre se escriben con mayuscula. En inglés los
nombres de los dias de la semana y los meses del afio se consideran como propios y, por
lo tanto, se escriben con mayuscula:

Monday, lunes  Thursday, jiueves  February, febrero-  June, jinio-

Los articulos y adjetivos son invariables y, por lo tanto, no cambian de forma
para concordar con el género del nombre al que modifican: a small boy, un muchacho
pequefio; a small girl, una muchacha pequefia; a smallbox, una caja pequefia.

FORMACION DEL PLURAL DE LOS NOMBRES

En inglés el plural de la mayoria de los nombres se forma afiadiendo -s al
singular:

Superlativo: the biggest el mds grande

Cuando el adjetivo es mas largo (expensive, interesting) cambia la formacion

Ejemplos: to like — liked; to
promise — promised. Si el verbo termina en -y precedida de una consonante, la y se
cambia por iy se le afiade -ed. Ejemplos: to study — studied; to marry — married.

He studied a lot yesterday El estudio- mucho-ayer

Los verbos que forman el pasado de esta manera, afiadiéndoseles -ed, se llaman
verbos regulares. Todos los demas son verbos irregulares y deben ser memorizados,
ya que no siguen ninguna regla en el pasado simple (mas adelante).

Para construir frases en forma interrogativa utilizamos el verbo auxiliar to do,
menos con los verbos especiales (to be, to have, can, must,...). Utilizaremos did en
todas las personas.

Did Henry go with them? cFue Henry conellos?

Caso aparte son los verbos especiales que, al igual que en presente, no utilizan el
auxiliar to do para las formas negativas e interrogativas. El verbo to be, ademas, es el
anico verbo en inglés que tiene dos formas para el pasado: was y were.
