Celebration of our Lady of Guadalupe
Celebracion de Nuestra Seriora de Guadalupe
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Our Lady of Guadalupe (December 12)

Our Lady of Guadalupe, Patroness of the Ameri-
cas, first appeared to Juan Diego on December 9,
1531 while he was on his way to a Eucharistic cele-
bration in Tlatelolco, Mexico. The Virgin addressed
him by his indigenous name, asking him to go to the
palace of Archbishop Zumarraga to request that a
shrine be erected there at the site of the apparition,
in Tepeyac, so as to share her love and compassion
for all believers. Juan Diego did so, but the arch-
bishop did not believe him, demanding proof of his
story and of the Lady’s identity. He returned to Our
Lady daily, and on December 12, he conveyed to
her the archbishop’s request for proof. She showed
him Castilian roses blooming there through the
stony ground despite the winter’s cold. He picked
the flowers and carried them in his ti/ma (mantle) to
the archbishop. When he unfolded his ti/ma to pre-
sent the roses, Mary’s image was imprinted on the
mantle! Her blue sash and the flower over her
womb were traditional Aztec symbols of pregnancy
and new life. But her features were those of a mesti-
za, indicating mixed Aztec-European heritage. Thus
Our Lady of Guadalupe remains the enduring icon
of unity-in-diversity, the fruit of our one baptism
into Jesus, her Son.
