PAC-12 TOURNEY WRAP: The Buffaloes
were the No. 5 seed in the Pac-12 Tourna-
ment and advanced to the semifinal round
of aleague championship for the third time
in the last four seasons (includes 2011 Big
12 Tournament) with all four coming un-
der the tutelage of Tad Boyle.

CU began the 2014 tournament defeating
Southern California, 59-56 for the third
time this year. Pac-12 All-Tournament
team selection Askia Booker led the Buffs
in scoring in all three games, with his best
outing coming against the Trojans (21
points).

In the quarterfinals, the Buffs faced Cali-
fornia and avenged a one-point overtime
loss in the regular season finale six days
earlier in Berkeley. The rematch came
down to the wire again, but the Buffs stingy
‘D’ forced Cal into a desperation shot at the
buzzer that wouldn’t fall and CU advanced
to the semis with another 59-56 victory.

Top-seeded Arizona finally ended CU’s
tourney run, 63-43, thanks to a huge sec-
ond half surge. The Buffs held Arizona to
its third lowest first half output (27 points)
of the season and trailed by just three at
intermission. The Wildcats proved to be a
different beast in the second half shooting
60 percent from the field and out-scoring
CU, 36-19, bouncing CU from the confer-
ence tournament for the second consecu-
tive year.

UNDER 69.9 POINTS A GAME (when 3-Pt. FG Established): For
the first time since the 1978-81 seasons, the Buffs kept the opposi-
tion under 69.9 points per game in three-straight seasons (2013-
14: 68.2 ppg.; 2012-13: 63.6 ppg.,; 2011-12: 63.0 ppg.). The Buffs
matched the 1978-79 (66.9), 1979-80 (67.3), 1980-81 (64.5).

CARDIAC BUFFS: Under Tad Boyle (142 games: 92-50), the Buffs
have had more than their fair share of close games. In games de-
cided by three points or less in the Boyle Era, CU is 18-8 (5-4 in one-
point games, 7-1 in two-point games and 6-3 in three-point games
... and 14-5 against league opponents, 10-4 vs. Pac-12, 4-1 vs. Big
12). And there were 10 overtime games, so that means 36 games
ended after regulation with the margin between 0 and 3 points.

LAST TIME CU DEFEATED TWO TOP-10 TEAMS - SAME SEASON:
It now has happened twice under the Boyle coaching staff during
his first and fourth years in Boulder. In 2013-14, CU defeated No.
6/7 Kansas, 75-72 (Dec. 7) and No. 10/9 Oregon, 100-91 (Jan. 5).
Back in 2010-11, the Buffaloes defeated No. 9/8 Missouri, 89-76
(Jan. 8) and No. 5/5 Texas, 91-89 (Feb. 26). The CU-UT game was
the second greatest comeback in school history as CU rallied from
22 points in the second half. All four games were played at the Coors
Events Center.

CU & NEUTRAL COURT: Head Coach Tad Boyle teams are 15-12
(.556) on neutral courts. The 15 wins trails Sox Walseth (33 wins
from 1956-76) and Ricardo Patton (18 wins: 1995-2006) .

FEBRUARY: CU went 5-2 in February, its strongest February since
1961-62 (53 years ago). The 1961-62 team won all seven Febru-
ary games. That team (19-7) won the Big 8 Conference title and
finished with its highest national AP ranking (#9).

CU SENIORS: Beau Gamble and Ben Mills will be graduating this
May. Here’s their write up that was read at Senior Day festivities on
Feb. 22 before the CU-Arizona game.

A product of Fairview high school, Beau Gamble always knew
he wanted to play for the Colorado Buffaloes, and in 2011 he made
that dream a reality after transferring from Santa Clara. Per NCAA
rules Gamble was forced to sit out the 2011-12 season, but served
as an invaluable member of the practice squad as CU would go on
to win the Pac-12 tournament and advance to the third round of
the NCAAs. Gamble has proven to be a mentor inside the CU locker
room and one his teammates count on for advice and guidance.
Majoring in communication, Gamble looks to continue a career in
sports as a broadcaster after graduation.

Ben Mills has been a fan favorite since he first stepped on CU’s
campus in 2010. The 7-footer from Hartland, Wis. was a part of Tad
Boyle’s first recruiting class, and has been a member of some of the
most successful teams in Colorado basketball history, including the
2012 Pac-12 championship team. To highlight his senior campaign,
Mills contributed a vital spark from the bench to set the tone in CU’s
75-72 win over No. 6 Kansas when he made back-to-back baskets
in the first half. He also set a new career high for rebounds when he
pulled down five against USC earlier this year. Mills will graduate
this May with a degree in English and Creative Writing.

BOYLE TO TEAM UP TO SUPPORT COACHES VS. CANCER

Head coach Tad Boyle is scheduled to team with coaches from
around the nation during the seventh annual Coaches vs. Cancer
Las Vegas Golf Classic at MGM Grand Hotel and Casino on the Las
Vegas Strip, May 18-20. Since its inception, the event has netted
nearly $1.5 million to directly benefit the American Cancer Soci-
ety’s effort to finish the fight against cancer. Coaches vs. Cancer is a
partnership between the American Cancer Society and the National
Association of Basketball Coaches.

(Chauncey Billups, Pistons; Alec Burks, Jazz; Chris Copeland, Pac-
ers; Andre Roberson, Thunder).

HAWAII BOUND IN 2014-2015: The CU men’s team will be one of
eight teams playing at the 2014 Hawaiian Airlines Diamond Head
Classic at the Stan Sheriff Center in Honolulu, Hawai'i next Christ-
mas. Dates are to be determined.

The field for the sixth annual event also includes DePaul, Loyola
Marymount, George Washington, Nebraska, Ohio, Wichita State and
tournament host Hawai'i. The Hawaiian Airlines Diamond Head
Classic, an eight-team men’s college basketball tournament, will
feature 12 games through three days. Each team will compete in
one game per day, advancing through the bracket. The two teams
that remain undefeated throughout will face off in the champion-
ship game on the final day of the tournament. Previous tournament
champions of the Hawaiian Airlines Diamond Head Classic in-
clude USC (2009), Butler (2010), Kansas State (2011) and Arizona
(2012).

e The family-friendly tournament includes three days of tourna-
ment play, practices, events and travel experiences unique to the
islands of Hawai'i.

¢ The CU men’s basketball program is not a stranger to the Hawai-
ian Islands during the first two months of non-conference season.
In November 2009, the Buffaloes competed at the EA Sports Maui
Invitational, and in 2008, they participated at the Rainbow Classic
in Honolulu. Both tournaments saw the Buffs achieve a 1-2 record.
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* CU opened the 1996-97 season, playing its first four games at the
Big Island invitational in Hilo, where they reached final achieving
a 3-1record.

Colorado also had four-game spans decided by 10 points in 1947-48, 1964-
65 and 1968-69; the closest that five straight games have been decided in
school history is 12 points in 1947-48, followed by 15 points in 1964-65
and then 16 in both 1932-33 and 1950-51 (in '32-33, six games were de-
cided by a total of 17 points).

CARBON COPIES: Colorado’s last three wins in March have all been by the
same score, 59-56, the first time that has occurred in program history, in-
cluding two back-to-back (a 66-65 overtime loss is wedged in there after
the first one). However, this marks only the ninth time that CU has won two

games in a row by the same score, but four of those had at least one loss
in-between; ironically, it's the second time this season it has happened, oth-
erwise you have to go back to 1964 for the previous time:
