SAINT OF THE WEEK

The story of St. Rose of Venerini (February 9, 1656 — May 7, 1728) is one
of having faith in God and his calling in your life. Born in Italy in 1656,
she was the daughter of a doctor. Following the death of her fiancé, she
entered a convent in the hopes of becoming a nun, but soon returned
home to care for her mother after the death of her father. In an effort to
keep up her spiritual side, St. Rose invited women of the neighborhood
to recite the rosary in her home, and together they formed a sodality.

Unsure of where her life was headed, she sought the spiritual guidance of
a Jesuit priest. After much contemplation, she admitted to feeling called
to be a teacher in the world, rather than a nun in a convent. Eventually,
she moved ahead and opened a free school for girls in 1685. Eventually,
she was invited to oversee the training of teachers and the administra-
tion of schools in the Diocese of Montefiascone, which then led to being
called upon to organize schools in many parts of Italy, including Rome.

St. Rose died in Rome in 1728 amid a number of miracles that many
credit to her. The group of women she first prayed with in her home
eventually became known as the Venerini Sisters, found in the United
States and working among Italian immigrants. St. Rose was beatified in
1952 and canonized in 2006. ©LPi

SANTO DE LA SEMANA

La historia de Santa Rosa de Venerini (9 de febrero de 1656 — 7 de mayo de
1728) es una de tener fe en Dios y su llamado en su vida. Nacida en Italia en
1656, era hija de un médico. Tras la muerte de su prometido, ingresé en un
convento con la esperanza de convertirse en monja, pero pronto regreso a
casa para cuidar a su madre después de la muerte de su padre. En un
esfuerzo por mantener su lado espiritual, Santa Rosa invité a las mujeres del
vecindario a rezar el rosario en su casa, y juntas formaron una sodalidad.

Insegura de hacia donde se dirigia su vida, buscé la guia espiritual de un
sacerdote jesuita. Después de mucha contemplacion, admitio sentirse
llamada a ser maestra en el mundo, en lugar de monja en un convento.
Finalmente, siguid adelante y abrid una escuela gratuita para nifias en 1685.
Eventualmente, fue invitada a supervisar la formacion de maestros y la
administracion de escuelas en la Didcesis de Montefiascone, lo que luego la
llevé a ser llamada a organizar escuelas en muchas partes de Italia, incluida
Roma.

Santa Rosa murid en Roma en 1728 en medio de una serie de milagros que
muchos le atribuyen.
