IRDS Report

The Institutional Research and Decision Support completed an analysis of study
abroad at IUPUI during the summer of 2017. Highlights from this include:

» More than 20% of incoming freshmen indicate a “very good chance”
that they will study abroad during their undergraduate career and more
than 30% indicated “some chance.”

» Students with unmet financial need were significantly less likely to
study abroad

First generation students were significantly less likely to study abroad
Students who did study abroad:

d Were significantly more likely to graduate within 6 years
