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ASSOCIATE DEGREE NURSING STUDENTS 

During the last semester of the Associate Degree Program, senior nursing 
students must apply to write state board examinations. If students plan to 
write boards in states other than Tennessee, they are responsible for contact-
ing the state board and requesting applications.
