Telugu vowels are unique in that they are used in two
different forms. The first or primary form - when vowels are
used as they are in a word. The secondary form which is used

in combination with a consonant to make different phonetic
sounds.

Telugu language is different from English in the
way the letters are grouped in a word. There two
basic rules:

1. Telugu language uses only one letter for each
syllable where as English language uses one or
more letters for each syllable. Ex.: The word
"banana” has three syllables, therefore Telugu
language uses three letter to write "ba-na-na".

2. Telugu language uses secondary form of vowels
to represent the vowel sound in a syllable. This
enable the rule 1 possible.
