I’ll call you 
to come get your stuff and we can talk then. Leave the key.
Robbie: Straight up, Max, you’re breaking my heart. You’re the 
only woman that I feel this way about. [He fishes out a bunch of 
keys from other apartments from his pocket and hands Max her 
apartment key.] Here. Ladies, I don’t know what’s going on here, 
but it would’ve been a lot sexier if I was in it. [Robbie leaves.]
Caroline: Are you okay? [Max grabs the bag of potato chips and 
starts eating.] If you want to talk, I’m here. Can I get a hit off that? 
[Max gives her the bag of potato chips and she starts eating.] 
You think these are good? God, we’re poor.

[Caroline goes to Max’s bedroom to try to sleep.]
