How Scottish Rite Masonry started amongst Prince
Hall Masons

History
The first Scottish Rite organization among African-Americans was the African Grand Council of 1820 in Philadelphia, which
was referred to as a Council of Princes of Jerusalem. This Council arose through West Indian migration, for Stephen Morin
had propagated the Rite there. The Organization of the King David Supreme Council grew out of the conferring in
Philadelphia (1850) of the 33rd Degree by Count DeSaint Laurent (also, Larine) of the Supreme Council of France and the
Grand Commander of the Council of Spain on David Leary, the first Black Inspector-General of the Prince Hall Scottish Rite.

III. Edward M. Thomas petitioned the King David Council, since he was residing in the District of Columbia, for the 33rd
degree to be conferred on representative Masons in D.C., and on May 5, 1856, the conferment was made and a coucil was

established.

In New York City, a Supreme Council of the United States was established in 1864. Also in 1864, a separate Supreme
Council was formed in New York, which was made up of members from the National Compact Grand Lodge, from which a
Southern Jurisdiction split off with the Headquarters in Baltimore, Maryland. From the Philadelphia Council, a Southern and
Western Jurisdiction defected with Headquarters at Washington, D.C. In 1871 a fifth was established in Philadelphia, and was
named King Fredrick Supreme Council. In 1881-1887, these five merged into 2 United Supreme Councils of the 33rd Degree:

one for Northern Jurisdiction and one for Southern Jurisdiction.

A fourth council was set up in Baltimore, Maryland and a fifth Council in Philadelphia. These 5 Councils petitioned
for unity in a conference in New York City on January 13, 1881, and was responsible for the Articles of Union and two

Supreme Councils of the Northern Jurisdiction (PHA) and the United Supreme Council of the Southern Jurisdiction (PHA).

The constitutions for the Southern Jurisdiction were established in 1887 and revised in 1917 and 1955. The Southern
Jurisdiction for the United Supreme Council, PHA, consists of the states: AL, AR, FL, GA, KT, LA, MD, MS, Missouri, NC,
OK, SC, TN, TX, VA, WV, the territories of Arizona, New Mexico, the District of Columbia, and Alaska. The Northern
Jurisdiction consists of the following states: CO, Connecticut, DE, ID, Illinois, IN, IO, KA, Maine, Mass, MI, Minnesota,
Montana, Nebraska, Nevada, NH, NJ, NY, ND, OH, OR, Pennsylvania, RI, SD, UT, VT, Washington, Wisconsin, Wyoming,
and that of the states outside Continental United States. Alaska shall belong to the Northern also.

As aresult of the conference of the Sovereign Grand Commanders of the two Supreme Councils, Northern and Southern
Jurisdictions A.A.S.R., PHA, on August 2, 1966, were established at the Cathedral, Fitzwater & Mole St. in Philadelphia,
Pennsylvania. The above divisions were made based on a boundary developed by a joint committee in Wilmington, Delaware

on April 19, 1907 using the Mason-Dixon Line as an official boundary.

Today, Nevada, is in the Southern Jurisdiction and Arizona and New Mexico are States; Europe, England, Korea, Japan and

the Middle East are also a part of the Southern Jurisdiction.

We would augment and
support the school programs under the direction of the
professional staff of our partnership districts. We will do this by
offering members of the Fraternity opportunity to serve male
students who need the support of a strong competent and caring
adult. We will measure our success by the number of Fraters
who volunteer and by the number of Fraters who volunteer and
by the number of hours of service given our youths and
partnership district.

CELEBRATING SERVICE
Scottish Rite Mentors provided 788 hours of volunteer
service for the 2009-2010 school year to their mentees and
their school districts.

The past school year 2009-2010 was an “historic year” for
our Fraternity. Three out of four Pilot Mentoring Programs were
successfully launched in one of the worst economic periods in
our country, since the great depression. Massive layoffs,
terminations, reductions in salary have been the tenor of this
time.

Broadnax, Ohio and Deputy Herbert N. Gibbons, Pennsylvania
were “Drum Majors” for our Pilot Programs. They urge Fraters
to volunteer to mentor, appointed coordinators for the programs
and kept in touch with their programs and reported timely about
the status of the programs.

G.1.G. Dr. Norman K. Spencer, Sr., 33°, a retired
Philadelphia Principle and Central Office Administrator was
Coordinator for the Pilot Mentoring Program in Philadelphia.

Local surgeon and one of the New Honorary Members of the
United Supreme Council of the 33" and last degree, of the
SGIG Winston O. Williams Class of 2010, becomes the first in
Central PA to perform a new minimally invasive procedure to
treat lung cancer

NEWS: Dr. Brian Pettiford, a thoracic surgical oncologist with
WellSpan Health, recently became the first surgeon in Central
Pennsylvania and one of a few surgeons in the commonwealth to
employ a new minimally invasive procedure to treat lung cancer.

The procedure is known as VATS (Video-Assisted
Thoracoscopic Surgery) sub-lobar resection. Dr. Pettiford
removed a cancerous portion of the left lung of a 71-year-old
patient by using a thoracoscope, which was inserted through
small incisions. In collaboration with WellSpan Radiation
Oncology, the surgeon then employed a technique known as
brachytherapy by implanting a mesh seeded with radiation as a
means to reduce the risk of recurrence while minimizing damage
to surrounding areas. The radioactive mesh allows for about two
times the amount

of radiation than is provided through conventional treatment,
which would have reduced capacity of a greater portion of the
lung to function normally.

BACKGROUND: Lung cancer is the most common cause of
cancer-related mortality in the United States. The elderly, who

often have other chronic conditions, are the fastest growing

portion of the population affected by this disease.

The VATS procedure usually requires a two-to-four-day hospital
stay followed by a week at home. Traditional open chest surgery
usually requires a hospital stay of five-to-seven days with a
recovery period of up to a month or longer at home.

By combining the minimally invasive surgery with
brachytherapy, patients receive the care they need in one day,
avoiding five to six weeks of hospital visits typical of the
traditional radiation therapy follow up.

This procedure provides an additional surgical option to patients
and increases the pool of patients who can potentially benefit
from curative treatment. This surgery also provides for better
quality of life and decreased mortality.
