A MESSAGE FROM
THE GRAMMAR FAIRY

“Syntax is neither a sin nor a
tax. Discuss.”

Uncle Webster defines grammar as
“the set of rules that explain how words are
used in a language.” Sounds simple enough,

but following all of them isn’t. We sometimes even apply

the term “grammar” to specific language shortcomings

when a more descriptive term would better serve. In a

recent HuffPost blog, Rob Reinalda breaks down some of

them, such as misspellings, punctuation, usage, style, and
the mother of all ambiguities, syntax. Says Reinalda:

If grammar is the basic structure, syntax is the nuanced juxtaposi-
tion of words and phrases.

“Not all birds are eagles,” is different from, “All birds are not
eagles.” (The latter’s not quite true, is it?)

“The senator said last month that she'd introduced the legislation,”
or, “The senator said that shed introduced the legislation last
month.” (The time element is specified on either the saying or the
introducing.)

‘Maurice says he wants to paint only the kitchen,” or, “Maurice
says he wants only to paint the kitchen,” or, “Only Maurice says
he wants to paint the kitchen.” (Here the emphasis is on [1] what
will be painted, [2] a limit on the work to be done, and [3] who's
willing do to the job.) Then again, “Maurice only says he wants to
paint the kitchen.” (Come on, he’ll weasel out of it.)

‘T had a blog post yesterday where I explained...” This has the
wrong type of modifier, but it’s also badly located. How about this:
“Yesterday I had a blog post in which I explained...”

Better still: “In yesterday’s blog post, I explained...”

Creative writers whose work in any genre re-
flects a keen awareness of the natural world and an
appreciation for both scientific and literary ways
of knowing are invited to apply for one-week resi-
dencies at the H.J.Andrews Experimental Forest.
The H.J. Andrews Experimental Forest is a beauti-
ful, ecologically rich forest and a world-renowned
center for research and education about the ecol-
ogy and management of forests and streams. The
Andrews occupies the drainage basin of Lookout
Creek, a tributary of the Blue River and the McK-
enzie River on the western slope of the Cascade
Range, about 50 miles (80 km) east of Eugene,
Oregon. The mission of the Long-Term Ecological
Reflections program is to bring together writers,
humanists and scientists to create a living, grow-
ing record of how we understand the forest and
the relation of people to the forest, as that under-
standing and that forest both change over time.

For the Andrews Forest Residencies, writers are
provided: a comfortable, three room apartment
at the H.J. Andrews Experimental Forest; access
to a majestic ancient forest and world-renowned
research site; opportunities to interact with re-
search scientists as they go about their work; op-
portunities to have their writings included in The
Forest Log. The residencies are intended to pro-
vide concentrated time for personal creative work
that promises to further the exploration of the
relationship of humans to the rest of the natural
world.
