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HABIT 1: BE PROACTIVE

• Change starts from within, and highly effective Believers 
make the decision to improve their relationship with God 
through the things that they can influence rather than by 
simply reacting to external forces. 

• Psalms 19:7  The law of the LORD is perfect, converting the 
soul: the testimony of the LORD is sure, making wise the 
simple.

• Proactive Christians use their resourcefulness and initiative 
(R&I). We have several resources: 
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RESOURCE #1 THE WORD
• Joshua 1:7-9  Only be thou strong and very courageous, that 

thou mayest observe to do according to all the law, which 
Moses my servant commanded thee: turn not from it to the 
right hand or to the left, that thou mayest prosper 
whithersoever thou goest.  This book of the law shall not 
depart out of thy mouth; but thou shalt meditate therein 
day and night, that thou mayest observe to do according 
to all that is written therein: for then thou shalt make thy 
way prosperous, and then thou shalt have good success.
Have not I commanded thee? Be strong and of a good 
courage; be not afraid, neither be thou dismayed: for the 
LORD thy God is with thee whithersoever thou goest.
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RESOURCE #1 THE WORD

• Psalms 1:1-2  Blessed is the man that walketh not in 
the counsel of the ungodly, nor standeth in the way of 
sinners, nor sitteth in the seat of the scornful.  But his 
delight is in the law of the LORD; and in his law 
doth he meditate day and night.
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RESOURCE #1 THE WORD

• 2 Timothy 3:14-17  But continue thou in the things which 
thou hast learned and hast been assured of, knowing of 
whom thou hast learned them; And that from a child 
thou hast known the holy scriptures, which are able to 
make thee wise unto salvation through faith which is in 
Christ Jesus. All scripture is given by inspiration of God, 
and is profitable for doctrine, for reproof, for correction, for 
instruction in righteousness: That the man of God may be 
perfect, throughly furnished unto all good works.
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RESOURCE #1 THE WORD

• Acts 17:10-12  And the brethren immediately sent 
away Paul and Silas by night unto Berea: who coming 
thither went into the synagogue of the Jews.  These 
were more noble than those in Thessalonica, in that 
they received the word with all readiness of mind, 
and searched the scriptures daily, whether those 
things were so. Therefore many of them believed; 
also of honourable women which were Greeks, and of 
men, not a few.

• Isaiah 56:7  Even them will I bring to my holy 
mountain, and make them joyful in my house of 
prayer: their burnt offerings and their sacrifices 
shall be accepted upon mine altar; for mine house 
shall be called an house of prayer for all people.

• Psalms 5:1-3  <<To the chief Musician upon Nehiloth, A Psalm

Finally, brethren, 
whatsoever things are true, whatsoever things are honest, 
whatsoever things are just, whatsoever things are pure, 
whatsoever things are lovely, whatsoever things are of 
good report; if there be any virtue, and if there be any 
praise, think on these things.  Those things, which ye have 
both learned, and received, and heard, and seen in me, do: 
and the God of peace shall be with you.

• James 5:14-16  Is any sick among you? let him call for 
the elders of the church; and let them pray over him, 
anointing him with oil in the name of the Lord: And 
the prayer of faith shall save the sick, and the Lord 
shall raise him up; and if he have committed sins, they 
shall be forgiven him. Confess your faults one to 
another, and pray one for another, that ye may be 
healed. The effectual fervent prayer of a righteous 
man availeth much.
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RESOURCE #3 OTHER CHRISTIANS

• Proverbs 27:17  Iron sharpeneth iron; so a man 
sharpeneth the countenance of his friend. 

• James 5:19-20  Brethren, if any of you do err from the 
truth, and one convert him; Let him know, that he which 
converteth the sinner from the error of his way shall save 
a soul from death, and shall hide a multitude of sins.

