B. PROCEDURES FOR MINISTERIAL STUDIES
General Information for All Students and Eligibility

1. The District Ministerial Studies Board (DMSB) serves
only students who are properly enrolled in the course of
ministerial study, the Nazarene Institute of Biblical Studies of
the Southern Florida District and associated colleges,
universities and Bible schools. Enrollment is open to all local,
district and lay ministers (cf. Manual of the Church of the
Nazarene or Sourcebook for Ministerial Development).

2. For relevant application forms (district license,

recognition or renewal), contact the chairman or secretary of
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the District Ministerial Studies Board. For enrollment in the
course of studies, a recognition letter from the student's
pastor, letter of testimony, and other documentation (i.e.,
official transcripts) should be sent to the chairman or
secretary of the DMSB upon enrollment.

3. Students must hold a local minister's license for a
period of one full year or longer and have completed at least
six courses from the course of study before making application
for district minister's license to district secretary.

4. For further information and guidance, contact the
secretary of the DMSB first, then the chairman DMSB and finally
one of the advisors.

5. Students should be prepared to appear for an interview
after completing six courses from the course of study, and on
the completion of the total course of study, at the annual
meeting of the DMSB.

6. Once a student receives his/her first district license,
he/she has 10 years to complete the course of ministerial study.

C. COURSES

The DMSB oversees the preparation of all elder and deacon
candidates, and all ministers will not be ordained without
having completed their respective courses and track. This also

means that unless the candidates have completed the recommended
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time required for ordination, just completing the course of
study does not complete the requirements for ordination.
D. MODE

1. The recommended mode of preparation for full-time
Christian service is by attending a Nazarene liberal arts
college or university and, if possible, the Nazarene Theological
Seminary in Kansas City, Missouri. Other modes are the Nazarene
Bible College in Colorado Springs, Colorado (also available
online); the Modular Program of the Church of the Nazarene, or
the Nazarene Institute of Bible Studies of the Southern Florida
District. The Modular Program is under the immediate supervision
of the DMSB and COS.

2. The courses required of the college/university students
are listed in the Manual par.424.3. The competency statements
for ministerial education are listed in the Manual 424.3 as well
as the Sourcebook for Ministerial Development (SMD). All
college/ university programs must meet these competency
statements. The course listing for the Modular Program can be
viewed online at Nazarenepastor.org.

E. REGULATIONS FOR THE MINISTERIAL STUDIES PROGRAM

1. Each candidate is instructed to purchase an SMD in order
to become familiar with the details of the entire program.

2. Local ministers should now begin their study program

with the modular program for ministerial candidates, if not
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enrolling in the Nazarene Bible College or a Nazarene College or
University, or NIBS.

3. All candidates should order the modular notebooks and
companion textbooks early in the district assembly year and be
very diligent to have ALL WORK done by April 10, 2008, to
receive credit in the current assembly year. Work filed after
April 10, 2008, will be credited to the following assembly year
2009 (no exceptions will be granted).

4. Students taking NBIS classes should request that all
grades for them should be posted by April 10, 2008. If their
grades are received by Registrar, Chairman or Secretary of NBIS
after this date - credit will only be posted for year 2008-2009
year.

5. All examinations should be taken at least one week
before this deadline to allow grades to be posted and presented
to the Chairman and Secretary of the DMSB.

6. Subjects will be passed by means of a closed book,
written examinations in the presence of the assigned instructor,
advisor or proctor. The exception to written examinations may be
for those students whose first language is not English and for
whom tests have not been translated into their native language.

7. Arrangements for an examination must be worked out by
the student with his/her advisor, proctor, instructor, chairman

or secretary of the DMSB.
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8. All materials and work must be submitted before grades
will be posted, and credit given for a course. Failure to
complete the assigned work will be seen as an incomplete or
deduction in grade.

9. Students should be prepared to appear for an interview
at the DMSB and/or the District Board of Ministerial Credentials
annual meetings (at the date, time and place specified).

10. All district-licensed students must complete a minimum
of two courses each year to be eligible for renewal of their
district license. Failure to comply with this procedure will
jeopardize renewal and/or result in the loss of their district
license.

11. Students are urged to plan a definite schedule of study
covering the new assembly year. Waiting until the last moment to
complete work may result in the lack of mastery of any subject,
late posting of grades, and or inability to receive materials,
all of which may cause failure to comply with the above policy,
and may result in the loss of one’s district license.
Prayerfully consider your course.

F. COLLEGE/UNIVERSITY STUDENTS

1. College/University/Seminary students are responsible for

submitting to the DMSB secretary documented evidence of academic

standing and progress through the year (a certified transcript
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from the institution attending)in harmony with the Manual, NISB
guidelines and the DMSB.

2. College/University/Seminary students are also reminded
to plan their curriculum in harmony with the Manual
recommendations for ministerial students and the COS. It is
recommended that you submit quarterly/semester updates to the
DMSB secretary and document completed work by NLT April 1, 2008.
A final transcript at graduation will be needed and evaluated by
the DMSB - (requirements stated in current Manual will not be
waived) .

G. NAZARENE INSTITUTE OF BIBLICAL STUDIES

Our district provides ministerial education, through the
Nazarene Institute of Biblical Studies of the Southern Florida
District Church of the Nazarene, for students unable to attend a
Nazarene liberal arts college/university or Nazarene Bible
College. Nazarene Institute of Biblical Studies offers a program
of classes geared toward fulfillment of educational requirements
for ordination in collaboration with the COS and modular
programming.

The 37th Annual District Assembly of the Southern Florida District began with the
ordination service at the Fort Myers First Church of the Nazarene in Fort Myers, Florida.

The pre-service music was led by the Worship Pastor of Fort Myers First Church, Rev.
David Erwin.

Dr. David F. Nixon, District Superintendent, brought greetings and welcomed the

assembly together with special guests, Dr. Dan Boone, President of Trevecca Nazarene
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University and Dr. and Mrs. Middendorf, the General Superintendent presiding over the
assembly, and his wife.

Dr. Nixon gave the presentation of the Church Growth Award. He explained the
qualifications for the selection of the candidate and announced that the recipient of the award this
year was John H. Denby, Jr., pastor of the Punta Gorda First Church. Dr. Middendorf gave him
the award and Rev. Roy Shuck gave him a book that contained writings and comments from
different people whose lives had been touched over the years by Pastor Denby.

Rev. Joey Brummett, pastor of the Fort Myers First Church brought greetings and
announcements.

Dr. Jesse Middendorf, presiding General Superintendent called the 37th Southern Florida
District Assembly to order.

Rev. Bill Buettner, District Secretary, read partial reports numbers 3, 4, and 5 of the
Ministerial Credentials Committee as follows:

A motion was made to adopt; seconded and carried by unanimous vote.

Dr. Middendorf reminded the licensed ministers of the process and the commitment of
those who have been called to ministry.

Dr. Nixon prayed for the offering and the offertory “Draw Me Nearer” was played.

The congregation sang “Holiness Unto the Lord” led by Rev. David Erwin as the
processional of the Ordinands and their wives entered the sanctuary.

Dr. Middendorf gave the Statement of Purpose and Invocation, reading from the Manual,
and then led in prayer.

Rev. Roy Shuck read from II Timothy 4:1-13 and I Peter 5.

The congregation sang “Holiness Forevermore” led by Rev. David Erwin.

Dr. David Nixon led the congregation in reading the Apostle’s Creed. Dr. Nixon shared a
challenge to the newly Licensed Ministers. Dr. Nixon asked for the Licensed Ministers to come
forward and they were presented their minister’s license by Rev. James Spear, Secretary of the
Ministerial Credentials Board. They remained standing on the platform to join the minister’s

choir. Dr. Nixon led in prayer for the newly licensed ministers.

Dr. Middendorf shared about how God is moving through the church and many are being
licensed and ordained and encouraged the new licensed ministers.

Three ministers, Rev. Gary Ball, Rev. Pascal Permis and Rev. Jorge Diaz read portions of the
manual.

A special song “Preach the Word” was presented by a quartet (Rev. David Erwin, Becky
Erwin, Brenda Farr and Ron Angles).

Dr. Middendorf brought a challenging message reminding those present about the Call of
Ministry; the Character of Ministry and the Content of Ministry.

Dr. Middendorf explained and conducted the ordination ritual. The ordinands were called
to the platform one by one and asked to kneel facing the congregation with the ministers
surrounding them and laying hands on them. They were charged and ordained by Dr.
Middendorf and individually prayed for by their pastors.

Dr. Dan Moore, president of Trevecca University gave each ordinand a statue of “The
Calling” on behalf of the University.

Dr. Middendorf presented the Ordination Class of 2010 of the 37th District Assembly to all those
present. The service ended with the benediction by Dr. Middendorf.

A reception honoring the ordinands was held after followed the service.

FIRST DAY

The morning session began with Rev. David Erwin leading the
congregation in a time of praise and worship and Rev. Joey
Brummett, Pastor of the Fort Myers First Church opened and lead
in prayer.

Dr. Jesse Middendorf, General Superintendent brought
greetings. He shared some “Nazarene Fast Facts”, as to how God
is moving and establishing His church around the world. He
brought a devotional from the book of Acts Chapter 13 on the
Church of Antioch and challenged the church to prayer and
fasting.

Following the devotional a brief video was shown from NMI
on the World Evangelism Fund. Dr. Middendorf encouraged the
pastors to download the video and share it with their churches.

Dr. Middendorf introduced Rev. Bill Buettner, District
Secretary, for the organization of the assembly and thanked him
for his good work and organization.

Rev. Buettner moved for the appointment of the following:
Statistical Secretary: Vanessa Sackett; Recording Secretary:
Eunice Puga; Pages: Chuck Lauver, Julius Sanna, Terry Williams;
Board of Tellers 1 and 2 are listed in the delegates’ booklet,
with the additions of Melroy Francis, Janet Francis, Bill
Snipley, Bonnie Snipley, Diane Rudd, Steve Russ, and Irene
Merritt; Election Secretary: Gary Merritt; Office Secretary:

Marla Buettner; that the voting area of the assembly be
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designated as the first 10 rows of all sections of the
auditorium, District Secretary’s office and Financial Office;
Special orders of the day as follows: the District
Superintendent’s report at 9:45 a.m., the report of Dr. Dan
Boone, President of Trevecca Nazarene University, and the report
of the Lake Placid Camp and Conference Center and Memoirs Report
at the beginning of the afternoon session. Rev. Buettner made a
motion to adopt the organization of the assembly; seconded;
carried and adopted.

That greetings be sent to the following persons:
missionaries who are members of the Southern District—Rev. and
Mrs. Dwight Rich; Dr. Orville Jenkins, District Superintendent,
North Florida; Dr. Larry Dennis, District Superintendent,
Central Florida; Dr. Ron Benefiel, Nazarene Theological
Seminary; and Dr. Harold Graves, President of Nazarene Bible
College and former district superintendent’s wife, Norma Spear.
By common consent the greetings will be sent.

Motion made that alternates be seated as reported by the
pastors and checked with the election certificates and so
certified; seconded; carried and adopted.

Dr. David Nixon, District Superintendent, introduced the
following pastors who have come to our District since the last
assembly: Rev. Bruce McEwen at the Palmetto church and Rev.

