5) Per the chemistry review, there are several typographical errors at the bottom of page 26 in 
the Preliminary Analysis Report (MRID No. 475510-01) that should be addressed. Specifically, 
the names of Impurity #2 and Impurity #6 corresponding to the impurities listed in "Table 1 -

. Percentage Results of the assays of Technical Fluroxypyr-Meptyl." must be corrected. Please 
consult the chemistry report for additional details. 

6) Under Directions for Use on page 2, correct the typographical error changing "date" to "data". 
The sentence should read "All other uses for which the U.S. EPA has accepted the required data 
and/or citations of data that the formulator has submitted in support of registration." 

7) Per Chapter 8 of the Label Review Manual, the first paragraph under Environmental Hazards 
on page 1 should read: 

"ENVIRONMENTAL HAZARDS 
Do not discharge effluent containing this product directly into lakes, streams, ponds, 
estuaries, oceans, or other waters unless in accordance with the requirements of a 
National Pollution·Discharge Elimination System (NPDES) permit and the permitting 
authority has been notified in writing prior to discharge.
