TOP 10 KNIGHTS

If you are in the top 10 percent of your high school
class in the state of Florida, UCF rewards your
academic success with guaranteed admission

to either the summer, fall or spring semester. To
become a Top 10 Knight, you must currently attend
a Florida high school, rank in the top 10 percent of
your high school class (or have a recalculated GPA
of 3.9 or above if your high school does not provide
rankings), complete at least four units of approved
academic core math by the end of your senior year,
and earn a minimum SAT score of 1090 (Evidence-
based Reading/Writing and Math) or an ACT
composite score of 21.

REQUIREMENTS

UCF requires a minimum of 18 high school units
to be considered for admission. Students must
complete four years of English, four years

of math (Algebra | and above), three years of
science, three years of social studies, two years
of the same foreign language (in sequence) and
two academic electives. Meeting these minimum
requirements does not automatically guarantee
admission.

SAT scores are compiled using the highest Evidence-
based Reading/Writing and Math components from
each test taken. ACT scores are based on the highest
reported composite score. Students who completed
secondary school coursework at accredited, non-
U.S. institutions should visit admissions.ucf.edu/
international for specific admission requirements.



FINANCIAL ASSISTANCE

We believe a college education should provide lifelong
