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For the period 2012-2013 the Faculty of 

Engineering continued its major activities 

in Curriculum and Pedagogical Reform 

(CPR) at the undergraduate and 

postgraduate levels, Research and 

Innovation, and Support Systems 

(Administrative and Infrastructure) under 

the new Strategic Planning period 

2012-2017.

Teaching and Learning including CPR 

at all Levels

�e Faculty Quality Manual was complet-

ed, approved by Faculty Board and 

subsequently noted at Academic Board. 

�e Manual complements and supports 

the Quality framework that already exists 

in the Departments. 

�e Faculty approved particular measures 

to meet the challenge of the implementa-

tion of the new GPA system in which the 

PASS mark was raised from 40% to 50%. 

�ird Class honours degrees will no 

longer be o�ered to graduates under the 

new system; the Faculty will maintain its 

weighted average GPA calculation as 

beforea and only students entering in 

September 2014 will be subjected to the 

new GPA system. �e GPA for returning 
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students will be calculated as before. Adition-

ally, all programmes are to continue working 

with the IDU to facilitate the transition in the 

learning environment that is required to 

eliminate negative fall-out from the 

changes and the Faculty is to explore curve 

�tting solutions for the determination of 

marks and grades.

In the area of curriculum development, the 

Faculty’s plans were deprioritised to treat 

with the new GPA arrangements and 

therefore no progress was made towards the 

Industry Internship programme (proposed 

by the Department of Mechanical and 

Manufacturing Engineering) or in the 

advancement of plans for a four-year 

programme.

 

Accreditation Status

Nineteen programmes were accredited 

during 2012/2013 period. �ese include the 

BSc Chemical and Process Engineering 

programme by iChemE (�e Institution of 

Chemical Engineering); MSc Civil Engineer-

ing programme by JBM (�e Joint Board of 

Moderators); BSc Mechanical Engineering by 

IMechE (�e Institution of Mechanical 

Engineers) and the BSc Geomatics by CICES 

(�e Chartered Institution of Civil Engineer-

ing Surveyors). 

Sponsorship

�e Departments increased their response to 

the call to facilitate student travel to interna-

tional conferences and workshops. �e 

Department of Geomatics Engineering and 

Land Management stood out in this regard 

by sponsoring seven students. �ese were:

Research and Innovation

Following the establishment by lecturer Dr 

Graham King, the Mechanical and Manufac-

turing Enterprise Research Centre 

(MMERC), under the Engineering Institute, 

held meetings with various industry stake-

holders, including CEOs from the industrial 

and manufacturing sectors, as well as the 

Energy Chamber agreed to partner in a 

Foresighting Exercise. Interest in the 

initiative was very high and several projects 

have been identi�ed for collaborative action.  

E�orts to restructure the Engineering 

Institute as a Centre for Technological 

Innovation were stymied by procedural 

challenges which have now been surmount-

ed.

Work will continue on this initiative. . 
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Support Systems

One major achievement for the year under 

review was the completion of a document 

detailing the Faculty’s novel Assessment and 

Promotions procedures.  �e key attributes 

of the Faculty of Engineering A&P System 

include the practice of placing emphasis on 

clarity in regard to Ordinance 8 criteria and 

de�nes a measurement system that is in 

congruence with these criteria which 

include: Criterion 1 – Teaching, Criterion 2 – 

Research, Development and Innovation 

(RDI), Criterion 3a – Professional Service, 

Criterion 3b – Scholarly Activity, Criterion 

3c – University Service, Criterion 3d – Public 

Service. Criteria 1 and 2 are designated as 

primary criteria. 

  

Promotion requires that the faculty member 

demonstrate that they can e�ectively engage 

in the activities expected of sta� at the next 

higher level. �ese “activities” are described 

in the detailed proposal and form the basis of 

the objectives against which scores are 

generated in the A&P Workbook. 

DEPARTMENTAL 
SUMMARIES
Department of Chemical Engineering

�e Department continued its focus on 

Teaching and Learning and in particular 

curriculum redesign and development which 

has now brought most of the courses further 

in line with the requirements of the Institu-

tion of Chemical Engineering (IChemE), the 

Institute of Materials, Minerals and Mining 

(IOM3), Energy Institute, and the Geological 

Society of London, the accreditation bodies 

for the Department. All revised curricula are 

based on inputs from industry, state agencies, 

and the accreditors.  �e Centre for Excel-

lence in Teaching and Learning conducted 

speci�c in-house lectures for academic and 

technical sta� in the areas of Course and 

Programme Development, Course Delivery 

and Course Assessment.

�e Petroleum Engineering Programme 

submitted for Desktop Review, documents to 

IOM3 and IChemE and received a favorable 

report. �e MSc Food Science & Technology 

Programme is yet to be accredited by 

IChemE; paperwork is still to be completed 

and thus a new deadline for accreditation of 

the programme has been set for the academic 

year 2014/2015.

Research continued in the di�erent 

disciplines within the Department - Chemi-

cal and Process Engineering, Food Science & 

Technology and Petroleum Studies - result-

ing in several publications and conference 

presentations from sta� members.  �e 

Department also continued to collaborate 

with local, regional and international 

institutions and agencies.

During the period under review, the Depart-

ment graduated 56 students from its under-

graduate programmes as follows: First Class 

Honours (22%), Second Class Honours 

Upper Division (36%), Second Class 

Honours Lower Division (29%), and Pass 

(13%).   Graduating �gures for the postgrad-

uate programmes were as follows: MSc 

Chemical Process Engineering – graduated 

four students, three with distinction; MSc 

Food Science and Technology - graduated 10 

students, with �ve distinctions and Petro-

leum Engineering - graduated 14 students, 

with two distinctions. 
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Department of Civil & Environmental 

Engineering

For the year under review, the Department of 

Civil and Environmental Engineering 

continued to perform well. �e enrolment to 

the undergraduate programmes continued to 

be near capacity while the postgraduate 

enrolment remained similar to the previous 

year.  In terms of research output, several 

manuscripts were published in archival-ref-

ereed journals, and presentations made at a 

number of international conferences.  �e 

department was also well represented on 

several national and regional technical 

committees, and hosted training seminars for 

public sector organisations on the seismic 

design of buildings. As always, it readily 

provided assistance to natural disaster events, 

notably the �ooding in Dominica.  In 

keeping with the department’s commitment 

to quality assurance and continuous 

improvement, the Department worked as 

guided by recommendations from its 

accreditors – the Joint Board of Moderators 

(JBM).  Research work of relevance to the 

needs of the region has been undertaken, and 

is continuing.

Department of Electrical & Computer 

Engineering

Over the period 2012/2013, the Department 

received an extension of its accreditation of 

the BSc programme in Electrical and 

Computer Engineering to the 2014 intake. 

We continued the improvement of our BSc 

and MASc programme in Electrical and 

Computer Engineering according to recom-

mendations of the February 2013 Quality 

Assurance Review.

Research was conducted, inter alia, in fuel 

cell technology, mobile applications for 

small-scale �sheries, multi-processor 

systems, linear circuit applications, steelpan 

technology, energy e�ciency and renewable 

energy.  �e Department published several 

papers in international refereed journals and 

delivered presentations at national, regional 

and international seminars and conferences.

It was important for us as a Department to 

maintain collaborative arrangements with 

several regional and international institu-

tions including the Caribbean Telecommuni-

cations Union, the Latin American and 

Caribbean Collaborative Research Initiative, 

IBM, Nvidia Corporation, MIT’s NextLab, 

the Institute of Electrical and Electronic 

Engineers, Trinity College Dublin and the 

University of Calgary. 

Department of Geomatics Engineering 

and Land Management

�e Department’s development and research 

projects continue to be nationally, regionally 

and internationally valuable. Several projects 

in disaster management and mitigation, 

coastal inundation due to sea level rise; land 

degradation, deforestation, urban planning; 

land administration systems, land manage-

ment issues, marine and coastal zone 

management and other related �elds have 

been completed over the last few years. 

Several examples of collaboration exist 

between members of the Department and 

agencies/institutions locally, regionally and 

internationally. �ese include e�orts to work 

with agencies in Haiti, Jamaica, Barbados, St. 

Lucia, Grenada, Guyana, Surinam, Papua 

New Guinea, the Philippines, the Nether-

lands, the USA, Australia, Canada, and South 

America.  

Our graduates are performing reasonably 

well in terms of employment. �ey have 

found work as Geomatics engineers, Valua-
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tion surveyors, GIS Specialists and Techni-

cians, tertiary educators both locally and 

internationally, property managers, project 

managers, ICT specialists, land administra-

tors, insurance executives and facilities 

managers, physical planners, disaster 

managers, and environmental managers and 

assessors. At present, graduates of the 

Department hold senior positions in many 

government agencies. Such positions include 

the Director of Surveys, Director of 

Planning, Commissioner of State Lands, 

CEO of the Estate Management and Business 

Development Company, Permanent Secre-

tary and Deputy Permanent Secretary of two 

government ministries and heads of success-

ful surveying practices in several countries in 

the region. 

�e Department, through the work of its 

four industry liaison committees, is consult-

ing with stakeholders to provide the most 

current and relevant academic programmes 

to the industry that we serve. An important 

result of these deliberations with industry 

professionals is the creation of professional 

attachments that not only bene�t students 

but professionals as well. �e Department 

now enjoys a relatively close working 

relationship with most of our stakeholders in 

industry. 

Accomplishments of the Department during 

the year in review include the completion of 

an Enterptise Land Information System for 

the Land Management Division. Ministry of 

Land and Marine Resources, Government of 

Trinidad and Tobago (the �rst of its kind in 

the country); and partnering with CANARI, 

CTA and UNDP to complete a 3D model of 

Tobago for Climate Change Adaptation 

Strategies using Participatory Mapping 

techniques. Other accomplishments include 

the co-hosting of the Caribbean Urban 

Forum with the Society of Planners of 

Trinidad and Tobago; partnering with the 

World Bank to complete a series of training 

workshops on disaster mitigation and 

mapping for members of OECS countries, 

and successfully completing a World Bank 

project to automate the Land records for the 

Government of Grenada. 

Department of Mechanical & 

Manufacturing Engineering

Members of sta� in the Department of 

Mechanical and Manufacturing Engineering 

have been actively involved in Research and 

Innovation.  �e fruits of the research 

conducted during the 2012/2013 academic 

year resulted in two (2) PhD graduates and 

18 Journals, four Conferences and 11 other 

Publications.  �e Department won the Best 

Productive Research Award in the Faculty of 

Engineering and hosted the Pan American 

Congress of Applied Mechanics from 

January 2 – 6, 2012.

�e Department’s �ve Graduate Studies 

Programmes are all well subscribed. Two 

years ago, the Engineering Management 

Programme had been o�ered in Guyana for 

Professional Engineers wishing to upgrade 

their quali�cations.  �e MSc programme in 

Engineering Asset Management which 

started three years ago has an enrolment of  

48 students.  First graduates from the 

programme are expected next year.

Implementation of the recent revision of the 

curriculum of the three undergraduate 

programmes within the Department contin-

ued within the academic year. �e Depart-

ment had an accreditation visit by the 

Caribbean Accreditation Council on 

Engineering and Technology (CACET) in 

January and May 2012 and obtained a 

four-year accreditation following the 

exercise.  Meanwhile the �ve-year accredita-

tion granted by the Institution of the 

Mechanical Engineers of the United King-

dom for a �ve year period for the 2011 to 

2015 intakes for all the Undergraduate 

programmes and three Postgraduate

Management continues and the Department 

intensi�ed its e�orts to implement the 

Action Plan which recommended changes to 

the Department.

In March 2012, the Department held an 

o�cial consultation with industry where 

examples of successful collaboration with 

industry were discussed.  Available methods 

for improving collaboration with industry as 

well for producing more capable and 

industry-ready engineering graduates were 

also discussed.

�e Department graduated 143 students: 113 

Undergraduates, 28 MSc and 2 PhD students.  

�e two PhD degrees were awarded with 

High Commendations.

Enrolment

For the academic year 2012/2013 the 

undergraduate intake for all programmes in 

the Faculty was 414 students, including 24 at 

the Mona Campus.  �is was 11.6% more 

than the previous year, which had an 

enrolment of 371.  �e Faculty attracted 292 

new students into its taught Postgraduate 

Diploma/Masters programmes, a 7.3% 

increase from the previous academic year, 

which had an enrolment of 272.  

New postgraduate enrolments in MPhil and 

PhD programmes of the Faculty, increased 

by 11%.  Research student enrolment is 

expected to remain low given the very good 

employment opportunities for lower level 

degree graduates in Trinidad and Tobago and 

the region for Engineers, Surveyors and 

Petroleum Geoscientists and the traditional 

lack of regional employment opportunities 

that fully utilise the skills of PhD and MPhil 

graduates.

clusters that would enhance the processes 

associated with the review of courses, the 

threading and progression of learning, and a 

more e�cient delivery of subject knowledge.

�e Department �nds itself in a discipline 

that is rapidly evolving, and it needs to keep 

alongside the changing landscape of strate-

gies and educational formats that govern the 

various international engineering jurisdic-

tions. In pursuit of this major objective, the 

Department is mindful of the combined 2025 

Vision of the Institution of Civil Engineers 

and the American Society of Civil Engineers, 

that details the desired engineering attributes 

of the future Civil Engineer.

�e Department continued to encourage 

sta� members to pursue formal training in 

teaching techniques. Two sta� members 

completed the Certi�cate in the Scholarship 

of Teaching and Learning from the Universi-

ty of British Colombia, Vancouver and 

another is presently enrolled in the 

programme. In addition, one sta� member 

completed the certi�cate in university 

teaching and learning o�ered by �e UWI. 

Academic sta� as well as graduate assistants 

and demonstrators have all been encouraged 

to use web-based applications such as 

MyElearning and Web CT to support the 

teaching and learning process.

Department of Geomatics Engineering 

and Land Management 

At present, the number of students registered 

to our various programmes at the graduate 

level is at the highest in the Department's 

history. While more than 111 of these 

students are registered in our MSc 

programmes, there are 29 students registered 

in the Mphil and PhD programmes. �e 

Department has embarked on an aggressive 

drive to recruit more research students. At 

the same time the Department is working 

towards reducing the throughput time for the 

MSc students so that a more manageable 

number is registered to the programmes. In 

addition, the nature of research that students 

undertake is also being reviewed to ensure 

that it better �ts into the research priorities of 

the Department.

audience comprised both sta� and students 

from throughout the UWI.

