E HOUSTON

After being owned by a Dallas-
based investment firm for nearly 
twenty years, this complex of 
buildings was sold in 2017. The 
new owner Texas Research & 
Technology Foundation has plans 
to develop the property into an 
incubator for high-tech startups 
and researchers.



901
E HOUSTON

Built in 1927, vacant since 2001
Land assessed at $1.2 Million
Building assessed at $200
Property was sold & rehabilitated
Building is now assessed at $3 
million



KELSO HOUSE 
LEARNING LAB

107 W CRAIG

Noted San Antonio architect Atlee Ayers 
designed 107 W Craig in Monte Vista. The 
house was in extremely poor condition 
when it was purchased by a local 
restaurateur in 2005. He worked with 
program staff over two years, culminating 
in the donation of the home to the non-
profit Power of Preservation Foundation. 
POP will use the property as a learning 
lab for restoration, partnering with OHP 
and UTSA to bring the classroom out 
into the real world.
