One of the main areas of focus for transfer students is the WSU General Education Requirements, which are
classes in addition to courses within your major that are required to ensure fundamental skills and a well-rounded
education. We strongly recommend that all transfer students fulfill their general education requirements
through the Michigan Transfer Agreement (MTA) before transferring to WSU. Each community college has an
MTA approved course list of its own (see the table below). Upon the completion of the MTA approved list of
courses for your school, students will satisfy WSU’ General Education Requirements as a block transfer (minimum
of 30 credits):
