How important is it to donate with an envelope? 

There will be times when your church attendance might be important to document (receiving a   
family discount at a Catholic School, permission letters to marry at another Church, sponsorship for 
baptisms and confirmations etc.). The most common way for us to document a regular attendance is 
by reviewing contributions. A Holy Spirit offertory envelope is easiest for us to track since it shows 
your name and family number. If you donate with cash, we have no way of knowing who it is from 
unless it is placed in an envelope with your name.  
If you are not registered with the parish it is important to do so. This enables the parish office to 
send you an annual statement of contributions, which you can use for tax purposes.
