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NOTE: Please do not fully tighten all bolts until you finish assembling all parts. Once assembled, go back
and fully tighten all bolts. This will make the assembly easier.

Unpack the unit and confirm that you have all the hardware and required parts. Assemble the unit on a
carpeted floor or the empty carton to avoid any scratch.

Glue the 30 mm Wood Dowels (7) into the end holes on the Stretchers (F and G) and the Apron
Decorations (H). Make sure that you use a small amount of glue with both ends of all dowels.
NOTE: It is very important to use a small amount of glue on both ends of dowels.

3. Attach the Left Front Leg (B) to the left front corner block of the Desk Top Apron (A) with two 70 mm

Bolts (1) and two Large Washers (2 and 3).

NOTE: DO NOT fully tighten all the bolts until the desk has been adjusted and level all the legs so that
they do not wobble. Once adjusted, go back and tighten while making sure that the unit remains level.
Insert the dowel of one Side Stretcher (G) into the hole of the Left Front Leg (B).

Repeat the same procedure to attach the Left Back Leg (D) at the opposite end. Fasten the Side Stretcher
(G) to the Legs (B and D) with the 45 mm Screw (5).

7. Repeat the same procedure to attach the other Side Stretcher (G) and Right Front Leg (C) at the opposite
end.

8. Fasten the Apron Decorations (H) to the bottom of Desk Top (A) with the end dowels fully inserted by
using two 38 mm Bolts (8) and the Small Washers (9 and 10) in each.

9. Ask for assistance to stand the unit upright.
10. Attach the Cable Wheel (1) to the backside of the Desk Top (A) with two 12mm Bolts (6).

NOTE: You can use the Cable Wheel to help keep your entertainment center’s cables and cords
organized.

11. Feed the wire of Power Center (J) through the cutout of the Desk Top (A) and push into the cutout from
top of Desk Top, secure it in place with two 12 mm Screws (4). Make sure the wire are not pinched.

12. Place the Grommet (11) over the hole of the top panel.

Tools required (not provided): Phillips screwdriver, stud finder, tape measure, pencil, power drill and 1/8”
drill bit.
13. Position the unit at the desired location against a wall. If necessary, adjust the Floor Levelers at the
bottom of the Legs to level the unit.
14. Now, follow the instructions printed on the plastic bag containing the Tipping Restraint Hardware to
attach the tip-over restraints to the unit and the wall.

NOTE: The tipping restraint hardware included is for wooden stud wall construction. It must be attached
to a wall stud. Depending upon your wall construction, different anchor hardware maybe required. Please
contact your local hardware store for assistance. Young children can be seriously injured by tipping
furniture. You must install the tipping restraint hardware with the unit to prevent the unit from tipping,
causing any accidents or damage. The tipping restraints are intended only as a deterrent, they are not a
substitute for proper adult supervision. The tipping restraints are not earthquake restraints. If you wish to
add the extra security of earthquake restraints, they must be purchased and installed separately.
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Care and Maintenance

Use a soft, clean cloth that will not scratch the surface when dusting.

Gently rub the surface with a soft dry cloth, soft damp cloth, or soft damp cloth with neutral detergent, and
then dry it well.

Strong Alkaline detergents or acidic detergents are not recommended to use.

Sponges containing abrasive agents or fibers are not recommended to use.

Use of furniture polish is not necessary. Should you choose to use polish, test first in an inconspicuous area.
