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Worship Service: 
Sunday after Epiphany: Jesus’ Baptism and Water 

 
Helpful Elements: 

Green tablecloth (Ordinary Time) 
Water pitcher (unbreakable) with water in it 

Shallow bowl 
River stones and/or smooth beach glass 

 
Welcome: Welcome! It’s so good to be together to celebrate faith and 
community. My name is ____ and I’ll be leading our worship time. Today we are 
celebrating the Baptism of the Lord Jesus, the day that John the Baptist baptized 
Jesus in the Jordan River. We’ll have a chance to reaffirm our own baptisms and 
to think about water in general. Thank you for joining me. 
 
Please pray with me as we open our time together. 
 
Opening Prayer: Great and loving God, we ask your Holy Spirit to bless our time 
together and to refresh us with your presence. In the midst of a world full of 
trouble and strife, we thank you for watching over us, guiding us, and as we 
confess our sins, for forgiving us. Enable us to enter your presence today joyfully 
and reverently, and let us depart with the assurance that our sins are forgiven. Fill 
us, O God, with the peace that passes all understanding. Amen.

Statement of Faith, p. 2: Let us affirm our statement of faith by reciting “The Lord 
is My Shepherd” together: 
The Lord is my shepherd; I shall not want.

5 Thou preparest a table before me in the presence of mine enemies: thou 
anointest my head with oil; my cup runneth over.

First reading: This is the story of Jesus’ baptism, as recorded in the first chapter of 
Mark’s gospel (Mark 1:2-11): 
2 As it is written in Isaiah the prophet, 

“Behold, I send my messenger before your face, 

    who will prepare your way, 
3 the voice of one crying in the wilderness: 

    ‘Prepare the way of the Lord …’” 

4 John appeared, baptizing in the wilderness and proclaiming a baptism 

of repentance for the forgiveness of sins. 5 And all the country of Judea and all 

Jerusalem were going out to John and were being baptized by him in the river 

Jordan, confessing their sins. … 7 And John preached, saying, “After me comes he 

who is mightier than I ... 8 I have baptized you with water, but he will baptize you 

with the Holy Spirit.” 

9 In those days Jesus came from Galilee and was baptized by John in the 

Jordan. 10 And when Jesus came up out of the water, immediately Jesus saw the 

heavens open and the Spirit of God descending on him like a dove. 11 And a voice 

came from heaven saying, “You are my beloved Son; with you I am well pleased.”

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Second reading: This is from Genesis, the first book of the Bible: 
1 In the beginning, God created the heavens and the earth. 2 The earth 

was without form and void, and darkness was over the face of the deep. And the 

Spirit of God was hovering over the face of the waters. … 

6 And God said, “Let there be an expanse in the midst of the waters, and let it 

separate the waters from the waters.” 7 And God made the expanse and 

separated the waters under and above it. And it was so. 8 And God called the 

expanse Heaven. 

9 And God said, “Let the waters under the heavens be gathered together into one 

place, and let the dry land appear.” And it was so. 10 God called the dry land 

Earth, and the waters that were gathered together he called Seas. And God saw 

that it was good.

Interactive Homily: Let’s talk more about baptism and water. In all faiths, water is 
considered a sacred substance, part of the original creation and absolutely 
necessary for life.  

• What can water do?  
o Quench thirst, refresh 
o Make alive; even resurrect something, like a plant 
o Wash and cleanse 
o Slowly smooth, like river stones or sea glass 

• Many religions use baptism in some form. What kinds of people, objects, 
and actions are involved in a baptism?  

o Pastor, priest; water; poured over head, sprinkled on a baby, full 
immersion 

• Where might a baptism take place? If you were baptized, where did that 
happen? 

o At church, in a river, at home, in a hospital 
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• If water is used for life and cleansing, I wonder what baptism symbolizes? 
What do you think baptism means? 

o Just as it was with John the Baptist, baptism if a way for us to confess 
our sins and receive cleansing 

o As we receive God’s forgiveness, baptism is a sign of new life, a 
commitment to and relationship with God, marked by dependence 
on God for life itself 

Today, if you’d like, you can reaffirm or remember your own baptism; or you may 
simply reflect on the blessing of life-giving water and God’s work in your life. 

The Methodist liturgy says, “Through the reaffirmation of our faith, we renew 
the promise declared at our baptism and acknowledge what God is doing for us.” 
I’ll walk around with the water, which you can use to make the sign of the cross 
on your forehead if you like. Or you may simply touch or scoop up the water to 
enjoy its coolness.  

• Pour water from pitcher into bowl with smooth stones and beach glass. 

• Pray aloud: “Lord God, pour out your Holy Spirit to bless this gift of water 
and those who receive it.” 

• Put on hymn music; walk around to let residents touch water one at a time.  

 

(Silent Prayer) … Now let us pray the Lord’s prayer together: 

Lord’s Prayer: Our Father, who art in heaven, hallowed be thy name. Thy kingdom 

come, thy will be done, on earth as it is in heaven. Give us this day our daily 

bread, and forgive us our trespasses, as we forgive those who trespass against us. 

And lead us not into temptation, but deliver us from evil. For thine is the 

kingdom, the power, and the glory forever, Amen.