• John 1:6-7  If we say that we have fellowship with him, 
and walk in darkness, we lie, and do not the truth: But if 
we walk in the light, as he is in the light, we have 
fellowship one with another, and the blood of Jesus 
Christ his Son cleanseth us from all sin. 
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HABIT#1 PUT THE “ACTIVE” IN PRO-ACTIVE

• James 1:21-25  Wherefore lay apart all filthiness and 
superfluity of naughtiness, and receive with meekness 
the engrafted word, which is able to save your souls. 
But be ye doers of the word, and not hearers only, 
deceiving your own selves. For if any be a hearer of 
the word, and not a doer, he is like unto a man 
beholding his natural face in a glass: For he beholdeth
himself, and goeth his way, and straightway forgetteth
what manner of man he was. But whoso looketh into the 
perfect law of liberty, and continueth therein, he being not 
a forgetful hearer, but a doer of the work, this man shall 
be blessed in his deed. 
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HABIT#1 PUT THE “ACTIVE” IN PRO-ACTIVE

• Psalms 119:103-106  How sweet are thy words unto 
my taste! yea, sweeter than honey to my mouth!  
Through thy precepts I get understanding: therefore I 
hate every false way. NUN. Thy word is a lamp unto my 
feet, and a light unto my path.  I have sworn, and I 
will perform it, that I will keep thy righteous 
judgments. 
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HABIT#1 PUT THE “ACTIVE” IN PRO-ACTIVE

• 1 John 3:14-18  We know that we have passed from death 
unto life, because we love the brethren. He that loveth 
not his brother abideth in death. Whosoever hateth his 
brother is a murderer: and ye know that no murderer hath 
eternal life abiding in him. Hereby perceive we the love of 
God, because he laid down his life for us: and we ought to 
lay down our lives for the brethren. But whoso hath 
this world's good, and seeth his brother have need, 
and shutteth up his bowels of compassion from him, 
how dwelleth the love of God in him? My little 
children, let us not love in word, neither in tongue; 
but in deed and in truth.
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HABIT#1 PUT THE “ACTIVE” IN PRO-ACTIVE

• Hebrews 10:24-25  And let us consider one another to 
provoke unto love and to good works: Not forsaking 
the assembling of ourselves together, as the manner of 
some is; but exhorting one another: and so much the 
more, as ye see the day approaching.

• John 15:12-14  This is my commandment, That ye love 
one another, as I have loved you. Greater love hath no 
man than this, that a man lay down his life for his friends. 
Ye are my friends, if ye do whatsoever I command you.

The Seven Habits of Highly Effective Believers



HABIT#1 PUT THE “ACTIVE” IN PRO-ACTIVE

• 1 Peter 1:22-23  Seeing ye have purified your souls in 
obeying the truth through the Spirit unto unfeigned 
love of the brethren, see that ye love one another with 
a pure heart fervently: Being born again, not of 
corruptible seed, but of incorruptible, by the word of God, 
which liveth and abideth for ever. 

• 1 Peter 2:1-3  Wherefore laying aside all malice, and all 
guile, and hypocrisies, and envies, and all evil speakings, 
As newborn babes, desire the sincere milk of the word, 
that ye may grow thereby: If so be ye have tasted that the 
Lord is gracious. 
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HABIT#1 PUT THE “ACTIVE” IN PRO-ACTIVE

• 1 John 2:4-6  He that saith, I know him, and keepeth
not his commandments, is a liar, and the truth is not 
in him. But whoso keepeth his word, in him verily 
is the love of God perfected: hereby know we that 
we are in him. He that saith he abideth in him 
ought himself also so to walk, even as he walked. 
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HABIT#2 BEGIN WITH THE END IN MIND

• Isaiah 46:8-10  Remember this, and shew yourselves 
men: bring it again to mind, O ye transgressors. 
Remember the former things of old: for I am God, and 
there is none else; I am God, and there is none like 
me, Declaring the end from the beginning, and 
from ancient times the things that are not yet done, 
saying, My counsel shall stand, and I will do all my 
pleasure:
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HABIT#2 BEGIN WITH THE END IN MIND

• 1 John 3:1-3  Behold, what manner of love the Father 
hath bestowed upon us, that we should be called the 
sons of God: therefore the world knoweth us not, 
because it knew him not. Beloved, now are we the 
sons of God, and it doth not yet appear what we 
shall be: but we know that, when he shall appear, 
we shall be like him; for we shall see him as he is. 
And every man that hath this hope in him 
purifieth himself, even as he is pure.
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HABIT#2 BEGIN WITH THE END IN MIND
• Revelation 21:1-4 And I saw a new heaven and a new 

earth: for the first heaven and the first earth were passed 
away; and there was no more sea. And I John saw the holy 
city, new Jerusalem, coming down from God out of heaven, 
prepared as a bride adorned for her husband. And I heard 
a great voice out of heaven saying, Behold, the 
tabernacle of God is with men, and he will dwell with 
them, and they shall be his people, and God himself 
shall be with them, and be their God. And God shall 
wipe away all tears from their eyes; and there shall be 
no more death, neither sorrow, nor crying, neither 
shall there be any more pain: for the former things are 
passed away. 
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HABIT#2 BEGIN WITH THE END IN MIND