Chuck Lauver at the Sebring Church.
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Dr. Middendorf introduced the District Superintendent, Dr.
David Nixon for his annual report to the District Assembly (see
attached) .

During his report, the District Superintendent challenged
the delegates and churches to pledge towards the Hope One 12
Project for Haiti. Pledge cards were handed out and were then
collected with the pledges. A report on the amount collected
would be provided later. The goal was to reach $84,000 with the
higher goal to be $171,000.

Motion made to receive the District Superintendent’s
report; seconded, carried, and the report was received.

Rev. Ted Underwood, as a member of the District Advisory
Board, came on behalf of the Board and challenged the
congregation to give a generous love offering to the District
Superintendent and prayed for the offering.

Dr. Middendorf introduced Dr. Dan Boone, President of
Trevecca Nazarene University, who gave his report on the
university. He brought an update on the flood and the damage to
the campus. He highlighted the students as they provided flood
relief to the poorest neighborhoods receiving the least
assistance. He announced that a week after the flood, Trevecca
graduated 948 students. He expressed appreciation to the Trustee
and to Dennis Moore for serving as Secretary. He reported that

Trevecca 1is running in the “black” again, with high enrollment
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and receiving special distinctions from other organizations.

Dr. Boone also shared how the recent graduates are raising funds
to travel to Croatia for a 2 year mission work project. The
students at Trevecca were the first group that raised funds for
their fellow students.

Dr. Boone expressed appreciation to the District for their
financial commitment and shared the financial challenges that
the university faces when the education budget is not paid. He
presented a DVD as a gift to each church that contained
teachings from the book “Becoming Christ like Disciples”. He
also announced that Palcon will be available for downloading
from Trevecca’s website.

Dr. Boone concluded his report with a “Thank You” video
from the students at Trevecca.

Dr. Middendorf thanked Dr. Boone for his report and
reminded the churches that this is our university.

A report from the Nominating Committee was presented and
delegates were asked to read through the report in their
delegate packets. Motion made to adopt the nominating committee
report; seconded; carried and adopted.

Dr. Middendorf called for Election Secretary, Gary Merritt
and the Board of Tellers #1 to distribute ballots. All members
were asked to stand and receive their ballot and vote as

indicated. The Board of Tellers was asked to remain in the
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sanctuary until the report on the offering for Haiti was
presented.

Dr. David Nixon made a special announcement that the
offering for the Haiti project not only met our first goal but
we reached our larger goal of $171,000.00.

The congregation came to a standing ovation of celebration
and sang “Victory in Jesus”, while the Dr. David Nixon, Dr.
Dennis Moore, Pascal Permis, and other Haitian pastors ran
victory laps around the sanctuary waiving the Haitian flag.

Rev. Pascal Permis shared about his ministry with the
Church of the Nazarene and his appreciation on behalf of all the
Haitian pastors, churches and people for this act of generosity.
He thanked Dr. Nixon and Dr. Moore for their leadership of
compassion and courage. This special celebration ended with the
congregation singing the Doxology.

Dr. Middendorf announced that the love offering for the
District Superintendent was $2,000.00. Kaye Nixon was escorted
to the platform and she expressed her love and appreciation to
the people of Fort Myers First for their hospitality and
expressed appreciation to all the churches and people of the
District.

The Board of Tellers #1 was dismissed to tally the ballot.

Anthony Haney, Executive Director of the Lake Placid Camp

and Conference Center gave his report. He did not read it as it
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was included in the packet but highlighted specific areas of
growth in the finances, in attendees, and in those who have come
to know the Lord. He introduced the staff who assists in the
ministry of the camp. He also acknowledged the volunteers who
come to help. He also expressed appreciation for the opportunity
to serve in this ministry. Dr. Middendorf commended the District
for the resource of the campground and how it is managed.

Motion made to receive the report; seconded; carried and
adopted.

Dr. David Nixon presented awards to several churches. The
award to the small church (under 100) was presented Rev. Randal
Rupert, pastor of the Avon Park Church. The award to the
intermediate church was presented to Rev. Bill Buettner, pastor
of Lake Worth First. The award to the large church (250 and
above) was presented to Rev. David Shore, pastor of the Venice
Church. These pastors came forward and were given a commentary
on the book of Matthew.

The Committee report on page 23 from the District Advisory
Board was brought for adoption. Motion made to adopt; seconded;
carried and adopted.

Ministerial Credentials Report, Partial Report number 2 was
adopted in the Ordination Service. The Partial Report number 1
was presented for adoption. Motion made to adopt; seconded;

carried and adopted.
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Delegates were instructed to review the Ministerial Studies
Board report on Page 27. Motion made to adopt; seconded;
carried and adopted.

Announcements were made by Rev. Buettner and Dr. Nixon and
the delegates were then excused for lunch and instructed to
return by 2:00 P.M.

Monday Afternoon 2:00 P.M.

The afternoon session began with congregational singing led
by Rev. David Erwin. Rev. David Shore, Pastor of the Venice
Church opened the afternoon session in prayer.

The Memoirs Service began with Dr. David Nixon leading the
assembly in responsive reading. The delegates viewed a power
point presentation of the Memoirs Report. A special song, “We
Shall Behold Him” was presented.

Dr. Middendorf explained that in the 2009 General Assembly
in Orlando, Florida there were five portions of the manual
submitted for ratification. He explained that these
ratifications were coming as a motion for each District to vote
on. He presented each proposed ratification individually and it
was addressed and voted on individually. The wording was read
and presented on the screen. Dr. Middendorf explained the
reasoning and opened the floor for questions when each one was
addressed. The assembly voted with a showing of a raised hand on

the manual revisions as follows:
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1. Motion on approving ratification to Manual paragraph 1:
Carried and concurred in support. One opposed.

2. Motion on approving ratification to Manual paragraph 6:
Carried and ratified unanimously.

3. Motion on approving ratification to Manual paragraph 13
and Manual paragraph 14: Carried and ratified
unanimously.

4. Motion on approving ratification to Manual paragraph 15:
Carried and ratified unanimously.

5. Motion on approving ratification to Manual paragraph
31.2: Carried and ratified unanimously.

A short video from NPH was shared. A DVD on the Book of

Romans was given to each pastor.

Dr. Middendorf introduced Dan Casada from Casa Nazarena de
Publicaciones (Spanish Nazarene Publishing House). He came and
shared about the books in Spanish that were available.

The District Treasurer’s report was given by John K. Paul.
An addendum to the financial report in the delegate packets was
handed out. Mr. Paul presented a series of graphs to show the
history of income and expense. A motion was made to receive the
Treasurer’s Report; seconded; carried and received.

Dr. Middendorf called for the report of the Board of
Tellers #1. The results of the ballot are as follows: 236

Report of District Finances Committee on Page 35 in the
delegate packet was presented by Marlin Moore. Mr. Moore
highlighted the following items in the report regarding the new
formula for determining each churches commitment to the budget:
number XIII. Item 2 and XIV. Item 1 a.b.c.d. He also indicated
the formulas can be found on pages 38 - 39.

Dr. Middendorf explained the process in detail explaining
the planning and time that has gone into this. He also explained
that this is a philosophical change in the church. Twelve
commissions were put together to work on this project and change
the approach. It is a shift from previous year’s expenses to
calculate budget based on this year’s income. The suggestion is
to encourage each local church to do this weekly as a tithe.

Mr. Marlin Moore pointed out that it will reduce the budget
payment of approximately 75% of the churches. Questions from the
floor were addressed. Rev. Roy Shuck questioned the five year
plan for churches that were impacted. It was explained that
there is a five-year plan for churches that are involved in
large programs such as a building campaign, so that their budget
is gradually increased over a five year period, so that it is
phased over the five years. Rev. David Shore asked about

churches that are going into building plans in the future. Dr.
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Nixon explained that churches that are going to enter large
programs can apply to the District Advisory Board for a special
consideration. Rev. Foster Shmitt asked the calculation process.
Dr. Middendorf explained that the final calculation will be done
at the end of the year. If a church is under the percentage at
the end of the year, then the church can send in that amount at
the end of the year. Dr. Nixon explained that there is a program
on-line that can assist the church in calculating the amounts
and the church can check the total sum of giving.

Dr. Nixon advised that due to these changes the District
Budget was set at what is absolutely needed to run the District.

Rev. David Rambarran from Fort Lauderdale First asked about
any large donations that are designated and the donor has made a
special designation. It was explained that the church can decide
how they want to address this. The church can also apply and
come to the committee for special consideration. Rev. David
Shore stated that we will have to let the people know that 14.4%
of the donation will go to the District and General Operating
funds.

A lay person from Fort Myers First shared that the change
is going to cause the church to seriously consider reducing
costs or staff. He also questioned about love offerings that are

taken for someone or a program. Dr. Middendorf explained that
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money that passes through for special offerings or causes and is
not used for operating purposes is excluded from this formula.

A layperson from Fort Myers First commented that this is
going to discourage churches from expanding. Dr. Middendorf
explained that the Church has been working with formulas since
1983 and they have been adjusted down. The previous formula
capped what a church could pay at 20% for total income for all
purposes. The new budget formula does not have a cap and is
lower. The negative impact will be on the large church with a
large building project. The prior formula did not help the
smaller church and there is no perfect formula.

Dr. Nixon requested that churches that will need to request
special consideration should submit it for the District Advisory
Board meeting in June as they would like to address all requests
at this meeting.

Rev. Tony Miller from Bradenton First encouraged the
pastors to see this as a preaching point to use and explain that
the church is now also tithing from their income.

Rev. Sam Peters from Miami Central supported the idea and
asked how they will address the churches that do not pay. Dr.
Middendorf shared that when a church or district decides not
follow the plan and pay towards the budget, they break their
covenant. He shared that due to the decrease in giving, there

were 60 missionaries that were not replaced by attrition as
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there were no funds to do so. This year, the Church could be
considering the possibility of not replacing 90 missionaries.

Dr. Middendorf shared that this is a system to re-engage
and that each church can embrace.

Motion made to adopt the report of the Finance Committee;
seconded; carried and adopted.

Rev. Ralph Williams from the Key Largo Church asked Dr.
Middendorf to continue reminding the churches of our purpose and
that the General Church is praying for us.

Dr. Middendorf shared how the churches in low income parts of
the world are very generous and have prayed and given in amounts
beyond their means.

A DVD from the Nazarene Foundation was presented. The Pastors
were encouraged to contact Dr. Mel McCullough and talk about the
program.

Dr. Middendorf called for the reports of the pastors. Dr.
Nixon asked for all pastors to come forward and kneel at the
altar. He shared that the written reports were in the delegate
packets and the reports would be a time of prayer. He then asked
the delegates to stand around their pastors and pray for them as
he led in prayer. There was a great season of prayer around the
altar as hands were laid on the pastors and many voices were

lifted in prayer for them.

Dr. Dennis Moore shared about the Haiti project and his
first impressions. He gave some information about the children’s
center that they visited in Haiti. He shared that the District
took on a project to sponsor 50 children. The NYI has committed
to sponsoring 35 children and there are still 15 remaining to
sponsor. The amount is $20.00 a month for each child and the
commitment is for one year.