Administrative and Technical Support Sta� 

attended a series of workshops, which were 

facilitated by the Human Resources Division, 

UWI.  �e Department, through Dr. Ivan 

Chan-Yen, facilitated 2 in-house training 

workshops for Technical Sta�.  �ese 

workshops provided training on the opera-

tions of sensitive equipment, namely Gas 

Chromatography (GC), High Performance 

Liquid Chromatography (HPLC), and 

Atomic Absorption AA).

Riverol); Natural Extracts from local raw 

materials via Supercritical Fluid Extraction, 

Steam Distillation Extraction, Solvent 

Extraction (S.C. Maharaj); Production of 

bio-degradable plastics and Anaerobic 

Digestion of Wastes (W.A. Mellowes). 

Additional topics include,  Using “cloud” 

computing to facilitate student collaboration 

in chemical engineering education (D. Janes) 

and An investigation into the antibacterial 

e�cacy of essential oil of bay (Pimento 

racemosa) against four (4) common 

foodborne pathogens- Staphylococcus 

aureus, Salmonella, Escherichia coli and 

Bacillus cereus (G. Baccus-Taylor). 
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Department of Civil & Environmental 

Engineering

�e Department’s engineering research 

portfolio embraces sustainability as a central 

theme with focus in the areas of Sustainable 

construction systems and building compo-

nent materials for tropical climates; the 

harvesting of rainwater for domestic use; the 

conservation of beaches and coastal zone 

areas and the conservation and restoration of 

riverine systems. Other areas of focus include 

researching the vulnerability of steep land 

catchments to �ooding and erosion; the 

vulnerability of commercial and residential 

structures to seismic events; the resistance of 

timber structures to lateral loads; the 

restoration of contaminated soils and  the use 

of marginal aggregates and asphalt pavement 

millings in heavy duty roads.

�e management research centred in the 

Construction Management Programme deals 

largely with procurement for construction, 

and utilises an innovative approach based on 

neural networks.

�e Department continued to publish 

scholarly research in international refereed 

journals and to deliver presentations at 

national, regional and international seminars 

and conferences. �e mFisheries project, 

the Phi electronic musical instrument and 

the commercialization of the brushless DC 

motor patent are innovations that are being 

actively pursued.

Department of Mechanical and 

Manufacturing Engineering

began its operation as a new Faculty on 

August 1, 2012 led by Professor Carlisle 

Pemberton, the Acting Dean. �e new 

Faculty started with the Departments of 

Food Production, Geography and 

Agricultural Economics and Extension. 

�e main e�ort of the Faculty was focused 

on managing the transition to make sure 

that its mandate was discharged to the 

satisfaction of its internal and external 

stakeholders. �e Faculty has managed 

the transition adequately and the task of 

rebuilding has commenced earnestly. 

�e FFA introduced revised curricula at 

the Undergraduate and Postgraduate 

levels as well as a new MPhil/PhD 

programme in Human Ecology. Curricu-

lum for a new Undergraduate Diploma in 

Agriculture as well as revised curricula for 

the BSc Agriculture and a Major in 

Agricultural Technology was approved. 

�e Faculty ran the regular short course 

on Plant Health to regional quarantine 

o�cers in collaboration with USDA and 

other regional partners and the popular 

course on Tropical Landscaping.
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During the reporting period, the Faculty and 

its operational units �nalised the develop-

ment of the strategic plan for 2012 to 2017 

and commenced its implementation. �e 

overall strategic focus of the Faculty is to 

provide relevant and up to date Undergradu-

ate curricula a cost e�ective and e�cient 

manner to ensure access and value for money 

in an environment conducive for learning 

and intellectual development. Additionally, 

the FFA seeks to provide Postgraduate 

curricula in areas relevant for the region to 

achieve food and nutritional security, 

environmental sustainability and climate 

change mitigation, as well as increased 

dependence on renewable energy. 

Other areas of focus for the Faculty include 

the ability to contribute through research and 

innovation to the attainment of the goal of 

regional food and nutrition security, climate 

and environmental change and mitigation, 

and sustainable development. FFA also aims 

to develop capacity for e�ective, e�cient and 

sustainable outreach service delivery through 

internal reorganisation and a strong IT 

platform.  

Undergraduate O�erings

During the period under review, the Faculty 

revised Year 1 course o�erings for Geogra-

phy.  �e revision involved developing four 

year-one courses of three (3) credits each to 

replace the two six-credit courses. �ese 

revisions were done in conjunction with the 

Department of Geography and Geology, at 

Mona. In addition, the new special option in 

Geography was o�ered for the �rst time in St. 

Augustine.

�e Faculty also received approval for the 

revised curricula for the BSc Agriculture 

and Major in Agricultural Technology and 

a new curriculum for the Undergraduate 

Diploma in Agriculture was approved to be 

o�ered in FFA for the �rst time. 

Postgraduate Programmes

Currently, the Faculty of Food and Agricul-

ture o�ers Postgraduate diplomas, taught 

Masters, Master of Philosophy and Doctor of 

Philosophy in various areas on part-time or 

full-time basis. �e Faculty is also taking 

steps to improve on throughput as well as 

taking steps to enhance students’ experienc-

es. During the reporting period, the Faculty 

introduced a revised Postgraduate Diplo-

ma/MSc in Tropical Crop Protection, a new 

MPhil/PhD programme in Human Ecology 

and a new option in Food security for 

students pursuing MSc in Agribusiness and 

Marketing.

Short courses and Workshops

During the 2012/2013 period, the Faculty 

o�ered the regular refresher course to the 

regional quarantine o�cers as well as the 

popular short course on Tropical Landscape. 

The University Field Station 

�e UFS continued with curricular delivery 

support to the Faculty and other UWI units. 

It also hosted 1,656 visitors from schools, 

communities and organisations as part of its 

community service and outreach. It also 

maintained the revenue generation activities 

to o�-set cost.

TEACHING AND LEARNING 

�e Faculty’s Curriculum Committee was 

established and approved in 2011/2012 and 

became operational in 2012/2013. �is 

Committee proved very e�ective in ensuring 

that all the requisite conditions were met 

when designing and presenting new courses 

and programmes. Members of the Commit-

tee were trained in Curriculum development.  

All departments continued to review and 

revise curriculum to ensure that courses and 

programmes are relevant and marketable or 

in need for elimination due to under 

subscription. One such course was the  BEd 

Online Language Arts programme which, 

although in its sixth year of delivery was 

eliminated due to reduced numbers of 

applicants. 

Undergraduate Sta�/Student Liaison 

Committees were re-established in 

2012/2013 in areas where it was dormant, 

such as at DCFA and in the Modern 

Languages programmes. English Foundation 

courses for Certi�cate students and students 

in the Arts were designed, approved and 

o�ered in 2012/2013.

At the Department of Creative and Festival 

Arts (DCFA) courses with low subscription 

have been temporarily withdrawn from the 

course o�erings. Certain courses in �eatre 

Arts and Visual Arts, were reviewed in order 

to make them more appealing; this lead to 

increased student enrolment.   A Review 

Committee was established to review the 

Carnival Studies programme. �e review 

took into account various areas: marketing, 

intake, philosophical grounding of the 

Carnival Arts programme regarding the 

entrepreneurial elements; mas’ history & 

development; and stronger links with other 

DCFA units (e.g. Visual Arts). An Under-

graduate Practitioner’s Certi�cate in Carnival 

Studies was approved in 2012/2013.  

�e Department of History designed and 

obtained approvals for a new course in 

Digital History. �e Department continued 

its curriculum review in 2012/2013 towards 

expanding its Level III course o�ering and 

towards introducing new courses in Heritage 

Studies.

�e Department of Literary, Cultural and 

Communication Studies’ curriculum 

renewal saw the dra� of a BA in Journalism, 

Minor in Cultural Studies and a Minor in 

Communication Studies. �ese projects are 

at various stages of the design and approval 

process.

�e Department of Modern Languages and 

Linguistics o�ered a Minor in Brazilian 

Studies in 2012/2013. �e Minor obtained 

the relevant approvals and was o�ered in 

2012/2013. �e Department also designed 

and obtained approvals for three new French 

courses; these comprised of two Level I 

French Literature courses and one Level III 

French Literature course. �e Department 
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further managed the design and operational-

isation of two new Foundation English 

courses: Advance English for Research 

Purposes and Writing in the Visual, 

Performing and Carnival Arts.

�e Centre for Language Learning re-de-

signed and obtained approval to o�er its 

Japanese and Chinese courses for credits.

During the 2012/2013 period, the School of 

Education, o�ered a reorganised BEd 

General Degree programme. �is 

programme was designed to accommodate 

those teachers who did not possess a 

Teachers’ Diploma due to the closure of the 

Teacher Training Colleges and to provide 

credits to those with the Diploma. It caters to 

primary school teachers who are trained (can 

complete the degree in two years) or 

untrained (require three years for comple-

tion). �e programme is delivered using a 

blended approach (online and face-to-face 

delivery) and was restructured to allow 

trained teachers to enter in September 

instead of during the July period. �e School 

of Education and National Training Associa-

tion joint Certi�cate in Technical Vocational 

Education and Training was designed, 

approved and o�ered in 2012/2013.

�e Faculty will design programmes to 

provide the Ministry of Education with the 

necessary skills within the discipline for the 

quali�cation of teachers with respect to the 

new CAPE syllabus (Department of History). 

Also, there are plans to develop “�e Ole 

Yard” as a vehicle for Alternative Entertain-

ment for the Carnival and attract local and 

international audiences and also as a tool for 

CSEC and CAPE �eatre Arts Education 

(Department of Creative and Festival Arts 

[DCFA]); Partner with the National Carnival 

Committee to develop a Pre-Certi�cate 

programme in Carnival certify Mas practi-

tioners. �e target population are those 

practitioners who desire certi�cation but 

may lack academic credentials (DCFA) and 

develop a joint international programme in 

the examination of Steelpan with the ABRSM 

of the UK including the sharing of human 

capital, training and educational material 

(DCFA). Other projected activities also 

include the development of an Arts Policy for 

the St. Augustine Campus working group, 

which will then guide the Department in the 

formation of an umbrella set of programmes 

to enhance �nancial viability (DCFA).

and sponsored research and to  partner with 

the School of Education to allow faculty 

members to bene�t from specialists in 

proposal and grant writing.

Employee Engagement and Development

In the area of employee development, the 

Faculty intends to develop an Administration 

Manual to document and track job descrip-

tions, requirements for job to inform 

recruitment and talent management, 

training, promotion, compensation and 

succession planning for sta� development 

and to support the attributes of the UWI 

employee. Additionally, the Faculty plans to 

introduce training in leadership and manage-

ment for all levels of sta� as part of talent 

management and career development 

planning.

Internal Operational Processes

Map current processes and develop a master 

plan for re-engineering and integrating all 

processes/procedures across the University 

by developing Terms and Reference for all 

Faculty and Departmental Committees as 

well as enable cutting-edge technology to 

drive the re-engineering of all relevant 

administrative and academic processes 

across all campuses using university-wide 

systems.

�ese objectives will be facilitated by 

establishing Learning Content Management 

Systems (LCMS) for use for all courses in the 

Department, thereby allowing the speedy, 

e�ective and collaborative nature of Depart-

mental teaching and learning. �e LCMS will 

also act as a repository for all History 

produced teaching items thereby creating 

more e�ective teaching aids and reducing 

wasteful resource redundancies across all 

courses. �is will be done in collaboration 

with CITS to establish one virtual laboratory 

in a selected area by the end of academic year 

2013/2014.

Teaching, Learning and Student 

Development

Improve and harmonise quality assurance 

practices and processes across Campuses by 

establishing a management committee to 

oversee academic programmes within the 

School of Education.  �e Faculty also plans 

to identify, collate  and formalise academic 

processes , promote sta� awareness of 

academic processes,  provide in-house sta� 

development programmes to meet speci�c 

identi�ed needs and identify sta� develop-

ment programmes to meet speci�c needs.

Increase accredited undergraduate and 

postgraduate programmes across all campus-

es by designing and rolling out, a new BA in 

Journalism, Cultural Studies/ Media Studies 

minor and an Organisational Communica-

tion minor. Additional plans include the 

designing of History courses, History of 

Health in the Caribbean and Women and 

Gender: Pre-Colonial Africa. �ere are 

plans to design new programmes such as the 

BA in Cultural Studies, an Advanced 

Certi�cate in Drama/�eatre-in-Educa-

tion, Diplomas in Animation, Indian 

Music, Carnival Aesthetics, and Design and 

Carnival in Education, 4-year BA./BSc with 

Education, BEd and Masters  in Mathemat-

ics with Education, Programme in 

Product/Industrial Design and BA degree 

in Arts Education. Plans also include the 

development of a Master’s programme in 
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Music Education, and upgrading the 

Diploma in Arts and Cultural Enterprise 

Management to a Master’s programme.

�e Faculty plans to promote competen-

cy-based activities linked to the attributes of 

the UWI graduate to the needs of the 

workplace and society by developing 

necessary critical thinking skills through the 

teaching of Philosophy at the St. Augustine 

Campus as a basis for strengthening critical 

thinking.

Research and Innovation

�e Faculty plans to develop and implement 

supportive policies, processes and incentives 

for research, establish a Faculty Committee 

to identify products in the Faculty that have 

commercial value and establish a mentorship 

programme for new sta�.

Plans for the Faculty include increasing 

enrolment of graduate students and improve 

on throughput through the introduction of 

the MA Heritage Studies in line with Cave 

Hill and Mona and the revision of the MA 

History. �ere will also be an e�ort to 

standardise graduate seminars across all 

departments and ensure compliance with 

existing Postgraduate Research Instruments 

such as progress reports, seminar reports and 

thesis reports.

DEPARTMENTAL 
SUMMARIES
O�ce of the Dean 

�e BSc Optometry programme was 

o�cially transferred from the Faculty of 

Sciences and Agriculture to the Faculty of 

Medical Sciences with all the resulting 

changes in regulations, infrastructure and 

facilities. Student enrolment was limited to a 

maximum of twenty-six due to limited space 

available. �e programme graduated its �rst 

cohort of ten students with its top achievers 

being Laura Tang (Year 3), Kimberley 

Assam (Year 2) and Anna Treco (Year 1).