• Revelation 21:5-8 And he that sat upon the throne said, 
Behold, I make all things new. And he said unto me, Write: 
for these words are true and faithful. And he said unto me, 
It is done. I am Alpha and Omega, the beginning and the 
end. I will give unto him that is athirst of the fountain 
of the water of life freely. He that overcometh shall 
inherit all things; and I will be his God, and he shall be 
my son. But the fearful, and unbelieving, and the 
abominable, and murderers, and whoremongers, and 
sorcerers, and idolaters, and all liars, shall have their part 
in the lake which burneth with fire and brimstone: which 
is the second death. 
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HABIT#2 BEGIN WITH THE END IN MIND
• Revelation 2:25-27 But that which ye have already hold fast 

till I come. And he that overcometh, and keepeth my works 
unto the end, to him will I give power over the nations: And 
he shall rule them with a rod of iron; as the vessels of a potter 
shall they be broken to shivers: even as I received of my Father. 

• 1 Thessalonians 3:11-13  Now God himself and our Father, and 
our Lord Jesus Christ, direct our way unto you.  And the Lord 
make you to increase and abound in love one toward another, 
and toward all men, even as we do toward you: To the end he 
may stablish your hearts unblameable in holiness before 
God, even our Father, at the coming of our Lord Jesus Christ 
with all his saints.
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HABIT#2 BEGIN WITH THE END IN MIND

•Revelation 22:12  And, behold, I 
come quickly; and my reward is 
with me, to give every man 
according as his work shall be. 
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HABIT#3 PUT FIRST THINGS FIRST
Mark 12:29-34  And Jesus answered him, The first of all the 
commandments is, Hear, O Israel; The Lord our God is one 
Lord: And thou shalt love the Lord thy God with all thy heart, 
and with all thy soul, and with all thy mind, and with all thy 
strength: this is the first commandment. And the second is 
like, namely this, Thou shalt love thy neighbour as thyself. There 
is none other commandment greater than these. And the scribe 
said unto him, Well, Master, thou hast said the truth: for there 
is one God; and there is none other but he: And to love him 
with all the heart, and with all the understanding, and with 
all the soul, and with all the strength, and to love his 
neighbour as himself, is more than all whole burnt offerings 
and sacrifices. And when Jesus saw that he answered discreetly, 
he said unto him, Thou art not far from the kingdom of God. And 
no man after that durst ask him any question.
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HABIT#3 PUT FIRST THINGS FIRST

• Exodus 20:2-3  I am the LORD thy God, which have 
brought thee out of the land of Egypt, out of the 
house of bondage.  Thou shalt have no other gods 
before me.

• Revelation 22:12-14  And, behold, I come quickly; and 
my reward is with me, to give every man according as 
his work shall be. I am Alpha and Omega, the 
beginning and the end, the first and the last. Blessed 
are they that do his commandments, that they may 
have right to the tree of life, and may enter in through 
the gates into the city.
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HABIT#3 PUT FIRST THINGS FIRST
• Revelation 20:4-6  And I saw thrones, and they sat upon 

them, and judgment was given unto them: and I saw the 
souls of them that were beheaded for the witness of Jesus, 
and for the word of God, and which had not worshipped 
the beast, neither his image, neither had received his mark 
upon their foreheads, or in their hands; and they lived and 
reigned with Christ a thousand years. But the rest of the 
dead lived not again until the thousand years were 
finished. This is the first resurrection. Blessed and 
holy is he that hath part in the first resurrection: on 
such the second death hath no power, but they shall 
be priests of God and of Christ, and shall reign with 
him a thousand years.
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HABIT#4 THINK WIN/WIN  … OR IS IT 
… TODAY’S LOSS TOMORROWS WIN?