Dr. Dennis also asked people to take the pledge cards also
as a reminder to pray for Haiti.

A DVD on giving to the WEF was shown and the churches were
encouraged to use it for the Thanksgiving offering.

The Dr. Middendorf showed a power point presentation as to
where we are going as a church and the WEF. The challenge is to
raise the largest Thanksgiving offering this year. It will be
called the WEF PLUS Thanksgiving/Harvest offering. He shared
testimony of the great things that God is doing.

Dr. Middendorf commended the District Secretary, Rev.
Buettner for his good work and the Assembly for their
generosity. He also thanked Rev. Joey Brummett and the Fort
Myers First Church for their hospitality.

Motion made to allow District Secretary to edit, amend and
harmonize the minutes; seconded and carried.

Dr. Middendorf declared that the 37" District Assembly will

come to a close at the end of business. He challenged the
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Assembly delegates, pastors and friends to leave the celebration
at the Assembly and go back as missionaries.

Dr. Dennis Moore announced that we needed 13 children and
received pledges for 23 children. Dr. Moore announced on behalf
of Rev. Ted Underwood, Chairman of the District Sunday School
Ministries Board, that we will be collecting tennis shoes for
Haiti at the Sunday School Convention in September. The theme of
the convention is “Just Do It.”

District Secretary, Bill Buettner made final announcements.

Dr. Nixon expressed appreciation to Rev. Joey Brummett and
the local congregation of the Fort Myers First Church for their
hospitality. He expressed appreciation to Dr. and Mrs.
Middendorf for sharing with us.

V. Reports
A. District Officers
1. District Superintendent

General Superintendent, Dr. Jesse C. Middendorf, Dr. Dan
Boone, delegates and friends of the Southern Florida District.
We have gathered for the 37th District Assembly. This is my
fifth report as District Superintendent of the Southern Florida
District.

In August 2006, I had the privilege of being on the campus
of African Nazarene University to teach and preach. Pastors and

leaders from Kenya, Uganda and Tanzania, gathered on the Africa
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East Field for a Leaders Conference followed by a weekend
Holiness Convention. Our people in Africa believe holiness is
Africa’s hope! I will never forget “Ezekiel’s” story on opening
night of the Holiness Convention. He told us how the Lord called
him from his rather comfortable life as a pastor in Kenya, to go
to the Horn of Africa, to carry the gospel to that war-ravaged
country. So, he called his family together and discussed selling
the family’s only cow, in order to have funds to make the move.
(If you own a cow in Africa, you will never go hungry). His
family agreed, and Ezekiel set off for the Sudan. I remember he
asked God, “Where should I start?” And the Lord said, “Go east
until you see no vehicles and start there.” Incredibly, in
eighteen months time a miracle church planting movement had
started with 433 new churches planted. Here he was, back in
Nairobi, asking God and us, “What else can I do?” Ezekiel told
us that he had just passed the half-century mark in his life,
and he wanted to spend the rest of his life gathering souls for
heaven. Many responded filling the altars asking “What else can
I do?” Testimonies followed. One man told how he had fled from
Ethiopia to avoid being killed, told the Lord that night, “If
you want me to go back to Ethiopia, I’'11 go.”

Dr. Larry McKain of New Church Specialties was there as a
presenter in the Holiness Convention. We both were deeply moved

by the searching question as were men and women from all over
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Africa. Larry expressed a longing to be part of a worldwide
church planting movement, the likes of which we are seeing in
the Horn of Africa. On August 17, 2006, with at most, the last
quarter of a century of my life before me, I recorded in my
travel journal these words: “Lord, I’'m yours. Send me where you
will. Open the doors. I’11l go.” On our way to Sunday dinner in
the ANU cafeteria, Larry and I mused about what the Lord was
saying to us. We talked about moving from success to
significance at this point in our lives. I had not thought much
about it until now. Success 1is great. But significance 1is
lasting. By any measurable standard one could say Ezekiel has
been successful in the first half of his life. But deep in his
heart, he wanted the second half of his life to count for
something far more. As a district we are moving from success to
significance, first of all, because we have..
The Right People

One of the ways we achieve significance is by getting
things done through the right people. Jim Collins, in Good to
Great, says that the first challenge in any organization that
does so, is to “get the right people on the bus, the wrong
people off the bus, and the right people in the right seats—then
you must figure out where to drive it.” We have the right people
on the bus and they are in the right seats, and this bus is

heading in the right direction! For you see, “Great vision
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without great people is irrelevant.” °It takes right people in
the right seats to move a district from success to significance.

Anthony Haney, Executive Director of LPCCC begins his fifth
year on the bus. We rode on a different bus together in Dallas
and have been brothers in Christ for 12 years! This year he was
elected President of the Nazarene Camping Association. Under his
excellent leadership, LPCCC has truly moved from good to great
and from success to significance. We put our best man on our
biggest ministry opportunity and he has taken us to a level of
achievement. He has built an excellent ministry team—truly the
right people on the bus and in their right seats!

Marsha Taylor, my assistant, has been on the bus for the
past 4% years. She occupies the seat right behind the driver,
but she is not the typical backseat driver! She manages my
itinerary and does her best to keep us all on track.

Vanessa Sackett, our bookkeeper, stepped on board nearly
three years ago. Almost immediately, she started taking tickets,
collecting fares for LPCCC and the District passengers. She
makes a significant difference in the efficiency and
effectiveness of LPCCC and the District finances.

Pascal Permis, our Haitian Coordinator, was on the bus
before I arrived ministering to the Haitian people on board. He

also serves USA/Canada as Haitian Ministries Strategy

0Jim Collins, Good to Great (New York: Harper Collins Publishers, Inc., 2001). Pp. 41-42.
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Coordinator while he pastors two growing churches. As the bus
traveled forward, our friend told us to stop so that eight
churches could be planted! He has made three trips to Haiti
since the earthquake, and continues to exercise significant
leadership on our District for our 19 organized Haitian churches
and five Haitian NewStarts/CTMs.

Jorge Diaz, our Hispanic Coordinator, came on board about
the time I arrived and has passionately pursued our mission to
the Hispanic people here on SFD. Presently, we have 17
organized Hispanic churches and nine NewStarts/CTMs. Sadly, our
Bradenton Hispanic church closed even after Jorge and I made a
heroic attempt to keep them tied in.

Bill Buettner, District Secretary, boarded the bus in 2006,
and started immediately handing out report forms to the pastors
on board to find out what we accomplished for the year. This
year he reports that 11,984 of us gathered for weekly corporate
worship. Nearly 1,000 New Nazarenes were added, but over 1,000
were losses, leaving a membership of 16,214.

A year ago, John K. Paul came on board and has done an
excellent job as District Treasurer in his first full year on
the bus. You recognized his gifts and graces and last year sent
him to Nashville to get on the Trevecca bus as a trustee.

Together we raised $11,004,751. In another incredibly difficult
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year economically, 30 of our churches paid all allocations in
full!

What can be said of Dennis Moore? He bounded on board 25
years ago as an energetic young man, way back when we still
believed in bus ministry. As District NMI President, he started
passing the hat for General Budget/WEFund. We Jjoin the NMI
Convention in recognizing a silver anniversary of exceptional
leadership on our district through NMI and the Advisory Board,
our regional university as secretary of the Board of Trustees,
and our global church as a lay representative of the Southeast
Region on the General Board. Truly Dennis Moore has moved us
from success to significance in our NMI!

Our SDMI Chairman Ted Underwood got on board the bus three
years ago, and immediately started leading us in Sunday School
songs! He believes “everybody oughta go to SS!” Sunday School
is alive and well on the SFD! Our average weekly SDMI attendance
was 9,110.

NYI President Johnnie Denby Jr. came on board three years
ago and immediately organized a dodge ball game. The teens wore
him out so he’s taking early retirement. We thank him for his
heart and yes, his tears, for our young people. The NYI elected
Josh Moore, youth pastor at Pompano Beach, to join us on the bus
on May 8th. He was heard asking, does this bus have Wii? We

have asked him to serve this present age—the “Google culture”—
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in which the average teenager sends 3,281 texts per month. TGIF!
It used to mean, “Thank God it’s Friday.” No, no, it means
Texting, Google, IPhone, and Facebook! Our NYI youth groups
huddled together at Convention and underwrote sponsorships for
33 homeless Haitian kids!

To all of our pastors and laypeople who make a significant
contribution on the Trevecca Board, our district boards,
councils, and various district events. You are the right people
with the right stuff and you are moving us forward in the
direction God wants us to go. We could not accomplish what
needs to be done without you. Our Advisory Board are some of
the finest leaders I have ever worked with. They are the right
people in the right place. Thank all of you for carrying the
load with me. By ourselves, we are nothing; but together you are
helping us move from success to significance as a district.
Global Conventions & General Assembly

SFD was well represented in June 2009 at the General
Conventions of the NYI, NMI and SDMI, and at General Assembly.
Thank you to each delegate who served at this historic global
gathering, at which we elected the first non-USA General
Superintendent, Dr. Eugenio Duarte, from Cape Verde, Africa. Two
other new General Superintendents, Dr. David Graves and Dr. Stan
Toler were elected. We believe God has put the right people on

the Board of General Superintendents.
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Monarch Reality Arbitration

Unfortunately, we discovered this past year that sometimes
it takes the right lawyer. A certified letter from Monarch
Realty Partners, Inc. first came to my office on September 16,
2008—demanding a $150,000 commission on a real estate listing
neither I nor the Advisory Board had approved. West Palm Beach
attorney, Alfred LaSorte, was retained to represent the Advisory
Board. On September 16, 2009—one year later to the day—an
Arbitration hearing occurred, before Judge Walter Colbath. His
ruling would be final, and there is no appeal. What the judge
did not know is that the day after payment was demanded, God
gave me a promise from Jeremiah 1:19, NLT: “They will fight vyou,
but they will fail. For I am with you, and I will take care of
you..” As the days of waiting dragged on and on, I confess, I
began to question if we’d be successful. The morning before the
trial, I was late in putting the garbage out. Outside, there it
was: a beautiful rainbow from horizon to horizon. Right then the
Lord spoke to me. “David,” he said, “never forget, I keep my
promises.” Well, He does and two words describe the outcome:
WE WON! Success, but significant cost—nearly $25,000 in legal
fees.
New Churches

While I cannot report that we were successful in the

cooperative effort with the North and Central Florida districts
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to start an Arabic Church in West Palm Beach; I can report
success in our ninth New Church organized since 2005. On 25
Octobre 2009, Miami Iglesia del Nazareno Jesus Mi Fiel Amigo vas
organized. This newly organized church was cut loose from the
South Miami Heights Church by a pastor with kingdom eyes—Sister
Jennifer Thom. I thank Sister Thom for her willingness to allow
Pastor Oscar Rivera and the Hispanic congregation to launch out
on their own.

We currently have 14 active CTMs or NewStarts in process
toward organization. Dr. Middendorf, SFD Nazarenes are fully
engaged in our mission field making Christlike disciples. For
over a decade SFD has added over 1,000 New Nazarenes each year.
We are by no means a wealthy district—per capita giving has
dropped to $698.32-but we are a Missional District, fully
engaged in winning lost and broken people here in Southern
Florida.