�e Student Volunteers in Optometric 

Service to Humanity (SVOSH) Chapter, �e 

UWI, St. Augustine participated in an eye 

care mission to Guyana from  May 28 to  

June 3, 2013.  Over 500 persons were 

examined and provided with ready-made 

reading glasses, sunglasses, arti�cial tears, 

ocular disease treatment, and referral to 

ophthalmology.

Department of Para-Clinical Sciences

�e Department of Para-clinical Sciences 

consists of three Units: Pathology and 

Microbiology, Pharmacology and Public 

Health and Primary Care.  �e Department’s 

teaching, learning and research components 

continue to grow in size and improve in 

quality. During the year in review, the 

Department of Para-Clinical Sciences 

introduced a structured approach to exam-

inations by instituting an Examination Core 
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Committee to increase the e�ciency of the 

examination process.  A new student-friend-

ly model economizing on resources to test 

the continuous assessment for MDSC 1002 

was implemented very successfully.  

�e Department completed the modi�cation 

of the MBBS programme in the �nal year for 

the Years four and �ve Clerkships, where 

Family Medicine is now taught in Year four 

and Public Health in Year �ve.  �e rationale 

provided enabled graduating students to 

have a sound knowledge of the fundamentals 

of Public Health such as conducting clinical 

audits, surveillance systems, health informa-

tion systems and outbreak responses among 

other topics when they qualify.

Activities aimed at changing culture/

process, quality assurance

�e Department has instituted an Examina-

tion Core Committee, with a Chairperson to 

pro-actively screen all examination questions 

for the �nal and the Continuous Assessment 

examinations. �e Chairperson has responsi-

bility to see that question papers are submit-

ted in timely fashion to the Registry and that 

continuous assessment questions are 

discussed with the entire class.  �is has 

allowed a smooth and well-timed examina-

tion process integrating the several 

disciplines in the department.  It has now 

also become mandatory that all graduate 

students host seminars as part of their 

appraisals. 

E�orts to improve recruitment and retention

 �e Department has initiated the process for 

the recruitment of a Molecular Biologist and 

Anatomical Pathologist in the Unit of 

Pathology/Microbiology.  

Financial

�e Department has begun to o�er Renal 

Immuno�uorescence Services for the 

Nephrology Department of the Eric Williams 

Medical Sciences Complex and has also 

proposed the MSc Medical Microbiology, 

which would be a self-�nancing programme. 

Resources are currently maximised through 

the utilisation of full time sta� and a reduc-

tion in the number of part-time sta� in PBL 

teaching as well as through the direct 

importation of reagents and equipment from 

foreign sources, thus avoiding overpriced 

products.

Employee Engagement and Development

Professor Chidum Ezenwaka was one of the 

eight (8) international scholars who received 

an Invitation Fellowship for Short Term 

Research in Japan from the Japan Society for 

the Promotion of Science (JSPS). Conse-

quently, Professor Ezenwaka spent two 

months (December 2012 and January 2013) 

at the Faculty of Medicine of Hiroshima 

University Japan, where he made linkages in 

the area of research between Hiroshima 

University (Professor Michiko Moriyama 

and her team) and the University of the West 

Indies.

Dr Chalapathi Rao was awarded the 

Certi�cate in Scholarship of Teaching and 

Learning, University of British Columbia and 

completed a leadership-training course.

Internal Operational Processes

During the year in review, a number of 

committees were established. �ese included, 

an Examination Core Committee, a Sta�/-

Student Liaison Committee, and a Postgrad-

uate Committee.

Department of Clinical Medical Sciences

�e Department underwent signi�cant 

changes in the reporting period. Several new 

sta� members were hired in the various 

Units as we addressed the need to increase 

sta� to cope with large student numbers. �e 
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results of examinations were encouraging 

with an overall 7.5% failure rate in Medicine 

and �erapeutics at the Undergraduate level 

and an overall 60% pass rate at the Postgrad-

uate level. �e Diploma in HIV Management 

graduated its �rst cohort and the MSc 

Palliative Care welcomed its �rst cohort of 

students.

�ere was an increase in research activity 

with four successful proposals from the 

Department accessing funding from the 

Research Development Initiative (RDI) fund 

from the Government of Trinidad and 

Tobago. �is funding amounted to over 

TT$2 million. Research in diabetes, chest 

medicine, endocrine and oncological 

disorders in children, child sexual abuse and 

dementia continued.

Under the leadership of Professor Zulaika 

Ali, the Trinidad and Tobago Health Training 

Centre (TTHTC) conducted several work-

shops and con�rmed its funding arrange-

ment with the Ministry of Health while �e 

UWI Telehealth facility continued to 

function especially in the area of Child 

Health and received additional funding from 

the energy industry. Teaching continued at 

the various sites with Sangre Grande 

Hospital being the latest to be added for the 

Year 4 rotation. Arrangements were initiated 

to have Undergraduate and Postgraduate 

teaching begin at the Scarborough General 

Hospital, Tobago in 2013/2014.

Quality Assurance

Ratings for the 2012 Patient Satisfaction 

Audit conducted at the Adult Medicine Unit 

of the Port of Spain General Hospital by 

Professor T. Seemungal showed 90% satisfac-

tion of the clinical service o�ered.

E�orts to improve retention/recruitment

Two Research Assistants were hired by the 

Department in an attempt to encourage sta� 

to engage in research supervision and 

mentorship of students. Identi�cation of 

teaching sites at the various hospitals is also 

designed to encourage sta� to apply to work 

for the University without the potential 

dislocation of moving from their site of 

clinical work.

School of Dentistry

�e School has done well during the period 

2012/2013. �irty-two (32) new students 

have been admitted into the Year 1 DDS 

Degree programme.  Of these thirty-two 

students, 66% are from Trinidad and Tobago, 

3% from other Caribbean islands and 31% 

from outside of the region. Twenty-three (23) 

graduates from the previous year completed 

their Vocational Training Certi�cate 

Programme and twelve (12) of these who 

also enrolled into the UWI-LMC Residency 

Programme have successfully completed this 

programme obtaining Residency Certi�cates. 

Initiatives have also been taken to pursue the 

expansion of the School. It is the vision of the 

School that at least 50 new students will be 

accommodated by September 2015; discus-

sions to this e�ect are ongoing and the results 

have been very positive thus far. �e School 

wishes to acknowledge the support of the 

Campus Principal, Professor Clement Sankat 

and the Dean of the Faculty of Medical 

Sciences, Professor Samuel Ramsewak. 

In April 2013, a Quality Assurance exercise 

was held and the School was deemed �t for 

purpose. An Action Plan was developed 

following the Audit for the period 

2013-2015. Overall, the School has done well 

in terms of the quality of its graduates, 

increasing levels of research output, accredi-

tation approvals and quality assurance 
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initiatives.  �e Bachelor of Science (BSc) in 

Dental Hygienist / �erapist course has been 

approved by the Board of Undergraduate 

Studies (BUS) to be introduced in 2013 / 

2014.  Success would not have been possible 

without the Dean and our dedicated team of 

both academic and administrative and 

technical sta�. 

Financial

�e Department has a number of initiatives 

that have proven to be revenue generating. 

Revenue has been generated through, the 

Special Needs Clinic, the fabrication of 

dentures by the Technical Laboratory and 

Digital DPT X-rays. Also, the School’s 

facilities were hired to deliver courses, 

earning TT$15,000; All clinical crown & 

bridge work generates income. �e Restor-

ative Dentistry Research account currently 

has a balance of TT$220,000 and the oral 

histopathology diagnostic sservices and the 

�xed orthodontic appliance programme 

continue to generate a modest income.  

Department of Clinical Surgical Sciences

�e Department had an extremely successful 

year. We have had Postgraduate training 

workshops in a wide range of specialties 

including laparoscopy, hepatiobiliary surgery, 

otolaryngology, oncology and anaesthetics. 

Several internationally renowned surgeons 

participated in these workshops. In addition, 

the Department held courses jointly with the 

Royal College of Surgeons of England, in 

Basic Surgical Skills and laparoscopy. �e 

Department has become the Regional Centre 

for the American Board of Surgery in 

Training Examination (ABSITE) with Dr 

Dilip Dan as Proctor.

During the period under review, the Depart-

ment members presented papers at several 

major scienti�c meetings and published over 

30 papers in peer-reviewed journals. 

School of Veterinary Medicine

For the academic year, the School of Veteri-

nary Medicine (SVM) enrolled a total of 46 

new students comprising 30 local students 

and 16 regional/extra-regional students while 

23 students graduated and were awarded the 

Doctor of Veterinary Medicine (DVM) 

degree. �irteen Postgraduate students 

registered in the academic year and of these, 

one student completed her PhD degree. 

Academic sta� members were very actively 

involved in research with the publication of 

41 papers in peer-reviewed journals and 

presented eight papers at international 

conferences. In response to requests from 

three Organisation of Eastern Caribbean 

States (St. Lucia, Antigua and Barbuda and 

Dominica) for technical support from the 

School, Memoranda of Understanding 

(MoU) were developed to assist in diagnos-

tic, training and clinical services.  During the 

year, in collaboration with the European 

Union Delegation to Trinidad and Tobago, 

the School hosted a seminar entitled ‘Di�er-

ent Animals…Same Needs’.  �e School also 

hosted a workshop for academic and 

Administrative, Technical Support Sta� 

(ATSS) on employee engagement.  �e 

business units of the SVM generated just 

over  TT$ 1 million. �e School continues to 

explore opportunities to attract extra-region-

al students into its programme.

School of Advanced Nursing Education

�e School has been collaborating with 

relevant nursing bodies for the development 

of a BSc Pre-Registration Nursing 

Programme in response to the shortage of 

nurses in the region and need for continuing 

professional development of nurses, the 

improvement of health services and 

evidence-based care. �e programme will 

target entry-level candidates who are new to 

the nursing profession. Unlike most under-
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graduate nursing degrees, this programme 

will be tailored to candidates who are not 

Registered Nurses and will be o�ered full 

time over four years.  �e programme will 

commence in 2013/2014.

Dr J. Comerasamy resigned as Director of 

the School and Dr. Onuoha was appointed as 

the Acting Director. In order to facilitate the 

growing demands of an augmented student 

body and the commencement of the new BSc 

pre-registration programme, two full time 

lecturers were recruited. 

�e School continues international collabo-

ration with our external examiners and 

universities in Canada and England who 

accommodate our Oncology students with 

their guided international observational 

clinical experience.  

Several members of sta� participated and 

presented research papers at various regional 

and international conferences.  Our sta� and 

students have also participated in voluntary 

community outreach activities with external 

partners and communities throughout the 

country.  

School of Pharmacy

�e mission statement “to provide high 

quality professionals to serve the needs of 

society in pharmacy, pharmaceutical care 

and the pharmaceutical sciences via innova-

tive and exemplary programmes of educa-

tion, at the undergraduate and graduate 

levels, that promote the concept of healthcare 

team, as well as, excellence in research” is 

materialised by the exceptional performance 

emerging from this School. �e School of 

Pharmacy is well equipped with 

state-of-the-art equipment, and has ample 

teaching space for large and small-group 

teaching, a laboratory, and a student comput-

er lab.

�ere are currently 33 �lled positions 

including full time Lecturers, supporting 

sta� and part time lecturers and tutors and 

one vacant Lecturer position. �e sta� 

attended IDU training and has been imple-

menting the new teaching techniques 

gleaned. A second batch of students have 

joined the Mixed Mode Programme; 

comprising students from various CAR-

ICOM countries as the School moves 

forward to ful�l its professional responsibili-

ty to the region. �e splitting of courses with 

large credit weights continues. Summer 

School and the o�ering of elective courses as 

a means of �exibility in the curriculum over 

the last academic year was successful. �e 

School strives to meet the obligation of 

producing pharmacy professionals to �ll the 

human resource gap in the profession across 

the region by graduating ninety-two (92) 

students over the last academic year, the 

largest output from the School.

�ere has been an increase in the number of 

intercampus and international research 

project collaborations. Research areas have 

encompassed evaluative research to develop 

clinical expertise of Pharmacists for manage-

ment of chronic disease states (Diabetes 

Mellitus, Hypotension, dyslipidemia etc.) as 

well as Antimicrobial Surveillance at tertiary 

institutions in Trinidad & Tobago – monitor 

antimicrobial resistance and e�ciency of 

antimicrobial agents.

ENROLMENT
Among the enrolment highlights for the 

faculty during the review period was the 

enrolment at the School of Dentistry where 

one third of those admitted during the 

review period were non-Trinidad and 
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Tobago students. �ree percent of the cohort 

were regional students and 31% were 

international – much higher than the campus 

average. �e Faculty’s online MSc Nursing 

programme also continues to attract an 

increasing number of quali�ed regional and 

even international students who merit 

entrance.

Department of Preclinical Sciences

�e format of PBL has been changed for all 

Pre-clinical courses to include written 

explanations of issues arising from the 

clinical problem. Students received group 

marks toward their �nal course assessment. 

�e changes have made a marked improve-

ment in the quality of PBL tutorials.

Department of Para-Clinical Sciences

�e Department uses a multimodal method-

ology of course delivery and assessment to 

achieve the goal of preparing the student for 

clinical sciences in the most comprehensive 

and e�ective manner.  �e methods of 

approach include didactic lectures, Problem 

Based Learning, seminars, laboratory 

activities and learning from museum 

specimens.  Clerkships, clinical teaching in 

wards and patient interactions are used by 

certain disciplines. Course information, 

lecture material and examples of assessment 

measures are made available via MyElearn-

ing. Student feedback is obtained each year 

through an exit questionnaire administered 

soon a�er completion of Year 3.

Department of Preclinical Sciences

�e Department’s research agenda includes 

research in the areas of chronic non-commu-

nicable diseases (diabetes, hypertension, 

dementia, anxiety); utilising evolutionary 

epidemiology to develop models to predict 

and prevent the spread of Dengue, Rabies 

and other viruses; Social Neuroscience (the 

neural process involved in decision making) 

and evaluation of the healing activities of 

selected plants from Trinidad and Tobago.

�e Department received a number of 

research grants during the 2012/2013 period. 

�ese included:

• C. Carrington - Phylogeography and 

population dynamics of dengue in the 

Americas.  Results suggest that distance, 

population size, the percentage of the 

population living in urban settings and 

air tra�c are important in determining 

the direction and intensity of dengue 

virus movement.