• Philippians 3:7-8  But what things were gain to me, 
those I counted loss for Christ. Yea doubtless, and 
I count all things but loss for the excellency of the 

knowledge of Christ Jesus my Lord: for whom I 
have suffered the loss of all things, and do count 

them but dung, that I may win Christ, 
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HABIT#4 THINK WIN/WIN  … OR IS IT 
… TODAY’S LOSS TOMORROWS WIN?
• The Win/Win process has four steps. 

1. See the problem from the other point of view, in terms of the 
needs and concerns of the other parties (GOD’s and the 
SINNER’s). 

2. Identify the key issues (SIN) and concerns (DEATH) 
involved. 

3. Determine what results would make a fully acceptable 
solution. (HOLINESS, LIFE)

4. Identify THE ONLY option to achieve those results. (CHRIST-
TRUST & OBEY)
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HABIT#4 THINK WIN/WIN  … OR IS IT 
… TODAY’S LOSS TOMORROWS WIN?

• John 12:24-25  Verily, verily, I say unto you, 
Except a corn of wheat fall into the ground 
and die, it abideth alone: but if it die, it 
bringeth forth much fruit. He that loveth his 
life shall lose it; and he that hateth his life in 
this world shall keep it unto life eternal.
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HABIT#4 THINK WIN/WIN  … OR IS IT 
… TODAY’S LOSS TOMORROWS WIN? THE GOOD NEWS!

•Genesis 50:20  But as for you, ye thought evil 
against me; but God meant it unto good, to 
bring to pass, as it is this day, to save much 
people alive.

The Seven Habits of Highly Effective Believers



HABIT#4 THINK WIN/WIN  … OR IS IT 
… TODAY’S LOSS TOMORROWS WIN? THE GOOD NEWS!
Ezekiel 3:17-21  Son of man, I have made thee a watchman unto the house of Israel: 
therefore hear the word at my mouth, and give them warning from me. When I say 

unto the wicked, Thou shalt surely die; and thou givest him not warning, nor 
speakest to warn the wicked from his wicked way, to save his life; the same 

wicked man shall die in his iniquity; but his blood will I require at thine hand. Yet if 
thou warn the wicked, and he turn not from his wickedness, nor from his wicked 
way, he shall die in his iniquity; but thou hast delivered thy soul. Again, When a 
righteous man doth turn from his righteousness, and commit iniquity, and I lay a 

stumblingblock before him, he shall die: because thou hast not given him warning, 
he shall die in his sin, and his righteousness which he hath done shall not be 

remembered; but his blood will I require at thine hand.  Nevertheless if thou warn 
the righteous man, that the righteous sin not, and he doth not sin, he shall 

surely live, because he is warned; also thou hast delivered thy soul. 
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HABIT#4 THINK WIN/WIN  … OR IS IT 
… TODAY’S LOSS TOMORROWS WIN? THE GOOD NEWS!
• Matthew 16:24-27  Then said Jesus unto his disciples, If 

any man will come after me, let him deny himself, and 
take up his cross, and follow me. For whosoever will 
save his life shall lose it: and whosoever will lose his 
life for my sake shall find it. For what is a man 
profited, if he shall gain the whole world, and lose his 
own soul? or what shall a man give in exchange for his 
soul? For the Son of man shall come in the glory of his 
Father with his angels; and then he shall reward every 
man according to his works.
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HABIT#5 SEEK FIRST TO UNDERSTAND – THEN TO 
BE UNDERSTOOD

• Psalms 53:2  God looked down from heaven upon the 
children of men, to see if there were any that did 
understand, that did seek God. 

• Proverbs 3:5-6  Trust in the LORD with all thine 
heart; and lean not unto thine own understanding. 
In all thy ways acknowledge him, and he shall direct 
thy paths.
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HABIT#5 SEEK FIRST TO UNDERSTAND – THEN TO 
BE UNDERSTOOD
• Proverbs 2:1-6  My son, if thou wilt receive my words, and 

hide my commandments with thee; So that thou incline 
thine ear unto wisdom, and apply thine heart to 
understanding; Yea, if thou criest after knowledge, and 
liftest up thy voice for understanding;  If thou seekest her 
as silver, and searchest for her as for hid treasures; Then 
shalt thou understand the fear of the LORD, and find 
the knowledge of God. For the LORD giveth wisdom: out 
of his mouth cometh knowledge and understanding.
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HABIT#5 SEEK FIRST TO UNDERSTAND – THEN TO 
BE UNDERSTOOD

• Psalms 111:10  The fear of the LORD is the beginning 
of wisdom: a good understanding have all they that 
do his commandments: his praise endureth for ever. 