If we have had success at all, it is because of a solid
foundation laid through prayer and fasting. We will continue to
intercede for our pastors, local churches, and our Vision
Prayers. We will keep these before you through our monthly
Prayer Initiative. And, I will call all who will to come to Lake
Placid for our 4th Annual Prayer Summit on January 29th. We will
not retreat, because prayer is the rhythmic and perpetual

heartbeat of the body of Christ. It is our most strategic action
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if we truly want spiritual renewal. History proves the power of
prayer. It is the holy and intimate intersection of God and His
church, where He delegates authority to His church to enforce
His will on earth as it is in heaven. Prayer is our mission
because praying is our ministry. "We cannot move from success to
significance without prayer and fasting. Again, I invite all who
will to usher in 2011 with a 21-day Daniel Fast.
Making "“Christ-full” Disciples

Our pastors reported 1,990 conversions this year and 937
New Nazarenes. Leonard Sweet told Nazarene leaders at our St.
Augustine conference, “The image of Christlikeness may be
wrong.” A recent survey by George Barna found no measurable
difference in the lifestyles, attitudes, behaviors and values of
believers and non-believers. Professing Christians are just as
apt to lie, steal, consume alcohol, or watch pornography as non-
Christians. It’s no wonder that so many people have lost
confidence in the church. Doug Small says the contemporary
church in America is “a dirty vessel without salt or light.”
The place intended to showcase the glory and holiness of God has
become a safe place to sin. “It is not the faith that needs to
be reformed, it is the church.” It will be reformed one disciple

at a time. Christ in us in the fullness of His sanctifying grace

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is what we need. So, I invite you to join me in making true,
Christ-filled disciples of all these new people we are reaching.
Giving

We encourage every Nazarene congregation to embrace the new
funding plan to support the global mission of the Church of the
Nazarene and our Southern Florida District. We pray that you
will excel in the grace of giving. The Advisory Board and
Assembly Finance Committee recommend full cooperation. Our
global church and our district are stepping out on faith to fund
our mission. Unlike previous years, you will leave the Assembly
knowing the percentage that is to be applied to all current year
church income at least monthly, but preferably weekly. We will
receive a full report later today, but basically, the total is
5.5% WEF, 2% P& B, 2.5% TNU, and 4.4% District equals 14.4%. We
urge full cooperation.
Compassion

On January 12th, a 7.2 earthquake shook the island of Haiti
to its foundations. The death toll now stands at 230,000 souls.
The human toll has been enormous. Over 600,000 lost or injured
arms or legs. One million Haitians are homeless. Fifteen-hundred
Nazarenes lost their homes. People are so traumatized that they
still refuse to sleep indoors preferring to live in tents. Our

near neighbors are surviving as best they can in tent cities
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that have sprung up on nearly every inch of green space. Even
the Presidential Palace came tumbling down.

60 of our Nazarene churches were in the earthquake zone.
More than 100 members of the Bel-Air Church in Port-au-Prince
perished. Thanks be to God, the Bel-Air Church stands tall
amidst the rubble that surrounds it—rubble that still contains
unrecovered dead. The church hosts Heart to Heart
International’s Health Clinic presently seeing over 200 patients
daily. Thousands of evacuees have shown up in the communities
of our churches, adding stress to already underserved areas.

Our hearts go out to the children of Haiti; traumatized,
homeless, hurting and orphaned. Many of our SFD Haitian
Nazarenes lost family members in the earthquake. A lady in our
Naples New Haitian church lost 18 members of her family.
Inconceivably, another lady in our Immokalee congregation lost
23. Dr. Middendorf, our Haitian people are grieving the tragic
loss of loved ones and friends. But they are not without hope,
for the joy of the Lord is their strength.

Partnerships

In late March, six of us traveled to Port-au-Prince with
Pascal Permis to decide on how best to invest in the recovery
efforts. Our first stop was the seminary for a meeting with
Haitian NCM Director, Walliere Pierre to strategize how we might

help. Then we met with Dr. Lucien Jean-Baptiste, President of
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the Haitian National Board and Seminary. We prayed with him as
he leads the seminary and National Board through the difficult
aftermath. From there we traveled to the Nazon Church of the
Nazarene where we met Pastor Manasse and Clair Louis-Pierre. The
revival service was set to begin. We recognized a hymn we have
sung many times: “Heaven Came Down and Glory Filled my Soul.” It
seemed good to Pastor Brad Fink, Treavor Pound and the Holy
Spirit that the Nazon church should be adopted by our Redlands
church that raised $14,000 in a 5K community Run for Haiti.

The people of Haiti need us, especially the children. Will
we hear their cries? Yes we will! As Dennis presented at the
NMI Convention, we are looking for 50 people or churches to
sponsor a child for 12 months ($240) currently in the Foyer
Rescue Center. Our young people have underwritten sponsorship
of 33 kids--$7,920. A second outcome of our compassion tour was
the birth of a vision for something more permanent. After
lengthy consultation with Haitian leadership and Dr. Larry
Bollinger, NCM International, the Advisory Board has approved a
plan to partner with Nazarene Compassionate Ministries and the
Tabarre Church of the Nazarene to construct a Child Development
Center on property adjacent to the church. Nelson Sadrack is
pastor. This will be known as the Hope One-Twelve Project. One
twelve is the date disaster struck and hope is what this Child

Development Center will offer. The Tabarre church will partner
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with a third of the program costs. Our threshold goal is $85,000
for construction, furniture and fixtures for the project. Our
dream goal is $171,000 that would fund construction and the
entire program for the first year. That would provide
educational scholarships for 50 children; sports ministry, arts
and music, education in civics and moral values to 150 kids; 500
children will see a doctor on a regular basis, and will receive
a nutritious lunch and vitamins at least once a week. These same
kids will have better self-esteem, be made more aware of their
God-given potential and become more confident in their future
and that of their community. These 500 kids will be directly
evangelized. Ten to 20 children will be placed in foster
families that have been educated and trained. This investment
will have a long term impact not only on the first 500 children,
but the second, third and fourth 500. This tragedy can turn into
triumph for Haiti giving the people the new start they
desperately need. While there we learned that 85% of our pastors
live in poverty. We believe that by investing in Haiti’s
children, they will lead the nation to a new dimension and a new
hope for the Church of the Nazarene. I can think of no
investment we could make that will pay dividends for decades to
come. Significance!

Nicaragua Chapel Factory
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Another project with long-lasting significance or Kingdom
impact nears completion, thanks to the generosity of the Arlene
Morris and the Longacre Family Foundation. After an eight-month
delay and two advance trips to secure the location, we are happy
to announce that God led our team to Rivas, Nicaragua, to an
uncompleted building on the seminary campus in San Jorge. For
about $15,000 we have hired contractors to convert the building
and to purchase the equipment. Success? You better believe it!
But long-lasting significance too! From this factory site, we
believe 100 church buildings throughout Nicaragua will be built
in years to come. Our team is in place. Roy Shuck, our team
leader has purchased tickets. SFD Nazarenes will depart from
Miami on June 5th to complete the very first prototype chapel
designed by Nick Stathas, a Fort Myers’ contractor and friend of
the Nazarenes—all for about $8,000 per chapel. These can be
assembled and dedicated within a week. To God be the glory! Dr.
Middendorf, SFD Nazarenes are doing significant kingdom work at
home and abroad.

An Awakening Movement

I ask you in closing to join me in praying & fasting for a
great revival and awakening movement of the Holy Spirit across
our global church. The church is reformed by revival. A hunger
for holiness has been awakened. Hundreds of our people responded

to the message of holiness on our Acts 2 Awakening Tour with lay
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evangelist, Dan Bohi, January 17-24. The powerful Presence of
the Holy Spirit was demonstrated in every service. The prophet
Joel prophesied what would happen: “In the last days, God says,
I will pour out my Spirit on all people..even on my servants,
both men and women; I will pour my Spirit.. I will show wonders
and signs..and everyone who calls on the name of the Lord will be
saved (Acts 2:17-21).

I had not experienced anything like this since the Asbury
Revival in 1970. We saw deliverance from addiction, hidden sins
confessed, and multiple healings. The power of the Lord to heal
the sick was present in most of the rallies, but especially at
the Prayer Summit where there were six instantaneous healings.
As best we can tell nearly 2,000 of our people responded to the
call to holiness, sanctification and the Spirit-filled life.
When the Spirit comes, we have power to do great and mighty
things. Thousands of disciples are yet to be made. Many, like
me, have begun a reckless pursuit of the Holy One! We’re on
fire with the Spirit of God proclaiming the truth of holiness
and entire sanctification. Since the Acts 2 Awakening, scores of
our people have continued to respond to the message of holiness
of heart and life.

May this never be said of Southern Florida: “We are
conquerors (success), but not more than conquerors

(significance). We can fight off the enemy but cannot take any
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prisoners. Ours is a defense action, not an attacking power” The
church is in flight instead of in a fight. Ours is not a day to
become choosy with the Scriptures. Ours is not a time to be a
stricken Church in a stricken world. We must lead our people to
walk in the light of holiness. Hidden sins must be confessed.
The Holy Spirit must sanctify and cleanse us from the inside
out! We must wear character and integrity as true, Christ-
filled disciples. I've joined the Brotherhood of the Burning
Hearts. Will you?

God 1s looking for some people who will prevail in prayer
and fasting until the holiness awakening we seek turns ordinary
men and women like us into people of power. Some may think they
are successful on their own. But we believe God does nothing but
in answer to prayer. I call on pastors to build houses of prayer
and to preach holiness. Holiness is America’s hope. Somebody has
to pray; let it be us! If we sow in prayer, we will reap in
power. Prayer is power. Prayer i1s wealth. Prayer is health of
the soul. I call on the people called Nazarenes in Southern
Florida not to return to our churches to remain the same. Don’t
settle for the status quo. I believe God has more than enough
grace to give us. He never intended for his people to scrape
through another year with nothing left over. Refuse to sabotage

your praying by disobedience! Look to God alone. Prevail in
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prayer. Such prayer brings power. It brings life. It brings
rain. It brings life. It brings God.

C. Assembly Committees
1. Finance Committee
(Manual, pars. 203.20, 237.1-2)

The District Finance Committee is a standing committee
representative of the district constituency: lay, ministerial,
geographical, church size, and ethnicity. It is motivated by the
great stewardship themes of the Bible, as represented in Malachi
3:8-10 and Matthew 28:19-20. It is intended that the members of

this committee be practitioners of the principles of biblical
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stewardship and representative of churches that consistently
practice regular and full remittance of all Funds for Others.
This committee strives to promote the most equitable, efficient,
and effective ways and means by which all churches may
experience both the disciplines and blessings of obedience to
God’s laws of biblical stewardship which must be taught,
preached, and modeled in attitude and action by pastors and
local leadership. It is from the biblical basis of stewardship
that your Finance Committee recommends the following:

I. Care of the Pastor

Item 1. That each local church ensure that their pastor is
a full participant in the pension plan of the church that he/
she may receive a contribution to her/his individual TSA account
and life insurance.

Item 2. Each church reimburses the pastor’s quarterly
Social Security/Medicare tax, or an amount equal to the tax, as
the pastor may elect.