• J. Foster - Investigation of the genetic 

and DNA Methylation status of type 2 

diabetes-related genes in a local popula-

tion.  �e study determined an associa-

tion between maternal high-fat, high-su-

crose (HF/HS) diet fed during pregnancy 

and  changes in male o�spring DNA 

methylation patterns of genes related to 

insulin-signalling, carbohydrate and 

lipid metabolism and modulation by 

maternal folic acid supplementation 

during gestation.

• A. McRae  - Diet In�ammation and the 

rat substantia nigra.  �e results revealed 

that excess dietary sucrose drives a low- 

grade in�ammation into full-blown 

in�ammatory process that is accompa-

nied by dopamine  neurodegeneration, 

gliosis, microglial activation and 

monocyte/macrophage in�ltration that 

lead to the pathogenesis of a number of 

neurodegenerative disorders, particularly 

Alzheimer’s and Parkinson’s diseases.

Major Research in Progress 

• C. Carrington - Use of next generation 

molecular and evolutionary epidemiolo-

gy to strengthen surveillance and 

develop models to predict and prevent 

the spread of Dengue, Rabies and other 

 emerging zoonotic viruses.  Data will be 

used to evaluate the performance of 

dengue diagnostic testing routinely 

employed by participating healthcare 

institutions.

OUTREACH
Optometry Programme

Members of the Optometry programme were 

involved in a number of outreach activities 

during the period under review. A special 

contact lens symposium was held in May 

2013 through a collaborative e�ort between 

the Trinidad & Tobago Optometrists 

Association and the BSc Optometry 

programme. �e two-day symposium 

involved a day of national and international 

lecturers covering the topics of speciality 

contact lens �tting and a day, which involved 

a workshop where attendees used a wide 

range of lenses available on various patients 

who needed to be �tted with speciality 

contact lenses. 

�e programme also participated in the 

National Eye Study of Trinidad and Tobago 

(NESTT). �is collaborative project between 

�e UWI, the Ministry of Health in Trinidad 

and Tobago and Anglia-Ruskin University of 

the UK was designed to determine the 

burden of eye diseases and cardiovascular 

conditions a�ecting the population and 

produce recommendations to aid the 

Ministry of Health in designing and o�ering 

health programmes to the wider population. 

�is is the only such study of its kind to be 

carried out in the region and covers Trinidad 

and Tobago nationals from �ve years and 

older.

Department of Preclinical Sciences

Sta� of the Department took part in a 

number of outreach programmes, which 

included C. Carrington’s participation as a 

Selection O�cer for UWC Trinidad and 

Tobago. �e UWC selects students for 

scholarships to international schools o�ering 

the IB. In addition, A. McRae participated in 

the organisation of a workshop to train �eld 

workers for the prevalence of dementia 

investigation. 

Department of Para-Clinical Sciences

Dr Kenneth Charles – Founder and Chair of 

the UWI Blood Donor Foundation.  �is is a 

youth and religious-based charitable organi-

sation in the Department.  Partners include 

the Trinidad and Tobago Medical Students'

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�e Faculty of Science & Technology 

(FST) was formed in August 2012 by the 

demerger of the former Faculty of Science 

& Agriculture. �e FST is now in the 

rebuilding process and is working towards 

becoming one of the leading faculties at 

�e UWI, due to the importance of 

science and technology in today’s world. 

�e FST consists of �ve Departments: 

Chemistry; Computing & Information 

Technology; Mathematics & Statistics; 

Life Sciences; and Physics. 

Teaching And Learning

�e FST is the most diverse in terms of 

the number of Undergraduate 

programmes o�ered. During the period 

under review, the Faculty revised its 

curriculum to allow for the delivery of 10 

BSc Special options, eight majors, and 19 

minors.  At the Postgraduate level, the 

FST o�ers one Post-graduate diploma, 

�ve taught MSc and 10 MPhils and PhDs. 

In the academic year 2012/2013, 531 

students graduated with BSc degrees, an 

increase of 60% over the 2011/2012 �gure. 

�is number was second only to the 

Faculty of Social Sciences that graduated 

724 students. In the FST, thirty-one 

students graduated with �rst class 
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honours, 59 with upper second class 

honours, 247 with lower second class 

honours and 195 students with pass degrees.  

A comparison of the class of degrees over the 

past �ve years indicate that the number of 

students with �rst class and upper second 

class honours is on the decline, the number 

of students achieving lower second class 

honours is stable while those achieving pass 

degrees is on the increase.  

�e FST has undertaken an aggressive 

initiative to evaluate existing programmes 

and terminate those that are not sustainable. 

Plans are in train to strengthen our science 

o�erings and introduce new programmes in 

the exciting areas of technology, both at the 

Undergraduate and Postgraduate levels.

�e BSc (Information Technology) which is 

being o�ered by the Evening University has 

been largely unsuccessful and has not 

attracted many students. �is programme 

has been suspended and resources will be 

directed to other programmes within the 

department.

Financial

In line with �e University’s Strategic Plan, 

the Faculty’s strategic objectives are to 

enhance commercialisation of its intellectual 

capital and infrastructural resources through 

more aggressive and planned marketing of 

the services it can o�er to both its internal 

and external stakeholders. In an e�ort to 

become more �nancially sustainable, various 

self-�nancing postgraduate programmes 

were developed; including the MSc Renew-

able Energy Technology, which attracted 

approximately 23 students. �e Department 

of Computing and IT was successful in 

mounting various revenue generating 

certi�cation courses to its stakeholders in 

industry. �e Department was also successful 

in its collaborative projects with industry 

whereby various revenue-generating projects 

were initiated and completed. �e Depart-

ment of Chemistry has been advertising 

various revenue generating services to 

external clients in areas such as environmen-

tal monitoring, waste management, corro-

sion science, agriculture and food security; 

and analytical and glassblowing services. �e 

Faculty is also in the �nal stages of establish-

ing commercial services in the area of 

Computing and IT, and Statistics.

Conclusion

Curriculum reform will continue in the new 

Faculty of Science and Technology through 

the strengthening of the science programmes 

and expansion of the technology o�erings. 

New programmes being developed for 

introduction in 2014/2015 include the MSc 

Computer Science and Technology with 

specialisations in Cloud Computing and 

Mobile Technology, the MSc in Biomedical 

Physics, the MSc in Biotechnology, a Major 

in Electronics, and a Certi�cate in Science. 

�e Certi�cate in Science will be awarded to 

students pursuing courses in the preliminary 

programme. For the past few years, the Open 

Campus has o�ered the Faculty’s preliminary 

courses, Chemistry, Biology, Mathematics 

and Physics. �e FST plans to recover and 

expand this programme e�ective August 

2014 in the form of an Undergraduate 

Certi�cate in Science. �is will be an 

important feeder for the Faculty of Science 

and Technology, the Faculty of Food and 

Agriculture, the Faculty of Engineering, and 

the Faculty of Medical Sciences.

ENROLMENT 

�e number of students graduating with 

higher degrees was 87, which comprised one 

Post Graduate Diploma, 66 MSc, 12 MPhil 

and eight PhD degrees. �is was a signi�cant 
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increase of 34% over the 2011/2012 �gure. At 

the 2013 St. Augustine graduation ceremo-

nies, 26 MPhil students graduated. �e FST 

therefore graduated 46% of this number. At 

the PhD level, the total number of students 

graduating was 20. �e FST therefore 

contributed to 40% of this number.  Howev-

er, the throughput rate especially in the 

research degrees is still a challenge and 

strategies are being put in place to remedy 

this. �e FST continues to attract students to 

the various Postgraduate programmes.

Department of Chemistry

�e enrolment in the undergraduate 

programme has been decreasing over the 

past three years.  Registration in the Level I, 

Semester I core course for the last three 

academic years, 2010/2011, 2011/2012 and 

2012/2013 was 379, 357 and 272, respective-

ly.  �e total enrolment of Postgraduate 

students for the academic year 2012/13 was 

41 (31 full-time and 10 part-time). Five 

Postgraduate students graduated in 2012/13. 

�e Master of Science in Occupational and 

Environmental Safety and Health has 

sustained its enrolment �gure of approxi-

mately 50 persons over the last three 

academic years.

Department of Life Sciences

Postgraduate enrolment in the Department 

during the period under review included 19 

PhD, 31 MPhil, 74 MSc and six MSc 

CARPIMS scholarship students. Five 

CARPIMS students included two students 

from Haiti, and one each from Belize, the 

Solomon Islands and Fiji. �ese students 

transferred from the University of Guyana to 

the Department of Life Sciences. One MSC 

CARPIMS student from Trinidad registered 

with our University of Belize partner during 

the 2012/2013 academic year. 

Department of Computing and 

Information Technology

�e Department graduated 92 undergraduate 

students during the 2012/2013 period under 

review. Fi�y-eight from BSc Information 

Technology; seven from the BSc Computer 

Science and Management Option; 27 from 

the BSc General (Computer Science); and 

three from the BSc Computer Science 

(Special). �e Department graduated 12 

Postgraduate students.

During the period under review, revised 

three-credit �rst-year courses in Computer 

Science and Information Technology were 

o�ered for the �rst time. �e Department 

also expanded its programme o�erings with 

a proposal for a major in Information 

Technology to be included in the BSc 

General programme of the Faculty. �e 

proposal was approved and o�ered, as of 

September 2013.

At the Postgraduate level, the Department 

modi�ed its MSc in Computer Science to 

better address the ICT needs within the 

Caribbean region, better utilise online 

educational technologies and created areas of 

specialisation within the programme itself. A 

self-�nanced MSc degree in Computer 

Science and Technology with specialisations 

in cloud technologies and mobile computing 

has been proposed for o�er in the next 

academic year.

RESEARCH AND

�e Faculty was able to attract more than $10 

million in external research grants, the bulk 

coming to the Department of Life Sciences, 

mainly in the areas of Biodiversity and 

Ecosystem Services Management, Climate 

Change vulnerability, Impact and Adapta-
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tion, Biotechnology for Plant Growth 

Improvement and Biotechnology for Plant 

Disease Diagnostics. �e Faculty was also 

very successful in its applications for 

GORTT-UWI RDI grants.

Department of Life Sciences

�e Department has identi�ed four main 

research clusters in the priority applied areas 

of Environmental Management and Biotech-

nology. �ese are: Biodiversity and Ecosys-

tem Services Management; Climate Change 

vulnerability, impact and adaptation; 

Biotechnology for Plant Growth Improve-

ment; and Biotechnology for Plant Disease 

Diagnostics.

Major sources of funding are as follows: 

Biodiversity and Ecosystem Services is the 

recipient of funding to the tune of TT$ 6.4 

million from the UNEP over a period of four 

years spanning 2011-2014, while a grant of 

TT$0.9 million  from the RDI fund and a 

two-year grant of TT$ 5.3 million from the 

Green Fund support the Aripo Savannahs 

Project. Four PhDs are in progress. �e 

Climate Change Cluster is funded for three 

years, from 2012-2015, by a grant of roughly 

TT$ 4 million from the EU, a grant of 

TT$0.95 million from IDRC of Canada and a 

similar sum from CDKN. �e Plant Disease 

Diagnostics is funded from 2012-2014 

through a grant of TT$ 4 million from the 

EU-ACP.

One 

technology that appears to be a key player in 

solving the impending energy crisis is the 

P.E.M. (Proton Exchange Membrane) Fuel 

Cell. �is research project seeks to design a 

multi-physics model capable of describing 

the mechanism of ion conduction in a novel 

non-aqueous dependent electrolyte. 

Dr H. Missan – Fuel Cell Research - �e fuel 

cell is one of the most promising forms of 

renewable energy sources available to us 

presently and is already being used in many 

applications around the world. Some of the 

fuel cell research being conducted at the Fuel 

Cell Materials Research and Characterisation 

lab include the Synthesis of Polymer , the 

Synthesis of binary and ternary polymer 

electrolyte membranes, the Synthesis of 

Nanocomposite materials and Characterisa-

tion techniques, namely electrical impedance 

studies and fuel cell characterisation 

techniques.

REVENUE GENERATION & 
COST CONTAINMENT 

Department of Physics

Revenue was generated for the Department 

from tuition fees for the MSc in Renewable 

Energy Technology, Preliminary Physics and 

Summer Programmes. Services related to the 

Solar Timber Dryer, the Electron Microscope 

and the Electronics workshop have also been 

a source of income. 

Department of Chemistry

Revenue generated from the Department’s 

analytical services  through external clients 

for the period August 1, 2012 to July 31, 2013 

amounted to TT$79,160.00.  Activities aimed 

at cost containment included the reduction 

(to half) of the scale of laboratory experi-

ments which resulted in the reduction of the 

cost of chemicals, and the reduction of the 

use of water (for �ltration) through the 

alternative use of vacuum pumps. 

Department of Computing and 

Information Technology 

�e Department continued o�ering its 

professional development courses to the 

public in the �elds of Information Technolo-

gy and Computer Science. Revenue obtained 

from the two courses - SQL Fundamental for 

Oracle Certi�cation and COMP 2000, 

“Advanced Data Structures”- was TT$90,000.  

�e Net Income a�er expenses was $42,279. 

�e latter course is identical to the Advanced 

Data Structures course from the Computer 

Science programme and was sponsored by 

the Ministry of Education so that quali�ed 

secondary school teachers could upgrade 

their positions in the Teaching Service of 

Trinidad and Tobago. 

During January to July 2013, DCIT under-

took two so�ware development projects for 

the local arm of the BG Group. �e projects 
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undertaken by recently graduated students 

from the department and  supervised by a 

sta� member were:  Hoppertunities  – A 

so�ware system to store employee ideas for 

improving production and asset e�ciency  

and the BG Technical Library – A so�ware 

system developed to organise and view 

technical drawings for the oil and gas 

platforms of BG. �e department entered 

into a contract with the BG Group to deliver 

the required so�ware at a cost of TT$80,000. 

�e so�ware was successfully delivered on 

31st July 2013. Most of the funds were used 

to pay the students working on the projects. 

�e Net Income on this project was $20,000.

Marketing Managers and Associates 

Project – Development of ‘Best of T&T’ 

Website

DCIT undertook this project on behalf of Dr 

Benjamin and Marketing Managers and 

Associates. �e project was to develop a 

website to showcase the ‘best’ that T&T has 

to o�er. �e website would provide informa-

tion on the best services and products based 

on research from Marketing Managers and 

Associates. �e Department entered into a 

contract with Dr Benjamin to deliver the 

website and training at a cost of TT$38,000. 