• Psalms 119:125  I am thy servant; give me 
understanding, that I may know thy testimonies.

• Psalms 119:169  TAU. Let my cry come near before thee, 
O LORD: give me understanding according to thy 
word.
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HABIT#5 SEEK FIRST TO UNDERSTAND – THEN TO 
BE UNDERSTOOD
Hebrews 5:12-14  For when for the time ye ought to be 

teachers, ye have need that one teach you again which be 
the first principles of the oracles of God; and are become 

such as have need of milk, and not of strong meat. For 
every one that useth milk is unskilful in the word of 

righteousness: for he is a babe.  But strong meat 
belongeth to them that are of full age, even those who by 
reason of use have their senses exercised to discern both 

good and evil.
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HABIT#5 SEEK FIRST TO UNDERSTAND – THEN TO 
BE UNDERSTOOD
• Titus 2:12-13 Teaching us that, denying ungodliness and 

worldly lusts, we should live soberly, righteously, and godly, 
in this present world; Looking for that blessed hope, and the 
glorious appearing of the great God and our Saviour Jesus Christ; 

• Colossians 3:16-17  Let the word of Christ dwell in you richly in 
all wisdom; teaching and admonishing one another in psalms 
and hymns and spiritual songs, singing with grace in your hearts 
to the Lord. And whatsoever ye do in word or deed, do all in the 
name of the Lord Jesus, giving thanks to God and the Father by 
him. 
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HABIT#5 SEEK FIRST TO UNDERSTAND – THEN TO 
BE UNDERSTOOD

Galatians 6:6-9  Let him that is taught in the word 
communicate unto him that teacheth in all good things. 
Be not deceived; God is not mocked: for whatsoever a 
man soweth, that shall he also reap. For he that soweth 
to his flesh shall of the flesh reap corruption; but he 
that soweth to the Spirit shall of the Spirit reap life 
everlasting. And let us not be weary in well doing: for 
in due season we shall reap, if we faint not.
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HABIT#6 SYNERGIZE

1 Corinthians 12:1-31 

1 Corinthians 13:1-13

Ephesians 4:1-16 
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HABIT#6 SYNERGIZE
1 Corinthians 12:1-11 Now concerning spiritual gifts, brethren, I would not 
have you ignorant. Ye know that ye were Gentiles, carried away unto these 
dumb idols, even as ye were led. Wherefore I give you to understand, that no 
man speaking by the Spirit of God calleth Jesus accursed: and that no man can 
say that Jesus is the Lord, but by the Holy Ghost. Now there are diversities of 
gifts, but the same Spirit. And there are differences of administrations, but the 
same Lord. And there are diversities of operations, but it is the same God 
which worketh all in all. But the manifestation of the Spirit is given to every 
man to profit withal. For to one is given by the Spirit the word of wisdom; to 
another the word of knowledge by the same Spirit; To another faith by the 
same Spirit; to another the gifts of healing by the same Spirit; To another the 
working of miracles; to another prophecy; to another discerning of spirits; to 
another divers kinds of tongues; to another the interpretation of tongues: But 
all these worketh that one and the selfsame Spirit, dividing to every man 
severally as he will. 
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HABIT#6 SYNERGIZE
1 Corinthians 12:12-21 For as the body is one, and hath many members, 
and all the members of that one body, being many, are one body: so also is
Christ. For by one Spirit are we all baptized into one body, whether we be
Jews or Gentiles, whether we be bond or free; and have been all made to 
drink into one Spirit. For the body is not one member, but many. If the 
foot shall say, Because I am not the hand, I am not of the body; is it 
therefore not of the body? And if the ear shall say, Because I am not the 
eye, I am not of the body; is it therefore not of the body? If the whole body 
were an eye, where were the hearing? If the whole were hearing, where 
were the smelling? But now hath God set the members every one of them 
in the body, as it hath pleased him. And if they were all one member, 
where were the body? But now are they many members, yet but one body. 
And the eye cannot say unto the hand, I have no need of thee: nor again 
the head to the feet, I have no need of you. 
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HABIT#6 SYNERGIZE
1 Corinthians 12:22-31 Nay, much more those members of the body, which 
seem to be more feeble, are necessary: And those members of the body, which 
we think to be less honourable, upon these we bestow more abundant honour; 
and our uncomely parts have more abundant comeliness. For our comely parts
have no need: but God hath tempered the body together, having given more 
abundant honour to that part which lacked: That there should be no schism in 
the body; but that the members should have the same care one for another. 
And whether one member suffer, all the members suffer with it; or one 
member be honoured, all the members rejoice with it. Now ye are the body of 
Christ, and members in particular. And God hath set some in the church, first 
apostles, secondarily prophets, thirdly teachers, after that miracles, then gifts 
of healings, helps, governments, diversities of tongues. Are all apostles? are all 
prophets? are all teachers? are all workers of miracles? Have all the gifts of 
healing? do all speak with tongues? do all interpret? But covet earnestly the 
best gifts: and yet shew I unto you a more excellent way. 
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HABIT#6 SYNERGIZE
• 1 Corinthians 13:1-7 Though I speak with the tongues of men and 