Item 3. That churches contact their local IRS office or the
Pensions and Benefits office to discover various ways of saving
their pastor money on income taxes.

Item 4. That the following vacation time with full salary
be granted for accumulative full-time ministry: 1-5 years—two

weeks; 6-10 years—three weeks; 11 years and longer—one month.
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Item 5. That the church board gives prayerful, attentive

consideration to reviewing and adjusting their pastor’s salary

to normative consumer index changes at least twice a year and

annual incentive/merit increases as well. One review 1s to be

made in conjunction with their budget preparation. The church

secretary shall send a report of their decision to the district

superintendent.

Item 6. That each local church remembers its pastor and his

family at Christmas time, in a well-planned, generous, and

appropriate way. Suggestions are:

Item 7. Additional benefits the church might want to

explore for the pastor include:

Item 8. That the churches participate (up to the allowable

20 percent of salary) in the Nazarene Retirement Program (tax-

sheltered annuity) for ministers who earn their full livelihood
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from the ministry. For details write: Board of Pensions, 17001
Prairie Star Parkway, Lenexa, KS 66220.

Item 9. For those churches desiring to study the
desirability of a housing allowance in lieu of furnishing a
parsonage, guidelines may be secured from the Department of
Pensions and Benefits. The address is listed in Item 7.

Item 10. That each local church considers the pastor’s auto
expense as a local operating expense using current IRS
guidelines, or consider purchasing or leasing an auto for the
pastor’s use.

Item 11. In order to encourage tenure, enrich and honor
deserving pastors, local churches are encouraged to consider
pastoral sabbaticals in the fifth year of continuing pastoral
relationships. For details, contact Pastoral Ministries in
Kansas City.

IT. Care of Associates

Item 1. The impact the associate ministry makes upon our
district cannot be overlooked. Therefore, adequate vacation
time, semiannual salary and benefits review, love offerings,
annuities, and health insurance will need to be considered by
the local church and appropriate action taken in providing for
the associate.

Item 2. Pastors and church boards are reminded of the

Manual, par. 161, where caution is requested so that the
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employment of the associate will not tax the church’s financial
resources.
ITIT. Care of the District Superintendent

Item 1. That the district provides a housing allowance.

Item 2. That the vacation schedule in Sec. 1, Item 3 apply.

Item 3. That a gift be given at Christmas time to the
district superintendent.

IV. District Board, Committee, Department Board Travel

Item 1. That the reimbursement for travel be set at 75% of
the current IRS guidelines at the time of the travel, plus tolls
paid.

Item 2. That away-from-home meals and lodging in line of
duty be paid or reimbursed.

V. District Ministries: NYI, NMI, and Sunday School

Item 1. That each of these departments have their financial
books reviewed by an auditing committee selected by the District
Advisory Board prior to assembly time each year and copies of
these reviews be submitted to the department heads, the district
superintendent, the department secretaries, and the secretary of
the District Advisory Board prior to the convening of the
district assembly, and that this report be made available to the
District Finance Committee for the Annual Budget meeting prior

to the District Assembly.
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Item 2. That the District Treasurer be added to each
Auxiliary checking account, furnishing all necessary information
for the District Treasurer to gain access to these accounts.

Item 3. That all District Ministries Funds (District, Home
Missions, NYI, NMI, and Sunday School Ministries) be remitted
directly to the district office as one District Ministries Fund.

VI. District Office Administration

That the district superintendent be reimbursed for expenses
incurred in the line of duty: i.e., superintendents’
conferences, overnight lodging, and entertainment of guests on
behalf of the district, and occasions of representing the
district.

VII. Trevecca Nazarene University

Item 1. That our students from our local churches be made
aware of the Church Matching Scholarship of $500 that will be
credited to the school account of any student who receives a
$250 scholarship from the local church (Trevecca Region) of
which the student is a member. The student must be an
undergraduate and enrolled at Trevecca full-time (minimum of 12
hours). The local church must have paid 100 percent of the
assigned Education Fund for the assembly year closing the summer
prior to enrollment. This scholarship is available for up to

four years through age 23.
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Item 2. That our churches understand that when the District
reaches 90% payment of the Educational Budget, all money above
90% goes to direct financial aid to SFD students.

Item 3. That each local church be made aware of additional
scholarships available through Trevecca Nazarene University.
Most, 1f not all of the Educational Budget paid by the Trevecca
Region funds scholarships for Nazarene students.

VIII. Giving to Nazarene Bible College

Item 1. That each church observe Nazarene Bible College
Sunday, October 3, 2010, by receiving an offering sponsored by
the church school and/or budgeting an appropriate amount. This
offering is to be sent directly to the Nazarene Bible College,
1111 Academy Park Loop, Colorado Springs, CO 80910-3717.

IX. Support of the American Bible Society

Item 1. That each church observes American Bible Society
Sunday, December 12, 2010. This offering is to be sponsored by
the Sunday School ministries, but a church-wide opportunity to
give should be planned and/or an appropriate amount budgeted.
This offering is to be sent immediately on a standard remittance
form to: General Treasurer, Church of the Nazarene, 17001
Prairie Star Parkway, Lenexa, KS 66220.

X. Giving to Nazarene Theological Seminary
Item 1. That each church observes Seminary Sunday, January

31, 2010, by distributing NTS publicity materials and receiving
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an offering in behalf of the campaign and/or appropriate amount
budgeted. Those monies are sent immediately to Nazarene
Theological Seminary, 1700 East Meyer Blvd., Kansas City, MO
64131.

XI. District Loans to Churches

Item 1. Since several of our churches have long-standing
loan obligations, we recommend that systematic plans be
implemented to assist these churches in securing other loans to
repay the district.

Item 2. We recommend that churches with outstanding
district indebtedness adopt a weekly or monthly repayment plan
as computed by the district treasurer and approved by the
District Advisory Board.

Item 3. Information concerning individual church accounts
may be secured from the district office (please consult
“"Official Directory” in the District Journal).

Item 4. All churches having received loans from any
district source must comply with agreed amortization assignment
or be subject to review and/or additional assessment.

Item 5. All churches assisted by the district in loans or
subsidies must be responsive in payment of each of the Funds for
Others. Failure to do so may be resolved by a requested meeting
of the pastor with either the District Board of Ministerial

Credentials or the District Advisory Board for encouragement.
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XITI. District Journals

Item 1. Nazarene Publishing House will no longer publish
the District Journal. The General Secretary’s office will
deliver an electronic copy after the final audit is completed.
The District Office will distribute the electronic copy and each
local church may reproduce the journal in any manner deemed to
be cost effective.

XIII. Monthly Giving Plan

Item 1. That the Funds for Others be included in the local
church budgeting of weekly and monthly financial needs.

Item 2. That the local church operating budgets include
paying all District, Educational, Pensions and World Evangelism
Funds for Others by applying 14.4% to church income and sending
it to the District Office using the form provided, in at least
monthly payments beginning April 1, of each fiscal church year.

Item 3. That each local church considers implementing a
Faith Promise program for missions. Details are available from
Global Ministry Center.

Item 4. That the district treasurer supplies a monthly
report to be included in the Flame.

Item 5. That all local churches prepare an annual or semi-
annual operating budget for each assembly year that includes
planning for payment using the new funding plan (please see

Manual, par. 129.6).
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Item 6. That all monies of the local church be kept in
accordance with the Church of the Nazarene Manual paragraphs
129.21-129.23.

Item 7. That all church records be open at all times to the
examination of the pastor.

XIV. Funding our Global and District Mission

Item 1. A new funding plan for the global ministries of the
Church of the Nazarene has been adopted. The global mission of
the Church and District shall be funded by a tithe (10%) plus
4.4% of local church income with no deductions on current year
income.

a. Church income is defined as any donation received by a
church that qualifies as a charitable contribution.

b. A rare circumstance adjustment may be requested for
income outside the church’s normal activity that would
dramatically increase budgets during the affected assembly year.
If approved by the district superintendent and Advisory Board,
the Rare Circumstance Adjustment application will be forwarded
to the Global Ministry Center for processing.

c. Churches whose budgets increase significantly may elect
to phase-in compliance over a five-year period. The District
Office should be notified in writing by the pastor when this

option is exercised.
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d. At least monthly each local church should send 14.4% of
its net church income to the District Office. Net Church income
is defined as church income as defined in item l.a less Faith
Promise and Approved Mission Specials. This will be distributed
as follows: World Evangelism—5.5%; Pensions & Benefits—2%;
Trevecca Nazarene University—2.5%; District Ministries Fund—

Item 2. The District NMI, NYI and SDMI will be funded by 5%
of District Ministries Funds received monthly not to exceed
$20,000 for fiscal year 2010-2011.

XV. Home Missions Funds

Item 1. We recommend that church planting efforts continue
in strategic growth areas of the district and creative means be
explored to develop NewStart congregations.

Item 2. Churches receiving financial assistance must submit
a monthly financial statement from the church to the district
office.

Item 3. Along with district leadership, capable churches
and pastors are encouraged to sponsor NewStart congregations
within their facilities or beyond.

Item 4. A church that sponsors a new NewStart congregation
will report the dollars spent for the NewStart on line 37 of the
annual pastor’s report.

XVI. District Advisory Board

Report of the President and Council

May 15, 2010
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Dr. Nixon, mission presidents, pastors, delegates, guests
and friends of this 37th annual Southern Florida District,
Nazarene Missions International Convention:

Part I - Can it be 25 years?

It was a cold February morning in 1986 the two couples
shown here conspired together on an auto trip from Palm Beach
County to the Holiday Inn in Sebring. Bob and Frances Spear (on
the left) were our District’s first family and Paul and Mayme
Bickes were my first pastor and wife - that I didn’t also call
Dad or Mom.

Together, these two couples conspired to suggest to the
District Nazarene World Mission Society Council - that they
should take a chance for a mid-year presidential replacement on
someone with virtually no mission experience. And so when I
arrived in Sebring later that same day for the mid-year Sunday
School leadership conference - I was informed by teen
representative James Smith that that the Mission Council had
just elected me as President. When they pressed me for my
reaction - I thoughtfully stated, “Where are the restrooms?”

And so began a list of firsts: I chaired the Mission
Council for the first time - in fact it was the first time I had
ever attended a district mission council meeting. Three months

later I presided at my first mission convention - in fact it was

the first time I had ever attended a district mission
convention.

So today in 2010 - it is difficult to comprehend that 25
years have elapsed since those two couples conspired in that
Buick Park Avenue. I’'m sure there is some smiling today as Big
Bob, Frances and Mayme look over the banister of heaven to check
on how we are doing.

At that convention in 1986, Wendy and I were dealing with a
2 year old, a 5 year old and an 8 year old in our family.

Today, Wendy and I are having fun dealing with a 2 year old and
a 5 year old - both grandsons. With that our family has
expanded with a son-in-law and a new daughter-in-law — just last
December.

At that first convention in Pompano, several of us
including Mike Braman and Charlie Smith - had numerous sleepless
nights in preparation. We spent an unbelievable $600 to
introduce something that had never been used at a district
function before - a 3-tube video projector. In those days we
had to hire a professional technician to set it up.