�is was successfully delivered in the middle 

of July, 2013. Most of the funds acquired 

were used to pay the students and lead 

member working on the project. �e Net 

Income on this project was TT$8,000.

Other cost-cutting activities

�e use of myElearning and other Web 

platforms to distribute assignments instead 

of paper copies reduced the overall cost of 

o�ering courses with a high enrolment. 

Department of Mathematics 

and Statistics 

�e Department generated funds through 

the provision of several courses in the FST 

Summer School. Additionally, the Depart-

ment also o�ered a training course in 

Abstract Algebra for secondary school 

teachers, which generated TT$54,050.

Department of Behavioural Sciences

�e Department of Behavioural Sciences is a 

multidisciplinary department comprising a 

number of disciplines. �e Criminology, 

Mediation Studies, Political Science (Govern-

ment), Psychology, Social Work, and 

Sociology Units currently fall under the 

purview of the Department. A number of 

self-�nanced Units are also attached to the 

Department, and include the Governance 

Unit, Disability Studies Unit, and the Unit for 

Social Problem Analysis and Policy. �e 

Department was headed by Dr Derek 

Chadee during the 2012/2013 academic year.

 

Over the period August 2012 to July 2013, 

the Department has hosted a number of sta� 

and student-led conferences and workshops. 

Among these was the Department of 

Behavioural Sciences Conference on Under-

standing the Caribbean through the Lens of 

Research and Practice held on April 11, 2013 

at the St. Augustine Campus. At this confer-

ence, there were over 50 presentations from 

graduate students and faculty. 

�e Department has seen a positive growth 

rate in the number of Undergraduate student 

enrolments for the period 2012/2013; a 

similar trend was observed for graduate 

student enrolments for the same period. 

�ere have been a number of Undergraduate 

and graduate students completing their 

degree options within the Department.

Several members of faculty continue to serve 

on editorial boards of several internationally 

recognised journals and publication houses. 

Sta� have also maintained or established 

memberships on several public, professional,

�e relevant documentation has been 

prepared and submitted for approval and 

o�ce space has been identi�ed at the new 

Carmody Road building. 

Cross-Campus Harmonisation Meetings

�e Faculties of Social Sciences across the 

three Campuses participated in cross-cam-

pus meetings aimed at the harmonisation of 

course codes, course descriptions, course 

pre-requisites and Faculty regulations in 

furtherance of the UWI’s strategic objective 

of encouraging regionalism and, in particu-

lar, to facilitate the movement of students 

across the Campuses. �e meetings were 

held during the period April 22-24, 2013 at 

the Mona Campus.

Teaching E�ectiveness

With respect to teaching e�ectiveness, the 

Faculty of Social Sciences embarked on 

several initiatives. �ese included the 

acquisition of multimedia equipment and 

electronic teaching aids for the Management 

Lecture �eatre, the conversion of one of 

their classrooms into a Smart Classroom to 

facilitate the transmission of lectures to the 

franchised tertiary level institutions in the 

Eastern Caribbean and South Campus. 

�e Department of Economics developed an 

Internship Programme for students with the 

Central Statistical O�ce in Trinidad. In 

order to better serve students within the 

Caribbean, the Sports Management 

programmes adopted blended learning 

technology. �e Department of Behavioural 

Sciences organised �eld trips and guest 

lectures for students in Government, 

Mediation Studies and Psychology.   

ENROLMENT
Evening University 

�e Faculty of Social Sciences continues to 

be the main driver in the Evening University 

at the St. Augustine Campus with an estimat-

ed 95% of the total student enrolment in the 

Evening University pursuing Social Sciences 

degrees.

Department of Management Studies

Enrolment �gures into the Postgraduate 

Sports Programme have remained consistent. 

Charisse Bacchus, a national track & �eld 

athlete and graduate of the UWI/FIFA/CIES 

Post Graduate Diploma in Sports Manage-

ment was o�ered a half scholarship to 

complete the FIFA Executive Masters 

Programme in Europe. She began the 

programme in September 2013 and is due to 

complete it in July 2014.
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Department of Behavioural Sciences

Overall, there was a decrease in the number 

of new student enrolments; precisely, a 3 % 

drop was observed from 2011/2012 to 

2012/2013. However, an increase in enrol-

ment �gures was noted in 2012/2013 for 

particular degree programmes such as the 

BSc International Relations, BSc Psychology 

(major), and BSc Sociology than in the 

preceding academic year.

A general decrease in the number of enrol-

ments in new Postgraduate enrolments for 

the period was observed. �e Department 

experienced a negative growth rate of just 

under 21% in new Postgraduate enrolments 

from 2011-2012 to 2012/2013. However, an 

increase in enrolments was noted for the 

MSc Mediation Studies, MSc Sociology and 

MPhil/PhD Social Work programmes in 

2012-2013 than in the previous academic 

year.

GRADUATION
A number of degrees were awarded across all 

Postgraduate programmes in the Depart-

ment.  Sixteen higher degrees were awarded 

for the period 2012-2013, with the MSc 

Criminology and Criminal Justice account-

ing for the largest number of awarded 

degrees. Overall, there was an 84.16% decline 

in the number of higher degrees awarded 

between the 2011-2012 and 2012-2013 

academic years. 

Department of Economics

Overall, the Department experienced a 

consistent number of enrolments in both 

their Undergraduate and Postgraduate 

programmes. �e most signi�cant change

was noted for the MSc Economics which saw 

an increase of 19.5% from the previous year.

For the Academic Year 2012-2013 a number 

of persons graduated with Undergraduate 

and higher degrees from the Department of 

Economics. Signi�cantly, 95 persons were 

awarded the BSc Economics major (three 

with Distinction) and 14 persons were 

awarded the MSc Economics (�ve with 

Distinction).

�e De La Rue Scholarship went to MSc 

Economics student Ms. Natalie �omas, 

while PhD Economics students, Mr Jeeten-

dra Khan, Mrs Samantha Roach and Ms 

Sherry Ann Ganase were awarded the UWI 

Post Graduate Scholarship.  Ms Ranita 

Seecharan received the award of the Eric 

Williams Memorial Scholarship to read for 

the MPhil Economics.

TEACHING AND LEARNING 
During the year under review, new 

programmes were developed and approved. 

�ese were BSc Governance and Local 

Government, BSc Criminology and Criminal 

Justice, the MSc Applied Psychology and 

MSc Financial Economics. A Minor in Social 

Development Policy and Planning was also 

approved and the Faculty amended the 

programme structure for both the Certi�cate 

in Public Sector Human Resource Manage-

ment and the Certi�cate in Local Govern-

ment Studies. Course outlines, course 

components and pre-requisites for several 

courses were also revised. 

Funding of Students Activities

�e Faculty of Social Sciences provided 

funding for 35 Hospitality and Tourism 

students for a one-week study tour in the 

Bahamas and for seven graduate students to 

make presentations at the Caribbean Studies 

Association Conference in June 2013 in 

Grenada. �e Faculty also provided funding 

for one MPhil/PhD student to undertake a 

one-year attachment at the University of 
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Alberta and for one graduate student to 

make a presentation at an International 

Management Information Systems Confer-

ence in the United States of America.

RESEARCH & 
INNOVATION
�e Faculty held a two-day Retreat on 

Graduate Studies and Research in January 

2013 at the National Academy of the 

Performing Arts in Port of Spain. �e Retreat 

was aimed at addressing throughput rates of 

the Faculty’s graduate programmes, particu-

larly the research degrees and sta� publica-

tions challenges. 

Together with the Faculty of Humanities and 

Education at St. Augustine, the FSS co-host-

ed a two-day workshop on Research Propos-

al Development/Grant Writing in May 2013. 

�e workshop, in keeping with the mandate 

of the current Strategic Plan, intent was to 

build capacity to enable sta� to e�ectively 

compete for external grant funding. 

Department of Behavioural Sciences

�e research foci within the Department of 

Behavioural Sciences are represented by 

several areas of applied research in psycholo-

gy, criminology, sociology, social work, and 

political science. Some of these core areas 

include; Social Anxiety, Social Pressure and 

Alcohol Use, Learning patterns, Selective 

association learning; Implicit Attitudes, 

Cognition & Appearance, Readiness for 

Social Work practice in Trinidad; Health and 

Illness, Crime in Trinidad and Tobago: 

drugs; gang violence and Nature /Nurture. 

Major Research Projects Completed

Dr Dennis Brown conducted an analysis of 

the historical fertility patterns in Trinidad 

using oral accounts of life to solve the 

demographic conundrum of low fertility 

levels in the face of high sex ratios among a 

subset of the historical population. Research 

drew on the oral recollections of persons 

who were alive during the �rst three decades 

of the 20th Century.

Dr Kristy Lascelles completed two of her 

main research endeavours funded by 

Campus Research & Publications: Implicit 

attitudes towards breast cancer, breast cancer 

treatment and body image, and Cognition & 

Health Economics.

Major Research Projects in Progress

Dr Sandra Celestine is the principal 

investigator of a multidisciplinary research 

team that includes colleagues from New York 

University.  Of the two research proposals 

which have been prepared by the team, Dr 

Celestine received a UWI Research Develop-

ment Impact (RDI) Grant for the proposal 

Analysis of Intervention and Counselling for 

at-risk Youth to Reduce Crime, Violence, and 

to Improve Outcomes for the Individual, 

School, and the Family. 

Dr Emmanuel Janagan Johnson continues 

to undertake cross-cultural research on 

domestic violence and family life in Trinidad 

and India, as well as on the global trends in 

leadership in Christian higher education 

institutions.

Dr Indira Rampersad continues research in 

Crime and drugs in the Caribbean, “No Time 

to Quit: Engaging Youth at Risk: Executive 

Report of the Committee on Young Males 

and Crime in Trinidad and Tobago” and the 

preparation of a textbook, on “Contemporary 

International Relations of the Caribbean”.

In addition to the BSc 

Economics (Major and Special) it is o�ered 

to all students pursuing the BSc Management 

Studies (Major and Special), BSc Banking 

and Finance (Special), BSc Insurance Risk 

Management (Special) and BSc Sports 

Management (Major).

Conference on the Economy 

�e annual conference highlights and 

addresses the key economic issues facing 

Trinidad and Tobago in particular and the 

wider Caribbean region by extension in light 

of the present global environment. �e 

conference targets academics, technocrats, 

policy makers and tertiary level students at a 

cost of $1,200 TTD per participant with 

specialty rates for students.

Graduate Studies and Research

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In the 2012/13 academic year the ANSA 

McAL Psychological Research Centre 

continued on a number of research projects. 

�e Centre published several journal 

articles; engaged both Graduate and Under-

graduate students and facilitated the 

formation of the Psi Chi Local Chapter 

which was established at the UWI St. 

Augustine Campus in March, 2013.   �e 

Centre maintains active ties with a number 

of international academic a�liates, with 

joint research projects and student/faculty 

exchanges being developed.  

RESEARCH
Personality and Fear of Crime 

(Ongoing)

�e study of individual di�erences has been 

vigorously pursued in psychological 

research.  However, little consideration has 

been given to how these dynamics relate to 

individuals’ responses to actual or perceived 

environmental threat. In building a model of 

vulnerability to explain responses of 

criminal victimisation, the “big �ve” 

personality characteristics – extraversion, 

agreeableness, conscientiousness, neuroti-

cism, and openness – have been simultane

ously explored with global fear and rational 

calculations of risk.  

A sample of 318 respondents has been 

obtained. �e results of structural equation 

modelling revealed a signi�cant linkage 

between neuroticism and fear and risk 

estimations.  In particular, fear of ambiguous 

contexts and events was found to have a 

strong relationship with the propensity 

toward negative emotionality.  

Time Perspective and Criminal 

Victimisation (Ongoing)

While several macro-perspectives have been 

put forward to explain the nature of fear of 

crime, few researchers have considered other 

personal, intrinsic factors that have come to 

constitute important predictors of fear of 

crime.  Building on inaugural �ndings on 

the relation of general fear and fear of crime, 

research has been undertaken on time 

perspective, which in its broadest sense 

refers to the ways in which individuals 

organise their life experiences to give 

meaning to their immediate environment, 

and to guide decision-making.  
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�e �ndings of this research study revealed 

that individuals who maintain a balanced 

time orientation (an adaptive combination of 

positive and negative time perspectives) had 

signi�cantly lower levels of fear of crime than 

respondents who showed a more negative 

temporal pro�le.  A model of fear of crime 

was tested and showed that pragmatic fears 

shared a strong direct relationship with fear 

of crime more so than perceived risk of 

victimisation which the literature has 

consistently identify as the best predictor of 

fear of crime.  Furthermore, negatively 

oriented time perspectives were found to 

have a signi�cant direct relationship with 

pragmatic fears and perceived risk, which 

play a mediating role between temporal 

perspective and fear of crime.   

Emotional Reactivity (Ongoing)

Emerging literature points to the importance 

of psychological states in the construction 

and maintenance of the fear of criminal 

victimisation (Chadee & Ng Ying, 2013). 

Given that general fear has been meaningful-

ly linked to fear of crime (Chadee & Ng Ying, 

2013), it is worth considering whether 

general sensitivity to the experience of 

emotions propels the cognitive-a�ective 

nature of fear of crime. Emotional reactivity 

– or the intensity of individuals’ response to a 

wide array of stimuli, and with high levels of 

intensity (Nock, Wedig, Homberg, & Hooley, 

2008) – is explored as a predictive factor in a 

revisited model of fear of crime. �e mediat-

ing role of personality is also considered as 

part of the on-going analysis on this data. 

�e Impact of Emotion Modulation on 

Psychological Reactance (Ongoing)

Emerging literature points to the importance 

of psychological states in the construction 

and maintenance of the fear of criminal 

victimisation (Chadee & Ng Ying, 2013). 

Given that general fear has been meaningful-

ly linked to fear of crime (Chadee & Ng Ying, 

2013), it is worth considering whether 

general sensitivity to the experience of 

emotions propels the cognitive-a�ective 

nature of fear of crime. Emotional reactivity 

– or the intensity of individuals’ response to a 

wide array of stimuli, and with high levels of 

intensity (Nock, Wedig, Homberg, & Hooley, 

2008) – is explored as a predictive factor in a 

revisited model of fear of crime. �e mediat-

ing role of personality is also considered as 

part of the on-going analysis on this data. A 

manuscript is currently being prepared for 

submission.