of angels, and have not charity, I am become as sounding brass, or a 
tinkling cymbal. And though I have the gift of prophecy, and 
understand all mysteries, and all knowledge; and though I have all 
faith, so that I could remove mountains, and have not charity, I am 
nothing. And though I bestow all my goods to feed the poor, and 
though I give my body to be burned, and have not charity, it 
profiteth me nothing. Charity suffereth long, and is kind; charity 
envieth not; charity vaunteth not itself, is not puffed up, Doth not 
behave itself unseemly, seeketh not her own, is not easily provoked, 
thinketh no evil; Rejoiceth not in iniquity, but rejoiceth in the truth; 
Beareth all things, believeth all things, hopeth all things, endureth
all things. 
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HABIT#6 SYNERGIZE

• 1 Corinthians 13:8-13 Charity never faileth: but whether 
there be prophecies, they shall fail; whether there be tongues, 
they shall cease; whether there be knowledge, it shall vanish 
away. For we know in part, and we prophesy in part. But when 
that which is perfect is come, then that which is in part shall be 
done away. When I was a child, I spake as a child, I understood 
as a child, I thought as a child: but when I became a man, I put 
away childish things. For now we see through a glass, darkly; 
but then face to face: now I know in part; but then shall I know 
even as also I am known. And now abideth faith, hope, charity, 
these three; but the greatest of these is charity. 
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HABIT#6 SYNERGIZE
Ephesians 4:1-9 I therefore, the prisoner of the Lord, beseech you 
that ye walk worthy of the vocation wherewith ye are called, With all 
lowliness and meekness, with longsuffering, forbearing one another 
in love; Endeavouring to keep the unity of the Spirit in the bond of 
peace. There is one body, and one Spirit, even as ye are called in one 
hope of your calling; One Lord, one faith, one baptism, One God and 
Father of all, who is above all, and through all, and in you all. But unto 
every one of us is given grace according to the measure of the gift of 
Christ. Wherefore he saith, When he ascended up on high, he led 
captivity captive, and gave gifts unto men. (Now that he ascended, 
what is it but that he also descended first into the lower parts of the 
earth? 
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HABIT#6 SYNERGIZE

Ephesians 4:10-16 He that descended is the same also that ascended up far 
above all heavens, that he might fill all things.) And he gave some, apostles; and 
some, prophets; and some, evangelists; and some, pastors and teachers; For 
the perfecting of the saints, for the work of the ministry, for the edifying of the 
body of Christ: Till we all come in the unity of the faith, and of the knowledge 
of the Son of God, unto a perfect man, unto the measure of the stature of the 
fulness of Christ: That we henceforth be no more children, tossed to and fro, 
and carried about with every wind of doctrine, by the sleight of men, and
cunning craftiness, whereby they lie in wait to deceive; But speaking the truth 
in love, may grow up into him in all things, which is the head, even Christ: From 
whom the whole body fitly joined together and compacted by that which every 
joint supplieth, according to the effectual working in the measure of every part, 
maketh increase of the body unto the edifying of itself in love.