In your delegate packet is a list of all 25 themes we have
used over the years.

In Princeton we had a farm theme and literally turned the
convention audience into a field of harvest wheat. That same

year — we knocked down the Berlin Wall in our evening reception.
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At Bradenton we’ve had a large scale bread factory, a huge

waterfall and a Boeing 797 Dreamliner. The district

superintendent and I have driven into the sanctuary on

motorcycles with our Nazcar Race to Win the World theme.

While we have been experiencing unprecedented financial

struggles (for 3 years now), sometimes it helps to pull back and

look at the big picture. 1In the past 25 years, the Southern

Florida District has collectively given over $13.3 million

dollars to the World Evangelism Fund and another $6.6 million to

the various special mission offerings. Combining everything,
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over these past 25 years we are just a few dollars short of
giving $20 million dollars to missions!

In these 25 years we have been blessed to have several
active missionary families who have been part of this journey as
members of our district. The truth is that in high school and
early college I had a call to missions - but decided to go my
own way. So when we have couples like Ken and Linda Walker who
served 37 years in Africa and Dwight and Carolyn Rich who have
served 27 years in Ecuador, South America - that is really,
really special.

When the Walkers, or the Richs or any of our host of
retired missionaries come around — I believe we are on holy
ground with a holy presence. And while I will never have the
opportunity to redo that part of my life - our God is a second
chance God. So, even though I am working in “Plan B”, I have
this remarkable opportunity to serve our district - to help us
all understand that billions in our world need someone to bring
them the hope and love of Jesus. Let’s pray that God will
provide new missionaries to replace the void left by the
Walker’s retirement.

Part II - Our Missions Council

Over these 25 years it has been my honor to work with over

a hundred people who have sacrificed and served on our District

Missions Council. I thought it would be interesting to
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introduce our current council from those who have served the
longest to those just completing their freshman year. This
council has collectively given over 251 years to mission
service.

Amazingly, three members of our council have served every
step of the way for these 25 years.

May Bell Lin has served on the Council for our entire 36
year history - all but three years as our Treasurer. She has
probably handled over $2 million dollars through the district
mission treasury during those years. Later today, May Bell will
be giving her report.

Katherine Whiting has served on the NMI Council for 31
years. Katherine currently serves as our Ft. Lauderdale Zone
Coordinator.

Rev. Ardee Coolidge has served 29 years in a variety of
positions - but in recent years has given direction to our
Compassionate Ministries program. Later, I will talk about our
unbelievable compassionate ministry efforts to assist Haiti.

America Region to help construct a unique chapel factory in
Nicaragua. The project was made possible through a generous
grant from the Longacre Foundation, coordinated by our own
Arlene Morris of Okeechobee. Rev. Roy Shuck is leading a group
to Nicaragua next month to assist in completing this chapel

factory. They will also construct the first “manufactured” or
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“instant” chapel from the factory in a nearby community. We
will be meeting and praying for that group later today.

Both Philemon Permis and Amanda Pound have served two years
as our teen representatives. We congratulate Amanda on her high
school graduation and her plans are to attend Edison State
College this fall. Philemon 1is retiring due additional
responsibilities at his school and church.

We are pleased that Lee Ann Helzer has served 2 years as
our Alabaster Coordinator. We had nearly a ten percent increase
in Alabaster giving this year. We have recently learned that
approximately $1 million dollars in Alabaster funds have been
allocated to help in the reconstruction of our churches in
Haiti.

In just 2 years Rev. Josh Moore (and no we are not related)
has completely reorganized and re-invigorated our Youth Mission
Encounter. NYI Global Director, Gary Hartke was our speaker
last fall. Our teens completed service projects in the Fort
Lauderdale and Pompano Beach areas. Josh organizes a great line-
up of meaningful service projects, enabling our teens to get
close and personal with both people and animals in need. We
congratulate Josh on his election last week as our new District
Nazarene Youth International President. More and more, our

district leadership is looking Moore and Moore.
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We appreciate Dianne Hermann who has served two years as
our Palm Beach Zone Coordinator.

Rev. Pierre Paul is finishing his first year as our Mission
Education and World Mission Broadcast Coordinator. We
experienced only a slight decrease in giving to World Mission
Broadcast. Pastor Pierre has been very involved with this
year’s convention music and translation.

Also finishing her first year is our children’s MissionCall
Coordinator, Kandy Griffith. She is working with an additional
30 children who reported a call to missions at last year’s
Children’s Mission Adventure.

There is one final person who is fully engaged with

missions and that is our District Superintendent, Dr. David

Nixon. The more I work with Dr. Nixon, the more I realize how
he is God’s man to lead our nearly 90 churches. He and Kaye
have a special feeling for missions. He shows extreme

sensitivity to those who are hurting and yet he is not afraid to
confront issues or problems and not let them get out of control.
I have observed Dr. Nixon in a host of difficult and
challenging situations -- on our district, in mission areas and
even at Trevecca. In all occasions he seeks the leading of God
— and then works to move forward to find solutions and implement

plans that brings honor to the Kingdom. Thank you, Dr. David
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for the love and mentoring you have extended to me and our
entire District family.

I’'m now going to ask our council to stand at this time.
Let’s all express our appreciation for their efforts over this
past year.

Part III - World Evangelism Fund and the new “Funding the
Mission” formula

Our World Evangelism Fund provides the fuel that runs our
world wide evangelistic effort for the Church of the Nazarene.
Not since the Great Depression, some 80 years ago, has our
nation experienced such difficult financial times. Currently,
about 96 percent of the World Evangelism Fund comes through
contributions made by Nazarene congregations in the United
States.

Last year, the District Assembly authorized the Advisory
Board to set the budget formulas. The Advisory Board departed
substantially from the recommended formula and reduced our
overall World Evangelism Fund goal by nearly $200,000. We
thought it was a sufficient reduction for our district to

experience some overall success again. We were wrong by
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$60,000. So, for the third year in a row - we were unable to
reach our minimum 90 percent goal for our World Evangelism Fund.

On a more positive note, 23 of our churches overpaid their
World Evangelism Fund by 103 percent or more to receive the
denominations “Award of Excellence”. Avon Park overpaid their
World Evangelism Fund by an amazing 200 percent!

A little later this morning - we will be discussing the new
“Funding the Mission” budget formula in more detail. The new
formula is based on church income instead of church expenses.
While I realize this is going to be an adjustment for some
churches - I believe the overall process is fairer. We have
called the formula “T plus D” - which stands for a 10 percent
tithe plus funding for the District Budget. The 10 percent
tithe includes the World Evangelism Fund, your pastor’s
retirement pension, and support for our regional educational
institution - Trevecca Nazarene University.

Beginning now — we are asking each church to send their “T
plus D” or “Tithe plus District” to the District Office for
processing. The question we need to ask: In difficult financial
times do we expect our church people to continue tithing from
whatever income they receive? I think we would agree that God
expects us to be disciplined in our personal tithing. God
blesses our efforts — no matter the financial challenges we

face. 1In this new budget formula we are only asking our
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churches to do what is expected of individual members - and that
is to tithe the income or in our case it is “T plus D”.

Central to this is our attitude toward giving. If we
conclude and honestly believe that we are inter-dependent,
inter-related and inter-connected - then our contributions to “T
plus D” or “Tithe plus District” become a new passion. I like
this statement from the Lausanne Movement which states,
“Evangelization requires the whole church to take the whole
gospel to the whole world.” Let’s all be part of the whole
church.

Part IV - Haiti

We sincerely thank the churches of our district for all
they have done to support Haiti and our Haitian people through
the unbelievable earthquake disaster.

We have attempted to quantify what we think our churches
have done to assist Haiti. These numbers and information are
likely considerably less than what has actually been
accomplished:

Ft. Lauderdale First, Palm City New Hope and Naples New
Haitian have or are collectively sending six - 40 foot ocean
containers to Haiti full of clothing, food, medical supplies and
other emergency provisions.

Our district churches have sent at least 6,000 Crisis Care

Kits to Haiti. Besides what was sent through the five ocean
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containers - other Southern Florida churches donated over 500
boxes of clothing and another 500 boxes of medical supplies and
tarps. These boxes helped fill the 8 ocean containers shipped
to Haiti by Nazarene Compassionate Ministries from the warehouse
secured by pastor Obed Santiesteban and the Hialeah Good
Shepherd Church. We had hundreds of volunteers who assisted in
packing and preparing those 8 ocean containers.

In your packet is a chart showing our collective giving to
Compassionate Ministries this year. Combining the contributions
that went to the Nazarene Global Ministry Center and the
district - Southern Florida Nazarenes have contributed an
amazing $155,000 dollars - most designated for Haiti. Our
churches reported giving another $100,000 dollars directly to
Haiti churches or to other relief charities. This does not
include the thousands of dollars of direct assistance and
contributions made by our Haitian churches that were not
reported. This support and compassion is unprecedented for our
district.

Thank you for sending me to Haiti and allowing me to
observe first hand, not only the awful destruction, but also how
the Haitian people are living day-to-day. As I said last night,
I think it may be Friday in Haiti today, but I have to believe

Sunday 1s coming.
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While there was unimaginable horror and destruction and
death that was and still lurks in Haiti, I believe God’s people
can unite and through God’s help, create a new day, a new
church, a new life and a new hope for the nearly 120,000
Nazarenes living there. Many Nazarenes churches are already
experiencing the flames of revival. I don’t think it is
unreasonable to believe God could come and bless those 120,000
members — to see the church easily swell to over a half-million
believers.

I found this scripture in John 16 that I believe has a
message for us. It is Jesus talking - and for me it is as if
Jesus 1s talking to Haiti, “.now you are sad, but I will see you
again, and your hearts will be filled with gladness, the kind of
gladness that no one can take away from you. 23When that day
comes, you will not ask me for anything. I am telling you the
truth: the Father will give you whatever you ask of him in my
name.” There IS a hope for Haiti.

In just a little while, we will be unveiling our “Hope One
12" project for Haiti. One Twelve is the date of the earthquake
— but our plan provides a new hope for Haiti. This plan will
have a profound impact on approximately 500 Haitian children
immediately, but potentially thousands of children over the next
few years. What better way to bring hope to a needy nation than

through training and teaching children about God’s love. While
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for this hemisphere, Haiti is often described as the least, the
last and the lost - I believe the people of Southern Florida
could have an important role helping Haiti to be the best, the
first and the found - for Christ.

Conclusion

What an unbelievable journey this has been for me and Wendy
and our entire family over these past 25 years. It certainly
has changed the direction of our lives. And while I have never
been sufficiently organized to not experience considerable sleep
deprivation for the days approaching each of these 25
Conventions -- the personal and spiritual rewards have been
overwhelming.

Thank you for the love and patience and encouragement and
your prayers. It is an honor to be part of God’s love army. It
is an honor to have some influence in helping to reach our world
for Jesus.

The international congregations of our Southern Florida

District came together for the 37th annual Convention of

Nazarene Missions International on Friday night, May 14th at the
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Fort Myers First Church of the Nazarene with the sanctuary and
exterior entrances lined with the flags of the “Nazarene
Nations.”