Media Representation of Crime (Ongoing)

Research continues on the assessment of the 

social psychological consequences on the 

representation of crime in the media. �e 

media, an important source of information, 

description of events, explanations and 

interpretations, o�en capture the imagina-

tions of their readers rather than the facts. 

However, the public needs the media to 

know as well as to understand day-to-day 

events. �e news that �nally appears on the 

newspaper is just one version of a story, a 

version selected with newsworthy criteria 

determined by a �ltration process involving 

the news gatekeepers (reporters, editors, 

producers).  �e media greatly in�uence the 

public’s perceptions on issues related to 

crime.  �is study is undertaking a content 

analysis of crime reports on the daily 

newspapers for the period January 1, 2003 to 

December 31, 2012. �e data from crime 

reported to the police during the content 

analysed period will be assessed.  �is study 

has been expanded from a three-year 
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assessment period to a ten-year assessment 

period.

Copycat Behaviour Expansion of Research

�is study assesses the cognitive processing 

of information, levels of empathy and 

copycat behaviour among juveniles in high 

and low risk institutions. �e exploration of 

the mediating e�ects of the media in 

determining behaviour has been limited in 

showing causation. Where �ndings have 

been suggestive, there are no conclusive 

results to demonstrate causation. �e study 

has completed the collection of data and a 

report has been prepared. Further research 

will qualitatively explore copycat behaviour 

in juveniles.

�is study was undertaken in collaboration 

with Professor Ray Surrette, University of 

Central Florida. Two papers have been 

prepared for submission.

Trinidad and Tobago Guardian Survey

Over the past sixteen (16) years, the Centre 

has been commissioned to undertake a series 

of polls by the Trinidad Guardian.  �ese 

polls have become a widely cited source of 

public opinion on the social and political 

landscape of Trinidad and Tobago.  During 

the course of the year, the Centre continued 

to maintain this commitment with the 

Trinidad Guardian, and published several 

reports on government/ministerial perfor-

mance, current debates, current social issues, 

and public opinions on the matter of national 

crime. �ese results appeared in a series of 

weekly publications in the Sunday Guardian. 

�e Centre also undertook an election poll 

on the Chaguanas by-election held in 

Trinidad, which was also published in the 

Trinidad Guardian.  

GRADUATE STUDIES 

PhD Students

Victor Grandison

‘Attribution of blame to the victims of crime: 

the role of ambiguous information, just 

world beliefs, and empathy.’ �e phenome-

non of blaming the victim has o�en been 

explained by the Just World �eory. �e core 

argument is that people have a need to 

believe that the world is a fair and just place 

where people get what they deserve and 

deserve what they get. Innocent victimiza-

tion challenges this belief and thereby forces 

observers of such su�ering to derogate the 

victim. 

�is study raises the point that there might 

be additional variables that predict deroga-

tion (other than the belief in a just world). 

�e hypotheses of the study are centered on 

the argument that ambiguous background 

information about the perpetrators of crime, 

inhibits discounting of the role of the victim 

in criminal acts. Additionally, unambiguous 

information might facilitate the formation of 

defensive attributions (empathetic responses) 

in favor of the victim as certain characteris-

tics and behaviors of perpetrators highlight 

the resourcefulness and sophistication of 

criminal operations.

To date, two pilot studies and one major 

study have been done. �e results of the 

major study were submitted for review and 

presented at a seminar (for the purpose of 

securing an upgrade to the status of PhD 

candidate). �e proposal was accepted and 

Mr Grandison is now a PhD candidate. 

Currently, �nal preparations are being made 

for the conducting of data collection for the 

second study.

Nikita Kimoy Ng Ying

‘Striving for Imperfection: Examining the roles 

of perfectionistic self-presentation and 

cognition on the goal pursuit and psychologi-
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cal well-being of Trinidadian adolescents.’ �e 

pressure to be perfect has arguably never 

been more palpable than in contemporary 

living.  Increasing attention has also been 

directed at the consequences of perfectionis-

tic tendencies in educational settings. �is is 

especially relevant given the aggressive 

standards for admittance and commendation 

in both organizational and academic settings. 

One observation in the literature is that the 

presence of perfectionistic attitudes and 

behaviours is not necessarily complemented 

by the motivation to attain mastery in the 

particular performance domain under 

scrutiny.  For some, achievement motivation 

revolves around attaining superior perfor-

mance, irrespective of learning and mastery.  

Such conclusions leave for contemplation 

how state and trait aspects of perfectionism 

are positions within the local academic 

climate.  Among the objectives of the 

proposed study is to explain how disposi-

tional, self-presentational, and cognitive 

domains of perfectionism play into academic 

goal pursuit. 

MPhil Students
Dionne Brewster
‘Adolescent risky decision making: Examining 

the in�uence of parental and peer attachment, 

emotion regulation, and sensation seeking.’ 

Adolescence is a signi�cant stage of develop-

ment that prepares individuals for adult-

hood. Research has suggested a spike in risk 

behaviours in adolescence. A decision 

making approach would be taken to examine 

this issue. Donovon and Jessor (1985) 

psychosocial concept of risk, Furby and 

Beyth-Marom (1992) model of risky 

decision-making and the Dual Systems 

Model (Steinberg, 2008) formed the theoreti-

cal framework. �is study examines how 

parental attachment, peer attachment, 

emotion regulation and sensation seeking 

predicts risky decision making in adoles-

cence. �is model hypothesises that insecure 

parental and peer attachment and high 

sensation seeking would lead to adolescents 

making more risky decisions. Emotion 

regulation would mediate the impact of 

parental attachment, peer attachment and 

sensation seeking on risky decision-making. 

�e proposed sample is 300 adolescent 

males. �is study is currently in the data 

collection phase. 

Nigel Horsford

‘Psychological factors which In�uence 

Victim’s Fear of Crime.’ �is study explores 

the roles of self-blame (both categorical and 

behavioural), behavioural control and 

feelings of vulnerability among victims of 

crimes against persons and crimes against 

property. �is study will utilise victims of 

crime in Trinidad and Tobago.

Nylessia Nicome

‘Investment in Fear of Crime: �e E�ect of 

Fear of Death and Individual Di�erences.’ 

�e widely studied phenomenon of fear of 

crime is being approached from a novel 

distinctly psychological view. �e Investment 

Model (Rusbult, 1980), which uses tradition-

al exchange theory constructs is a process 

theory of social relationships, that extends 

Kelley & �ibaut’s (1978) Interdependence 

�eory. By expanding this model, this 

research is aimed at demonstrating that fear 

of crime is motivated by cognitions related to 

the perception that the e�ects of victimisa-

tion would leave one in an alternate state of 

their current lives, given that the alternative 

to their current lives is perceived as being 

worse. �is research which is grounded in 

the Terror Management �eory (Becker, 

1973) seeks to demonstrate how the fear of 

death, not only of the self but of loved ones, 

is at the root of fear of crime.  It also seeks to 

demonstrate that fear of crime reinforces fear 

of death although it is not the only factor 

responsible for the amount of fear of death 

one feels. 
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NEW PROGRAMME 

A new taught Master’s in Applied Psychology 

was approved by the Board of Graduate 

Studies in May 2013 and will be o�ered from 

September 2014. �is programme was 

developed with the aim of providing students 

with a sound awareness of the utility of 

psychological principles and research to 

real-life applications across health, organiza-

tional, community, and other contemporary 

intra- and interpersonal settings. Emphasis is 

also placed on the relevance and practice of 

psychological study in a Caribbean context. 

�e programme is designed to develop 

competencies in research, assessment and 

evaluation skills at a graduate level. �ere is a 

heavy emphasis on research with some 

opportunities for experiential learning. 

Moreover, this degree option can be used to 

successfully bridge the gap between under-

graduate studies and applied doctoral 

research. With courses health psychology; 

developmental psychology; industrial 

psychology; and assessment and testing, the 

scope of in�uence of the MSc Applied 

Psychological Studies allows for greater 

marketability of graduates, and facilitates a 

successful transference of skills across 

academic and professional domains. �is 

programme is to be o�ered through the 

Department of Behavioural Sciences UWI St. 

Augustine Main Campus.

�e ANSA McAL Psychological Research 

Centre continues to support the strategic 

objectives of strengthening regionality and 

building international partnerships (UWI

�e HEU, Centre for Health Economics 

began the academic year 2012/2013 by 

identifying a speci�c set of objectives as it 

sought to ful�l its mission of “Making a 

Di�erence”. �e HEU’s contributions to 

national and regional development were 

evident by its key advisory roles and collabo-

rations with various Governments and 

agencies in Trinidad and Tobago and 

throughout the wider Caribbean.

�e Centre’s overall activities included 

Research and Publications; Health System 

Strengthening Country Support; Training 

Workshops; Night-Time Seminars; and 

Teaching.

In 2012/2013, research and publications 

themes focused on Costing and Health 

Systems, Strengthening and Financing, 

HIV/AIDS, National Health Accounts and 

the situation of vulnerable populations in 

society.  A major research publication was 

the “Situation Analysis of Children and 

Women in Trinidad and Tobago”.  Several 

technical reports were also produced, mainly 

for Governments of the Caribbean, including 

the British Virgin Islands (BVI) and Trinidad 

and Tobago.  

By way of its Health Systems Strengthening 

support, the Centre began the development 

of National Health Accounts in the Organi-

zation of Eastern Caribbean States (OECS), 

as part of its project activity with ABT 

Associates Inc. under the United States 

Agency for International Development 

(USAID) funded Financial Sustainability 

Project.  Almost of equal importance were 

two other activities: the completion of a 

Costing of Health Services Report for the 

Ministry of Health in Trinidad and Tobago; 

and the implementation support provided to 

the Government of the BVI as it moved 

nearer to initiating its National Health 

Insurance (NHI) Programme.

In furtherance of its public education 

commitment, the Centre organised two 

nighttime seminars; one presented by the 

recently established Caribbean Public Health 

Agency (CARPHA) on Moving from Vision 

to Reality and another by Professor Paul 

Teelucksingh of the Faculty of Medical 

Sciences, UWI and his research team on the 

subject of Childhood Obesity and Diabetes.

On the teaching front, academic sta� at the 

Centre continued their e�orts to support the 
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teaching programmes in the Faculties of 

Social Sciences (Department of Economics) 

and Medical Sciences.  In ful�ling its 

responsibility for the Health Economics 

component of the Master’s in Public Health 

programme, the HEU arranged a number of 

presentations by professionals from regional 

and international health agencies.

Financial—Revenue Generating Activities

�e Centre’s sta� continue to be directly 

involved in endeavours aimed at generating 

revenue to �nance its operations and 

research agenda. One of the major accom-

plishments was the securing of a TT$1.2 

million consultancy with ABT Associates 

Inc. to conduct research on National Health 

Accounts and Health Financing in the OECS.  

�is thirteen-month project is on-going and 

is funded under USAID’s Financial Sustain-

ability Project.

In the academic year 2012/2013, the thrust to 

market the Centre’s Conference and Training 

facilities produced returns in the amount of 

TT$40,000.00 from rental fees.  An increase 

in revenue from this source is expected in the 

next academic year as additional investment 

initiatives materialise.

OUTREACH
Regional Strengthening & National 

Engagement

During the reporting period, the HEU met 

with members of the Poverty Reduction 

Programme, Ministry of the People and

Teaching, Learning and Student 

Development

As the CLL continues the introduction of 

credit-bearing courses, in 2012/2013, four 

courses (two each in Mandarin and 

Japanese) were approved as credit-bearing 

options. �ese courses will be o�ered from 

2013/2014. 

Research and Innovation

�e CLL was the lead department on a 

successful research bid securing TT$.5 

million for a project funded under �e 

UWI-Trinidad and Tobago Research and 

Development Impact Fund. �e project 

entitled, Language and Competitiveness: 

Positioning Trinidad and Tobago for 

Sustainable Development responds to the 

Campus research priority of economic 

diversi�cation and sector competitiveness. 

�e project seeks to investigate whether in 

Trinidad and Tobago, foreign language and 

intercultural competence might not be 

viewed as a microeconomic determinant of 

competitiveness as is the case in other 

contexts.
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OUTREACH
�e CLL increased our e�orts to make 

language learning accessible to more citizens, 

with the o�ering of a course in Hindi at the 

Evening University south venue, at Naparima 

College in San Fernando. �e presence, on 

sta�, of a Visiting Professor in Hindi paid by 

the Government of India greatly facilitated 

this outreach e�ort.

�e Centre submitted a proposal for the 

establishment of a Confucius Centre at �e 

UWI St. Augustine which lead to the signing 

of a Memorandum of Understanding by 

Campus Principal PVC Sankat and Madam 

XU Lin, Executive Director of the Confucius 

Institute, during the historical visit of the 

Chinese President to Trinidad and Tobago in 

May-June, 2013. �e establishment of a 

Confucius Institute will allow �e UWI St. 

Augustine to assume leadership in the 

dissemination of knowledge and information 

in the southern caribbean on contemporary 

China in �elds ranging from culture to 

business and international relations.

P. Pangsapa - Environment and Citizenship 

in the Caribbean. �is research project will 

explore the connections between questions of 

social and environmental injustice in the 

context of ten island-nation states. �e study 

aims to provide an empirical assessment of 

whether awareness of injustices generates 

greater responsibility through civic engage-

ment and competing ideas of citizenship. It 

will also seek to assess the impact of diverse 

cultural backgrounds on environmental and 

ecological citizenship and examine the links 

between environmental justice and citizen-

ship in this rapidly changing region, investi-

gate the kinds of resistance networks 

emerging throughout the region, and analyse 

the e�ectiveness of the work of social 

movements and civil society groups.

G. Hosein - Politics, Power and Gender 

Justice in the Anglophone Caribbean: 

Women’s Understanding of Politics, 

Experiences of Political Contestation and 

the Possibilities for Gender 

Transformation.

programmes, for Foreign Ministry as well as 

private sector personnel. �e Institute also 

o�ers international policy research and 

advisory services, and business environment 

assessment consultancies.

�e Institute of International Relations 

welcomed Professor W. Andy Knight, an 

internationally renowned scholar in the �eld 

of global governance, as Director of the 

Institute with e�ect from January 2013.   