Dr. Dennis Moore, NMI District President, welcomed the
people and introduced the host pastor, Rev. Joey Brummett, who
brought greetings and made announcements.

Amanda Pound, youth representative on the NMI Council,
opened the service with prayer.

The worship pastor for the Fort Myers First Church, Rev.
David Erwin, led the praise team and the congregation in songs
of worship: Days of Elijah; Jesus Saves; Hallelujah! Thine the
Glory; and Mighty to Save. The words were displayed on a wvideo
screen using three languages, English, Spanish and Creole.

This was followed by a very moving video prepared by
Jonathan Moore that documented first hand the devastation and
needs in Haiti following the earthquake on January 12, 2010.

Dr. Dennis Moore explained the process for selecting
candidates for the District Distinguished Service Award.

He described the service of the first recipient as pictures
were shown on the screen. The first recipient took initiative
upon the devastation in Haiti and helped find and organize
warehouse space in Miami which became the main center for
receiving supplies and distributing them to Haiti for Nazarene

Compassionate Ministries and the entire Church of the Nazarene.
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Rev. Obed Santiesteban, Associate Pastor of the Hialeah
Good Shepherd Church was presented with this award. Rev.
Santiesteban was given a standing ovation by all present.

Dr. Moore described the service of the second recipient who
is known throughout Haiti, North American and particularly
Southern Florida. This recipient has traveled to Haiti three
times since the devastating earthquake and has provided direct
financial assistance to pastors and churches in need - all on
behalf of the Southern Florida District. He currently oversees
two Haitian churches on the South Florida District and is the
U.S.A. Coordinator for all Haitian churches.

Rev. Pascal Permis, Pastor of Indiantown Evangelical was
presented with this award. Rev. Permis was given a standing
ovation by all present.

Dr. Moore introduced Larry Bollinger, who is the Global
Director of Nazarene Compassionate Ministries for the Church of
the Nazarene. Mr. Bolinger had expressed a desire to be present
for our convention to express appreciation for all the Southern
Florida District has collectively accomplished on behalf of the
people and churches of Haiti.

Mr. Bollinger reminded the congregation about the history
and the reason why the church is called Nazarene, as Jesus of
Nazareth met the people where they were. He also congratulated

the Southern Florida as collectively the District and churches

have done more than any other group in the Nazarene world to
provide direct and effective assistance to the people, churches
and schools of Haiti.

On behalf of a grateful Church of the Nazarene he thanked
the District and was honored that he could present the “Good
Samaritan Award” to the Southern Florida District for their
assistance to Haiti. Dr. David Nixon, Rev. Obed Santiesteban and
Rev. Pascal Permis joined Dr. Moore on the platform to receive
this award on behalf of the District.

Dr. David Nixon shared that as churches and individuals,
the Southern Florida District had given over $155,000 in direct
“compassionate ministry” aid to Haiti.

Dr. Moore expressed appreciation to Larry Bolinger for
being a part of our service and for the award.

Dr. Moore shared with our Haitian people that we hurt with
them. He then asked for all our Haitian pastors and their wives
to come to the platform with a child from their congregation.
The children represent the future of our church. The 15 pastors
came forward holding a large “building rock” (card board box
painted to appear like a rock). Dr. Moore continued to share
about the devastation that he personally witnessed in Haiti.

He then asked the Haitian pastors to turn the rock around
to display a larger number drawn on it. He shared that the

numbers represented the families from that pastor’s congregation
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that had been impacted by the earthquake. The numbers varied in
different amounts with one pastor showing that 60 families had
been impacted at his church.

Dr. Moore thanked the District for allowing him to travel
to Haiti for the first time. While what he saw on the trip was
sad, depressing and devastating, it was also exhilarating and
challenging to see how God was moving and how God could impact
Haiti for great Christian growth.

Dr. Moore reminded the congregation of the sermon entitled
“It’s Friday, But Sunday’s a’ Com’in!” by Tony Campolo. He
began by quoting parts of the sermon and liking it to the
situation in Haiti. Some of his thoughts included:

“It was Friday, and my Jesus was dead on the tree. But
that’s Friday and Sunday’s a com’in!” “It’s Friday, and in Haiti
over a million souls are living on the streets or in crowded
tent cities beyond our human belief and understanding. Many of
those souls don’t even know today’s Friday - but for those
souls, Sunday’s a com’in!” “It’s Friday in Haiti, there are
thousands who are injured and have lost their limbs, but that’s
because it’s Friday and Sunday’s a’ com’in!” “This Friday in
Haiti, children are huddled in tents, crowded together in beds
on the ground. For some children they’ve lost their parents to
the earthquake or they haven’t seen their parents in days, but

Sunday’s a’ com’in!”
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“This Friday Haitian Nazarene pastors are still working to
feed their flock - with water that quenches thirst and a hope
that provides eternal life. Those pastors may meet their flock
under a tarp with a hope the rains will stay away, but Sunday’s
a’ com’in!”

He then asked the pastors to turn the blocks again and they
had written what they felt to be the greatest prayer need for
Haiti. The children took the “building rocks” and built an altar
from them.

Dr. Moore then asked all the Haitian pastors, their wives
and the children to gather around the altar and then invited all
the pastors of the district to come forward and gather around
the Haitian families.

Each person present was then asked to open the small
envelope they had received when entering the sanctuary. The
envelope contained a rock with the words “Joshua 3:5” imprinted
into the stone. Joshua 3:5 states “Consecrate yourselves, for
tomorrow the Lord will do amazing things among you.”

Dr. Moore challenged each person to place the rock where it
would serve as a reminder to pray for Haiti, our missionaries
and for all those around the world who do not know the love of

Jesus.
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He reminded us that the verse in Joshua gives us new hope
and Joshua may be saying again to us, “It’s Friday, but Sunday’s
a’ Com’in!”

He then invited pastors, representing the three main
language groups of our District to pray. Rev. Obed Santiesteban
prayed in Spanish; Rev. Jean Cidel prayed in Creole; and Dr.
David Nixon prayed in English.

A choir and orchestra of brothers and sisters from our
Haitian congregations sang the hymn “The Solid Rock”.

Dr. Charles Gailey shared about the wonderful evening
service and expressed appreciation for Dr. Dennis Moore. He
shared that he knows Rev. Pascal Permis, has known Larry
Bollinger since he was a child, and knows well our retiring
missionaries, Ken and Linda Walker.

Dr. Gailey then introduced our guest missionaries (from a
creative access country — thus their names do not appear in this
publication) who were the speakers for the convention. Special
gifts were presented to them and their children.

The Fort Myers Praise Team, led by Rev. David Erwin, sang
"I Go To The Rock”.

The guest missionaries then spoke and movingly shared with
the convention about all that God was doing in a very Christian-

resistant area of the world.

Dr. David Nixon shared that the evening offering would help
our guest missionaries with pastoral training in areas where
access is difficult and dangerous. He challenged the people to
give and prayed for the offering. The offertory was sung by
Vasthie Dessources, accompanied by the Haitian Choir and Ft.
Myers First Praise instrumentalists.

Rev. Ken Walker closed in prayer.

Dr. Dennis Moore then came to the platform to honor the 37
plus years of missionary service by Dr. Ken and Linda Walker. He
shared the history of their ministry with a PowerPoint
presentation and shared their connection to our District when
they served as Youth Pastors at the Pompano Beach Church.

Dr. Moore then called the convention to order for a very
special business session.

Dr. Moore shared that the Walkers had been our ambassadors
to Africa and read the following resolution:

WHEREAS, Dr. Peter Ken Walker and Mrs. Linda Walker have
served together as missionaries for the Church of the Nazarene
for over 37 years; and

WHEREAS, their local church membership has remained with
the Pompano Beach Church of the Nazarene for nearly 40 years
where Ken and Linda served as youth pastors upon graduation from

Trevecca Nazarene University; and
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WHEREAS, Dr. Ken and Linda Walker assisted or served the
Church of the Nazarene in South Africa, Swaziland, Mozambique
and Madagascar; and in recent years the Caribbean and Belize;
and

WHEREAS, Dr. Ken and Linda Walker devoted nearly their
entire missionary career to training Africans to accept, achieve
and advance the church entirely on their own; and

WHEREAS, Dr. Ken and Linda Walker assisted in developing
the African pastoral leadership in Mozambique following a bloody
civil war and saw church membership rise from 10,000 before the
war to over 130,000 today; and

WHEREAS, Ken and Linda Walker lovingly raised Tamara, Brian
and Brad as “Missionary Kids” in Africa to see all three
involved in ministry service today.

RESOLVED, That upon the occasion of their retirement as
career missionaries for the Church of the Nazarene, this 37th
Annual Convention of the Southern Florida District, Nazarene
Missions International does hereby give them this title,
designation and recognition: Dr. Ken and Linda Walker, Southern
Florida District Missionaries Emeriti.

FURTHER RESOLVED, That this convention and all the Southern
Florida friends of Dr. Ken and Linda Walker extend our sincere
gratitude for their sacrifice and service to the church and to

God’s Kingdom, and
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That we will pray for God’s continued blessings on the
Walkers and their family as they continue their service to
Christ and follow new opportunities for ministry.

Rev. Foster J. Schmitt II, Pastor of the Pompano Beach
Church, also shared about the positive impact the Walkers have
had on the church. As the current pastor, it was his privilege
and honor to make a motion that the convention approve the
resolution and grant them Emeritus status. Rev. Pascal Permis
seconded the motion. He shared how he was a student of Dr.
Walker and sat under his teaching. The motion passed unanimously
with raised hands, followed by a rousing standing ovation.

Dr. Nixon and Dr. Moore presented them with a “goody” bag.
They shared with the convention how the Walker’s desire was to
return to Africa. On behalf of the District, Dr. Moore presented
them with a card and a check for $4,500 to help cover some of
their Africa trip expenses.

Rev. Ken Walker translated an African saying that “My mouth
is not big enough to say what I want to say”. He expressed
appreciation for Linda and him and said that if they had another
life to live, they would serve and do it all over again.

Dr. Moore asked them to remain in the front of the

sanctuary so that people could greet them.
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Dr. Moore shared some closing announcements and thanked the
Haitian Choir for the special music and thanked everyone for
coming to the evening service.

The convention then began a cake and punch reception in
honor of the Walkers.

Saturday Session, May 15, 2010
8:30 AM

The Children’s Mini-Mission Convention began at 8:30 a.m.
for school age children. It was lead by Candy Waller.

Rev. David Erwin, music minister of the Fort Myers First
Church, lead the choir in an opening praise song, “High and
Lifted Up” and then lead the congregation in singing “How Great
Thou Art” and “How Great Is Our God”.

Rev. Pascal Permis shared his thoughts about prayer and
lead a time of international prayer. He asked for three people
to pray in their native language representing the three language
groups of the delegates: Rev. Pierre Paul prayed in Creole, Rev.
Jorge Diaz prayed in Spanish and Wes Chambers prayed in English.

Kaye Nixon brought the Memorial Roll 2009-10 presentation.
A list of names, photos and words of remembrance were displayed
on the screen for individuals in the churches who had passed
away.

Rev. Joey Brummett, host pastor of the Fort Myers First

Church brought greetings and announcements.
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Dr. David Nixon, District Superintendent, welcomed the
delegates and introduced the District NMI President, Dr. Dennis
Moore, and stated this was Dr. Moore’s 25th year in serving and
leading the convention as President.