Professor Knight, previously Head of the 

Department of Political Science, University 

of Alberta and currently on secondment 

from that University, was appointed by �e 

University of the West Indies to head the 

Institute for a three-year period from 

January, 2013.    

Professor Knight’s work has earned him the 

title of Fellow of the Royal Society of Canada 

which is the highest honour conferred to 

Canadian academics.  He currently serves as 

Advisory Board Member of the World 

Economic Forum’s Global Agenda Council 

on the Welfare of Children.  He brings to the 

Institute his experience of being Governor of 

the International Development Research 

Centre (IDRC) from 2007 to 2012 and Vice 

Chair of the Academic Council on the 

United Nations System (ACUNS). 

�e Institute records with gratitude, the 

service of Dr Anthony Peter Gonzales, who 

acted as interim Director for the Institute of 

International Relations during the 2011/2012 

Academic Year following the departure of 
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Professor Timothy Shaw in June, 2011. Dr. 

Gonzales ensured that all academic proce-

dures were followed as well as guided by  a 

strategic plan which, together with his 

stringent work programmes, sought to boost 

productivity of sta� and students alike 

during the 2011/2012 academic year.  �e 

plan saw the fruition of goals and a success-

ful handing over of the Institute to Professor 

W. Andy Knight.

�e Institute regrets the loss of Mr Henry 

Gill in February 2013. Mr. Gill served from 

December 1974 to January 1983 as Research 

Fellow (tenured) at the Institute of Interna-

tional Relations, �e University of the West 

Indies, St. Augustine.  His focus was mainly 

on foreign policy, international trade, 

regional integration and Latin American 

issues.  He served two successive terms as 

Vice-President of the West Indies Group of 

University Teachers (WIGUT) before leaving 

IIR, UWI in January, 1983.

RESEARCH  

�e IIR has decided to focus its research in

Conferences, Workshops, Seminars, 

Meetings

�e Institute of International Relations (IIR) 

of �e University of the West Indies resumed 

an old tradition, namely to organise periodi-

cally “o� shore” learning and training events, 
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and this in accordance with the spirit and 

letter of its regional mandate. One such 

event, in the form of a Workshop, “Interna-

tional Human Rights and Sustainable 

Development” intended for the Eastern 

Caribbean States, including the OECS 

Associate Members was focused on the 

international human rights system and its 

ever increasing linkages with the sustainable 

development agenda.

�e Workshop was designed for senior 

Government O�cials who were likely to be 

involved in work relating to the international 

human rights system and issues of sustain-

able development a�ecting their respective 

countries. 

In March 2013, the IIR held a panel discus-

sion and a seminar. Mrs Solange Mike 

chaired the panel discussion, “�e Chavez 

Legacy”.  H.E. Coromoto Godoy-Calderon, 

Ambassador of the Bolivarian Republic of 

Venezuela to Trinidad and Tobago and H.E. 

Humberto Rivero Rosario, Ambassador of 

the Republic of Cuba both made presenta-

tions during the discussion. 

�e seminar, “Prospects and Challenges for 

the Caribbean Regional Integration Process”, 

was held in collaboration with the Govern-

ment of Canada, the Ministry of Foreign 

A�airs of Suriname and their MSc (Global 

Studies) Suriname Alumni group. �e 

seminar addressed a range of issues and 

stimulating discussion on the way forward 

for Caribbean regionalism.  �e Embassy of 

Canada in Suriname funded this event, with 

in-kind contributions from the Ministry of 

Foreign A�airs of Suriname and the IIR 

Alumni Group.  

Dr Mark Kirton, senior lecturer at the IIR 

attended two meetings with stakeholders 

with respect to the delivery of the MSc 

programme in Suriname to 20 Foreign 

Service O�cers of the Ministry of Foreign 

A�airs of Suriname, in collaboration with the 

Institute of International Relations of the 

Anton De Kom University of Suriname 

(ADEKUS). 

�e �rst meeting, with the Director of the 

IIR ADEKUS, Mr Harold Kolader and Mr 

Ruben Martoredjo, ADEKUS Board Member 

and IIR UWI alumnus, had as its focus, the 

possible collaboration between the two 

institutions to deliver a customised MSc 

programme as part of the capacity-building 

process for the foreign-service o�cers in 

Suriname. �e second meeting was held at 

the request of the representative of the 

United Nations Development Programme 

(UNDP), Dr �omas Gittens, who indicated 

that in principle, UNDP  was committed to 

provide some  funding for  the delivery of the 

MSc programme by  UWI IIR in collabora-

tion with the IIR ADEKUS. �e meeting 

discussed the need to build capacity both in 

the Ministry of Foreign A�airs and the IIR 

ADEKUS and to further develop the 

proposal and conclude the discussions. 

Activities for the Year in Review 

2012/2013

IIR Library

As many as eighteen thematic displays were 

featured in the library during the academic 

year.  On the occasion of Postgraduate Open 

Day, the Library showcased the display 

“What to Do With a Degree in International 

Relations” while the “Timeline Display” was 

mounted and featured in celebration of the 

46th anniversary of the Institute’s founding.  

Two displays stood out during this period; 

one featuring the Word and Works of Ko� 

Annan and the other mounted in celebration 

of Nelson Mandela International Day, July 

18, 2013. With regard to the latter, the 

Library collaborated with a nongovernmen-

tal organisation, the Project for Educational 

Excellence, and mounted a “backpack” drive, 
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which garnered 44 backpacks to be given to 

schoolchildren in time for the new school 

year.

Activities of the Director

�e Director provided support to the O�ce 

of the Prime Minister of Trinidad & Tobago 

also had the pleasure to dra� speeches (in 

collaboration with the O�ce of the Prime 

Minister) for the Prime Minister for the state 

visit of Joe Biden, Vice President of the USA. 

June 2013 saw the Director again dra�ing 

speeches for the Prime Minister for the state 

visit of Xi Jinping and attending a meeting 

with the National Drug Council and Riyad 

Insanally (possible collaboration between the 

IIR, OAS and NDC for workshop on drugs 

in the Caribbean).

He also met with the Ministry of Foreign 

A�airs to advise on setting up the Trinidad 

and Tobago Embassy in Beijing, China and, 

alongside Michelle Scobie met with a 

representative of the Chinese Embassy and a 

Chinese architect to discuss plans for a new 

building to house the IIR and the proposed 

Diplomatic Academy.

Other notable activities of the IIR and the 

Director include a bid to host the HUB of the 

Caribbean Child Rights Observatory 

Network, and a meeting with the National 

Security Council on the establishment of the 

think tank on regional security and intelli-

gence. Ucil Cambridge of the Trinidad 

Guardian interviewed the Director on the 

SOFA and maritime security in the southern 

Caribbean. In July, the Director also collabo-

rated with the O�ce of the Prime Minister to 

produce speeches for CARICOM meetings, 

and with the Ministry of Foreign A�airs in 

Barbados for a proposed diplomatic academy 

and �nancial contributions to the IIR.

OUTREACH 

IIR Library

�e IIR Library sta� engaged in outreach 

activities during the year in review. �ese 

included the Library’s screening of the 

award-winning documentary “Children of 

War” on Universal Children’s Day. Wayde 

Ramnarine of the United Nations Informa-

tion Centre (UNIC) chaired the session. In 

February 2013, the Library hosted the book 

launch of “Bridging the Digital Divide? 

Prospects for Caribbean Development in the 

New Techno-Economic Paradigm”, a 

publication by Dr Gale T. C. Rigobert, an 

alumna and former Lecturer at the Institute. 

A pro�le of the launch was included in the 

inaugural issue of the Campus Libraries 

Newsletter. During the period June 10 to 27, 

the Library accommodated an Intern from 

the College of Science, Technology and 

Applied Arts of Trinidad and Tobago 

(COSTAATT). �e intern, Miss Marsha 

Lewis, was trained in all aspects of the 

Library’s operations. �e Library sta� 

members are also working in close collabora-

tion with the academic sta� to develop a 

handbook for the preparation of research 

papers at the Institute of International 

Relations.

Outreach with Non-UWI Institutions

During the period February 13 to 16, 2013, 

Professor Andy Knight, Director, IIR, 

accompanied by Dr Mark Kirton, Senior 

Lecturer, IIR, visited Guyana and met with 

several regional and local stakeholders.  Prof. 

Knight held a meeting with Mrs Elisabeth 

Harper, Director General, Ministry of 

Foreign A�airs (MOFA) and discussed 

possible collaboration between the IIR and 

MOFA , including short training courses for 

Guyanese diplomats as well as collaborative 

research projects.
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He also met with o�cials of the CARICOM 

Secretariat to discuss the areas of advanced 

training for CARICOM diplomats, the 

writing of policy briefs and joint articles on 

CARICOM issues and the provision of 

internships for IIR students.

Prof. Knight also met the Ambassador of 

Canada to CARICOM, HE. David Devine. 

�e IIR received a cheque for US$9027.30 to 

support the hosting of a seminar “Prospects 

and challenges for CARICOM states in the 

pursuit of regional integration”.

�e Director met with the Head of the 

European Union Delegation to Guyana, 

Trinidad and Suriname, Ambassador Robert 

Kopecky and the US Ambassador to Guyana 

and CARICOM, H.E. Brent Hardt to discuss 

potential areas of collaboration in research 

and regional security. 

�e meeting with the Ambassador of the 

Russian Federation to Guyana and Trinidad, 

H.E. Nicolai Smirnov discussed the possible 

establishment of links with International 

Relations’ Institutes in Russia and the 

possible exchanges of sta� and students and 

the possible assistance in funding of the new 

IIR building by BRIC states.

�e Director also met with the Vice Chancel-

lor of the University of Guyana, Professor 

Jacob Opadeyi and discussed potential 

collaboration for the delivery of the MSc 

programme in Guyana. 

�e “Back Pack” initiative 

In commemoration of Nelson Mandela 

International Day on July 18, the IIR Library 

partnered with a non-governmental organi-

sation, the Project for Educational Excellence 

and launched a back pack drive to collect 

book bags for needy children for the begin-

ning of the new school year. �e Library 

successfully garnered 44 backpacks with this 

initiative. �e backpack drive kicked o� on 

July 18 and culminated on July 31. 

PROJECTED ACTIVITIES FOR 
THE 2013/ 2014 ACADEMIC 
YEAR
Proposal for a Diplomatic Academy

Since its inception, the Institute of Interna-

tional Relations (IIR) has devoted itself to the 

teaching and training of Diplomats, Govern-

ment O�cials and NGO Representatives. 

However, over the years, the IIR has gradual-

ly shi�ed its focus towards a more academic 

and theoretical programme with respect to 

its teaching and its research. As a result, the 

IIR lost some of its appeal as a training 

ground for would-be and actual career 

diplomats. �e unfortunate result has been 

that the main governments of the Caribbean 

region that �nancially supported the IIR 

gradually withdrew their support, with the 

exception of Trinidad and Tobago. �is year, 

having hired a new Director, it is proposed 

that the IIR return to its original mandate as 

a regional training forum for diplomats and 

for students interested in working within 

regional and multilateral arenas. �e 

proposed approach would combine theory 

and praxis in building capacity for leadership 

in both international relations and diploma-

cy.

�e Diplomatic Academy, in its initial phase, 

proceeds with programme design and 

development focusing on training modules 

that could lead to diploma or graduate 

certi�cation. �e IIR intends to o�er courses 

using blended learning – a combination of 

on-line and on-site learning – and in 

synchronous and asynchronous modes. �is 

approach, done in collaboration with the 

Open Campus, would make it easier for 

those individuals who wish to upgrade their 

quali�cations while working full-time. �e 

delivery of such courses would require the 
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hiring of some additional full-time sta� in 

the IIR, but the delivery of speci�c modules 

could also be done by invited, highly 

regarded practitioners in the �eld of Interna-

tional Relations and diplomacy. �e Acade-

my would eventually require additional space 

to the temporary buildings that currently 

house the IIR. 

Other activities

Expansion of o�ce and classroom space, 

library space and additional IT equipment, as 

well as the creation and operation of a 

language laboratory, are some of the project-

ed activities on the timetable for the next 

academic year. �e new Director of IIR is 

proposing a new building to house the 

institute and the academy to be funded 

through public-private partnership (PPP).

�e Seismic Research Centre (SRC) is a 

regional agency that monitors earthquakes 

and volcanoes and conducts fundamental 

research into these phenomena for the 

English-speaking islands of the Eastern 

Caribbean.  �e SRC operates the largest 

network of seismographs and other geophys-

ical monitoring instruments in the Caribbe-

an region.  In addition to the routine 

monitoring of 19 live volcanoes and a 

seismically active region, the SRC collabo-

rates with local, regional and international 

agencies on research projects relevant to its 

core areas of operation (seismology, volca-

nology and education & outreach) to better 

understand the geologic processes at work in 

the region with a view to reducing risk.  

EXECUTIVE SUMMARY
Geologically, the period was a busy one for 

the SRC with the seismograph network 

recording a minimum of 1704 earthquakes 

in the area of responsibility.  �is maintains 

the high level of earthquake activity seen in 

the last reporting period.  �e largest 

earthquake for the period was of magnitude 

5.3, which was located west of Barbuda.  �e 

densest concentration of epicentres for the 

year was seen in the Antigua/Barbuda area 

that maintains an elevated level of seismicity 

being observed in that area.  Apart from the 

ongoing eruption of the Soufrière Hills 

Volcano in Montserrat, volcanic activity in 

the Eastern Caribbean was relatively quiet 

with most of the volcanoes exhibiting 

background levels of activity.  Research 

being conducted at the SRC suggests that the 

global seismogenic system is poised to 

deliver its largest earthquakes and the 

mega-earthquakes occurring since 2004 

support this conclusion.  Our region has not 

seen it largest earthquake for well over 150 

years and it for this reason that we continue 

to foster collaborations that allow us to 

enhance our monitoring capability, take an 

active role in promoting the development 

and legislation of Building Codes and our 

Education and Outreach thrust has been 

intensi�ed.

During this period, we marked our 60th 

Anniversary and used this milestone to 

promote the work that we do and build 

awareness of the need to ensure that the 

region as a whole has the measures in place 

to advance sustainable development.  In 

support of this e�ort, the Government of 
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Chile, through its Embassy here in Trinidad 

and Tobago, donated equipment important 

in assessing regional plate motions.  Given 

the tectonic setting of Chile, and their history 

of addressing large magnitude earthquakes, 

without the disastrous consequences seen in 

other countries, the concern to assist in 

building our capacity should spur our 

authorities on to ensure that our prepared-

ness measures are in place and ready for roll 

out whenever the test comes.