Dr. Moore made announcements and gave instructions for
those who brought donations to the convention to be shipped to
Haiti. Dr. Moore also shared that a correction was made on the
Award of Excellence to include Bradenton First Church and
requested prayer for Mary Shuck, District NMI Vice President,
who was taken to the hospital after the Friday evening service.

Dr. Dennis Moore, District NMI President, called to order
the 37th Annual NMI Convention of the Southern Florida District.
Mrs. Trish Spear, District NMI Secretary, read matters regarding
the convention organization and moved to set the time of the
meetings from 8:30 a.m. to 1:00 p.m.; that the entire sanctuary
except the back two rows (for visitors) be established as the
voting area. Motion seconded and carried.

A motion was made, seconded and carried for the following
convention assistants: Recording Secretary-Eunice Puga;
Elections Secretary-Bob Spear; Daily Journal Committee-Trish
Spear, May Bell Lin and Kaye Nixon; Pages—Coordinator-Dianne

Hermann with Philemon Permis, Hannah Polk and Amanda Pound.
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Elected alternates were seated and it was announced that
once they were seated the regular delegate could not take their
place.

Dr. Moore stated that greetings had been received from
Global NMI Director, Dr. Daniel Ketchum; Global NMI President,
Rev. Jennifer Brown; and the Southeastern Region Representative
on the Global NMI Council, Mrs. Tawanda Mills.

A video greeting from Dr. Daniel Ketchum and Rev. Jennifer
Brown was shown. Video greetings were also shown from our
Southern Florida District missionaries, Rev. Dwight and Carolyn
Rich, who are serving in Ecuador for the South America Region.
The Riches are members of the Ft. Lauderdale Manor Church.

Greetings will be sent to the missionary families
previously mentioned, as well as to our new LINKS missionaries,
Dr. Louie Bustle, World Mission Department Director and our
Regional office.

The retired missionaries serving on the district were asked
to stand and be acknowledged.

Dr. Nixon introduced Dr. Dennis Moore for his 25th Annual
Report of the President and NMI Council. (See report attached)
The report was read and combined with on-screen wvideo
photographs and videos of events throughout his 25 years serving

as President. Dr. Moore introduced all of the council members

beginning with those that had served the longest to the most
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recent, showing their pictures on the screen. The convention
delegates responded and received the report with a standing
ovation.

Dr. Nixon expressed appreciation to Dr. Moore for his
powerful, touching and motivating report.

The children then came out with balloons that said “Thank
You Dennis!” in honor of his 25 years of service.

Dr. Nixon called the Moore family to the platform and
special gifts were presented to him and his wife, Wendy, which
included flowers, cards, a standing world globe for his office
and a silver watch with the inscription on the back “NMI 25
Years”.

Rev. James Spear shared some thoughts about the District
stating that at the time it was formed no one imagined that it
would become the international church it is today. In memory of
his father and the District’s first Superintendent, Dr. Robert
H. Spear, Jr., he asked that the delegates hold hands and join
across the aisle as Dr. Spear would have asked us to do. He then
led the congregation in singing the Doxology accapella.

Dr. David Nixon shared the information from the manual as
to the election of the president as follows: The NMI
Constitution, Article 5, Section 2 states, “The president ..
shall be elected by ballot at the annual district convention.

Incumbent nominees may be reelected by a yes/no ballot when such
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election is recommended by the district council and approved by
the district superintendent. The president shall be elected by
a two-thirds favorable vote of the members present and voting
for a term of service of one or two convention years or until a
successor has been elected. The district NMI council and the

district superintendent shall recommend the length of the term

of service. The district NMI council has recommended that the
election of our president be a “yes” or “no” ballot for a term
of 2 years. The district superintendent has also approved this

recommendation.”

Motion made to accept the report of the Nomination
Committee; seconded and approved.

The Board of Tellers was called to distribute the ballot
for the election of the President. Trish Spear called for
additional tellers.

After distributing and collecting the ballots, the tellers
were asked to hold for the next ballot.

Special music was provided by the Fort Myers Choir and duet
by Kaye Bottles and Brenda Farr, “It Was A Great Thing”.

The ballot for the NMI Council and NMI Treasurer was
distributed. Mrs. Spear read the report of the Nominating
Committee. A motion was made and seconded that when applicable,

the election be by a plurality vote. The motion carried. The
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Board of Tellers collected the ballot and was dismissed to
tabulate the results.

Dr. Moore introduced Mrs. Tawanda Mills, our Southeastern
Region Representative on the Global NMI Council. She is also the
president of the NMI council for the Central Florida District
and was visiting our convention.

Announcements were made and the convention adjourned for a
break. Dr. Moore asked for a representative from each church,
preferably the local presidents, to stay in the sanctuary to
receive information concerning materials available from the
Nazarene Publishing House.

The session resumed after the break. Dr. Moore introduced
our guest missionaries and announced that $5,500 was received in
the deputation offering on Friday night. The guest missionaries
shared about their service and work.

Israel Vasquez from the Naples Iglesia del Nazareno brought
the special music and shared a song in Spanish, “Resistire”.

Dr. Moore explained and challenged the churches about the
new “Funding the Mission” process for determining church budget
allocations and the concept of churches tithing from their
income. Dr. Moore used a power point presentation to illustrate
the new budget formulas for 2011.

The tellers returned and the results of the ballot for

President were as follows: 259 ballots cast; yes — 256; no — 3.
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Results of ballot were as follows: 294 ballots cast.
Treasurer: May Bell Lin 287-Yes 6-No; District Council were:
Jennifer Berning 51, Wes Chambers 173, Danae Clark 79, Wendy
Lopez 194, Lois Moranville 52, Kaye Nixon 221, Pierre Paul
104, Pascal Permis 231, Amanda Pound 101, Diana Rambarran 63,
Mary Shuck 135, Jennifer Thom 47; Teen Representatives: Young
Ladies: Hannah Polk 124, Jamie Steele 100, April Waldron 52;
Young Men: Jonathan Durham 191, Jacob Fortner 79.

The Chair declared the following elected as follows:
Treasurer: May Bell Lin; Council: Wes Chambers, Wendy Lopez,
Kaye Nixon, Pascal Permis, and Mary Shuck; Teen Representatives:
Young Ladies: Hannah Polk; Young Men: Jonathan Durham.

May Bell Lin, District NMI Treasurer presented the
treasurer’s report. Motion was made to accept the report;
seconded and carried. Dr. Moore shared that we thought this
would be May Bell Lin’s last report and last year as treasurer.
However, this year there are transitions taking place as funds
will be channeled through one source for all District ministries
and May Bell Lin will be providing training and assisting with
this process, continuing as treasurer and giving her final
report next year.

Dr. Moore called Rev. Pascal Permis to join him and Dr.

Nixon on the platform as he gave the presentation on the “Haiti
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Tabarre Hope One 12”7 project that has been adopted and approved
by the District Advisory Board.

He shared video pictures of the churches in Haiti. The
Nazarene Church of Belaire was built by a Work and Witness team
and has a large glass wall. Although every building on each of
the four corners of the church collapsed, this church remained
standing. Prior to the earthquake the church had been closed for
a while due to gang activity in the area. As a result of several
gang members dying in the earthquake, the church has been able
to open its doors again.

Part I of the project will be the Foyer Child Care Agency.
This program will provide assistance to the Haitian children
under the care of this agency. Southern Florida has committed
to sponsoring 50 children. Our District NYI has committed to
sponsoring 35 children and 15 more children need to be
sponsored.

Part II is a project in Tabarre, Haiti. That local church
has plans to rebuild and establish the Hope One 12 Child
Development Center. The name Hope One 12 was selected as the
earthquake took place on January 12th.

Nazarene Compassionate Ministries for the global Church of
the Nazarene has agreed to purchase the land and they are asking

us to help raise money to build, furnish and equip the facility.
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The total budget for this project is $231,204. The $60,000
towards the purchase leaves a balance of $171,200 to be raised.

The Tabarre Church has committed to fund one third of the
costs and is ready to begin the project in July of this year.

Dr. David Nixon also shared about his wvisit to Haiti and
his impressions. They have also spoken to Dr. Louis Bustle and
the project has been approved as a 10% special. Dr. Nixon also
shared that south Florida has more Haitians than any other area
in the continental United States or Canada.

Nazarene Compassionate Ministries has agreed to front any
pledges we make so that the project can begin immediately.

Rev. Pascal Permis shared in Creole and then told the
congregation that the Haitian churches have committed $10,000 to
the project.

Dr. Dennis Moore called the pastors from the following
churches forward: Palm City New Hope Fellowship; Immokalee;
Naples New Haitian; and Ft. Lauderdale First and presented each
with the President’s Church Merit Award in appreciation for
their assistance to Haiti.

Dr. Moore shared that our District alone has sent seven
containers while the rest of the denomination has sent a total
of eight containers.

Pledge cards and a written report prepared by the Tabarre

pastor were distributed to the convention delegates.
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Dr. David Nixon led in prayer for this project.

The guest missionaries came forward and presented gifts to
Dr. Moore and Wendy Moore consisting of traditional clothing and
coffee.

A relaxed and informal time of questions and answers was
shared with the guest missionaries as they answered questions
from the delegates.

Dr. Charles Gailey, Dr. David Nixon and Dr. Ken Walker came
forward and prayed for the guest missionaries.

Rev. Roy Shuck presented the team members who will be going
to Nicaragua to assist in the completion of a chapel factory and
the erection of the first chapel manufactured from the factory.
Part of the team will be going ahead to make sure that the land
is ready for the project. The goal is to build 100 chapels in
Nicaragua and then continue the project in Costa Rica. This will
also produce work in Nicaragua for the local people.

Dr. David Nixon prayed for the Work and Witness Team.

Dr. Moore shared an update for the pledges for the Haiti
project currently standing at $33,230. Additionally two
churches announced they would consider sending Work & Witness
teams to Tabarre which would include an additional $10,000 each.

Newly-elected NYI President Josh Moore gave a wvideo
presentation for the Encounter Experience in November. The City

of Miami has been selected as the city for this year’s project.
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He also shared that they would like to have more churches
involved in this project as it gives an opportunity for our
teens to experience missions.

Candy Waller and all the children from the Children’s
Mission Mini-Convention entered the sanctuary and sang, “Your
Grace is Enough”. She shared with them about Jesus being the
Rock and the Grace of God. Dennis Moore expressed appreciation
to Ms. Waller for her 6 years of service in leading our NMI
Children’s Program. She was presented a gift on behalf of the
NMI Council.

Appreciation was expressed to Marla Buettner for all her
work on the beautiful video presentations.

Closing announcements, acknowledgements and appreciation
were given by Dr. Moore. All PriorityONE and Award of
Excellence Pastors and NMI President were invited to come to the
front for a photo at the close of the convention.

Philemon Permis, teen representative on the NMI Council,
closed the Convention in prayer at 1:30 p.m.

A luncheon for the District NMI Council, retired and active
missionaries and special guests was held following the
convention in a special location within the Ft. Myers First
Church Sanctuary.