Review of Operations and Activities 

In addition to routine monitoring opera-

tions, the key events of the period were:

Installation of two radon monitoring 

stations in south-west Tobago - Funded 

partly by the Research and Publication Fund, 

but primarily by the Departmental Consul-

tancy Fund (DCF).  �e study seeks to test 

the utility of changes in radon output as a 

seismic surveillance tool in the Eastern 

Caribbean.  

GFDRR Disaster Vulnerability and Risk 

Assessment Modelling Jamaica and the 

Greater Caribbean Basin Project – A 

project managed by the Disaster Risk 

Reduction Centre and funded by the World 

Bank to produce a regional scale Risk Atlas 

for Flood, Hurricane and Earthquake with 

high-resolution maps for similar hazards for 

four islands.  SRC was involved in the 

seismic risk component of the project 

involving mainly the modi�cation of 

earthquake loss estimation so�ware for the 

region. 

Seismic Microzonation Studies in Trinidad 

and Tobago – Ministry of Planning and 

Sustainable Development, Government of 

Trinidad and Tobago has funded this project 

to pursue the microzonation of ten cities and 

major population centres in Trinidad and 

Tobago over the next 10 years.  Port of Spain 

is the �rst city being assessed.  

TSUAREG - A collaborative project with and 

funded by the Institut de Physique du Globe 

de Paris (IPGP) through their observatories 

in Martinique and Guadeloupe for the 

installation of four VSAT stations in Antigua, 

Carriacou, Dominica and Saint Lucia, with 

in-kind support from the DCF.  �e objective 

is to enhance the regional seismograph 

network for tsunami detection and promote 

data sharing, which will feed into e�orts to 

understand the tectonics of the Eastern 

Caribbean.

Caribbean Catastrophic Risk Insurance 

Facility (CCRIF) - �is project seeks to 

establish a core network of strong motion 

instruments in the Eastern Caribbean and 

Jamaica as a crucial element of implementa-

tion of e�ective disaster risk reduction 

measures for earthquakes in the region. �e 

key bene�ciaries will be the people living in 

the Caribbean since it will build the database 

necessary for guiding in the construction of 

earthquake resistant buildings.

MVO Management Contract from April, 

2013 - March 2018 - �is project supports 

seven members of sta� (5 based at MVO and 

2 at SRC).  �e agreement is for a �xed sum 

of EC$23 million and includes common 

service fee that amounts to EC$1.6M.  

Earth Science Week and SRC 2013 Calendar 

- �e SRC celebrated Earth Science Week 

with a weeklong Tsunami Smart campaign in 

the Grenadines. �is was a collaborative 

e�ort with the National Emergency Manage-

ment O�ce of St. Vincent and the Grena-

dines.  �e theme for the SRC 2013 calendar 

showed the beauty and vulnerability of the 

islands arising from their tectonic environ-

ment.  Each year the Centre spends upwards 

of $40K on production of information 

material. 
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SRC 60th Anniversary - In January, 2013, 

the SRC launched a yearlong schedule of 

regional activities to celebrate its 60th 

anniversary. Activities during the reporting 

period included a monthly Open House at 

the Centre to which the public was invited, 

coordination of Volcano Awareness Week in 

St. Vincent & the Grenadines and the S3 Mall 

Tour – a roving geo-hazard exhibition in 

Trinidad and Tobago. A 60th anniversary 

logo was specially commissioned for this 

event.

Construction of a new Home for the SRC – 

�e construction of the new facility is 

completed and it is being furnished.  At this 

time, the building is yet to be handed over.  It 

is to be expected, therefore, that outside of 

the routine, activities over the next two years 

will primarily involve the servicing of the 

projects currently on stream and in the 

pipeline and dominated by relocating 

operations to the new facility.

POSTGRADUATE 
PROGRAMME
Post-graduate work at the SRC has, in the 

past been primarily on volcanology themes.  

We have however, ventured into the area of 

seismology with encouraging results.  E�orts 

to expand in this area are continuing.  �e 

objective is to build the local expertise for 

continuity.  �e challenge is identifying 

suitably quali�ed persons, with the interest 

and aptitude.  One tried and tested approach 

is again being explored.

�e Centre currently has one PhD student, 

Deborah Robertson, working on the Boiling 

Lake in Dominica.

�e Sir Arthur Lewis Institute of Social & 

Economic Studies (SALISES) was born of a 

merger, in 2001, between the Institute of  

Social and Economic Research, which has 

roots that date back to the birth of the 

University itself, and the Consortium 

Graduate School of the Social Sciences.  Its 

mission is “to undertake high-quality 

research and graduate teaching in the areas 

of social and economic development policy, 

governance and public policy with special 

reference to small developing countries” and 

a major plank of its vision is to become “an 

internationally renowned institution for 

development policy analysis”.  �e activities 

of the SALISES (SA) for the academic year 

2012-13 are in keeping with the mission and 

vision of the SALISES and with the core 

objectives of the University’s Strategic Plan 

2012-17.

�e SALISES enjoyed a very successful 

academic year 2012-2013.  Once again, our 

sta� participated in the teaching 

programmes of the Institute and of the wider 

Faculty and continued supervision of 

Master’s, MPhil and PhD students. �is year, 

one student upgraded from the MPhil to the 

PhD degree, and we expect more to follow in 

the 2013 - 2014 and 2014 - 2015 academic 

years. �ere were ten graduates in the MSc 

Development Statistics programme. 

�e Institute continued its scholarly, 

professional and outreach activity, which 

resulted in the publication of journal articles 

and technical reports, the publication of 

Caribbean Dialogue, the conduct of consult-

ing and executive training programmes and 

the public discussion series, the SALISES 

Forum.  �e Institute continued to pursue 

two major projects; one funded by the IDRC 

entitled Managing Adaptation to Coastal 

Environmental Change: Canada and the 

Caribbean. �e other project, awarded under 

the 10th European Development Fund by the 

ACP Secretariat, is titled Climate Change 

Adaptation Strategies for Water Resources and 

Human Livelihoods in the Coastal Zones of 

Small Island Developing States (CASCADE). 

�e SALISES has also considered a collabo-

ration with CERMES, for a third project, 

Sustainable Water Management under 

Climate Change in Small Island Developing 

States (Water aCCIS), funded by the IDRC. 

SALISES is also involved in some smaller 

projects funded by the IDB and UN ECLAC.

During the academic year, the Principal of 
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the University of the West Indies, St Augus-

tine Campus, approached the SALISES, 

through its Director, to consider the possibil-

ity of locating the Caribbean Centre for 

Competitiveness (CCfC) within the SALIS-

ES. Within the proposed arrangement, the 

CCfC would maintain its regional mandate 

and its Executive Director would report to 

the Director of SALISES.

migration. �e Institute carried out a survey 

in Bequia (St Vincent and the Grenadines).

�e SALISES (SA) began implementation of 

the project CASCADE (Climate Change 

Adaptation Strategies for Water Resources 

and Human Livelihoods in the Coastal Zones 

of Small Island Developing States) in 

partnership with the Euro-Mediterranean 

Centre for Climate Change (CMCC) and the 

Caribbean Community Climate Change 

Centre (CCCCC).  �is included an incep-

tion meeting held in Trinidad in December 

2012 and a �eld visit to St Lucia. 

�e Institute began or continued work on a 

number of research areas including, the 

establishment of a Domestic Violence 

Registry for Trinidad and Tobago, Climate 

change and its impact on water security and 

coastal regions in the Caribbean; Poverty and 

Health care provision. Additional areas of 

research also incorporate, Energy e�ciency; 

Ageing; Sport tourism; Elderly victimization, 

the �nancial sector in the Caribbean, 

Caribbean growth and development;  Injury 

Prevention and Safety Promotion; Population 

Dynamics in the Caribbean and Social 

Measurement in developing countries

FACULTY OUTREACH
�e Institute continued its very popular and 

informative SALISES Forum, a public 

education exercise which deals with topics of 

national, regional and international interest. 

Topics treated during the 2012-2013 academ-

ic year included Section 34: dealing with the 

issues, �e 2011 Census: Making Sense of the 

Numbers, �e San Fernando-Point Fortin 

Highway: airing the issues and �e Floatation 

of the TT dollar: the experience of the past 20 

years. �e panelists were all distinguished 

personalities in their own �eld and the fora 

themselves were always extremely well 

attended.

Service to UWI-12 Countries And Other 

Underserved Communities

Some of the Institute’s teaching and research 

activity are geared toward service to the 

UWI-12 countries. �e IDRC/SSHRC 

funded project on climate change pays 

special attention to the island of Bequia in St 

Vincent and the Grenadines and to San 

Pedro in Belize. �e CASCADE project 

involves investigations in St Vincent and the 

Grenadines, Grenada and St Lucia. One PhD 

thesis is devoted partly to disaster manage-

ment in Grenada and �eldwork has already 

been conducted there.

Students in the MSc Development Statistics 

have been encouraged to pursue research 

catering to the needs of UWI-13 countries, in 

particular, St. Lucia and Montserrat.  �is 

research continues as prospective joint 

publications are being prepared with Dr. St. 

Bernard and speci�c graduate students as 

authors.  Dr. St. Bernard continues to pursue 

the development of research programmes in 

demography in Grenada, Dominica, Mont-

serrat and St. Lucia.  He continues to assist 

the Government of Dominica for data 

collection activities related to domestic 

violence and violence against women in 

Dominica.

FOR THE 2013-14 
ACADEMIC YEAR
Incorporation of the CCfC

A major step to be taken, beginning in 

2013-2014, is the incorporation of the 

Caribbean Centre for Competitiveness 

(CCfC) into the operations of the SALISES. 
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�ere will be a shi� away from the current 

focus of the CCfC, as one involving largely 

training and Executive education, to one 

whose central focus is on scholarly activity. 

�e CCfC is to be transformed into a centre 

of scholarly excellence in the area of compet-

itiveness with Cluster, Global Value Chain 

and Innovation analysis as its niche focus 

and e�ective methodological frameworks for 

studying Caribbean developmental challeng-

es and designing competitiveness strategies 

for sustainable growth.

Over the next three years, the CCfC will 

merge pure and applied research on potential 

Clusters, Lead Firms, Institutional support 

and Policy Enablers towards developing 

cluster strategies for improving the region’s 

competitiveness performance as re�ected in 

stronger enabling business and innovation 

ecosystems and growth in new industry 

clusters. In addition, it will seek to develop 

key measurement indicators of competitive-

ness and innovation for the region, generate 

and maintain primary data databases.

�e CCfC intends to position itself as the 

regional competitiveness think tank, articu-

lating well researched objective positions on 

regional competitiveness performance, with 

concrete recommendations for improvement. 

�rough its e-library, the CCfC will be a 

centralised Repository of competitiveness 

knowledge. �ere are future intentions for 

the Centre to host a Regional Competitive-

ness Forum every other year, Open Lectures 

on contemporary competitiveness issues and 

produce a quarterly on-line competitiveness 

newsletter.

Finally, where technical capacity gaps exist in 

the region, the CCfC will facilitate 

short-term cutting edge workshops in areas 

of competitiveness and seek project funding 

from International Funding Agencies to 

support its proposed agenda and become a 

self-�nancing entity.

Teaching and Scholarship

Sta� members will continue teaching and 

graduate supervision of students enrolled in 

the SALISES programmes.  We expect to 

admit a further �ve students to the 

MPhil/PhD programme and about 11 to the 

MSc Development Statistics programme. We 

expect three students to graduate with the 

PhD degree during the coming academic 

year and are also hopeful that at least three 

other students will upgrade from the MPhil 

to the PhD. We also expect that about 10 

students will graduate from the MSc Devel-

opment Statistics programme.  Sta� mem-

bers will also be teaching and supervising 

students enrolled in the SALISES MSc 

programmes on the Mona Campus as well as 

in the programmes of the wider Faculty of 

Social Sciences.

Sta� members will continue advancing in 

research around the themes of Social 

Accounting Matrices (and extensions) for the 

Caribbean, with applications to poverty, 

human capital formation and income 

distribution; Computable General Equilibri-

um modelling of the Caribbean Economy, 

with applications to trade, poverty, income 

distribution and the environment and 

Poverty, poverty reduction and inequality 

with special reference to the Caribbean. 

Research will also centre around the themes 

of Sport and development in the Caribbean; 

Measurement of Social Phenomena in 

Caribbean Society; Homicidal Patterns in 

Trinidad and Tobago and Return Migration 

and Transnationalism. Population Dynamics 

in the Caribbean; Growth, Competitiveness 

and Development Issues in the Caribbean; 

Coastal zone adaptation to Climate Change 

and Climate Change Impacts on Water 

Resources in the Coastal Zones of Small 

Island Developing States are also areas of 

consideration.
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�e Institute will also be engaged in aggres-

sive pursuit of funding for research grants as 

well as the continuation of the SALISES 

Forum series.

SALISES Conference 2014

�e 15th Annual SALISES conference will be 

held during the period of April 23 – 25, 2014. 

�e theme of the conference is Caribbean 

Development: Standing Still or Standing Tall? 

�eoretical, Empirical and Policy Challenges. 

A “Call for Papers” has already been issued 

and Professor Peter Blair Henry, Dean of 

New York University’s Leonard N. Stern’s 

School of Business and William R. Berkley 

Professor of Economics and Finance has 

already agreed to be the 2014 Sir Arthur 

Lewis Distinguished Lecturer at the Confer-

ence. 

Other future activities

�e SALISES (SA) intends in 2013-14 and in 

the coming years to strengthen itself. Its 

focus will be on conducting specialist 

training in speci�c subject-matter areas 

based on selected course o�erings from the 

MSc Development Statistics; complete the 

CASCADE and ICURA Climate Change 

projects and continue, in collaboration with 

CERMES, an IDRC-funded project on 

Sustainable Water Management under 

Climate Change in Small Island States of the 

Caribbean. �e SALISES also seeks to 

improve the pro�le of the Caribbean 

Dialogue and gradually transforming it into 

an online journal. Other activities will centre 

around pursing further research activity and 

continuously seeking funding for commis-

sioned research.
